This Is graduation week in 
most of the high schools of 
Texas, and many thousands of 
young men and women are re-
ceiving the diplomas they have 
looked forward to in it years 
of study and school regimen. 

It is a time of relief, triumph 
and jubilation, a moment when 
the spirit 'lets go' in the hap-
py realization that graduation 
is at last an accomplished fact. 
In such an !hour a sober 
thought may be out of tune, but 
there is no more appropriate 
time for one suggestion. 

It is this: 
What graduate has taken 

time to calculate what his com-
munity and State have invested 
in him as evidenced by the di-
ploma in his hands? How much 
ihas it cost the community and 
State in 12 years of schoolng 
to provide him with the coveted 
certificate that he has satisfac-
torily completed a course of 
study and training that is de-
signed to equip him for respon-
sible life in a democratic so- 
ciety? 

It may be somewhat com-
mercial in tone to apply a .dol-
lar yardstick to an investment 
of social confidence which the 
community and society as a 
whole have made in the gradu-
ate but it is a means of mese 
urement that can be sensibly 

• indicative of the degree of 
trust involved. For that is what 
it means — an investment in 
trust. 

It costs about $145,000 a year 
to operate the public schools 
of Rising Star, besides the cost 
of textbooks and certan other 
services essential to the educa-
tional program.

to about.  $400 for each pupil 
in the system. Over a period 
of 12 years, the community and 
State spend between $5,000 and 
e6,000 for the cpportunity to 
hand a graduate a diploma. 

The cost in the higher grades 
is considerably more than is 
necessary to maintain the low-
, I. grades, and t.ie pro rata 
e: higher. There is the further 
average cost increase caused by 
'drop-outs.

STRONG WIND DOES 
HEAVY DAMAGE SUNDAY 

A comparatively narrow belt of 
windstorm and rain which swept 
over Rising Star Sunday evening 
did considerable damage to 'trailer 
houses, roofs, trees, arm television 
antennae while it brought more 
than two inches of badly needed 
moisture by way of compensation. 

The city hall --official 	gauge 
showed 1.7 inches of rain, while 
reports from private gauges var-
ied from 3 inches to 1.5 inches. 

The storm seemed to "make up" 
in the area northwest of Rising 
Star and it swept over the com-
munity with startling suddennees 
about 6:30 p. m. 

A number of roofs were dam-
aged, especially those of sheet 
iron which was peeled from the 
:afters in several instances. Trees i 
were blown down and even up-
rooted by the force of the gale 
which did not achieve the pro-
portions of a twister but had 
plenty of force nevertheless.

Readers of the Record will 
recall a story early in the year 
about an itinerant Methodist 
nreacher who stopped here for 
a night on his return from the 
west coast to his home in New 
Jersey. 

He rode a bicycle with the 
companionship of a dog, and 
it was his self-imposed mission 
to travel in humility and pov-
cry on a continuing errand of 
personal evangelism after the 
fashion of the disciples whom 
the Bible says that Jesus sent 
preaching his early gospel. 

Here he was entertained by 
the Rev. Milton Slayden, Meth-
odist pastor, and by Lee Fen-
ter who bought him an unso-
licited meal and who talked with 
him for a long while before di-
recting him to the local church. 

He was Rev. Arthur Shaw, 
who had held pastorates in New 
Jersey, and who in late life had 
adopted the itinerant mode as 
a method getting close to ,peo-
ple in the hope of a more ef-
fective ministry. 

He had travelled from New 
Jersey to Los Angeles and was 
about half-way on the return 
trip wften he reached here. He 
did not make it. 

This week there came letters 
to Rev. Slayden and Mr. Fen- 
ter from Vineland, N. J., thank- 
ing them for the courtesies 
they riad shown the old min- 
ister. The letter was from a 
man who said that the old min-
ister was his father, and it dis-
closed that the Rev. Mr. Shaw 
had been struck and killed by 
a hit-and-run driver at Race-
land, Louisiana, on March' 30. 
Tie little dog, says the letter. 
escaped injury and has been 
returned to the son.

How could anybody ever say: 
"The king can do no wrong?" 
(When ve know of kings who 
did do wrong.) 

The idea looks simple: As ab-
solute law maker, the king could 
hold himself above his own law. 
He was under no law and could 
therefore do no legal wrong. 

Anyway, when King George 
lost the thirteen colonies, 	the 
American states took over the doc-
trine of Sovereign Immunity: No-
body can sue a government a-
gency without the state's permiss-
ion, when the agency is doing 
government work. (Of course if 
he agency is doing "proprietary 
functions" like running street cars 
or making electricity, it may often 
be sued much like any other busi-
ness.) 

Thus suppose for lack of due 
care a private bakery truck should 
harm your child who had done 
nothing to bring on the accident. 
Well then, most likely you could 
sue the bakery in the child's be-
half and collect damages. 

But not with government a-
;encies unless the legislature giv-
es you lawful permission. 

Thus in the old days if an army 
jeep harmed your child, you could 
_olleot only if Congress passed a 
:pedal bill awarding damages.

There are as many different 
causes of sinus inflamation as 
there are people suffering from 
it. Infection-producing agents 
such as viruses, and irritants such 
as pollens and dust are most often 
the cause.
