Inan introductory article last
week, attention was called to
the problem of religious
division; it s complexity, and
disastrous consequences,

Before proposing, humbly
and prayerfully, some
suggestions for at least the
practical beginnings of a
solution, it will be well wor-
thwhile to look again at what
the Scriptures have to say
about the subject, After all, if
Christians are EVER to be
united, it must be from this
starting point, But, first, a breif
historical n ote would be in
order.

Religious division is not
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.exclusively a Christian
phenomenon by any means.
There are so - called Christian
and non - Christian religions
and each of them has within it
a great degree, more or less, of
fragmentation. This 1S even
true of the major authoritarian
groups, like Islam and Roman
Catholicism. In Jesus' day,
Judaism was split into at least
five factions: the Pharisees
(strictest of them all - Matthew
23:23 - 24; Philippians 3:5:
Aclts 22:3), the Sadducees (they
denied angels and the
resurrection - Nark 12:18:
Acls 23:8), the Herodians (a
political group favoring Greek
customs - Matthew 22:16), the
Zealots (another fanatical
political group), and the E
Essenes (an esceitc group., with
strong meditative charac-
teristics and concerning which
much has recently been
learned through the Qumran
discoveries). But it has become
the sad lot of the religious world
known as Christianity to make
the term: religious division a
familiar expression.

Four major divisions exist:
Roman Catholicism (holding to
the Scriptures and church
tradition as authoritative, as
interpreted by the Bishop of
Rome - the Pope), Orthodoxy
(also Scripture and Tradition,
but ruled by a Patriarch),
Protestantism (essentially
built on the authority of the
Scriptures alone, but often
tempered by insistance upon
rigid credal interpretations),
and the Cults (groups of an
unusual nature, often having
the seat of authority in writings
or governing bodies other than
Scriptural ones).

For our purposes, we shall
concentrate upon the third
group: Protestantism, for it is
our conviction that here, and
here alone, lies any possibility
at all of a genuine Biblical
pattern of unity. The reason, of
course, is that Christian unity
can only be achieved if the
Scriptures are allowed to be the
final judge in matters of
dispute and as they are un-
derstood according to
universally accepted rules of
human language. Scripture and
Tradition will not do, for there
1S NO universally accepted
storehouse of Tradition, even
among Roman Catholics
(writings of Church Fathers
versus Decisions of Councils
versus Decisions of Bishops,
etc.). Virtually the same
controversy and objections
apply to the Orthodox. The
Cultists have nothing to offer,
for their extra - biblical
productions and governing
bodies would also destroy our
confidence in the all - sufficient
nature of the Bible. Whatever
may be the fault of
Protestantism, and faults there
certainly are, its original and
vehement insistance on a
*“Thus saith the Lord" was
indeed a valid one. All other
concepls must come back to
this one. More will be said
about this later.

The following article will deal
(God willing) with some in-
dications of how God feels
about religious division and the
characteristics of the unity
which God desires among
believers, from the Scriptures.

Prepare yourself for an
important study like this, and
others, by being with us in
detailed Bible analysis, in
graded groups, on Sunday
morning at 9:30 and in the
Assemblies on Sunday at 10:30
am. and 6 p.m. for THIS
WEDNESDAY evening (May
8) there will be a Devotional.
with emphasis upon singing.

3. A complete standardized
testing program will be offered
during the spring of each year
with no cost to the schools
exceplt testing supplies.

4. An employment services
will be offered in the summer
for the youth of this county.

5. The office will aid the
schools in adult education,
health services, vocational
education, special education,
summer school, interscholastic
league events, or any other
activity that is county - wide in
scope.

6. Activity in the fieldof State
legislation is sure to increase
the next four years concerning
education. I will keep the
people informed as to how the
legislation will affect the
schools of this county.

Eastland County In
Top Ten In Pecan
Production

iwastland County ranked in
the top ten in pecan production
in Texas for the 1973 season,
Agriculture Commissioner
John C. White has announced.

Total pecan production for
Eastland County was 680,000
Ibs., compared with 1,625,000
Ibs in 1972,

Production statewide was
estimated at 23 million lbs,,
mostly from the Trans - Pecos,
South Central, Cross Timbers
and Blackland areas.

Texas dropped from first to
fifth place in pecan production
nationally.

‘““Pecans were expected to be
down in 1973 from a year
earlier since they are an
alternating year crop, but
production was also reduced by
insect and weather problems’’,
Commissioner White stated.

South Central Texas was
hard hit by the walnut cater-
pillar, which stripped many
trees of their foliage two or
three times.

A late freeze in April caught
Central Texas trees in bloom,
destroying much of the pecan
crop.
