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Eastland County Commis-
sioners Monday approved an 
additional Deputy for the 
Eastland County Sheriff's 
Department.

Sheriff Dee Hogan told the 
Commissioners that he ex-
pected to have enough left 
over in his budget to pay for 
the additional manpower, 
which he says is needed to 
help patrol rural areas of the 
county. 

Hogan also said that a car 
seized by his Department 
could be used by the new 
investigator. 

The agreement for the Sher-
iff to hire another Deputy 
came in an afternoon session, 
which followed a morning of 
considerable discussion on the 
subject. 

Sheriff Hogan brought 
another manpower survey of 
Eastland and surrounding 
counties, showing that 
Eastland County has fewer 
Deputies per capita than oth-
ers in the area. He said that his 
four Deputies were each 
working an extra 20 hrs. per 
week, and were growing 
"mentally and physically 
exsauted." 

Commissioner Billy Bacon, 
Pct. 4, said he had studied the 
matter and agreed there should 
be another Deputy. "We are 
working our men to death," 
he commented. "I wouldn't 
want to work an extra 20 hrs. 
per week without pay, and I 
don't expect my hands to." 

He made a motion for the 
county to approve another 
Deputy and pay the estimated 
$18,000annual salary. But the 
motion died for a lack of a

The approval in the after-
noon came after the Sheriff 
assured the commissioners 
that he would take the salary 
from his department's own 
budget. On other agenda 
items, the Commissioners 
tabled a request from Cisco 
City Manager Mike Moore to 
amend an Ambulance Con-
tract with the city. The county 
has been paying for a portion 
of the Emergency Medical 
Services after expenses are 
submitted to the County 
Auditor's office. Moore re-
quested a flat monthly pay-
ment, and this presented some 
problems, the Commission-
ers said. 

The Commissioners agreed 
that something needed to be 
worked out on the Emergency 
Medical Services so that each 
entity receiving funds was 
paid in the same manner. 

In other business, the com-
missioners purchased furni-
ture from outgoing Justice of 
the Peace Tex Evans for use 
in the office in Rising Star. 

They also approved a re-
quest from Sheriff Hogan to 
fence' the top of the jail's 
exercise yard. Hogan ex-
plained that exercise in the 
yard was mandated by the state 
- but some means had to be 
found to keep prisoners from 
escaping over the fence. 

On the current jail popula-
tion report, Comm. Billy 
Bacon said that 19 prisoners 
were in the jail, with some for 
TDC or on "blue" warrants. 
The facility was as clean as 
always, he reported. 

In other business, bonds 
were approved for several 
county officials - some elected 
and some reelected. 

Defense) indicated that these 
names were correct.

An apparent physical con-
frontation between Rising Star 
Mayor Henry Burk and Mayor 
Pro Tern Charles Barnes has 
brought arcawide attention to 
Rising Star's city problems 
and seemingly has brought to 
a head a split or power struggle 
between the mayor and city 
councilmen. 

A disagreement reportedly 
started over the Mayor's fail-
ure or refusal to provide in-
formation to the council on 
the city's needs and to ac-
count for the expenditure of 
city funds while the Mayor 
was acting as City Adminis-
trator and being paid to be 
City Judge. The Council re-
portedly then removed Burk 
from the salaried City Judge 
position and started proceed-
ings to replace him with a 
paid professional City Man-
ager. 

The confrontation between 
Burk and Barnes occurred 
when Barnes asked if the 
required legal advertisement 
had been submitted to the 
newspaper by city personnel 
as the Council had wished. 

Burk and Barnes filed as-
sault charges against each 
other, but an Eastland County 
Grand Jury refused to indict 
either man. Burk also filed a 
civil suit against Barnes over 
the incident and obtained a 
temporary restraining order to 
keep Barnes away from the

Pecans are among the tasti-

est of nuts, but the grower 
faces some real problems 
maintaining the quality of the 
nut meat. 

Dr. John Lipe, Extension 
Service horticulturist, said that 
insects and drought are the 
major problems that limit 
quality, but disease and infe-
rior varieties are also culprits. 

Often a small one-eighth-
inch diameter hole appears in 
the shell of the pecan. These 
holes are caused by "red-
heads," creamy white worms 
with red heads that are the 
larvae of the pecan weevil. 
The weevil larva eats the 
nutmeat, then bores an exit 
hole in the shell to escape to 
overwinter in the ground. 

Pecan weevils can be one 

of the worst pest problems for 
pecan producers in this area. 
Many unsprayed trees have 
had heavy damage this year. 

