The public should understand that 
the profits of the packers have been 

• limited by the Food Administration 
since November 1, 1917. For this pur-
pose, the business of Swift & Company 
is now divided into three cl4sses: 

Class 1 includes such products as beef, 
pork, mutton, oleomargarine and 
others that are essentially animal 
products. Profits are limited to 9 
per cent of the capital employed in 
these departments, (including sun 
plus' and borrowed money), or not 
to exceed two and a half cents on 
each dollar of sales.
