D. F. McCollum, 	formerly 
superintendent of the Llano 
schools, but now head of the 
Department of History and So-
cial Sciences of the East Texas 
State Normal College at Com-
merce, Texas, writes that the 
government has designated the 
college at Commerce as a stu-
dent army training unit, where 
boys between the ages of eigh-
teen and twenty-one years, who 
have completed the ninth • grade 
of high school and who can 
take the physical examination 
necessary for entering the ar-
my, can pursue studies equal to 
those of the tenth and eleventh 
grades of a standard high 
school and the four years of .a 
standard college, and in addition 
receive military training that 
they otherwise would receive in 
the army ramps. 

Whlie details are not 
thoroughly worked out it is rea-
sonably certain that the govern-
ment will furnish all ' wearing 
apparel, :military, equipment, 
board and room, and thirty dol-
lars a month pay. The boys in 
this unit will be trained for ar-
my officers, or for some other 
branch of government service 
and will probably not be sent 
to the army camps, unless they 
fail in their work. Boys between 
the ages of sixteen and eighteen 
can enroll for military training, 
but can not enlist.

party or parties ; purchasing 
same are entitled to the rate. 
It seems no other way has been 
provided for securing the half 
rates and now that San Saba 
county will have no County 
Agent after Sept. 1, we will be 
deprived of the benefit of this 
order. 

The idea of the Government 
seems to be that safeguards 
must be thrown around the 
shipping in order to keep those 
not entitled to receive the rate 
from getting it. The Agent 
must be sure that the feed is 
not directly or indirectly to go 
to some one who will sell it for 
a profit and the Government 
must have one of their repre-
sentatives to 0. K. the bill. 
In these war times this is one, 
of the added duties of the Coun-
ty Agent who is the only re-
presentative the United States 
Department has here.
