On American Troops

ENEMY IS QUICKLY BEATEN

Although Almost Surrounded One De-
‘tachment Boldly Attacks and
Drives Out Invaders

Washington, March
troops in their attack in Lorraine 6n
the night of March 4 twice gained a
footing in the American trenches only
to be driven out in fierce fighting. An
official dispatch today from France
giving the French view of the encoun-
ter said the Americans showed a “rare
quality of courage, self-possession and
calm bravery which won them admir-
ation of the neighboring FFrench

troops and the hearty congrntulationsl

of the French high‘command.”

The Americgns engaged were the
latest to enter the trenches, going in-
to training with the Frencn. First
news of their presence on the battle
line came in the French official state-
ment of March 5, which told of their
brave conduct in repulsing the Ger-
mans. Today’s dis patch which gave
the first details of the fighting said:

“After a very heavy artillery prep-
aration, including shells of all calibers,
which ct;mpletely demolished the
ground of the sector, a strong attack
was made upon the positions occupied
by the Americans. .A few of the
enemy succeeded in penetrating into
a trench but an energetic and severe
counter-attack threw them bhack in
confusion.

“Meanwhile another section suc-
eeded in cutting the barbed wire in
front of the positions where the fight-
ing was going on but they also were
quickly dispersed by the precisz fir-
ing from the rifles and machine guns.
‘“A third company finally suczeeded,
in stealing their way into the linqs and
attempting a flanking movement
which was on the point of succeeding.
Here especially the Americans gave
proof of splendid energy and a morale
beyond ‘all praise. Almost entirely
surrounded they did ,not dream for
one instant of surrendering and their
efforts to extricate themselves were
so determined that they succeeded in
displacing the enemy without leaving
a single prisoner in his hands.

“The same date, towards 4:30 in
the morning, an American patrcl of
four men and one Sergeant encoun-
tered an enemy patrol that was cut-
ting the barbed wire and which was
composed of nine men. Giving proof
this time of splendid offensive quali-
ties and without considering their
numerical inferiority §he American
patrol threw themselves upon the ad-
versaries and after a furious combat
succeeded in puttihg them to flight,
bringing back with them two prison-
ers.

“In the attack and in the defense
the American soldiers assumed the
brilliant place which they intend to
hold among the ailit\:s’ armies.”

DRAFTED AND INDUCTED RE-
CRUITS

The Local Selection Board has re-
ceived the following letter from
Major John C. Townes, Jr., Super-
visor, Selective Service Law in Texas:

“This office is just in receipt of ad-
vice from one of the Texas General
Passenger %gents to the effect that
a contingent of recruits recently en-
trained by a certain county for a
mobilization camp were very disor-
derly. Such conduct ill becomes an
American soldier on his advent into
the service, and this Department will
be forced to report all such conduct
to the Camp Commanders. "

“As a general rule, recruit; entrain-
ed by Local Boards in this State have
conducted themselves very creditably,
but'no occurrences of the kind referred
to above will be tolerated. The honor
of being an ‘American soldier is the
greatest one that can be conferred
‘upon A man in this crisis. On future
entrainments kindly admonish your
men that any misconduct is punish-
able. This is only a precautionary
measure, as we feel sure that in nmost
instances it will be entirely unneces-

sary to remind them of the respect,

which is.due the Flag and the ser-
vice.”

March 10.—The ascendancy in close
fighting in No Man’s Land and in the
trenches as far as pistols are con-
cerned now rests with the Americans.

The big and powerflul 45-caliber
automatic pistols which the Ameri-
cans carry into the fray are proving
a highly éfficient ‘weapon in the
“trench warfare and in the close fight-
ing at hand to hand. :

Frequently it is impossible to use
the rifle or the bayonet, but the pistol
is always available, the only draw-

back being iwhen the weapon jams,

, Which is not frequently.

Formerly the smaller 28-caliber
pistol was used, but it was found it
would not put the enemy out quickly
enough. The larger weapon now is-
sued to the men is absolutely infallible
in this respect, as the force of the bui-
let knocks the victim down as well
as wounding him.

FORMER SOCIALIST CONGRESS-
MAN AND ASSOCIATES FACE
FEDERAL CHARGES

March 9.—Victor L.
Berger, former Congressman from
Wisconsin; Adlph Germer, national
secretary of the Socialist party; Ir-
win St. John Tucker, a Chicago So-
cialist; J. Louis Engdahl and William
F. Kruse were indicted by the Fed-
eral grand jury today charged with
obstructing recruiting, encouraging
disloyalty and interfering with prose-
cution of the war.

The indictments, returned I'eb.
but withheld by District Attorney
Clyne, charge twenty-six overt acts.
It is charged those indicted conspired
to violate the espionage act by
speeches and articles printed in cer-
tain publications.

Engdahl is former editor of the
American Socialist of Chicago and
Kruse is editor of the Young People’s
Socialist magazine, also published
here.

