Grants Earnest Request of Y. M. C. A.
Head—Did Better Than Expected,
Says General.

Chaumont (Special).—At the earnest
request of E. C. Carter, general over-
seas secretary of the Army Young
Men’s Christian Association, General
Fershing has officially taken over the
srmy canteen, and in the future all ex- |
changes, or “canteens,” will be operat-
ed by the military instead of the Y: |
M. €. A., as was the ages-old custom !
before the present war._ In replying to !
Mr, Carter's request, General Pershing !
says that as the reasons which im- |
pelied him to request the Y. M. C. A. !
to undertake the canteen work no
longer exist, he is glad to approve Car- '
ter’s suggestion. The general thanks
the Y. M. C. A. for the manner in
which it handled the canteen, declar-_
ing that, “handicapped by shortage of
tennage and land transportation, the
Y. M. C. A. hag by extra exertion'
served the army better than could
have been expected, and you may be
assured that its aid has been a large
factor in the final great accomplish-
ments of the American army.

According to Y. M. €. A. ofiicials and
investigators of reeent criticism com-
ing from overseas, the canteen has
been the cause of nineteen-twentieths
of the organization’s trouble. In his
letter to Mr. Carter, General Pershing
declares that “the Y. M. C. A, under-
took the management of the post ex-
changes at my request at a time when
it was of the greatest importance that
no available soldier should be taken
away from the vital military functions |
of training and fighting.” Y. M. C. A. |
men everywhere are sure that with the ‘
canteen in the hands of thé army, ali
criticism of the organization’s over-
seas work will cease, because of the im-
possibility of a civilian organization,
handicapped as the Y. M. C. A. has
been, operating such a mammoth mer-
cantile enterprise as the post ex-
change business proved to be.

ENOUGH BALLS TO RUN
LEAGUES 347 YEARS

Also 52 Miles of :Bats—Furnished
American Troops by Y. M. C. A,
On the basis of there being played
150 games for the season and allowing
five new lls for each game, enough
baseballs bave been furnished the Amer-
fcan troops by the Army Y. M. C. A.
(o run the National league and the
American association for 347 years.
Allowing two new balls for each game,
thiere were enough baseballs to play a

i series of 25 sand-lot games for 7,149

clubs.

There were 355,955 baseballs bought
and shipped by the “Y” from July,
1917, to November 30, 1918, for the use
of our army. Side by side they would
reach 1875 wiles, and would make a
solid fence of baseballs six feet high
for three-fourths of a mile.

Over 100,000 bats were also fur-
nished. Placed end to end, they
woul@ reach 52 miles. End to end in
the air, they would rise to ten times
the height of the highest mountain in
the world, or be equal in height to 568
Washington monuments one on top
of the other. If these were made in

Query.—What do you think of paint a¥~-—

an iavestment, aside from the appearance
it lends?

Answer.—Good paint properly ap-
plied when needed is the main thiilg in
making a house last long and well. A
house worth $2,500 can be painted at a'
cost of about $125. In 60 years that:
house will need about 15 paintings,
the total cost of which will be $1,895,.
Left without paint, such a house would'
fall into complete ruin in 30 years. 8o,
taking 60 years as a basis for our fig-
ures we find that with paint a home!
will last that time in good condition:
and will cost, plus paint, $4,375. With-
put paint the house would have to be’
rebuilt at the end of 30 years and
would be ready for another complete
renovation when the sixtieth year ar-
rived. Cost, without paint, $5,000 for
a home ready to fall to pieces. Does
regular painting pay?
