Wheat and Bonds 

Government figures show that there 
was planted in Texas in the fall of 
1918, 2,109,000 acres of winter wheat. 
The condition of the crop, December, 
1918, was 100 per cent. It follows 
then that on a conservative basis of 
ten bushels to the acre, over twenty-
one million bushels of this wheat will 
be placed upon the marknt. Today's 
price of wheat is around $1.50 and the 
price is very unlikely to rise, With 
a government guarantee of an average 
of $2.25 per bushel, it follows that the 
farmers of Texas are likely to receive 
a bonus of nearly sixteen million dol-
lars over and above the current mar-
ket price when this wheat is ready. 
The government, which has singled 
out the wheat grower for special treat-
ment and made a present to him of 
this kind, has every right to expect 
that a very large proportion of this 
gift will lee reinvested in bonds of the 
Victory Liberty Loan.

WE CAN HAVE GOOD ROADS 

Road Working Days Will Make a 
Great Improvement 

The past few months has proven 
quite a schooling to the citizens of 
Hansford county. We will not soon 
forget what a time we have had in 
getting our mail and even necessary 
supplies from the railroad. No one 
now questions the neeessity of a good 
road leading to Guymon and Texhorna 
and we believe that the good people 
living along these routes are mole 
than willing to do their part to secure 
at least a reasonably good road 
across the flat country which is tra-
versed by the lines mentioned. We 
are also well aware of the fact that 
the county funds are jeeufficient to 
build such roads as are really needed 
and many of our citizens are suggest-
ing that we show our public spirit to 
the extent that we turn out in large 
numbers in the various communities, 
and under the supervision of the road 
overseer in that, district, donate a 
sufficient amount of our time to this 
worthy object to insure better roads 
in the future. During the sessions of 
the commissioners court this week, 
Mr. Grooms, commissioner of pre-
cinct 3, reported that he had heard 
quite a number of the citizens of his 
precinct suggest just such a plan as 
we are trying to outline. 	It is well 
understood that there are not a suffi-
cient number of men within the age 
limit to do the work properly, but 
many boys and older men will turn 
out and help the good work along 
We heard one gentleman, who is over 
fifty years old, say that be would take 
his teams and put in five or more days 
work on the road any time the road 
overseer would set the time and warn 
the road workers oet. The matter of 
road working has always been treated 
as a sort of joke in Hansford county, 
but it is too serious now to pass up. 
It seems to us that if the different 
communities would take the matter up 
at their different community gather-
ings and dieuuss notonly the necessity 
and value of good roads to a com-
munity, but also the necessity of a 
hearty cooperation in such work, it 
can be made a success. 

Scott & Blackmer Fall 

Scott & Blackmer, perhaps the 
largest farm loan firm in the south, 
west, with loans aggregating about 
$12,000,000, closed the doors of their 
main offices in Hobart, Oklahoma, and 
discontinued business at all branch 
offices in Oklahoma, Texas and Kan-
sas on January 31. The firm's busi-
ness, including the First National 
Bank of Hobart, is now in the hands 
of a, committee a,slected by its credit-
ors, who will audit the books and de-
termine the course to be pursued. The 
First National Bank of Hobart, 
owned by Scott & Blackmer, was or-
dered closed by a national Lank ex-
aminer, following the failure of the 
farm loan business, and is now in 
hands of the comptroller of the cur-
rency. It is believed that the assets 
of both firm and hank will prove to 
be ample to pay all depositors and 
creditors in full and leave a eubstan, 
tial balance, provided time is given 
to realize on the securities. The re• 
sources of Scott & Blackmer are rep-
resented largely by real estate Mort 
gages, which are admittedly good and 
of a very high standard, but the with-
drawal of funds of life insurance aoru-
panies in payment of death losses 
from the national epidemic of flu, 
withdrawal of funds for the purchase 
of liberty bonds, and two years' poor 
crops in their farm loan territory, has 
forced tne firm to suspend business, 
The firm was represented in Hansford 
county by the Guaranty i.ltate bank of 
Hansford, but this bank has suffered 
no filed Iris through the failure. It 
has been announced that all loans 
now pending will be paid In full or re-
leased as soon as the books are 
audited.

