. GINS PREVENTABLE

Static Electricity, Chief Causs,
Combated by Grounding.

Conclusively Shown in Recent Investi-
gations by United States Depart-
ment of Agriculture—Sparks
Easy to Prevent.
{Prepared by the United States Depart-
ment of Agriculture.)

The main cause of lthe frequent and
destructive fires in the cotton gins of
the South is statie or frictional elec-
tricity—an element easily controlled
by simple methods. That was shown
conclusively in recent investigationg
by the United States department of
agriculture, .through its bureau of
ehemistry, which now has issued =
circular telling how to prevent blazes
from statle electricity, and also giving
suggestions for the prevention of fires
from matches or other foreign material
In cotton, from friction, from ‘cotton
hanging to ribs in the gin; or from
other possible causes of less impor-
tance.

So frequent were the mysterious gin
fires in 1917—the losses in Texas alone
that year being estimated at a million
dollars—that rumors of alien enemy
activity spread through the country,
and Uncle Sam sent several experts
to Texas to determine the cause and
the preventive. The experts found
that most of the fires were caused by
sparks of static electricity, but that it
was easy enough to prevent the sparks
from doing damage by the simple ex-
pedient of running wires from the gin
machinery to the ground. 5
