law, (which we do not expect, although it has 
passed the Senate) we suspect there will be no 
great trouble hereafter about surplus revenue. 
The large reduction of duties on wines, will in 
connexion with said bill, diminish the revenue 
below the actual necessities of the govern ment." 

EUROPEAN POLITICS.-The difficulties that 
have for some time been brewing between Eng-
land and Russia seem by all accounts to be ra-
pidly approaching a crisis. The English have 
good cause to be jealous of the ambitious d2signs 
and rapidly extending influence of the great 
northern power, and it would not be at all sur-
prising if, upon the approach of spring and the 
breaking up of winter, which will enable the 
Russian armies to move with facility, some de-
monstration should be made by the autocrat 
which will result in a general continental war. 
It is evidently the design of Russia to acquire 
the entire control of the Black Sea-a project 
which must inevitably meet with the most de-
termined opposition both from France and Eng-
jand. A late f rankfort paper has the follow-
ing announceffient : 

" ST. PETERSBURGII, March 2. 
" By - the Emperor's orders, a quarantine es-

tablishment is to be formed at the Sulinsky 
mouth of the Danube. It is to be in two parts 
-one for pratiques, and the other for suspicious 
vessels and goods ; the first in the island of Le-
ti, and the second in the island of Georgiewsk. 
No goods are to be purified in the establishment, 
but they are to be forwarded to the quarantine 
establishment at Odessa, or that at Ismael. It 
will serve as a place of refuge for ships which 
are c. mpelled by storms in the strong current 
of the Danube to touch at Sulinsky, to take in 
provisions, or to undergo repairs. Merchants, 
the clerks; and other travellers, will be received 
into it who, after the expiration of their quar-
antine, wish to go by land to Ismael-a permis-
sion granted likewise to the crews of ships that 
may be wrecked in the vicinity of these isl-
ands." 

Thus, under the form of a quarantine estab-
lishment, which sounds innocenttly enough a 
serious impediment is to be thrown in the way 
of English, and other vessels carrying on a di-
rect trade with Wallachia and Moldavia. 

For some time a question has been in discus-
sion between Russia, Austria, and Great Bri-
tain, as to the right claimed by the former pow-
er to levy tolls upon_ merchant vessels passing 
into the Black Sea from the Danube, or Tice 
versa. This alledged right is founded upon the 
treaty of Adrianople, by which the whole delta 
of the river was ceded by the ports to Russia. 
Treaties previously existing between Austria 
and Turkey provided that Austrian vessels 
should freely navigate the Danube, and under 
these treaties, which that of Adrianople could 
not repeal, as Austria was no party to it, ex-
emption was claimed from the tolls demanded 
by the Russian authorities. The general trea-
ty of Vienna, to which Russia was a party, ex-
pressly stipulates that the navigation of all the 
principal European rivers should be free,and 
that no customs or other imposts higher than 
those then established should be levied at the 
embouchures, or any other part of these great 
canals. No tolls of any kind were at that pe-
riod exacted at any of the mouths of the Dan-
ube ; consequently the British government has 
claimed the right for his majesty' S subjects to 
pass up and down the Danube without paying 
any impost whatever to the Russian authorities. 
It would  '  appear that the Russian cabinet has 
found its positions untenable upon this -point ; 
that the tolls cannot be levied according to the 
law of nations ;_and therefore it is that that they 
have suggested the adoption of the quarantine 
system, to get out of the legal difficulty, but 
still to preserve their usurpation. An impost 
not payable as a customs' duty is to be changed 
into a quarantine charge. 

The opening of the Danube to the free navi-
gation of the subjects of every state would se-
riously affect the commerce of Odessa. That 
commerce must be protected at all events ; 
hence every possible impediment is to be 
thrown in the way of foreign merchant ships as-
cending or descending the river. There are 
to be two quarantine establishments-one in 
the island of Le.ti. the other in that of Geor- 
giewsk ; but in neither of these places are goods 
allowed to be purified-they are to be sent to 
Odessa or to Ismael for that purpose. It would 
be much better, therefore, for a British ship, 
for instance, whose cargo is consigned to a 
port in Wallachia, to go to Odessa in the first 
place, and sail direct from Odessa to the Dan-
ube, than to go to the Danube, then to Odessa, 
then back to the Danube again. The ships 
sent for purification to Ismael, a port in Bessa-
rabia which belongs to Russia, can only be 
those which descend the river. Consequently 
the whole object of the quarantine is plainly to 
prevent English and other foreign merchant 
ships from carrying on a direct trade with 
Wallachia or Moldavia, and to render it a mat-
ter of necessity- that they should trade with the 
Danubian states only through Odessa. 

These continued incroachments and usurpa-
tions ofthe autocrat must very soon give rise to 
a hostile collision between the two powers, and 
we think that we are not far from the truth in 
reiterating our prediction that it will occur 
within the ensuing year. As long as the Eu-
ropean world remains at peace, Russia, by her 
superior skill in diplomacy and intrigue, and 
the advantages of her situation, must gain con-
tinually immense accessions of territory and 
political and commercial influence, until her 
power become so great as to overbalance the 
united strength of the rest of Europe. To this 
fact the English are rapidly opening their eyes, 
and the result must be a bloody and protracted 
struggle. 

In the event of a war between Russia and 
England and their allies, the Mediterranean, 
where we have a most valuable commerce, will 
undoubtedly be the scene of some of the fier-
cest naval battles the world has yet seen. How 
important then is it that we should have a pow-
eiful squadron in that quarter, strong enough 
to protect our commerce and enforce the res-
pect of the, belligerents.

