City: Stay informed,
be prepared for
severe weather

The City of Rockwall, in a news release issued last week, encouraged residents
and businesses to be informed and prepared for severe weather, including pos-
sible tornado events.

In light of the tornado that touched down in Rockwall County on April 3 and
questions that arose during and after that severe weather event, residents are
urged to take note of the following information.

The City of Rockwall does not maintain any designated public storm shelters
for use by the public. Storm shelters are generally no longer prevalent in this
area of Texas, although they may have been at one time. This is mainly because
residents who might attempt to drive to such a shelter may in fact be worse off by
getting caught driving in their car on the way to the shelter when a funnel cloud
approaches or a tornado hits. A car offers virtually no protection from a tornado,
so residents are better off staying in their current location and sheltering in place,
according to the release.

The City of Rockwall maintains numerous outdoor emergency warning sirens
strategically placed throughout the city. The purpose of outdoor warning sirens
1s to warn residents who may be outdoors of an imminent severe weather event
in the community. These sirens are not intended to warn residents who may be
indoors at the time of the event, although in some cases residents may in fact hear
the sirens while inside. When the sirens sound, residents who are outdoors should
quickly move indoors and seek appropriate shelter.

Residents who are indoors when the sirens sound should remain indoors until
safe conditions have been restored. Should the sirens sound in Rockwall, you are
advised to go indoors and tune to your local radio or television news station for
further weather-related information and instructions. In all cases, do not call 9-1-
1 when the sirens sound unless you have a true emergency.

Residents and business owners are encouraged to purchase a NOAA weather
radio. Such devices are the best means by which to receive vital information from
the National Weather Service before and during a severe weather the event.

Residents who are unable to seek shelter indoors are encouraged to seek shelter
in a low-lying area; however, take care not to place yourself in harm’s way if flash
flooding or hail is present or probable. Residents should not seek shelter under an
overpass, as these can be extremely dangerous when high winds are present.

Sarah McKimmey’s well-deserved
crowning moment as Miss Denton Co

Heath native and 2009 Rockwall-Heath High School
grad Sarah McKimmey has many accomplishments
to be proud of, and now she can add Miss Denton
County 2012 to her list of achievements.

On March 31 this determined 20-year-old captured
the title and took the first step to becoming Miss Texas
or even Miss America.

I'm a college athlete and
I have a scholarship though OU, but I really wanted
to have my last semester paid for,” said McKimmey,
who plays soccer for the school. “I want to help my
family out as much as possible so the scholarship for
me was a great opportunity.”

But after competing (and winning) McKimmey has
realized that the benefits of participating in the Miss
America Organization go far beyond the financial
help for school.

“Most people think that a pageant is just about
beauty or something superficial, but you go through
this experience and you realize that this 1s something
that can really help you in life,” she says. “Honestly, it
helps you become more confident in yourself because
even though you're out there in an evening gown,
you have to be comfortable in yourself. It's about
scholarships, but also about representing yourself for

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RHS scores late, clinches tie for district title

The last two in Rockwall’s 11-game softball winning streak have come in
ways head coach Shadie Acosta might not have believed earlier this season.

When her team came in from the field — twice — after the top of the sixth
inning of Tuesday’s Senior Night game against McKinney North, she set a
goal the Lady Jackets.

The player making the most believers is center fielder Harrison, the team’s
captain. Against MNHS, she scored two runs, drove in two and stole two
bases.

Acosta said, “Kennedy had an outstanding game. She’s always been such
a solid athlete. This year, we had to put her behind the plate. When Katie
Page went down (with an injury), we put her in center. That’s the quarterback
position, She was always quiet, but now we get to hear her cut up and step
up.

RHS didn’t trail in the game, but the lead wasn’t comfortable until that
four-run sixth inning.

The Lady Jackets scored the game's first run on Harrison’s single in the
third, but the Lady Bulldogs tied the score in the top of the fourth. Bertrand
singled home a run for a 2-1 lead in the fourth, and Harrison scored RHS’
third run on the front end of a double steal in the fifth.

Again McKinney North battled back. Ashleigh Ahlborn led off with a
double. Bailey Florence fouled off pitch after pitch before drawing a walk.

With runners on first and second bases and nobody out, Raven Gutierrez hit
a popup to the left of the pitcher’s mound. She was out when the home plate
umpire called the infield fly rule. But confusion set in when Lady Jackets
third baseman Stormy Herrera dropped the ball. Both runners took off and
reached the next base. Herrera threw to shortstop Bertrand, who tagged out
Ahlborn as she ran back toward second. Bertrand then threw to first baseman
Ashton Atwell, who tagged Florence on second base.

The umpires first ruled that all three Lady Bulldogs were out, ending

the inning. After an extended plea, North’s coach persuaded the umpires
that Florence should have been safe, because the infield fly rule states that
runners advance at their own risk and don’t have to tag up.

Going back on the field for the final out was no problem for freshman
pitcher Emily Cowan, who fielded a short popup on one hop and threw to
first base to end the inning.

“The administration retained a third party investigator to conduct a review
of the grievances and allegations, to assure the District conducted a neutral /
unbiased review. In this process, the investigators gathered statements from
parties deemed relevant to the allegations.

Additionally, the employees submitted written responses to the allegations
which were considered by the investigators. The employees vehemently
