The Rockwall City Council has approved funds for the creation of a con-

cept plan for the future development a 62-acre tract of land near the Harbor. 
While that development depends on the sale of the land at the corner of 1-30 
and Horizon Road, the city wants to have a plan in place to encourage devel-
opers to tie new construction with existing architecture in the area. 

The council approved spending $130,000 for the plan, which will be cre-
ated by Talley Associates of Dallas and is expected to be presented to the 
council by the end of this year. The design is projected to detail a mixed-use 
concept, incorporating retail, office and living space. Because the land in 
question sits prominently on a hill and can be easily seen as drivers enter 
Rockwall from the west, the council would like any development to set the 
tone for the city and act as a welcome beacon into the area. 

At least two-dozen landowners currently own the 62 acres. The city owns 
a 9-acre tract and several smaller tracts, bringing the city's total ownership 
to between 10 and 12 acres. Rockwall Mayor Bill Cecil said the city is 
not in the development business, nor is the creation of the concept plan an 
unusual step for the city to take. He said with so many landowners, "there 
are 24 or 25 ways we can do this wrong." By having the concept plan in 
place, developers can see the city's vision and what it would accept as far as 
architectural and green space styles. Cecil said the plan ensures "maximum 
value, quality and benefit to the community." 

Rockwall Director of Planning Robert LaCroix said the city is being pro-
active by taking the lead on this project, rather than having several develop-
ers come in with different concepts or building something that may not be 
beneficial to the city. 

City zoning codes prohibit an individual landowner from developing their 
tract if that development does not fall within the city's vision. He said the 
landowners have met with city officials and are on board with the city's 
plan. There is currently no timetable for development to begin.

Believing ... Hebrews 11:3 
In Hebrews 11, God directs our attention to key scriptural examples of 

believing as seen in the Old Testament. Based on verses 13 and 39-40, God 
teaches that the Old Testament believers did not obtain the promise that is 
now available through our Lord Jesus Christ. They tooked for the day, but 
did not see it. 

God sums it up starting in Hebrews 12, "Wherefore, seeing we also are 
compassed about with so great a cloud of witnesses, let us lay aside every 
weight, and the sin which does so easily beset us. And let us run with patience 
the rhce that is set before us. Looking unto Jesus the author and finisher of 
faith. Who for the joy that was set before him, endured the cross, despising 
the shame, and is set down at the right hand of the throne of God." 

It continues, "For consider him that endured such contradiction of sinners 
against himself, lest you be wearied and faint in your minds. You have not 
resisted unto blood, striving againit sin" (Hebrews 12:1-4). 

Hebrews II referred to Old Testament believers who not only gained a 
great 	but it also refers to others who lost everything and suffered much 
more even unto death. Yet we have the Lord Jesus Christ to ultimately look 
unto. He did many miracles, suffered greatly, died, and was raised from the 
dead by God. Even to this day Jesus sits at the right hand of God. None of 
the other Old Testament believers got to see this day. Yet they had it marked 
in their hearts and looked for it to come. They all died and are still dead to 
this day. But Jesus Christ was raised from the dead unto everlasting life in 
heaven. 

Just as Jesus Christ endured the crucifixion with the joyful hope of God's 
resurrection, so also can today's Christians mark the hope of resurrection 
with heart felt joy. They can run the race of life with hope in the return of 
Christ Jesus. 

It's with this in mind that we dive into the different examples of believing 
found in Hebrews 11. 

"Through faith we understand that the worlds were framed by the word of 
God, so that things which are seen were not made of things which do appear" 
(Hebrews 11:3). The word "worlds" referred to ages or spiritually founded 
administrations. For example, we currently live in the administration of the 
grace of God (Ephesians 3:2) which began on the day of Pentecost when the 
spirit from God was poured out. At this time people were first filled with 
holy spirit and started speaking in tongues. This administration will end at 
the return of Jesus Christ for the born-again Christians (for more informa-

tion see 1Thessalonians 4:13-18 and 
(Corinthians 15:51-54). 

The period of time starting from 
Genesis 1:2 until Genesis 3:6 was 
another administration. The period 
of time beginning after the day of 
Christ Jesus (also known as rapture) 
begins a new administration recorded 
in Revelations. 

By believing God's word, people 
mentally understand that the ages 
were framed by His word. Believing 
results in a mental understanding that 
is in line with God's word. The basic 

principle of believing is applied in all areas of life. God is the highest au-
thority on the human mind. Please notice that God did not say, "Through 
knowing we understand." That would be redundant. Instead, He said, 

"Through believing..." 
So often people persuasively declare what is commonly known. Yet they 

may not actually believe. God wants people to believe His words of true 

life. 
Next week, we will look at the records of Abel, Enoch and Abraham re- 

ferred to in Hebrews 11:4-12.

