When considering the choices for replacing a failing or missing tooth, put 
dental implants at the top of your list.

The cross Jesus carried ... 
In our brief study on the cross that Jesus Christ carried, we intend 

to examine some of the uses of the word "cross" in all the Gospel 
records in order to understand better what "cross" he carried. 

The accounts of Matthew, Mark and Luke give the same informa-
tion about what happened as Jesus was lead to the location of his 
crucifixion. Matthew's account says, "And as they came out, they 
found a man of Cyrene, Simon by name. It was him they compelled 
to bear his cross" (Matthew 27:32). According to the above scripture, 
as Jesus was lead out, the soldiers compelled another man to carry 
the cross for Jesus. 

God's word gives detailed information about the man who car-
ried Jesus' cross. His name was Simon and was from a place called 
Cyrene. According to Mark 15:21 Simon was passing through, and 
he was the father of Alexander and Rufus. The record in Luke 23:26 
does not provide any new information. 

The Rufus of Romans 16:13, and the Alexander of Acts 19:33 are 
two remotely possible candidates for Simon's sons. God's word does 
not provide any new details about them, but He has a reason for hon-
oring them with their father, Simon. 

Let's turn to John's record of the cross that Jesus carried "And he 
bearing his cross went forth into a place called, 'the place of a skull,' 
which is called in the Hebrew, 'Golgotha." (John 19:17). Three of the 
Gospel records clearly have another man carrying Jesus' cross behind 
him as he walked toward Golgotha. Yet John's record has Jesus bear-
ing a cross. Why the apparent contradiction? 

The word "cross" comes from the Biblical Greek word "stauros" 
which meant an upright stake, especially a pointed one. The use of 
this word in the first three Gospel records must be understood liter-
ally. They clearly refer to Simon carrying a pointed stake on behalf 
of Jesus. 

Let's learn about the cross that Jesus carried. 
Go to Colossians 1:20 where it says, "And having made peace 

through the blood of his cross, by him to reconcile all things unto 
himself..." and again in Colossians 2:14 it says, "Blotting out the 
handwriting of ordinances that were against us, which were contrary 
to us, and took it out of the way, nailing it to his cross." 

According to an old eastern tradition, when any person carried a 
debt that could not be paid, the elders would post his name with the 
names of the creditors and the amount of the debt, on the city's en-
trance gate. If another person passed by and decided to pay the debt, 
the posted debt was doubled or folded up so it could not be seen, and 
nailed to the gate. This meant the debt was paid in full and the person 
was free from the debt. 

Jesus paid the full price for the debts of sin. And in so doing, the 
law that was against mankind was symbolically folded up and nailed 
to his cross. We were freed from the bondage of the letter of the law. 
This was the symbolic cross that Jesus carried for all of mankind. 

Simon of Cyrene involuntarily carried the literal cross on behalf of 
Jesus. Jesus the Christ voluntarily carried the true symbolic cross on 
behalf of mankind according to the will of his Father in heaven.

Philosopher Bertrand Russell suggested that "Men are born ignorant, not 

stupid. They are made stupid by education." And, it was Albert Einstein who 
explained, "Insanity: doing the same thing over and over again and expect-
ing different results." So which is it -- stupidity, ignorance or insanity -- that 
explains the behavior of my fellow Americans who call for greater government 
involvement in our lives? 

According to latest Rasmussen Reports, 30 percent of Americans believe 
congressmen are corrupt. Last year, Congress' approval rating fell to 9 per-
cent, its lowest in history. If the average American were asked his opinion 
of congressmen, among the more polite terms you'll hear are thieves and 
crooks, liars and manipulators, hustlers and quacks. But what do the same 
people say when our nation faces a major problem? "Government ought to 
do something!" When people call for government to do something, it is as if 
they've been befallen by amnesia and forgotten just who is running govern-
ment.

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The killing of George Til

Contrary to the U.S. government's position, acts of terrorism are crimes 

that have little in common with acts of war. The terrorists whom Americans 
worry about are not trying to overthrow the U.S. government or conquer and 
occupy the United States. Instead, they are trying to obtain vengeance for 
U.S. government intervention in the Middle East. Historically, terrorism has 
been the tactic of the weak against the strong. 

A military response is both disproportionate and unnecessary — and it 
inflicts suffering on innocents. Occupying and bombing a country because 
a group of terrorists might have plotted there is itself terrorism. Moreover, 
when the government assumes a war footing, it flings the doors open to viola-
tions of domestic liberty. "No nation can preserve its freedom in the midst of 
continual warfare," James Madison said. 

The Obama administration's early signals on these matters have not been 
encouraging. The president is escalating in Afghanistan and Pakistan, and his 
intention to close Guantanamo is undercut by his plans to continue military 
commissions for terrorist suspects in lieu of real criminal trials and to seek 
authority for indefinite preventive detention of suspects whom the government 
fears could not be convicted. 

However, the administration has now indicated that the normal criminal 
justice system may play more of a role in investigations of terrorism. A report 
in the Los Angeles Times states, "The FBI and Justice Department plan to 
significantly expand their role in global counter-terrorism operations, part of 
a U.S. policy shift that will replace a CIA-dominated system of clandestine 
detentions and interrogations with one built around transparent investigations 
and prosecutions. 

