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were not able to reach all of them
due to the heavy smoke that
quickly engulfed the boat.

“We had one big extinguisher
in back, a small one in the kit-
chen and a big extinguisher in
front. I ran and got the one in
the front because I couldn’t get
to the back and gave it to him
(Tom), but I couldn’t get back
in the boat because of the black
smoke. I couldn’t get my purse,
my dnver’s license. I lost eve-
rything.” Mrs. Madison also lost
her wedding rings in the fire.

Mr. Madison said he was ha-
ving a quick look at the boat
before taking it out for the eve-
ning. “I tried to start it and it star-
ted to backfire and overloading
with gas. Instead of stopping to
check what was possibly wrong,
[ throttled up, hit the starter again
and 1t blew.”

“It was like a bomb,” Mrs.
Madison said. “It wasn’t like an
explosion, it was like a bomb.”

Although the Madison’s were
the only ones on board at the
time of the explosion, they were
not seriously injured, nor were
their neighbors on nearby boats.
Mr. Madison said, when the ex-
plosion occurred, he was thrown
against the dash and was dazed.”]

to find a way out. Everything on
that boat was strewn out on the
floor. It blew it all out,” he said.

Mrs. Madison said, “When 1
looked in it there, it was like a
tornado went through.”

“I had a pistol on there and a
box of shells that we used for
personal protection and those
shells started going off,” Mr
Madison said. He said there was
no danger of the bullets hitting
anyone; they simply exploded
from the heat.

The Madison’s are mourning
the loss of the pistol as it was
one of their sons’ first service
revolvers as a member of the
Dallas Police Department.

Mr. Madison said they can only
speculate what caused explo-
sion, although he thinks a spark
may have ignited the gasoline as
he tried to start the engine. He
said the fire department was not
able to come to a definitive con-
clusion as to the cause.

The Madison’s had owned their
renovated boat, a 43-foot Burns
Craft house boat, for eight years.
Mrs. Madison said, “When then
the fireman heard the brand of
boat, Burns Craft, he said, ‘are
you joking?’ He thought Tom
was trying to make a joke.”

Mr. Madison, who retired five
years ago at age 62, and is now
67, said, “We sold everything
that we owned. We gave away
our possessions that were in our

Mr. Madison said.

The couple has been married
for 48 years. Mr. Madison said
they started dating in junior high

school. He said, “She could re-
cognize a catch when she saw
it!”

The Madison’s are currently
staying with their son until, as
Mr. Madison said, “We find

BGC-Rockwall is a privately funded nonprofit youth development
agency and is able to offer weekday activities for youth through
fundraising and local support, including volunteerism, according to
director Eldredge

Dana Billingsley said she volunteered to teach a crochet class after
work on Fridays when she saw the difference adult mentors made
in her daughter’s and other members’ lives and how much the club
needed volunteers.

The level of involvement doesn’t have to be huge, Billingsley said,

It made me
feel so good to know I had made a difference for her with such a
simple thing,” Dana Billingsley said.

Rockwall Christian Academy,

He and his wife appreciate the fact that “the club creed reflects the
values we support in our home, such as respect, responsibility and
leadership.”

They would like to see Boys and Girls Club gain more of a pres-
ence in the community because of the programs it offers.

“It's worth supporting,” Johnson said.

The Johnsons have shown their appreciation for the benefits their
children receive at BGC-Rockwall by assisting with fundraising ef-
forts for the nonprofit. They also are working with the director to
plan future soccer and basketball training and competition for Boys
and Girls Club members

Eldredge said that with similar community backing, the sky is the
limit for the local club and the youth who benefit from it (and subse-
quently become adults prepared to give back to the community).

That backing may take the form of “volunteers who can hand out
flyers, or maybe teach a class in something they're good at,” Dana
Billingsley said

“Sometimes people think they're going to get overextended, es-
pecially if they have other obligations, but Boys and Girls Club is
really willing to work with your schedule and what you want to do.
Even if not sure, they can give direction as to the kind of help they
need,” she said.

The Boys and Girls Club of Rockwall is a youth development or-
ganization open to all students in grades 1-12. It offers adult-super-
vised recreation and academic tutoring, as well as several leader-
ship development programs from 7:30 a.m. to 6:30 p.m. Monday
through Friday during the summer and from 3 p.m. to 7 p.m. during
the school year.

Another item that popped up
from the boat was a ceramic
bowl in the shape of two

connected hearts. The
Madison’s were surprised the
bowl floated to the surface as ce-
ramic doesn’t usually float.

And a few days after the fire,
a fisherman on the lake found a
card floating on the surface in
the water. He retrieved it and
was able to return what turned
out to be an anniversary card
from their son.

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Rockwall sweeps 7-on-7

Rockwall finished a busy, and successful, 7-on-7 football season by reach-
ing Saturday’s championship bracket in the state Division I tournament at
Texas A&M University in College Station.

The team representing RHS had qualified for the state tournament by win-
ning its own I-30 State Qualifying Tournament two weeks earlier.

Returning for the first time since 2007, Rockwall swept past Spring Branch
Stratford 48-40, Stephenville 40-33 and Whitehouse 34-33 in three hard-
fought games Friday, July 9.

That put the local team into the 32-team championship bracket against
Pflugerville. The teams were tied 28-28 at the end of regulation play, but
Pflugerville scored to pull out a 35-28 overtime victory.

Earlier that week, Rockwall had completed an unbeaten season (8-0) in the
RHS 7-on-7 league by winning its final two games.

Alan Reed threw seven touchdown passes in a 63-14 victory over the
Garland Naaman Forest junior varsity, and Reed Loftis caught four TD pass-
es as Rockwall clinched first place by defeating Rowlett 32-13. Second-place
Rowlett, which finished 6-2, could have tied for first place with a win over
Rockwall.

The Rockwall junior varsity finished with a 2-6 record.
