Heath voters to decide on name
change with November 4 election

by Kathy Williams

When the residents of Heath go to the voting booth on Nov. 4, they will
be voting for more than just a new president or constitutional amendments.
They will be voting to redefine their identity and possibly adjusting the
course of local government for years to come. Two proposed amendments
to the existing Home Rule Charter are on the ballot by unanimous vote of
the City Council.

First on the ballot will be an amendment changing the name from “City
of Heath” to “Village of Heath.” According to City Manager Ed Thatcher,
Heath is known as a large lot residential community that has kept its small
town, rural feel. He said the city’s goal is for Heath to become a “premier
community.”

Thatcher said that, while past concern has been voiced about Heath'’s re-
mote location and the distance from shopping and highways, it is in Heath’s
favor that it is off the beaten path and sheltered from surrounding growth.

He said changing the moniker to Village lends itself to a premier, or up-
scale, vision in people’s minds. “It’s a good thing we’re not on the highway
and are hard to get to. We have the opportunity to do this right.”

Heath Mayor John Ratcliffe said the short-term benefits of a name change
are largely intangible. He added, “longer term, the benefits to our residents
come in how the message we convey attracts future business. The message
is that Heath will always strive to maintain that rural charm and the rustic
hometown feeling that is so important to this community.”

Thatcher said the city would like to have a retail center, but within the pa-
rameters of the village theme. He said the city doesn’t want big box stores
and large strip malls that detract from the rural feel. “We are looking at a
smaller version of upscale shopping.”

Ratcliffe said the city’s Comprehensive Master Plan sets out all of the
standards and elements, from architectural to cultural, that the city would

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Hartman, Williams
students ‘climbing the
wall’ to good character

The students at Grace Hartman Elementary and Williams Middle Schools
last week received a different kind of lesson in character building, trust,
decision-making, and, in an unusual twist, rock climbing. The PTA at both
schools sponsored the Rock Solid Character program, which uses rock
climbing to reach the students with its message.

Paul Short, a former middle school teacher and rock-climbing instructor
from Huntsville, TX, developed the program nine years ago. The climbing
wall is a metaphor for life, Short said. As the students climb the wall, they
must decide which handhold to reach for, and where to put their feet so they
don’t fall. He told the students, if they make the right choices, they would
reach the top. If they made a wrong choice, they could fall off the wall.

But, he said, the important thing to remember is, if they fall, they get
another chance to try again.

The students had a brief classroom lesson before assembling outside
to tackle the 25-foot climbing wall. They learned the *7 Handholds for
Success-Lessons for Life and Climbing,” which are respect, responsibility,
honesty, trustworthiness, perseverance, courage, and caring and coopera-
tion.

Instructor Keith Vander Wall asked the students to think about two ques-
tions while waiting to climb: How is life like rock climbing, and what are
you (the students) trying to get a grip on?

Before they could climb, students were given a safety talk and climbing
tips. Vander Wall said the secret to successful rock climbing is to “climb
like a girl.” After listening to giggles and a few indignant comments from
the assembled young ladies, Vander Wall clarified his point.

He said most beginning climbers assume they pull themselves up with
their arms. But, he said, girls are strongest in their legs, and climbers should
push themselves up to the next handhold using their leg muscles. He said,
“Success is in the technique, rather than just strength.”

He went on to say that sometimes the answer to a problem is not the most
obvious choice — the students should study a problem to see if there's a
different way to solve it, just as using their legs instead of their arms could
help them reach their goal.

Short said the climbing wall is a fun way to learn. “It’s experiential edu-
cation. They learn while doing, which is the most effective way of teach-
ing,” according to Short. *“We believe in making learning fun.”

The climbing hamess is also presented as a trust element. Vander Wall
said each harness could hold 5,000 pounds. He challenged the students by
explaining, “One of the ‘7 Handholds’ is trustworthiness. Do you trust the
harness to hold you? Do you (the students) do what you say you'll do?”

Denise Smith, president of the Williams PTA, learned of the program last
spring. She said it is difficult for secondary schools to fit outside programs
into their already full schedule, but the Rock Solid curriculum meshes well
with existing district character-building programs.