Pecan shucks that don't 
open or have trouble opening 
usually signal an infection of 
hickory shuckworms. 

These small white worms 
are about three-eighths inches 
long; they tunnel into the 
shucks and cause extensive 
damage to the shuck tissue. 
This damage can cause the 
shuck to remain tightly closed, 
or to open partially if the 
damage is only at the base of 
the shuck. 

Shuck damage results in 
poorly developed nutmeats. 
Properly timed insecticide 
sprays are essential for con-
trol, and infested shucks 
should be destroyed or plowed 
under to reduce the popula-
tion or overwintering shuck-
worm larvae.

S huckworms aren't the only 
cause of shuck damage. Stick-
tight shucks gradually blacken 
as the nuts approach maturity 
in August and September. 
Affected shucks don't open, 
and the nuts are very difficult 
to shake from the tree. 

"Tree stress, both drought 
and heat, are associated with 
sticktight," Lipe said. 

Insect damage also causes 
the kernel not to fully develop. 
Aphids sucking sap from 
pecan leaves during the sum-
mer and fall rob the pecans of 
nutrition. The black mold that 
grows on the "honeydew" 
secreted by the aphids blocks 
sunlight and thus photosyn-
theses. 

Vivipary, another problem 
limiting the quality of pecans, 
refers to nuts sprouting in the 
shuck. This is usually caused 
by drought stress as nuts 
develop in the fall. Certain 
varieties such as Burkett and 
Wichita have particularly bad 
sprouting problems. 

Black spots or streaks on 
the nutmeats usually are asso-
ciated with stink bugs and 
related sucking insects that 
feed on the nuts. 

Insect feeding before the 
nutmeats gel caused the nuts 
to drop, but nuts fed on after 
the nuts reach the dough state 
(late August) remain on the 
tree and develop the black 
spots on the kernels. 

These blackened spots 
sometimes have a bitter taste, 
but the recommended spray 
schedule for hickory shuck-
worm and pecan weevil will 
usually keep this problem at a 
minimum. 

Moldy kernels, dark ker-
nels and rancidity are prob-
lems that are caused by ex-
cess water. These problems 
can be easily cured by allow-
ing the pecan to air dry in a 
well ventilated place for a 
couple of weeks.

The edu-
cator who started it all was 
Dr. Seaman A. Knapp, an 
agent of the U.S. Department 
of Agriculture. 

Result demonstrations 
conducted in a county allows 
local producers the opportu-
nity to examine how some-
thing may work in their op-
eration. Many times result 
demonstrations are the center 
of program such as field days 
and tours. 

The information collected 
form result demonstrations is 
also distributed through 
newsletters, news release and 
radio programs. Once a year 
the result demonstrations are 
written up in a booklet called 
`Results of Agricultural 
Demonstrations.' This book-
let is available to all inter-
ested persons. 

Like all Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service programs, 
the result demonstrations 
conducted in Eastland County 
are indentified by local pro-
gram area committees. These 
programsareacommitteesare 
made up of people with an 
interest in the area for which 
the committee is working. 

Ideas for the result demon-
strations come from a vari-
ation of people. Many of the 
new products or new technol-
ogy type result demonstra-
tions come from Texas Agri-
cultural Extension Service 
Specialist or industry people. 
Some of the result demon-
strations conducted begin 
with a producer asking, what 
if we try this. 

No result demonstration 
would be possible without the 
cooperation of local produc-
ers.

Dry Christmas trees, faulty 
electrical wiring and unsafe 
travel can make for a danger-
ous holiday season. 

Dr. Kenneth L. Mattox of 
Baylor College of Medicine 
in Houston says that common 
accidents can be prevented if 
precautions are taken inside 
and outside the home. 

"Many accidents such as 
burns and electrocution oc- 
cur during the holidays," said 
Mattox, a professor of sur-
gery at Baylor and chief of 
staff at Ben Taub General 
Hospital. "Children espe-
cially need close supervi-
sion." 

He suggests parents set 
aside extra time to make their 
home safe for young children. 

Each year more than one 
million children are treated 
for burns, many of them pre-
ventable. 

Dry Christmas trees are One 
of the biggest hazards. Faulty 
electrical wiring and outlets 
can burn the trees by setting 
off sparks. Mattox advises 
that the base of the tree he 
watered regularly. 

Twinkling Christmas tree 
lights also pose serious injury 
to curious children. "We' sec 
toddlers with burns on their 
mouth as a result of chevOng 
on light cords," Mattox said. 
"They do not know the lights 
are not a toy." 