Mr. Berger who is candidate for
nomination of United States Senator
from Wisconsin on the Socialist ticket,
in announcing his platform this week,
said if elected he would work for
passage of a resolution by Congress
directing the President to summon
warring countries to an immediate
armistice and peace conference. His
platform also calls for withdrawal of
American troops from Europe to pro-
cure absolute “security for this coun-
try.” The Wisconsin senatorial elec-
tio nwill be held April 2.

/Seymour Stedman, counsel for the
National Socialist party, issued a
statement tonight in which he ex-
pressed the view that “war profiteers
and monster capitalists are most in-
terested in this passage.”

The Rev. St. John Tucker is head
of a so-called hobo college in Chicago.
He has been prominently identified
with Socialists here.

Mzr. Clyne stated that those indicted
conspired to violate the espionage act
“through public speeches, articles
written in certain newspapers, among
others the Milwaukee Leader and the
American Socialist, and through cer-
tain pamphlets, among them one en-
titled, ‘Proclamation and War Pro-
gram, a pamphlet, ‘Down With War,'
a pamphlet, ‘The Price We Pay,’ a
pamphlet, ‘Why You Should Fight,’
and by means of cartoons, illustra-
tions, pictures, etc., to do the follow-
ing:

1. When the United States is at
war willfully to cause insubordina-
tion, disloyalty and the refusal cf
duty in military and naval forces to
the injury of the service.

“2. Willfully to obstruct the ve-
cruiting and enlistment service to the
injury of the service and of the Unit-
ed States.

‘“The indictment sets forth that the
speeches, etc., were such as persist-
ently dwelt upon the evils and horrors
of war without mentioning any con-
sideration in favor thereof and upon
desirability and necessity of avoiding
and stopping said war and opposing
further prosecution thereof at all
costs and regardless of the patriot-
ism of said persons constituting the

CAMP TRAVIS ITEMS

(By Publicity Bureau)

-

first president of the United States
was an appropriate time to remind of-'
ficers and men of the 90th Division |

the right of citizens of the United !
States to establish and maintain self-
government, free from interference
from any foreign power. It was also
an appropriate time to remind them
that the present war is being waged
to protect such right from interfer-
ence by the Imperial German Govern-
ment and its allies and to insure the
peace of the world.

Citizens of San Antonio, and thon-
sands of wvisitors from all parts of
the United States, had their first real
opportunity to “size up” the soldiers
of the “90th Division”, when more
than 20,000 Camp Travis men marched
through the residence and business
streets of San Antonio last Friday
morning, February 22, 1918, in a pa-
rade observance of Washington's
birthday. And after seeing the big,
rangy young men of Texas and Okla-
homa swing by in perfect military
formation, the thousands of spectators
couldn’t help but feel justly proud of
these men and a little sorry for the
men of the Kaiser who may oppose
them on the battle line.

The sight of the smoothly marching
soldiers made it difficult to realize
that only four months ago they were
called from the farm, shop, store,
trade or profession, without any
knowledge of military training. It
seemed to be the unanimus sentiment
that Texas and Oklahoma have reason
to be proud of the men selected to
represent them in the National army.

The line of march from Camp
Travis, through various .residence
streets and to the heart of the city
and back to camp—nine and a half
miles in length— was crowded on
either side by spectators. They cheer-
ed the clean-cut appearing soldiers
and the flag as it passed.

Every man in the line of march,
whose duty as a soldier requires that
he be armed with a rifle, had one.
They were well equipped and well
clothed. The military precision with
which they passed through the first
public parade is believed to be testi-
mony to the claim that the National
Army will write history in this war,
for it is made of picked men, and it
is a testimony to the hard work
which has been under way at Camp
Travis during the past few months,
work which has taken the man from
the plow, the factory and the office,
and made him a soldier, fit to go into
battle.

Members of this division may well
remember with pride those who de-
fended the Alamo,those who won the
independence of Texas, those who
fought during the Civil War for the
stars and stripes or the stars and
bars. Some officers and men of the di-
vision fought during the Spanish-
American War, and all remember
those who lost their lives in the causc.

Officers and men of the “Alamo
Division” are urged to remember af-
fectionately the large number of sol-
diers of other countries who have died
resisting the outrages of the Imperial
German Government and its allies, as

so-far as the peace of the United
States is involved.

Those who believe in a future life
are urged to pray for those who are
daily ‘dying for the cause for which
this, the Alamo Division, is serving.

In order that officers and men of

| this Division may be daily reminded
| of their duty to remember the heroes
| gone before, all duty. progress of ve-

hicles and soldiers through
Travis, and all conversation will
cease for twenty seconds daily. A
siren whistle sounds for that period
just prior to 12 o'clock noon, ceasing
at noon. to indicate the time for this
reflection and affectionate remem-
brance of the dead.

FULLY THEIR OPPORTUNITY
IN POULTRY BUSINESS

I do not believe that people gener-
ally realize the opportunity before
them in raising poultry, as the high
price of poultry and
the high cost of poultry feed.