COMMISSIONER'S COURT MET 

Hold Interesting Session on Mon-
day and Tuesday 

The commissioner's court of Hans-
ford county met in regular session on 
Monday, February 10, there being 
present Commissioners Sparks, Beok 
and Dowdy; Clerk McClellan and 
iiheriff Wilbanks, when the following 
proceedings were had, towit: 

The county judge, Roy Storrs, be-
ing abeent, the court was organized 
by electing C. C. Beck as presiding 
officer. 

The resignation of Roy Storrs as 
county judge and ex-offielo county 
school superintendent, was accepted 
and, he was discharged from further 
duty. 

Bills of B. V. Andrews, Headlight 
Publishing Co. and Bernard J Co. 
were allowed in the amounts specified. 

The matter of selecting a county de-
pository was taken up, bids being re-
ceived from the Guaranty State bank 
and the First National bank of Hans-
ford. The bids were examined and it 
was found that the First National 
Bank of Hansford had submitted the 
highest bid of interest on the daily 
balance, their bid being 5 per cent, 
end it was ordered by the court that 
khe said bid be accepted, and the said 
First National bark of Hanaford be 
made the depository of the school 
funds and the county funds of Haas-
ford county, to rot as such upon exe-
cuting a bond as bonds are required 
by law. 

Court adjourned until Tuesday 
morning at 8;00 o'clock. 

On Tuesday morning court mason, 
vened with all members present, W. 
W. Grooms having arrived in town 
late Monday evening. 

The matter of appointing a county 
judge and ex-officio county superin-
tendent, to fill the unexpired term of 
Roy Storrs, was taken up, and it ap-
pearing to the eourt that A. E. Town, 
send, a citizen of Hansford county, is 
* suitable person for said office, it 
wee ordered that he he appointed. 
Mr. Townsend immediately made an 
official bopd, was sworn in and as-
sumed the duties of the office. 

It was ordered by the court that H. 
hi. James be appointed to the office of 
county surveyor for Hansford county 
to serve as such, after taking the oath 
and giving bond as required by law, 
until his successor is elected and 
qualified. 

It is ordered by the court that the 
salaries of the county officers be set 
for the tear 1919 as follows: 
County judge and ex-officio superin-

tendent of public instruction, $1,000; 
$850 from general fund and $1.50 
from the school fund. 

County elepk and ex-officio clerk com-
missioners court, $610. 

County sheriff, $420. 
It was furthered ordered by the 

court thrt the county clerk be author-
ized to issue warrants monthly to 
each of the above named offieera for 
the amount due them, 

It was ordered by the court that the 
quarterly reports of the county treas. 
urer and the annual reports of the 
county clerk be published in the 
Hansford Headlight, as required by 
law. 

The resignation of A. E. Townsend 
as justice of the peace of precinct No. 
1, was accepted and he was discharged 
from further duty as such officer. 

The official bonds of A. E. Town-
send as county judge and ex.offieio 
county superintendent were approved. 

The bills of C. D. Works, R. L 
McClellan, Hale Drug Co. and H L 
Wilbanks were allowed in the amounts 
specified. 

The quarterly reports of Keesee C. 
Nesbitt, county treasurer, the First 
National bank of Hansford, county 
depository of school funds and R L 
McClellan, county clerk, for the quar-
ter ending January 31, 1919, were ap-
provpeodn. 

Upon the application of F, J. Thay-
er, cashier of the First National bank, 
for an extension of time in which to 
file bonds as county depository, ac-
count of wanting to secure bonds 
through a Surety Company, it was 
ordered that said bank be given a 
reasonable time in which to file said 
bonds. 

The final report of J. C. Hancock, 
tax collector for term ending Decem-
ber 2nd, 1918, was approved and an 
order passed requiring the said J. C. 
Hancock to settle his several aceounts 
with the county as shown by the fi-
nance ledger.