FAMILY ECONCIMY.-There is nothing which 
goes so far towards placing young people beyond 
the reach of poverty, as economy in the mane 
agement of their affairs. It is as much impos- 
sible to get a ship across the Atlantic with half 
a dozen bolts started, or as many bolt holes in 
her hull, as to conduct the concerns of a family 
without economy. It matters not whether a 
man furnish little or much for a family, if there 
is a continual leaking in the kitchen or in the 
parlor, it runs away, he knows not how ; and 
that demon, WASTE, cries more, like the horse 
leech's daughter, until he that provides has no 
more to give. It is the husband's duty to bring 
into the house, and it is the duty of the wife to 
see that nothing goes wrongfully out of it-not 
the least art:ele, however unimportant in itself, 
for it establishes a precedent ; nor under any 
pretence, for it opens a door for ruin to stalk in, 
and be seldom leaves an opportunity unimprov- 
ed. A man gets a wife to look after his affairs, 
to assist him in his journey through life, to edu- 
cate and prepare his children for a proper sta- 
tion in life, and not to dissipate his property.- 
The husband's interest should be the wife' care, 
and her ambition should carry her no farther 
than his welfare and happiness together with 
that of her children. This should be her sole 
aim, the theatre of her exploits in the bosom of 
her family, where she may do as much in ma- 
king a fortune as he possibly can do in the coun- 
ting house or workshop. It is not the money 
earned that makes a man wealthy, it is what is 
saved from his earnings. A good and prudent 
husband makes deposites of the fruits of his la- 
bor with his best friend ; and if that friend be 
not true to him what has he to hope I A wife 
acts not for herself only, but she is the agent of 
many she loves. And she is bound to act for 
their good and not for her own gratification.- 
Her husband's good is the end at which she 
should aim, his approbation is her reward.- 
Self gratification in dress or indulgence in ap- 
petite, or more company than his purse can en- 
tertain, are equally pernicious. The first adds 
vanity to extravagance ; the second fastens a 
doctor's bill to a long butcher's account, and 
the latter brings intemperance, the worst of all 
evils, in its train. 

Seeit.-The silk growers of this and of every 
other country, for the coming year at least will 
realize immense profits. An article from a re-
cent London paper, the Sun, notices the extra-
ordinary rise in the price of silks in Italy and 
elsewhere on the continant-the advance hav-
ing there reached nearly 50 per cent : &states 
that the manufactures of Lyons, Zurich, and 
Germany, unable to obtain a sufficiency to exe-
cute the orders received from New York alone, 
are aprehensive ofa still greater augumentation. 
Our calculations heretofore, on the comparative 
value of outlays and products in this interesting 
and important branch of industry were based on 
the assumption of $4.50 as the maximum price 
per pound of the raw material ; whereas within 
a few weeks, an advance of more than one hun-
dred per cent upon this article has taken place 
in the American markets-a natural conse-
quence of the rise throught Europe, and of the 
increase demand anticipated her  cti;  for the sup-
ply of numerous manufactories just strated into 
being. It is evident, therefore, that the most 
sanguine expetations of those who have inves-
t capital in the silk growing business, will be 
more than doubly fulfilled.-Nantucket Lig. 

BOSTON Comenee.-The City Council of 
Boston have appropriated $80,000, and the 
owners of estates in the vicinity $15,000, for 
the erection of an iron fence around their cele- 
brated common. The work is to be completed 
the present year. There is not, probably, a 
more lovely spot in any city in the world than 
this pride of the Bostonians. It is situated in 
the south westerly part of the city, and contains 
little rising forty two acres of ground. Its sur-
face is undulating, and in the centre is a beau-
tiful lake of fresh water, welling from a spring 
beneath the mansion of the honourable David 
Sears ; the same spot upon which once stood 
the residence of John Singleton Copley, the 
painter, father of the present lord Lyndhurst.

Oe'r The New York Journal of Commerce, a 
Whig paper, makes the following very sensible 
remarks relative to the Surplus Revenue :- 

"At first view it seems a very pretty thing to 
divide it among the States, according to the 
ratio of representative population. TO many 
of the States it would be a great convenience, 
and in all, might be easily disposed of. But 
however popular such a course might be, it is 
liable to very serious objections. If once the 
people get a taste of Treasury pap, they may 
not be contented w ith any other. When they 
see how easily money is raised by duties on 
imports, and that their share of the plunder is, 
within certain limits, proportionate, or nearly 
so, to the rate of the duties imposed, what can 
we expect but high tariffs, alike prejudicial to 
commerce and the happiness of the people 
"Let every tub stand on its own bottom," is our 
doctrine in regard to the individual states : let 
them graduate their expenses according to their 
own resources. But suppose for a moment the 
surplus was divided among them ; that is, pla-
ced at the disposal of their respective Legisla-
tures ; what an influence would it give to the 
dominant party in each ? If the very remote 
connexion existing in this State between the 
Government and the Safety Fund banks, is lia-
ble to objection, as has been often urged, what 
would be said if' the same government (inclu-
ding the Legislature) had the power to distrib-
ute the capital stock of those banks as a gratu-
ity among the people ? Who would not exclaim 
against the monstrous patronage thus lodged in 
the hands of a few individuals I When should 
we cease to hear ofthe daring strides of bribery 
and corruption I Well, the proportion of 835- 
000,000 which would fall to the State of New-
York, is at least $4,000,000, equal to the entire 
capital of 35 of the Safety Fund Banks. And 
this it is proposed to place at the disposal of 
the Legislature, to be appropriated as they may 
think proper. Then would a system of log-
rolling, and management, be commenced, such 
as was never before witnessed. For our part 
we do not wish to see the experiment tried.- 
Mr. Clay's bill for the distribution of the pro-
ceeds of the public lands among the several 
States, is liable to similar objections, though 
not in the same degree, especially as the ob-
jects to which the money may be applied, are 
distincqy defined. If however that becomes a

MISCELLANY. 

Tux ALBANY TUNNEL.-The Argus states 
that the Albany Tunnel is to be constructed-
not by means of the shield as in use at the Lon-
don tunnel, but by the introduction of the coffer-
dam. Thai paper says, "The intention is to 
introduce the coffer dam ; and to construct the 
work throughout with its aid. The bed of the 
river is first excavated,with dredging machines, 
to the (supposed) hard-pan or rock bottom.- 
The coffer dams are then sunk to the depth of 
the excavation, easily rendered impervious to 
water, and the water pumped out, and the inner 
or working part of the dam kept free, by the 
use of steam. The excavation is completed ; 
and the sides and arch of the tunnel construc-
ted with ease and without interruption. The 
coffer dam is removed to the next, as each sec-
tion is completed. And thus the work is push-
ed forward with celerity and economy, not for 
the time being, under the bed of the river, or 
rather, as at London, far under the water, ex-
cluded from light and air, but in the open air, 
and with all the facilities of ordinary excava-
tion and masonry-at the requisite depth below 
the bed of the river, it is true, but within the 
coffer darn, and protected by it from the water.

MORE INDIAN HOSTILITIES. 