When asked about the 'Blessing 
Bags' project, Al Gibbons, head of 
Cornerstone Ministries, said, "This 
is something that almost anyone in 
the nursing homes can do and it is 
about reaching out to others in [a 
spirit of] love."

those who put the bags together and 
those who receive them. 

"It is a way to share Christ with 
others; it is about giving people 
hope and encouraging them," said 
Gibbons. Plus, it's something that 
anyone, young or old, can do if they 
choose to give of their time. 

Blessing Bags are 6" x 12" white 
bags that are decorated, filled with 
a Gospel tract, greeting card, cal-
endar, shampoo, soap, toothpaste, 
deodorant, a piece of fruit, and hard 
candy, and then given to inmates at 
Christmas time. 

Roy Kurkowski, who has been in-
volved with the local prison minis-
try for many years, has enlisted the 
help of many people to contribute 
to this aspect of the ministry. 

Kurkowski has reached out to 
four of our local retirement com-
munities to help decorate the bags. 

There are 17 retirement commu-
nities in this area and Kurkowski 
hopes to someday have all of them 
involved. So far, Rockwall Nursing 
Care Center, Summer RidgeAssisted 
Living and Retirement Community, 
Beacon Harbor Rehabilitation in 
Rowlett, and Rowlett Health and 
Rehabilitation Center are contribut-
ing.

Get the picture? Oddly enough, these answers arc not really evasive. The 

truth is, there are 60 different factors that are used in determining credit score.

Smith, explained that she had lost a couple of weddings. "I lost one good size 
wedding specifically because of the street being torn up," she said. "I've had 
people ask if it would be cleared up in time for their wedding, but other than 
that, I haven't had any problems." 

"As a matter of fact, there was a big piece of equipment left in the front 
about 30 minutes before a wedding, and the workers were getting ready to 
leave for the day. It was moved in time. I know it is an inconvenience now, 
but they are going to work on Goliad next and all that traffic will be redi-
rected through here, so the benefit is going to be the greater of the two," she 
added. 

Todd said, "The type of construction is more difficult because of the steps 
taken to restore it (the road) to the Old Town style. There is a full crew 
working on this and the city has done some redesigning to help see this to 
completion." 

The City Council has heard the complaints both in private meetings and in 
public hearings, and fines have been set in place to help ensure the contractor 
meets the completion date. The bottom line is, "There is no excuse for this," 
said Cliff Sevier, Rockwall Mayor Pro Tern. "Everybody needs to do their 
job and let's meet the October 6 completion date. 

"If there is anything to be learned here, I think it is the importance of sup-
porting businesses, especially small business, in the stages of upgrading an 
area," said Mallou.

Which serves the interests of the black community better: a black student 

admitted to a top-tier law school, such as Harvard, Stanford or Yale, and winds 
up in the bottom 10 percent of his class, flunks out, or cannot pass the bar 
examination, or a black student admitted to a far less prestigious law school, 
performs just as well as his white peers, graduates and passes the bar? I, and 
hopefully any other American, would say that doing well and graduating from 
a less prestigious law school is preferable to doing poorly and flunking out of 
a prestigious one. 

Professor Gail Heriot, U.S. Commission on Civil Rights commissioner and 
member of the University of San Diego law faculty, addresses academic 
mismatch in her article "AffirmativeAction in American Law Schools," in The 
Journal of Contemporary Legal Issues (2008). Citing UCLA law professor 
Richard Sander's research, Professor Heriot says that at elite law schools 52_ 
percent of black students had first-year grades that put them in the bottom 10 
percent of their class as opposed to 7 percent white students. Black students 
had a higher failing anddropout rate, 19 percent compared to 8 percent for white 
students. Only 45 percent of blacks passed the bar exam on their first try 
compared with 78 percent of whites. Even after multiple attempts, only 57

percent of blacks succeeded in passing the bar. 
Professor Heriot points out that this tragedy is reversed when black and 

white law students with similar academic credentials compete against each other 
at the same school. They earn about the same grades. When these students with 
the same grades from the same-tier school took the bar examination , they passed 
at the same rate. 