"Under the 'global justice' initiative, ... FBI agents will ... expand their 
questioning of suspects and evidence-gathering to try to ensure that criminal 
prosecutions are an option, officials familiar with the effort said." 

It's too soon to know how much of an improvement this policy will be 
over the Bush administration's war policy, but if the government is thinking 
more in terms of traditional criminal trials, with the presumption of innocence 
and the burden of proving guilt beyond a reasonable doubt, that is indeed an 
improvement. 

Of course former Vice President Dick Cheney wouldn't approve. He re-
cently said the Clinton administration wrongly treated the 1993 World Trade 
Center bombing as a crime. The government tried some of the suspected 
bombers, won convictions, and imprisoned the offenders for life. Cheney 
pointed out, however, that since the Twin Towers were brought down some 
eight years later, the criminal justice approach to terrorism was an obvious 
failure. As he put it in a recent speech, 

"The first attack on the World Trade Center was treated as a law enforce-
ment problem, with everything handled after the fact — crime scene, arrests, 
indictments, convictions, prison sentences, case closed. 

"That's how it seemed from a law enforcement perspective, at least — but 
for the terrorists the case was not closed. For them, it was another offensive 
strike in their ongoing war against the United States." 

But Cheney left out an important part of the story. One of the planners of 
the 1993 bombing, Ramzi Yousef, explained that the 1993 bombing was a 
response to the decades-long U.S. interventionist foreign policy in the Middle 
East. While that policy cannot justify attacks on innocents, Yousef was right 
to object to the intervention. 

For decades the U.S. government has supported Middle East despotisms 
(sometimes instigating coups) and unconditionally supported Israel against 
legitimate Palestinian grievances. In the 1990s the U.S. embargo on Iraq took 
the lives of hundreds of thousands of children, while American bombings 
terrorized the Iraqis. And the U.S. military kept troops near holy Islamic 
sites in Saudi Arabia. 

The U.S. government acknowledges that such conduct created Muslim 
resentment. Yet that aggressive policy did not change after the 1993 bombing 
— quite the contrary. So Cheney cannot reasonably conclude that it was the 
criminal justice approach to terrorism that failed. Rather, continued interven-
tion produced "blowback" on 9/11. 

Sooner or later, all empires are targets of terrorism. If Americans are really 
serious about keeping safe, the first step must be to renounce interventionism 
and adopt a foreign policy of peace and free trade. Treating terrorism as a 
crime is consistent with that policy.

Sally's offers hope with the hash 

browns, and companionship with 

the coffee, with its sit-down meal 

for the homeless. Those in-the-
know have given the Salvation 

Army in Bremerton, Washington 
its affectionate moniker, Sally's. 

Richard LeMieux was intro-

duced to Sally's when he found 
himself living in his van with his 
precious dog, Willow, having no 

money and no prospects for the 

future. In his book, "Breakfast 

at Sally's," LeMieux shares with 
readers his own experiences with 

homeless people and those who 

give diddly-squat about them. 

What a ride this book took me on as I followed this once hap-

pily married man, father, and successful businessman through his 
adventures in homelessness. Gas money in his pocket promised the 

equilibrium he sought day-to-day. It meant freedom to move about 

this small town, to find a safe parking lot for the night, to give rides 
to fellow vagabonds like himself. He even resorted to panhandling, a 
great descent for a man who once traveled the world, drove high-end 

cars and owned a home boasting more than 5,000 square feet. 
While LeMieux delivered chapters devoted to his new acquain-

tances, I found myself wanting to know more about how he arrived 
at this low echelon of our society. He shared those few details spar-

ingly throughout the book. I wanted much more but perhaps that's 
for another book. 

I now have it on good account that some of my assumptions about 
the homeless are right on. For the most part, the homeless are so-
ciety's throw-a-ways due to mental disabilities. I have always felt 

that our government should offer more to help these people. This 
responsibility has fallen to churches and other non-profits like the 

Salvation Army. LeMieux never got on a soap box about this; how-

ever, through his narration he provokes the reader to question what a 

single person can do to help. 
There were three nuggets of insight I took from "Breakfast at 

Sally's": 
The homeless, having very little, will help a fellow down-and-outer 

who needs companionship, food, shelter, money or clothes. They are 

acutely aware of basic necessities and what it means to be lacking in 

any category. They are truly generous. 
While some of us fear them, they seek safety from those who would 

do them harm, namely, those outside of their commune of homeless-
ness. They know of people like them who have been tormented due 

to their similar circumstances. 
When a successful businessman can fall from a rung high on the 

ladder to the lowest rung, all within a year, then many of us are more 

vulnerable than we thought. 
Do I recommend this book? Did I thoroughly enjoy it? Yes and no. 

While there was some light-heartedness, it was still tough to read at 

times. Underneath the light tone presented in this book detailing the 

humanity of the homeless, I felt an undertow of discomfort. I wanted 
all the characters to end up well. Not all did. Call me Pollyanna. 

What I did find endearing were those who did give a diddly-squat 

about these people. God bless 'em. 
So you must be wondering what precipitated LeMieux's slip and 

what his plans for the future are after the debut of his book. Dear 

reader, I must leave something for you to discover.