Williams Middle School Principal Bily Pringle agreed that Rock Solid
Character is a good match for the district and school. He said, “This program
supports activities that are already in place, such as Rachel’s Challenge and
the Power of One. The teachers have enjoyed it as much as the students.”

“This has been a great experience for the kids,” according to Pringle.
“It’s a great boost to talk about character at the start of the school year. It
makes sure the kids are headed in the right direction.”

He said he appreciates the PTA’s effort in bringing the program to
Williams. “It wouldn’t have been possible to offer it without their support
and funding.”

He and Smith said they hope to bring Rock Solid Character back to
Williams on a rotating basis with the Aim for Success sexual abstinence
program that has been in place for several years.

And Abel, he also brought of
the firstlings of his flock and of the fat. And the Lord had respect unto Abel
é 1s offering.” '

dn;l'eﬁlj lﬁve stalegs that God did not have respect for Cain's offering. Wnlh
hate in his heart, Cain murdered his brother Abel whose offering was given
faithfully according to God’s will. Notice that Abel brough_t the ﬁfst-bom of
the sheep, yet it does not say that Cain offered the first fruits of his crops. It
only says he offered the fruit of the ground. . :

The way Cain responded to God's reproof revealed that hllS heart was In
the wrong place. It says that he was angry and murdered his brother. Gpd
bore witness to the righteousness of Abel even after his death. Abel had faith
in God'’s will concerning his offering. It was by faith that he offered a more
excellent sacrifice than Cain.

Continuing with Hebrews 11:5, “By faith Enoch was translated thal‘he
should not see death. And was not found, because God had translated him.
For before his translation he had this testimony, that he pleased God.” This
Enoch should not be confused with Enoch the son of Cain recorded in
Genesis 4:17. Instead, Enoch referred to in Hebrews 11:5 was the son of
Jared (Genesis 5:18), the descendant of Seth, son of Adam (Genesis 5:6).

The word “translate” is defined in Crosswalk.com Bible tool as, to trans-
pose, transfer, change, go, pass over or fall away. Although there are differ-
ent schools of thought over the issue of what happened to Enoch, Hebrews
11:13 clearly teaches that he did eventually die.

According to Genesis 5:22 & 24, “Enoch walked with God. And he was
not. For God took him.” According to the record in Hebrews, by faith Enoch
“had this testimony that he pleased God.” This kind of faithful relationship
with God resulted in Enoch never seeing death during his life.

During the time of Enoch, the earth was already filled with giant people
who were mighty, not only in stature and strength, but also in their evil ways.
They were probably capable of building strong and expertly designed cities,
like their ancestor Cain (see also Genesis 4:17). Enoch’s faith in God was
put in stark contrast with the immense evil in the world.

“By faith Noah, being warned of God of things not seen as yet, moved
with reverence and prepared an ark to the saving of his house. By the which
he condemned the world, and became heir of the righteousness which is by
faith” (Hebrews 11:7). Noah was the great grandson of Enoch who walked
faithfully with God. Noah was the son of Lamech who faithfully proph-
esied of him at his birth by saying, “This same shall comfort us concerning
our work and toil of our hands, because of the ground which the Lord has
cursed” (Genesis 5:29).

The condition of the world was only worse during the days of Noah. The
mighty and evil giant people had only grown in numbers and strength. They
were taking other men’s daughters by force according to their own choice.
It got so bad that the genetic to Jesus Christ was set for extinction. But good
news was found in Genesis 6:8, “But Noah found grace in the eyes of the
Lord.” According to Luke 3:36, Noah was part of Jesus' family line through
his mother.

By faith, Noah acted on God’s warning of the upcoming deluge flood that
would destroy most of the evil and mighty men. By acting on God’s instruc-
tions, Noah was saved along with his family. It’s even more significant to
consider that Noah had never seen rain.

The above-mentioned examples show how God rewards them who dili-
gently seek Him with faith (Hebrews 11:6).

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Academic mismatch 1

Last week’s column demonstrated the harm, suffered by black students, that

results from law school race-based admission policies. The bottom line was that
black students who might have done well at lower-tier law schools were
recruited to more highly competitive law schools and turned into failures. One
might be tempted to place the full blame for such callousness on deans of law
schools, but the true villain is the American Bar Association.