Another common holiday 
accident is food poisoning 
caused by the salmonella 
bacteria. If left unrefrigerated 
all day, traditional holiday 
foods like turkey can become 
contaminated by the bacteria 
and cause an upset stomach, 
diarrhea and even death. 

The car trip home after the 
holidays can also be danger-
ous. Travelers should be well 
rested and avoid alcohol when 
driving. 

Mattox offers these holi-
day safety tips: 

*turn off Christmas dee 
lights before going to bed or 
leaving home. Consider pur-
chasing a fire extinguisher. 

*Wash and thoroughly 
cook fresh meats, fruits and 
vegetables to prevent salmo-
nella poisoning. Refrigerate 
uneaten foods. 

*Buy toys that specify the 
ages for which they arc con-
sidered safe. Be certain there 
are no small pieces that could 
be swallowed and cause chok-
ing. 

* Buckle up your child and 
yourself while driving even 
short distances. Most auto 
accidents happen within five 
miles of home. 

* Make sure homes you visit 
are as safe for your children 
as your own home.

Marketed Gas Production 
Increased In August 

Holiday Turkey Requires 
Safe Cooking Rules 

Railroad Commission 
Chairman Kent Hance an-
nounced that Texas marketed 
gas production in August to-
taled 360,052,901 Mcf (thou-
sand cubic feet) of gas, com-
pared to the July production 
total of 350,905,354 Mcf. The 
August marketed gas produc-
tion reflected a decrease of 
0.06 percent compared to the 
August 1989 production of 
360,278,677 Mcf. 

In the first eight months of 
1990 Texas marketed gas 
production 	totaled 
2,917,129,135 Mcf, a three 
percent decrease from the 
3,007,472,997 Mcf total dur-
ing the same period of 1989. 

Total gas production in 
Texas in August was 
448,134,281 Mcf, compared 
to the July production total of 
447,945,688. August 1989's 
total gas production was 
461,397,148 Mcf. 

Marketed gas production is 
the gas left after liquid hydro-
carbons have been separated 
on the lease from the "wet" 
gas that is usually produced at 
the wellhead. It also dots not 
include gas that is used to fuel 
production-related equipment 
on the lease site, or gas that is  

otherwise not marketed. 
Exports of Texas-produced 

gas in August totaled 
144,902,597 Mcf compared 
to 133,613,016 Mcf in July. 
The Augustexports of Texas-
produced gas reflected a 12 
percent increase when com-
pared to the August 1989 
exports total of 129,602,836 
Mcf. 

According to Hance the 
state's top ten exporters of 
Texas produced gas in Au-
gust were: Tennessee Gas 
Pipeline 	Company, 
28,157,385 Mcf; Transconti-
nential Gas Pipeline Corp., 
27,255,827 Mcf; Natural Gas 
Pipeline 	Company, 
22,893,825 Mcf; Texas East-
ern Trans.

According to health offi-
cials, improper thawing of 
turkeys and careless food 
storage are two of the most 
dangerous mistakes cooks can 
make during the holiday sea-
son. 

During the recent Thanks-
giving holidays, several food 
poisoning outbreaks occurred 
in Texas, particularly in 
Austin and El Paso. 

Barbara Keir, director of 
the Public Health Nutrition 
program at the Texas Depart-
ment of Health (TDH), said 
that turkey should be thawed 
in the refrigerator, or under 
running water (at 70 degrees 
or below). 

"Some people make the 
mistake of thawing the tur-
key at room temperature, al-
lowing the surface to warm 
before the inside meat can 
thaw. That allows dangerous 
bacteria to reproduce and 
cause food poisoning," Keir 
said. 

She added that thawing in a  

microwave oven is safe only 
when the food will be imme-
diately cooked. When 
thawed, the turkey should be 
rinsed thoroughly and dried, 
inside and out. 

Leftover meat should be cut 
off the bone and refrigerated. 
A safety rule is to freeze any 
portions to be kept beyond 
two days of refrigeration. 

Keir suggested the follow-
ing hints for ensuring against 
salmonella poisoning, per-
haps the most common form 
of food poisoning in the home. 

*Prepare turkey stuffing 
immediately before cooking. 
Dry ingredients can be mixed 
in advance, but eggs, oysters, 
butter or other moist ingredi-
ents should be added at cook-
ing time. 

*Cook the stuffing sepa-
rately. Stuffing cooked in the 
turkey cavity may prevent 
thorough cooking. 

* When fully cooked,dense 
portions of the turkey, such 
as the thighs, should have