The United States Government
wants you to raise moré poultry and
produce more eggs than ever before.
The United States Department of Ag-
riculture is urging poultry men and
everyone who can to get offsome early
hatches. The early hatched birds are
easier raised. You avoid many of the
deadly parasites and enemies of poul-
try, and your birds mature early

enough to make good fall and winter
layers.

I have been doing my “bit,” but
now under the prevailing circum-
stances I intend to do a “bit more,”
and raise an additional number of
birds. How about you? If not, why?
Think it over and decide that you will.

I am - urging you to do your best
this season, for I believe it will pay.
Eggs and poultry have been selling
for more than they were ever before
known to sell, and feed has gradually
been declining in price in most sec-
tions. The scraps from your table
will suffice for half the feed for a few
hens, and the eggs you will obtain, at
the present price, will prove a real
investment.

I will assume that you have just
purchased your birds. Now house
them properly; select a house of some
description where they will be free
from draughts—where they will be
reasonably warm and yet obtain
Place some
boards under the roosts to catch the
droppings. and clean up at least once
a week. Each time you clean the
dropping boards have a can of kpro-
sene handy and pour over the roosts
and on the boards below. Once a
month saturate the nesting material
with the same kind of oil, then burn it
and replace with fresh stock,

Feed your table scraps, for the
morning meal. Keep whea( bran be-
fore them at all times in a box, and
into this bran place a small quantity
of beef scrap, or if you cannot obtain
the beef scrap, kill a rabit once a
week, skin and hang about a foot
from the ground so the birds can pick
at when they desire.

The bran should be fed dry in a
shallow box, and across the box tack
sufficient strips to prevent the hens
from getting in and soiling o
seratching out the food. In the early
afternoon give them some scratch
feed in litter in order that they may
seratch and exercise. See to it, that
they go on roost with full crops. In
the beginning each morning when you
o out to feed, turn a little of the lit-
ter over with your foot and if any
food remains you are overfeeding.
Gradually diminish the amount until

e
none appears.

Fowls in confinement need grit and
oyster shells, therefore keep these be-
fore them at all time in small flat
boxes, and occasionally sprinkle a lit-
tle in the litter.

Don’t forget to supply plenty of
fresh, pure water also; the birds
should have green food. Sprouted
oats are best and a small patch about
the size of your bed planted real
thick and kept moist until the oats are
well out of the ground will be found
of great advantage. Feed all they
will eat.

Birds fed and housed as outlined
above, if of any merit at all, will not
disappoint you. Of course they neerd
a bath, and they generally pick out a
sunny spot in which to dust, if you
observe this, loosen up the dirt, and if
possible, add a little ashes, also a bit
of kerosene.

Now anyone can play the role of a
quitter, but it takes a substantial
person to hold on. Select a good va-
riety today and help win the war by
raising more poultry. Some promi-
nent writers have gone so far as fto
predict that poultry and eggs will
win ‘the war.

WOMEN’S CLUBS WORK FOR
SOLDIERS ':

The greatest need of American sol- .
diers in France is something to sup-|
ply them with a few hours of atmos
phere such as they have been used to. '.
A French lieutenant recently sent
over to join the instruction mission at
Camp Logan says that American sol-
diers when off duty in France realize
how far they are away from home
and suffer in consequence. Every
method of doing things, the style of
clothing, mannerism of the people,
style of architecture, every detail of
lifd, almost, is so , different that the
men when off duty, their minds un-
occupied with military affairs, realize
more keenly their utter isolation from
the things they were born and reared
with and have grown used to.

It is this need of a touch of home
influence and environment which
prompted the National Federation of
Woman’s club to raise a fund with
which to establish” recreational can-
teens in France for the enlisted men
off duty.

Ordinary American soldiers in
peace times taken to France would
oo sightseeing—but the war has made!
it all so different. Nothing but the'
sadness, the desolation of war, pre-!
vails throughout France. The bcamyl
spots of the republic have, in many
cases, been leveled to dust by the guns |
of the German vandals. There is lit-
tle the American soldier can do and his
sightseeing trips are few—all of
which but eccentuates again the need
for recreationai houses where the
American boys may for a few hours
get a taste of the former American
home life.

The movement of the Texas Fede-
ration through its war work eouncil,
the chairman of which is Mrs. W. B.
Sharp, to raise $50,000.00, $25,000.00
of which will go into the National
Federation’s fund for recrational can-
teens and $25,000.00 of which will be
devoted to recreational canteens in
France and other war work in the
Cantonment towns of Texas, 1s meet-
ing with a hearty response on the part
of the 32,000 club women of this

state.
The plan under which the funds are

' being raised in Texas is proving a

popular one, that of each club belohg-
ing to the Texas Federation collecting
{from its members 25 cents monthly
" for a period of six months. X
“Not more valuable work could be
done,” said this French officer, “than

 the work undertaken by the club

women of America. Your boys need
something to ease the home sickness
which comes to them there. My
people, of course, do all they can—
but we are another nationality, our
habits of life are different, we think
differently, we live differently and it
is but natural that Americans should
feel themselves in a strange, if even a
friendly, country.”