DISTRESSING NEWS FROM THS SOUTH 
— MORE MASS.ACRES BY THE FLORIDA 1N-
DIANS—RISING OF THE CREEKS—MURDER 
OF Fiery FAMILIES.—The Charleston papers 
received by the William Gibbons bring us sad 
intelligence. There is every reason to fear 
that general hostilities on the part of the Creek 
Indians have commenced. Certain it is that 
numerous murders have been committed. Af-
fairs in Florida, too, bear ai melancholy aspect. 
The Seminoles, who it was wisely and shrewd-
ly supposed by the leaders in the Florida cam-
paign, would become mild and gentle as lambs, 
the moment our troops were withdrawn, and 
abandoning their vocation of scalping and mur-
dering, would betake themselves to planting 
corn, and similar peaceful occupations—have, 
contrary to these sage opinions, returned to the 
field, and are again waging a relentless and 
murderous warfare. There is every reason to 
fear that Florida is in a worse condition now, 
than at the commencement of the campaign. 

A letter to the war department is published 
in the Globe, announcing that Col. Flournay 
was shot dead by the Indians about fifteen miles 
below Fort Mitchell, Alabama, on the 5th inst. 
There is doubt that the Creeks believe that 
the Seminoles have conquered the whites in 
the Florida campaign. This belief will proba-
bly embolden thern to many acts of hostility 
which they would not otherwise have commit-
ted. The Creeks are, it is said, conversant 
with every transaction that leas taken place in 
Florida, having had constant communication 
with the Seminoles. 

The Charleston Patriot of the 14th inst. an-
nounces the arrival from Augusta, of Col. 
White, the delegate from Florida, having seen 
and conversed with the passengers who arrived 
at a late hour the night before from Columbus. 
There is no longer a doubt of a general Creek 
war. Fifty families have been murdered, and 
2000 people had fled to Columbus for protec-
time ! 

The state of the frontier is most disastrous. 
There are not 500 effective men between the 
Creek and Seminole lines, and all Florida will 
be devastated, if the Governors of South Car-
olina and Georgia do not send mounted men to 
the Florida line and to Tallahassee. The Se-
minoles are advancing on Tallahassee. The 
Creeks will be forced upon it. Gen. Scott is 
in "summer quarters." 

Col. White has pent an express to Gen Scott, 
and made an appeal to the Governors of South-
Carolina and Georgia to send mounted men to 
Tallahassee and the Florida line, to save middle 
Florida from robbery and murder in this dis-
graceful Indian and Seminole war. We hope 
the Governor will act with his known prompti-
tude and energy.

Democratic Candidates. 

(*-- The following remarks relative to the 
business of the present Legislature and the 
prospects of the cause of equal rights, we copy 
from the last New Haven Register. We trust 
that there will be no faltering on the part of 
any Democrat, but that all will be willing to 
follow public opinion and aid in carrying out 
the great principles of reform so long contended 
for by the Democracy. 

THE LEGISLATURE now in session, thus far 
promises well ; and is not slow in advancing 
the cause of reform. The House on Monday 
passed an act abolishing the freehold qualifica-
tion for jurors ;—right. A bill is now before 
the Judiciary Committee to abolish all existing 
commissions of Notaries Public, and limit ap-
pointments hereafter to four years. This ought 
to, and it is said will pas. There are Nota-
ries now in being, who have held the office, it is 
said, for forty years ; and it is difficult to tell 
who are Notaries. 

A bill was read the first time in the House on 
Monday to give a settlement to citizens of oth-
er States, after a residence of one year in this 
State. The bill is confined to white male citi-
zen., of the United States or the age of 21 
years and upwards ; of course it excludes mi-
nors and females. This would admit many 
freemen tethe elective franchise, from which 
they are now unjustly excluded. Could the 
members of the Legislature have witnessed the 
conduct of the federal party in this town in ex-
cluding our candidates fbr tythingmen, and vo-
ting by a red flag on, the green in 1884, they 
would not hesitate to pass this law. In no way 
CRII they more advance the cause of equal rights.  
It is hoped they will also pass sonic law against 
the interference of students in Yale College 
with our elections. 

A resolution we understand is in the hands 
of one of the Senators, to take a vote on ODE of 
the panic judges of our Superior Court. We 
say let it go forward. 

A bill is before the Legislature providing for 
the payment of those who perform military du-
ty 50 etc. per day. The sum is small, but still 
it will hold out some inducement to Independ-
ent Companies, and be some compensation to 
those upon whom this burthen falls heaviest. 
_ We hope the Legislature will not adjourn 
without considering the laws for licensing re-
tailers of spirituous liquors—and if found to 
be for the best interest of community, as we 
believe the measures will be, that they will re-
peal said laws. Remarks on this subject are 
hardly necessary at this period.

[From the,  St. Augustine Herald, May 12.] 
Mr. Abraham Dupont, who resides at Matan-

zas,about 25 miles south of this city, arrived on 
Sunday morning; about 7 o'clock, travelled on 
foot all night with his two little sons, whence 
he was obliged to flee for safety. Mr. Dupont 
states that about 10 o'clock on Sunday night 
he was alarmed by some of his negroes, who, 

 told him that thee  Indians were at the negro 
houses. Mr. Joseph Long, who had come over 
from the opposite side of the river for the pur-
pose of hunting cattle, lodged at Mr. D's. house 
was roused, and also his children. Mr. 
Long, on waking up, proposed going to they 
stable to get his horse, and jumped out of the 
window, and proceeded towards the stable,.' 
when he was shot down about forty yards from , 

 the house. Mr. Dupont had four guns loaded' 
in his house, three of which he fired in the di-- 
rection of the place where Mr. Long was shot,. 
which had the effect of making the Indians re-
treat farther off, when they commenced firing 
at the house and yelling. He was thus ena-
bled to come out of his house by the back door, 
and fearing his retreat to his boats was cut off, 
he fled across his fields through the thickets, to 
the public road. Mr. Dupont met one of his 
negroes, from whom he procured a blanket, and 
wrapped round one of his children, who had 
been forced to come away without his clothes. 

The Indians had ransacked Mr. Dupont's 
house, and loaded ten horses with plunder, one 
of which the negro brought off with him when 
he made. his escape. They distributed Mr.. 
Dupont's guns among the negroes, and told 
them to gill every white man they saw. They 
had previously visited Gen. Hernandez's plan-
tation and secured three negroes, whom they 
carried off. Thegest of the negroes escaped 
to town

' 
 as also all of Mr. Dupont's. 