In the name of affirmative action, diversity and multiculturalism, black 
students are being admitted to law schools where their academic credentials are 
far lower than whites .The LSAT, which ranges from 120 to I 80 , is an admissions 
test for most law schools. According to the Journal of Blacks in Higher 
Education , the mean LSAT score at Harvard, Stanford and Yale law schools was 
170. In 2004, nationally only .03 percent of blacks scored that high compared 
to 3.1 percent of whites. Overall the mean LSAT score for blacks is 142; for 
whites it's 152. Many blacks admitted to top-tier law schools are brought into 
a highly competitive environment where the chances for success are quite 

• remote. In order for second-.and thirdntierlaw schools ta have.w.hat.they. see. 
as their quota of black students, they must in turn lower their admission 
standards. As a result, those black students wind up in the bottom of their class. 
It is truly a vicious, mean agenda, where black students, who would be successes 
at a second- or third-tier law school, have been recruited and admitted to the 
highly competitive environment of first-tier schools in the name of diversity 
and turned into failures. 	• 

Think of it this way. Suppose you asked, "Williams, would you teach me 
how to box?" I say yes and the first matchup I arrange for you is against Lennox 
Lewis. You might have the potential to ultimately be an excellent boxer, but 
you're going to get your brains beaten out before you learn how to bob and 
weave. It's the same with any student — black or white. He is less likely to 
succeed if he is placed in an academic environment where his credentials don't 
begin to match those of his peers. He is likely to do much better in a slower paced, 
less competitive environment where he might receive more personal help. 

I have frequently made this argument only to be asked: If top-tier colleges 
don't have racially different admissions policies, how are they going to have 
enough black students? My response is that's their problem. Black people can't 
afford to have our youngsters turned into failures so that in the name of diversity 
race hustlers and white liberals can feel better.

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tegrates visual, audio, and tactile learning. "From ages 3 to 6, a child's 
brain is like a sponge, where learning occurs with no effort. It's what we 
call 'spontaneous learning' and allows the brain to grow naturally," stated 
Morris. 

The third component is called IB or "International Baccalaureate" for the 
12-18 year olds. This program has its origins in the 1960s, when it was 
developed for children of diplomats so they could have a way to learn while 
they traveled. It is an individualized, self-directed learning program where 
the child manages his or her own growth. It can be very rigorous, but has 
also become very popular. In 2006, Texas passed legislation that those who 

graduate in an 1B program can automatically get 24-30 hours of college 
credits, based on the point system the school uses. 

Morris hopes that someday all schools will use brain-based or Montessori 
methods in their teaching. "I don't know if I'll ever sec it in my lifetime, 
but I can do what I can do right now." With Lakeland Academy as a proto-
type 'brain-based and Montessori' school right here in our own community. 

Norma Morris is doing what she can do. 
Not only is this style of learning beneficial to a student's ability to be-

come self-motivated and independent, but it is now being researched to 
include children with Autistic Spectrum Disorder, who can greatly benefit 
from this style of learning.

THE CITY OF FATE, 
TEXAS, APPROVING 

AND AUTHORIZING THE 
CREATION OF A PUBLIC 

IMPROVEMENT DISTRICT 
TO FINANCE PUBLIC 
IMPROVEMENTS FOR 
THE BENEFIT OF THE 

WILLIAMSBURG PLANNED 
DEVELOPMENT IN THE CITY 
OF FATE AND PROVIDING AN 

EFFECT DATE THEREOF. 
WHEREAS, the City of Fate, 

Texas (the "City") is authorized 
under Chapter 372 of the Texas 

Local Government Code 
(the "Act") to create a public 
improvement district within its 
corporate limits and within its 
extraterritorial jurisdiction; and 

WHEREAS, on September 
5, 2006, Fate 1-30 L.P. and 
Fate-Smith, L.P., each a Texas 
limited partnership (collectively, 
the "Applicants"), submitted and 
filed with the City Secretary of 
the City that certain Petition 
for the Creation of a Public 
Improvement District to Finance 
Public Improvements for the 
Benefit of the Williamsburg 
Planned Development in the City 
of Fate, Texas (the "Petition") 
requesting the establishment 
of a public improvement district 
to be known as the City of Fate  

Public Improvement District No. 
1 (Residential) (the "District"), 
the boundaries of which are set 
forth on Exhibit A attached hereto 
(the real property located within 
the District shall be referred to 
as the "Land"); and 

WHEREAS, the City Council 
of the City (the "City Council") 
has received the Petition signed 
by the owners of more than 
50% of the appraised value of 
the taxable real property and 
more than 50% of the area of 
all taxable real property within 
the District, and the Petition 
complies with the Act and, thus, 
the City Council is authorized 
to consider the creation of the 
District; and 

WHEREAS, after providing 
all notices required by the Act, 
the City Council on November 
6, 2006, conducted a public 
hearing on the advisability of the 
improvements and services and 
the creation of the District; and 

WHEREAS, the City Council 
adjourned and closed such 
public hearing. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE 
IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY 
COUNCIL OF FATE, TEXAS: 

Section 1. 
(a) Advisability of the 

Improvements Proposed for the 
District: It is advisable to create 
the District to provide the public 
improvements and services 
described in the Petition and 
this Resolution. The District 
Improvements 	(hereinafter 
defined) will promote the 
interests of the City and will 
confer a special benefit on the 
District. 