The American Bar Association is the accreditation agency for all law schools.
If a law school has not been accredited by the ABA, it is ineligible for federal
funding; its students are ineligible for student loans; most states do not allow
graduates of a non-ABA-accredited law school to sit for the bar examination.
As Professor Gail Heriot says in her article “Affirmative Action in American
Law Schools,” in the Journal of Contemporary Legal Issues (2008), “A law
school that is not in the good graces of the ABA is thus not a law school at all.”

Gearge Mason University Law School’s experience provides an excellent
example of ABA abuse. In 2004, the ABA summoned the university president
andftiie 18WSCHo0! Cedn'before its AcCTedtatitn Committee and threatened the
institution with revocation of its accreditation for its supposed lack of
diversity. Shivering in their boots, the GMU administration reported a
diversity improvement since the ABA's site visit in 2000. Their entering class
of 2003 was 17 percent minority and their 2004 class was 19 percent minority
and they had appointed a diversity czar. Despite these efforts, the ABA was
not satisfied. They complained that of the 99 minority students admitted in
2003, 0nly 23 were black,and of the 111 minorities admitted in 2004, still only
23 were black, even though, in 2004, 63 black students had been offered
admission.

Virginia has two other major public law schools, College of William & Mary
and the University of Virginia. They did not win the ire of the ABA because
unlike GMU, they practiced a racially discriminatory admissions policy. The
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Center for Equal Opportunity monitors racially discriminatory college policy.
Their publication, “Racial and Ethnic Preferences at the Three Virginia Public
Law Schools” (http://www.ceousa.org/content/view/467/119/), reported that
at the University of Virginia, a student with a LSAT score of 160 and an
undergraduate GPA of 3.25 had a 96 percent chance of admission if he or she
was black ,butonly a 3 percent chance of admission if white. At William & Mary,

a black with a LSAT score of 155 and an undergraduate GPA of 3.0 had a 92

percent chance of being admitted while a white with the same credentials had
a3 percent chance of admission. At GMU, not having racist policies, the chances
for admission were roughly the same. Blacks with a LSAT of 155 and an
undergraduate GPA of 3.0 had a 53 percent chance of admission while similar
whites had a 50 percent chance.

The bullying practices of the ABA are truly a wicked, disgusting perversion.
George Mason University Law School, which does not practice racially
discriminatory admissions policy, is brought on the carpet by the ABA whilst
University of Virginia and William & Mary, which have racially discriminatory

“*ZAMissions policies, have little problem. The sad fact of the matteris the ABA

holds enormous life and death power over law schools and they must cave in
to ABA demands or else.

Several years ago, I taught “Economic Foundations of Legal Studies” at
George Mason University Law School. I have attended many of their lecture
series and social functions. As such I can attest to the high quality and moral
stature of their faculty and administration. It pains me to see my very
distinguished colleagues being forced to cave in to the racist demands of the
American Bar Association.

be a resident of the county; be 18 years of age or older (registration
can be completed at age 17 years, 10 months); not be a convicted
felon (unless sentence is completed, including probation); and not be
declared mentally incapacitated by a court of law.

This year’s general election will draw a healthy turnout thanks to
the presidential race. Because of the high interest in this election,
some individuals may want to take advantage of the Early Voting
Period, which will run Oct. 20 through Oct. 31 in locations
throughout Rockwall County.

There were no smiles on the
Rockwall varsity football players’
faces when they trudged down the
ramp from the portable building
serving this yearas their locker room
at Wilkerson-Sanders Stadium.

They had completed their non-
district schedule by holding power-
ful Allen’s offense in check for the
last three quarters, but there was no
moral victory in the Yellowjackets’
24-6 loss Friday.

“I hate to lose any contest,” said
head coach Scott Smith. “We're
teaching these kids the same thing.
We will watch the video and learn
from it.”

The Jackets (1-2) will have an
extra week to do that. Their next
game will be the homecoming
contest against Royse City Friday,
Sept. 26, at 7:30 p.m. at Wilkerson-
Sanders Stadium.