On Sunday morning, upon the receipt of the 
above information, Gen. Scott sent Capt. Dim-
ick's Company of the U. S. Artillery, mount-
ed, accompanied by 10 volunteers, in pursuit of 
them. After marching until sunset, they came 
upon a party of Indians, 7 to 10 in number, 
who were driving off a large body of cattle.— 
The volunteers were in advance and charged 
upon them, and fired, wounding two of them. 
The Indians returned the fire, and killed Mr. 
Dupont's horse under him, and wounded Capt. 
Dimick's. The remainder of the Indians fled 
into the hammock near by, and were pursued 
by the troops, who poured in a heavy fire. One 
of the regulars was killed, and four wounded—
two of them severely. Night coming on, they 
were compelled to retire to the open woods, 
where they encamped and remained a few 
hours ; but as there was no water for the hors-
es or men, they retired to St. Josephs. 

The whole number might have been taken 
had daylight lasted. Capt Dimick reports 4 
Indians killed and probably as many wounded. 
The man who was kilted they buried, and on 
returning to the ground next day, they found, 
him dug up and scalped. They were well sup-, 
plied with amunition, and had considerable 
plunder with them.  - 

A silver spoon, with the initials R. D. J.,,, 
was taken from the packs of of one of them. 
They had tobacco, fishing lines, and a great 
number of small articles, with them. 

Such are the consequences of the doplorabla 
Florida campaign. A letter from Talahassee 
to the date of May 6th, says— 

The community is dreadfully incensed against 
Gen. Scott, for leaving us in a vieitse position 
than we were before he came into the country, 
and nothing will appease the citizens short of a. 
strict examination by the Government into 
Gen. Scott's management or the campaign. 

states that Houston's army destroyed half or 
the Mexicans, and the loss on his aide was 6 
killed and 20 wounded. 

The saddle of Santa Anna was taken and 
brought in, and is of a costly order, being esti-
mated as worth between 6 to 800 dollars, and 
the express who brought in the news, rode on 
the horse of Santa Anna. 

All this is indeed cheering news, calculated 
to arouse all the better feelings, which are im-
planted in the hearts of those who can rejoice 
at the triumph of freemen over their civil and 
savage oppressors. The intelligence received 
early yesterday morning, and which is also pub-
lished, will be seen to be confirmed by the news 
brought by the Levant, with the difference only 
that the numbers of the enemy killed and taken 
by Gen. Houston, vary in amount. 

HEAD QUARTERS, ARMY, April 23,1836. 
To the People towards Nacogdoches : 

We met Santa Anna on the 21st ; we at-
tacked him with 600 men ; he had 1100 infant-
ry, two howitzers—we Entirely routed his whole 
force, killed half of his men, and took the rest 
prisoners. The history of war does not furnish 
a parallel to the battle. We had 6 killed and 
20 wounded. I have not time or I would send 
on a full report. I wiil do that in the course of 
tomorrow. I again call on my fellow citizens 
to come to the field ; let Os fall on and conquer 
the remaining troops, and our country is free, 
turn out at once, there is no excuse now ; let 
Us do the work at once.

I certify the above to be a true copy of the 
express just received from the Secretary of 
War, who was himself in the battle. 

A. HOUSTON. 
The circumstances as related by these gen-

tlemen, are, that the Mexican army had for 
some cause or other been separated into two 
bodies divided by the River Brazos, that the 
sudden rise of that. river prevented the two 
bodies from effecting a junction—that Houston 
marched against the larger body, amounting to 
1300 or 1400 men—that the latter retreated, 
and in their retreat set fire to the town of Har-
risburgh. Houston succeeded in overtaking 
them about seven miles from that town, and 
made a sudden and vigorous attack on them, 
and after some severe fighting, the Mexicans 
were totally defeated, with the loss above men-
tioned. The gentleman stated that they were 
a short distance from Harrisburgh, and could 
distinctly hear the firing, and that the result 
was well' known before their departure—that 
Houston had marched in pursuit of the other 
body, which it was supposed could not possibly 
escape him.

San Augustine, April 26. 
The following is the information which came 

to hand yesterday morning : 
A gentleman of this city, who arrived this 

morning from Attakapas, in the S. B. Veloci-
pede, states, the evening previous to his depar-
ture two persons arrived at St. Martinsville, di-
rect from Texas. That these persons, who ap-
peared to be men of respectability, related as a 
positive fact, that an engagement had taken 
place between the Texian forces under Gen. 
Houston, and the Mexican army, in which the 
latter were totally routed, having lost 700 men, 
in killed and wounded. and 500 prisoners, 
among whom was Gen. Cos. The loss of the 
'Pexians is said to be inconsiderable. 

From the A ew Orleans Bee May 3. 
GLORIOUS NEWS.—By the Steamboat Le-

vant, which arrived last evening, the accounts 
are confirmed of Houston's victory over the 
Mexican army. Having conquered the first 
division (as elsewhere related) he attacked the 
second division under Santa Anna himself, the 
result of which was as hastily communicated 
in the following circular from the Texian Sec-
retary of War to the people of Nacogdoches. 
[See circular above. 

Since writing the above, we heard it stated 
as if on good authority, that General Houston 
held a council of war on the fate of his prison-
ers and that Santa Anna and all his officers had 
been shot, the privates were sent to Metarnoras. 
It was also said that Gen. Gaines had written 
a private letter confirmatory of this acount, but 
we did not see it. There can, however be no 
doubt that Houston has conquered

' 
 and that 

the Mexioan army is prostrated. The (lay of 
retribution has at length come, and Texas is 
free. 

IMPORTANT FROM TEXAS.—Fortune has re- 
volved the spokes in her wheels, and now sides 
with Texas. Yesterda,y a gentleman arrived 
from Attakapas.in  this state, and he asserts that 
two persons had been at St. Martinsville imme-
diately before his departure, who stated as a 
positive fact, within their own cognizance, that 
an engagement had taken place between part 
of the Texian and Mexican army. The latter 
had been separated into bodies, divided by the 
river Brassos, whose sudden rise prevented their 
junction. The larger body consisted of about 
1300 to 1400 men, who being attacked by Gen. 
Houston, set fire to the town of Harrisburgh 
and retreated ; but Houston succeeded in over-
taking them about 7 miles from that place, 
compelled them to a pitched battle, in which 
700 of the Mexicans were killed, and 500 taken 
prisoners—among whom was General Cos, 
whose parole d'honour will serve him on this 
occasion ! The enemy was completely routed, 
and the loss of the Texians was very insiders-
ble. Gen. Houston immmiiiately marched in 
pursuit of the other body, and may have equal-
ly captured them, but this is not yet ascertained. 