(b) 	Nature 	of 	the 
Improvements. The general 
nature of the proposed 
improvements will involve the 
purchase, construction, and 
development of the public 
improvements detailed herein 
and other improvements and 
City payments as described in 
the Land Use & Development 
Regulations Agreement with the 
City of Fate, Texas, Resolution 
No. 210 adopted by the City 
Council of Fate on May 22, 2006 
(a copy of which resolution is 
attached hereto as Exhibit B): (1) 
the Williamsburg Drainage and 
Storm Water Control System; 
(2) the Williamsburg Water 
Supply and Distribution System; 
(3) the Williamsburg Sanitary 
Sewage Collection System; (4) 
the Williamsburg Road System, 
(5) onsite and offsite Rights 
of Ways acquisition costs for 
utility infrastructure and roads, 
(6) public works of art, parks, 
public recreation areas and 
landscaping within and around 
the perimeter of Williamsburg, 
and (7) payments made to and 
to be made to the City of Fate 
as shown in the Land Use 
and Development Agreement 
entered between petitioners 
Fate 130 LP and Fate Smith 
LP and the City of Fate on May 
22, 2006, and (ii) the payment 
of costs associated with 
developing and financing the 
pubic improvements described 
therein, including all costs of 
issuing bonds and funding 
debt service and capitalized 
interest reserves for such 
bonds, and costs of establishing 
administering and operations of 
the public improvement district. 

(c) 	Estimated Cost of the 
Improvements: The estimated 
cost of the improvements 
provided by the District is 
approximately $45,000,000. 

(d) 	Boundaries: 	The 
boundaries of the District are 
set forth in Exhibit A. 

(e) 	Method of Assessment: 
An assessment methodology 
will be prepared that will 
address (i) how the costs of the 
District Improvements financed 
with the assessments are 
assessed against the Land, (ii) 
the assessments to be collected 
each year, (iii) any portion of 
the Land, (iv) the reallocation 
of the assessment upon the 
subdivision of a portion of the 
Land, and (v) reduction of the 
assessments for costs savings 
(pursuant to the annual review of 
the service plan for the District) 
and (vi) repayment of bonds 
issued to finance the District 
Improvements. Additionally, a 
report will be prepared showing 
the special benefits accruing to 
the Land and how the costs of 
the District Improvements are 
assessed to the Land on the 
basis of the special benefits. 
The result will be that equal 
shares of the costs will be 
imposed on the portions of the 
Land similarly benefited. 

In assessing the costs of 
the District Improvements, the 
Land will be classified based 
on the use of the District 
Improvements. For example, 
larger lots may generate more 
use of the public improvements 
than smaller lots, or restaurant 
uses may generate more use of 
public improvements that office 
or retail uses. Accordingly, there 
may be classifications of the 
Land on the basis of the size of 
lots or on the basis of uses. The 
Land may also be classified on 
the basis of the location of the 
Land within the District, if some 
areas of the District receive more 
District Improvements or District 
Improvements of greater cost 
than other areas of the District. 

The assessment methodology 
will result in each lot paying its 
fair share of the costs of the 
District Improvements provided 
with the assessments based 
on the special benefits received 
by such lot from the District 
Improvements and lots equally 
situated paying equal shares 
of the costs of the District 
Improvements. 

(f) Apportionment 	of 
Cost Between the County and 
the District. The City will not 
be obligated to provide any 
funds to finance the proposed 
District Improvements. All of the 
costs of the proposed District 
Improvements will be paid by 
assessments of the Landowners 
within the District and from other 
sources of funds, if any, available 
to the developer of the Land. 

(g) The findings set forth in 
the preamble of this Resolution 
are hereby found to be true and 
correct and are incorporated in 
the body of this Resolution as if 
copied in their entirety. 

Section 2. 	That the City 
of Fate Public Improvements 
District No. 1 is hereby 
authorized and created as a 
Public Improvement District 
under the Act in accordance with 
the findings as to the advisability 
of the District Improvements 
contained in this resolution. 

Section 3. 	That 	the 
City's staff is directed to give 
notice of the authorization for 
the establishment of the District 
by publishing a copy of this 
Resolution once in a newspaper 
of general circulation in Rockwall 
County. Such authorization shall 
take effect and the District shall 
be deemed to be established 
effective upon the publication 
of such notice. The District 
shall exist until dissolved or 
terminated as provided by law. 

Section 4. 	T 	his 
Resolution shall take effect 
immediately from and after its 
passage and it is accordingly so 
resolved.