Of Santa Anna's pretensions, we may form 
some idea from the fillowing 

eA letter from Mexico city dated 2d ult. 
states that should Santa Anna succeed in Tex-
as, the Mexican Republic will be changed into 
a kingdom under the title of New Spain ; that 
he will be made king, aided by the nobility, 
clergy, and influential persons ; and that he 
will divorce his present wife, Denna Inez, in 
order that he may marry the queen 'regent 
Chrystina of Spain. Thus are eggs counted 
before they are hatched." 

Letters have been received in New York 
from New Orleans, substantially confirming the 
above accounts, and stating that they are official. 
A later arrival at New Orleans, (according to 
private accounts) fully confirms the above.

Ozr The Legislature of New York, it is said, 
have granted acts of incorporation for twenty- 
four new Rail Roads. Among others, a bill has 
been passed authorizing the construction of the 
long contemplated Rail Road from New York 
to Albany, to pats through a part of this state 
and of Berkshire County, in Massachusetts.— 
The correspondent of the Journal of Com-
merce, in it letter dated at Albany, gives the 
following account of the project :— 

"The Legislature have just granted a liberal 
charter for a Rail Road from your city to Alba-
ny, removing the difficulty in the former char-
ter, which confined the mute to this state. The 
route thus restricted was found to be impracti-
cable, except with an expensive tunnel through 
the high lands of Columbia County. This 
Rail Road will pass up the Vallies of the Bronx, 
Croton, and Housatonic Rivers to West Stock-
bridge, through the eastern part of the fertile 
Counties of' 'West Chester, Putnam and Dutch-
es, whilst it will go through the manufacturing 
region of Salisbury, Sheffield, Great Barring-
ton, &c. to West Stoekbridge, connecting us 
on the East in 12 to 14 hours with Boston—
the entire distance by land—and on the West 
with Albany, Buffalo, and the "Far West." 

A glance at the map I enclose you, will chew 
its importance to your city, the whole state, 
and let me add, Eastern States. The distance 
to this place, is within 16,0 miles ; and in time, 
7 to 8 hours. There are not five feet ascent to 
the mile for the first 100 miles ; no stationary 
power is required ; and, in fact, it is only after 
passing the natural gap at Canaan in our state, 
(a singular depression in the earth of near 700 
feet, as I understand,) that for short distances 
there are a few elevations, that go up to 60 feet 
in the mile. There are 80 miles in Putnam and 
Dutchess on a perfect level." 

profits made,  by traffic in any other commodity. 
Whenever the use of money, in the regular 
course of buninese, produces a large amount of' 
profit, the value of that use is proportionately 
increased. At such times, and at all others 
when money is scarce and the demand for it 
great, as well as in cases where the risk of 
lending is very much increased, the real value 
of monied capital is, and the market price 
ought to be, vastly more than six per cent. be-
ing always in the exact compound proportion of 
the demand and risk. 

One of the most erroneous principles, upon 
which the existence of Usury Laws is attempt-
ed to be sustained is, that a low rate of interest 
is a sign of general wealth and prosperity.— 
This may perhaps be true in old countries, like 
Holland, France and England, where every 
mode and form of human enterprise is occupied 
and crowded—where wealth is vastly accumu-
lated in the form of floating capital, and where 
there is always a supply of money vastly above 
the demand for profitable investment. Under 
such circumstances the rate of interest must be 
low—and low in exact proportion to such ex-
cess of monied 'capital or national wealth. But 
in this country. we have around us ton thousand 
untried paths of profit and modes of suceeseful 
enterprise. Here there is not that vast surplus 
of capital, which tells of national old age—none 
of that aggregation of wealth in particular 
hands, which is justly regarded as the morbid-
secretion of political systems in decay. All is 
activity and freshness, and health and youth.— 
We cannot find money enough to meet our de-
demands for its profitable investment, and when 
the course of business is most successful, then 
does money command the highest rates of in-
terest. For hundreds of years to corns it will be 
so. But when, at last, our land, like England, 
shall groan under the burthen of a crowded 
population—when every acre shall be tilled—
when the sky shall be curtained with the 
smoke of our countless manufactories, and ev-
ery one of our seas and lakes and rivers shall 
be vexed with our commerce—when every de-
vice and expedient by which money can be 
gathered .  together, shall for a long succession 
of years have been discovered and employed—
and when wealth shall have tar outgrown the 
demand for its employment, then will this cont 
summation be indicated by diminished rates of 
intercist ; but even then, we should be slow to 
consider these diminished rates as proofs of na-
tional prosperity. Till that time shall arrive, 
let it be remembered by every American legis-
lator, that, as a general rule, with us public 
prosperity ia as its highest pitch when money 
commands ,the highest price. 

Nothing more favors the interests of com-
merce and manufactures than a general liberty 
to buy end sell without restraint or obstruction. 
The idea of fixing the price of money by law is 
absurd. It has already been shown that this is 
determined, like the price of every thing else, 
by the relation existing between the demand and 
the supply. 1t is obvious that the law cannot 
affect either of these elements. They depend 
upon the vicissitudes of trade, which, in turn, 
depend uport the operation of causes as numer-
ous and as widely spread as are the efforts of 
human enterprise and ingenuity. 

In short, Uusury Laws aggravate the very 
evils which they are intended to mitigate.— 
They make the prodigal more extravagant-- 
the rash more undistinguishing—the poor more 
servile and dependent—the rich more irreso-
lute or avaricious—the weak a more easy prey 
to the crafty—the busy and enterprising more 
timid or more speculative, and thus introduce 
into social life many pertubations which cannot 
be calculated, and many immoral practices 
which silently impair or openly sap the founda-
tions of virtue.

and of whom to purchase their goods. 

Mr. Sterling stated the views of the com-
mittee in reporting the bill. The committee 
had not been influenced by any reference to 
the original policy of the enactment, but by 
the fact that it was in many cases impossible 
to discriminate between foreign goods which 
the act prohibits, and domestic goods which 
are allowed.

Capture of the Texian Schooner Invincible, 
by the U. S. Sloop of War, Warren.—The 
New Orleans Bee of May 3d, furnishes the 
following. 

A CAPTURE.—Not long since, the Texian 
armed schr. Invincible, Capt. Brown Com-
mander, hailed the American brig Pocket, 
bound for Metamoras, with provisions and mu-
nitions of war for the Mexican army under 
Santa Anna, as consigned by a house in this 
city. The Texians finding articles contraband 
of war in the vessel, altered her course to Gal-
veston ; but agreed to pay the Captain even 
more than the value of the cargo. The Cap-
tain of the Pocket, was contented tvith the ar-
rangements, careless of the destination, provi-
ded he and the shippers were paid. Not so 
however, were the shippers. They sent word 
to Corn. Dallas at Pensacola, that the vessel 
had been seized on open seas as a prize ; and 
charged the Texians with piracy. Dallas sent 
out the Sloop of War Warren to seize the In-
vincible : and on Sunday last she was captured 
off the S. W. pass and brought into port here. 
When taken the Captain was not on board ; 
and, as many of the crew had mutinied, there 
were only five seamen at first taken. The 
others were, however, subsequently apprehen-
ded ; and orders given to the U. S. Marshal 
to take them into custody to stand their trial for 
piracy.

The Florida War. 
We published in our last the account of Gen. 

Scott and his troops having gone into summer 
quarters at St. Augustine, in consequence of 
the warm weather and sickness. But although 
the campaign is ended, the war is no nearer a 
termination than it was some four months since. 
Upon the withdrawal of our forces the Indians 
will be out again in their full force, and the 
country again exposed to their depredations.— 
The advantage has so far been decidedly in fa-
vour of the Indians. General Scott has effect-
ed little or nothing, while Osecola has been 
able to maintain his ground and protect himself 
&Qin the numerous forces of the whites. He 
has managed the Indian cause with the most 
consummate ability, and we are afraid that he 
will ultimately prove, that his prowess ot main-
taining his ground for three yeas against the 
United States forces, was no idle boast. Gen. 
Scott, in his despatch to the Secretary of War, 
dated Picolata, April 30, says :—" To end this 
war, I am now persuaded that not less than 3000 
regular troops are indispensable ; 2400 foot, and 
about 600 horse ; the country to be scoured and 
occupied requires that number." He likewise 
adds : I have no particular desire to conduct 
the operations of the new forces. That is a du-
ty which I shall neither solicit nor decline."— 
He has probably had enough of Indian warfare 
in which he finds his tactica frustrated by na-
tive cunning and sagacity. 

The N. Y. Journal of Commerce says : " The 
withdrawal of the principal forces from the Pe-
ninsula, is but a signal for the Indians to come 
forth from their hiding places, and resume their 
depredations. According to the Talahassee 
Floridian of the 30th tilt. they are already occu-
pying the houses in Alachau, and rioting among 
the deserted plantations of corn. They have 
also planted their own corn within six miles of 
Fort King, which work Gen. Scott, contrary to 
the remoestrences of Gen. Clinch, proposes to 

Usury Laws. 
In our remarks upon this subject last week, 

we pointed out some of the evils attending the 
existence of Usury Laws, inasmuch as it is 
equally impossible for any law to regulate the 
value of use of money as it is to regulate the 
price of labor or of provisions, and so far as 
general prosperity is affected by the terms on 
which money can be hired, it is beyond the 
reach of legislation—and showed, we think, 
that they are founded upon false notions of po-
litical economy, are inconsistent in principle, 
and partial in their operation. 

Every candid and intelligent man must ad-
mit that there is not in the whole circle of hu-
man affairs, any, species of contract, voluntary 
formed by and between persons of sound mind, 
touching any mode of traffic ever devised by 
human ingenuity, which the law, if consistent 
with itself, ought not to restrict by the same 
regulations which now encumber the business 
of loaning of money ; and we boldly defy the 
most subtle intellect to point out a solid reason 
for the invidious distinction which now exists. 
Time was when the legislature extended its 
interference with private rights to almost every 
act of private life. But that was a day of p'o-
laical darkness. The wisdom of the people 
has ever since been increasing, and one after 
another of these legal abuses has been removed 
by more intelligent legislatures, until very few 
of the old relics remain. A still further reform 
will follow that increase or knowledge which is 
now enlightning the community, and we trust 
that the time is not very dietant when these 
will disappear. 

Almost ever since the introduction of money, 
and in almost every prominent nation, thsre 
have existed usury laws. But wherever and 
whenever those laws have been the most se-
vere, then and there have umrious practices 
most abounded and been most absxrd. Origin-
ally these laws were based on the principle that 
all rates of interest were wrong ; but, as men 
have become more enlightened and more com-
mercial, that principle has been absurd, and in 
later times the laws against usury have assum-
ed as their basic, what is not true, that the law 
can regulate the value of the use of money, and 
of course that the fixing of a lOw legal, rate of 
interest may be made the cause of national 
wealth and prosperity. But the principle is 
now pretty generally conceded, that legislation 
should no more interfere with money contracts 
than with contracts of any other description, 
and that all appearance of fraud and injustice 
therein should, as in•all other cases, be within 
the reach of legal redress. It cannot be doubt-
ed that, if the usury laws were repealed, there 
would be occasional instances of fraud and ex-
tortion—but neither can it be doubted that there 
are such instsnces now. The most pointed pro-
visions that can be devised are easily eluded by 
slight changes in the form of the transaction, 
and the law is accordingly, in practice, con-
stantly evaded. These evasions, when strictly 
considered, are of a fraudulent character, and 
tend to diminish the respect that might to be 
entertained by the community for-the IA un-
der which they live. 

So far as the object of laws is to prevent op-
pression and imposition, and undue advantage 
of the strong over the weak and credulous, the 
principle should apply to all contracts, by pro-
viding by general principle of law, that op-
pressive and unconscionable contracts, whete 
undue advantage is taken of the weakness, Or 
credulity, or necessity of the other party, shall 
be either wholly set asid, or reduced to modern-
tion aupon a full trial of each particular cause, 
and an examination of all the facts, so as to 
make the decision just in itself. There is 
nothing in the nature of contracts for loans of 
money which, in this respect, makes it either 
necessary or proper to distinguish them from 
others. 

Every man of common discernment must ac-
knowledge that six per cent. per annum is no 
more the highest value to which money rises 
in the course of business, than it i$ the limit of 

AUGUSTA, May 13. 
"I suppose we shall now have no communi-

cation south beyond the borders of Georgia.— 
The news from the neighborhood of Columbus 
is painfully interesting. 

The following is a copy of a letter from Col. 
Crowell to his Excellency C. C. Clay. 

FORT MITCHELL, (Ala.) May 9. 1836. 
Sir--1 arrived at home yesterday, and found 

the neighbors considerably alarmed about Indi-
an depredations ; and in order to satisfy myself 
of the intentions of the Indians, I despatched 
a messenger after some of the principal c_hiefs 
to come and see me, for the purpose of ascer-
taining from them what their people intended. 
The chiefs have not come, but sent me word 
that their young men were bent upon war, and 
had assembled in the swamp near the Federal 
road with the view of attacking any troops that 
might march into the Nation. 

I have satisfied myself that they contemplate 
mischief, and without military aid, the settlers 
must be driven frcim their home with a great 
loss of property, if not their lives. I leave 
thought it my duty to give you this information 
that you may call into immediate service a suf-
ficient force to put those Indians down, and 
protect the lives and property of the settlers.— 

I have the honor to be 
your obedient servant, 

JOHN CROWELL. 
N. B.—Four persons have been killed in the 

last few days, and many negroes taken off. 
The Columbus of the 10th, from which the 

above is an extract, also has the following : 
A Mr. Hobbs has also been murdered while 

asleep, by the same treacherous foe. A young 
man who was lying in bed with Mr. H. made 
his escape by immediately raising a plank of 
the floor, and creeping under the house. 

More than a hundred individuals, including 
whites and negroes, have fled to Georgia for 
safety ; others are coining in, and war seems in-
evitable. These individuals, including Rev. J. 
E. Dawson, Rev. E. Glenn, Dr. Richardson, 
Col. A..E. Dawson, Mr. Pitts, Dr. Battle, Col. 
Richardson, and many others, have left behind 
them, several hundred acres of land in a high 
state of cultivation—to become a desolation 
and a waste. 

Gen. Abercrombie was deputed about a week 
or two since to visit the Governor of Alabama, 
and make known the perilous situation of the 
defenceless settlers. He went, and begged for 
protection—but in vain. Rev. J. E. Dawson 
left here last Saturday on the same mission—
we wish him more Success. 

N. B.—The settlers have already all come 
in—several were murdered on the road yester-
day.  s 

The Charleston Courier of the 14th states, 
that there was no longer any doubt of a gener-
al Creek war. Fifty families are reported to 
have been just murdered, and 2000 people have 
fled to Columbus Georgia, for protection. It 
is added—"The state of the frontier is most 
disastrous. There is not ,500 effective men 
between the Creeks and Seminoles, and all 
Florida will be devastated, if the Governors of 
South Carolina and Georgia do not send moun-
ted men to the Florida line and to Tallahassee." 

The Indians have entire possession of the 
old Federal road west of Columbus, the settlers 
having all fled. 

A known friendly Chief, who had been sent 
for to Columbus, returned for word that he could 
not come, that his yeenge men were beyond his 
control. The communication beyond 12 or 15 
miles west of Columbus, on the old Federal 
road, being cut off, many more murders than 
the above stated might have been committed, 
but of course could not be known. 

Col. White of Florida, arrived yesterday in 
the William Gibbons, and started in the af-
ternoon for Washington. 

The accounts which he furnishes of the situ-
ation of affairs on our Southern frontiers are 
truly distressing. He left this City for Augus-
ta on the 8th eon his way for Tallahassee where 
he had professional business to attend to) and 
went as far South as Augusta, but was compell-
ed to return in consequence of the depredations 
committed by the Indians in all directions.— 
We have no doubt that his representations will 
arouse the nation at last to some efficient action 
in reference to the present deplorable state of 
Indian affairs. 

The following is the latest news from Flori- 
da. 

Tallahassee, May 6. 
I have just read a letter trom Col. Gamble to 

his lady, written this day, in which he says two 
men have been wounded by the Indians near 
where he and a few neighbors are posted. The 
Colonel left this place yesterday morning, and 
has made a Fort of Cotton bags. We have 
sent about 60 men to his rescue ; we could spare 
him no more, and if there should be a large 
forcetf Indians, the 'whole will be butchered. 
I am sorry I have not time to write you further, 
but I can spare no more time, as I must prepare 
to meet the savage foe." 

Tallahassee, May 6. 
"From the unprotected state Gen. Scott has 

left the Territory in the Indians have made 
their way up into Jefferson county, about 20 
miles from this place, and have -commenced 
depredations upon several plantations. Night 
before last they attacked the plantation of Judge 
Randall, killed one negro and drove off the 
mules and horses ; last night they attacked 
Col. .1.

Committee. Mr. Preston rose to present a 
memorial from a number of citizens assembled' 
in Philadelphia on the affairs of Texas, and 
recommending an early recognition of the in-
dependence of that country. Mr. Preston ac-
companied the presentation of the petition with 
some remarks

 which produced a debate of much 

animation and interest, in which Mr. Preston, 
Mr. Webster, Mr. Walker, Mr. Brown, Mr. 
Moore, Mr. -Buchanan and Mr. Shepley parti-
cipated. Mr. Buchanan presented other me-
morials in the course of his remarks ; and the 
whole were laid on the table, and ordered to be 
printed. 

A resolution to authorise the Secretary of 
War to receive additional evidence in confirm-
ation of the claim of the state of Massachu-
setts, for military services, was returned from 
the House, so amended, as to admit all the states 
under the resolution—concurred. 

The Senate took up the bill from the House, 
authorising the President to accept the services 
of volunteers, and to raise an additional regi-
ment of dragoons or mounted riflemen. The 
bill was amended so as to authorize the number 
of volunteers to be raised at 10,000 men, and 
to confine themselves to repelling Indian inva-
sions. The authority given to the President in 
these words—"and shall appoint the necessary 
officers," was amended, by adding "above the 
rank of Captain, which appointment shall be 
submitted to the Senate for its advice and ap- 
proval at its next session." The bill was then 
re .committed.

HORRID TRAGEDY.-The following horrible 
details are going the rounds of the papers, the 
truth of which we have no reason to doubt. 

"On the 28th of April at St. Louis, Missou- 
- 	- ea a coloured man belonging to one of the steam 

boats, was taken into custody for some disor-
derly conduct by Mr. Sheriff Hammond and 
Constable Mull, and while they were on their 
way to jail, the negro struck Mr. Hammond on 
his chin with a large knife, which glanced and 
cut the main artery, so that he died in a few 
seconds. He then turned and struck at. con-
table Mull, cut him in the abdomen so badly, 

that his life is despaired of. The negro fled 
and took shelter under a shed, and warned his 
pursuers from approaching him. One of the 
party, however, broke his right arm with a brick 
bat-his knife dropped-he immediately took it 
in his left, and made several attempts to stab 
those who tonic him. He was then lodged in 
jail ; a number of citizens collected, and deman-
ded the keys of the jailor ; he dared not refuse 
to yield to the popular fury, and gave them the 
key. They then resolved to burn the negro-
chained him to a tree, procured some dry rails, 
and kindled the fire around him ; the shrieks 
and groans of the victim were piercing for 
about 15 minutes, when he ceased to live, and 
one limb after another dropped into the fire.- 
The scene was awful beyond description.- 
Wicked as he was, the manner of executing 
him without trial cannot be justified." 

RIOT IN BATAVIA.-A letter to the Editor of 
the Albany Evening Journal, dated at Batavia 
=on the afternoon of May 14th, states that that 
village had been during that day in a constant 
tumult and uproar. At one o,clock, A. M. 
messengers arrived from the south part of the 
country, anouncing the concentration of a large 
mob at Alexander, to the number of some thou-
sands, who were about to march to Batavia 
for the purpose of destroying the land office and 
jail. The bells of the vilage were immediaiely 
rung, the inhabitants roused from their slum-
bers,and mummond to defend the village Hun-
dreds were armed, and placed at different parts-
of the vilage' the jail, land office and bridge a-
cross which it was supposed the mob would 
come, the planks were taken up. The land 
office was barricaded. 

The mob came in sight of the village at about 
six in the morning. It numbered about three 
hundred, armed with muskets and rifles, and 
leaded by desperadoes. They marched to the 
land office and paraded in front of it. But bayo-
nets glanced from the windows of the building, 
and after some vaporing, they marched offi 
many leaving the village and some remained in 
it. The rumor prevailed, that those who had 
left the village, were concentrating in Attica, 
and intended to return armed with cannon. 
The citizens have formed themselves into vol-
unteer companies-the military of the neigh-
boring country have joined them, and the vil-
lage of Batavia. has the appearance of a camp. 
The letter adds " should the mob return, blood 
will be spilled, but the laws of our country will 
triumph. The following is given in the letter 
refered to as the cause of the riots. 

At the last term of the circuit court, some in-
dividuals were indicted for a conspiracy and 
forcibly entry and detainer. The Sheriff with 
'his posse had some difficulty in arresting the 
.offenders, but had lodged some of them in jail, 
who, for some time, refused to be bailed. They 
were however, bailed out a few days since. 
Two years since the Holland Land Company 
had some ejectment suits brought to trial in the 
U. S. Circuit Court and recovered possession 
of some lands in the town of Orangeville in this 
country, and ejected the settlers therefrom" 
The settlers put the occupants again into pos-
tession and entered into a conspiracy to sustain 
them. This is the immediate cause of the mob. 
Other causes' similar to those which actuated 
the Maysville rioters, have served to increase 
The excitement. 

Among those who lost their lives for Texas, 
was STEPHEN D. HIRST, of this city, acting at 
the time of his death as aid to Col. FANNIN. 

Mr. Hirst was known of our citizens. For a 
long time, he was one of the principal clerks 
in the Post Office.-As a military man, his sol-
dierly deportment won for him the esteem of 
of his bretheren, among whom he held a Col, 
onel,s command ; but as a citzen he was most 
known, and by us most esteemed loran amiable 
disposition' courteous deportment, bland man-
ners, and warm attachments. A difference in 
ages and pursuits prevent much intercourse 
between Col. H. and ourself, but could not hide 
from us the fact, that he was deserving the es-
teem in which he was held. As a Philadelph-
ian, as a martyr to what he deemed the cause of 
human rights, and as a courageous man, it is

The 
Senate bill to distribute the proceeds of the 
sale of the public] ands among the several states 
was taken up, and its reference debated until 1 
o'clock, when the House went into Committee 
of the Whole upon the bill for the protection 
bi-' the western frontier by the construction of 
h military road from serne point upon the right 
bank of the Mississippi river, to Red River.- 
After some debate, the bill was amended and 
reported to the House. The remainder of the 
session was devoted to the fortification bill. 

WEDNESDAY, MAY 11. 
In the Senate Mr. Clay from the Committee 

'on Foreign Relations, reported a bill to provide 
for carrying into effect the Treaty of Limits 
With Mexico : which was read and ordered to a 
second reading. The bill was then read a sec-
'ond time, and ordered to be engrossed for a 
''third reading. [The object of the bill is to re-
vive the commission which had expired in con-
'sequence ofthe expiration ofthe treaty of 1832.]_ 
Mr Webster, from the Committee on Finance, 
reported a bill from the House, to provide for 
the defence of the western frontier, with an a-
mendment, which was ordered to pa printed. 
Mr Preston, from the Committee on Military 
Affairs, to which had been recommitted the bill 
to authorize the Executive to accept the servi-
ces of corpse of volunteers, &c., reported the 
the same witht amedinants. The resolution of 
Mr White, offered some time back, on the sub-
ject of recinding instead of expunging "the res-
olution of March; 1831, was taken up, read, 
and on motion of Mr White made the order 
of the day for Monday next. The Senate 
then, on motion of Mr Benton, proceeded to the 
consideration of the bill making ap propriations 
for the construction of forts, the purchase for 
sites and materials, &c. There was some impor 
/ant discussion on this bill, after which the Sen-
-ate proceeded to the cousideration of Execu-
tive business, and then adjourned. 

In the House, the Public Lands Bill occu-
pied nearly the whole of the session. 

THURSDAY, MAY 12. 
In the Senate, the bill for carrying into effect 

the treaty with Mexico (for establishing the 
boundaries, ) and the bill authoring the enlist-
ment of boys into the navy, were passed. The 
fortification bill was taken up, and occupied 
the remainder of the session. 

In the House, Mr. R. M. Johnson, from the 
Committee on Military Affars, reported a bill 
to establish a national foundary. The land dis-
tribution bill was taken up, as the order of the 
day ; the question being on three motions of 
reference. They were discussed until one 
o,clock, when the fortification bill was taken up, 
and debated until the adjournment. 

FRIDAY, MAY 13. 
The Senate met to-day and not being pres-

ent, on motion of Mr. Gruudy, the Senate ad-
journed, 

In the House Mr. Cambreleng made an inef-
fectual effort to iuduce the House to take up 
the appropriation bill. The most of the day 
was occupied with private bills, a large number 
of which were acted upon.
