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Fowler leads by example m comﬁiunify, Rélay For Life

Fowler Fowler is a proud descendent of Rockwall’s pioneer families.
Her children — Grace, a junior at Rockwall High School, and 19-year-
old Jake, who attends culinary school in Colorado — represent the seventh
consecutive generation of her family to have lived in Rockwall County.

Although Fowler was born in Dallas, she has lived in her grandparents’
home since 2000 and is proud to call Rockwall home.

“It was a fabulous, wonderful feeling to bring my children back to a
place I have called home and to raise them in this community,” Fowler
said.

Her father, Don Stodghill, an attorney who was involved in Rotary and
the Chamber of Commerce, encouraged Fowler to get involved in the
community. In fact, he paid her dues and enrolled her as a member of the
Historical Foundation. She has been on their board for the past 11 years
and also served as president. Her passion for history led to her become
author of “Rockwall,” “Rockwall Then & Now" and “Royse City” and
she is currently working on a new book entitled *“Legendary Locals.”

She is also the chief information officer of the Rockwall Independent
School District. In addition, Fowler has been a member of Friends of
the Library, the Rockwall County Alliance for the Arts, the National
Charity League, the Rockwall County Historical Commission and the
RISD Education Foundation.

In February 2013, Fowler was experiencing fatigue and nausea, but
she tried to power through her exhaustion. By March she was in and out
of doctors’ offices, having blood draws and tests run, with no definitive
cause for her symptoms. She assumed, as a 45-year-old woman with no
previous health issues, that she might have an ulcer. But by the time of
her follow-up appointment in August, she wanted answers. During the
exam, her internist was able to detect masses on her liver and ordered
a CT for the following day. Fowler told her fiancé, Stacy, that the tone
in the room had changed dramatically and she knew that things were
serious.

“The next day, a few hours before my scan, [ was in a meeting at work
and missed a call from my mother. When I checked my voice mail after
the meeting, I saw I had missed two calls. The first call was from my
mother saying she thought she was having a heart attack. The second
call was from Doctor’s Hospital saying that my mother was there,”
Fowler said.

Her mother had indeed had a heart attack, was in the process of
having a stent installed and then would be in recovery for several hours.
Knowing it was critical for her to get to her CT scan and realizing it
was impossible to see her mother since she would be in surgery, Fowler

arranged for her daughter and her mother’s best friend, Sharon, to stay
with her mom.

Afterward, she met her daughter and friend at Chili’s for a quick dinner.
While they were eating, Fowler received a phone call from her primary
care physician who had been sent her test results by accident. Her doctor
informed her that she had Stage 4 colon cancer, which had metastasized
to her liver and lungs. Fowler broke the news to Grace and Sharon by
saying, “It is cancer, and we're going to have to deal with it.”

The trio decided not to tell Fowler’s mother, figuring that “one heart
attack a day was enough.”

“My daughter has been known to tweet ‘worst day ever’ when one
thing goes wrong, and I'll always tell her that it's not that bad. That day
when she asked me if she could tweet ‘worst day ever, I decided this

DeLane said he will review evaluations of the full-scale exercise
completed by emergency management representatives from Kaufman
County, the City of Dallas and two from the Lake Point Hospital
Emergency Evaluation.

Rockwall Homeschoolers take
third at national competition

A city of the future, Eisenhower, engineered by students from H.E.A.R.
Rockwall Homeschool, recently won third place at the 2014 Future
City Competition in Washington, D.C.

The students, Kyle Fletcher, 12, Faith Mitchell, 13, and Nicole Bruner,
13, teamed up with their teacher, Linda Fletcher, and mentor Mary Jo
Marvin, to compete.

Since last fall, 40,000 middle school students from 1,350 schools have
been engaged in the 2013-14 Future City Competition. Students worked as
a team with an educator and engineer mentor to plan cities using SimCity
software; researched and wrote solutions to an engineering problem;
built tabletop scale models with recycled materials; and presented their
ideas before judges at regional competitions in January.

The Rockwall team placed first out of 57 teams at the UT Arlington
regional competition on Jan. 26.

The Future City National Finals took place Feb. 16-20 at the Hyatt
Regency on Capitol Hill. HEE.A.R. Rockwall Homeschool competed
against 37 regional winners from across the country. In addition to third
place overall, the team was awarded the Best Future City Project Plan, as
well as the Best Model prize.

H.E.AR. Rockwall received a $2,000 scholarship for its STEM
(science, technology, engineering and mathmatics) program, sponsored
by IEEE-USA.

The theme for the 2014 competition was Transportation. HE.AR.’s
winning entry showcased an integrated solution that includes Solvoches
(cars that fly and drive), solar roads and NPNT (nano-technology for
positioning, navigating and timing). The team named its city Eisenhower
in tribute to the U.S. president who implemented the national interstate
freeway system during the 1950s.

When will America end cash-for-visas racket?

Fifteen years ago, an independent auditor hired by the Canadian
government warned that he had “found that in many cases there was
no investment at all or that the amount of that investment was grossly
inflated.” The auditor nailed the expedient commodification of citizenship:
“Canadians gave up something of real value — a visa or passport — and
received very little in return.” He concluded: “A lot of people made a lot
of money, mostly lawyers and immigration consultants who set up these
bogus investments. It’s a massive sham. The middlemen made hundreds
of millions of dollars.”

['ve been issuing the very same warnings about America’s EB-5
immigrant investor visa program, created under an obscure section of
the 1990 Immigration Act, for more than a decade

The details of the U.S. program vary, but the facade is the same: trading
residency on the cheap for the shady promise of economic development.

Who has profited? As I've reported previously, the real winners are
former federal immigration officials who formed lucrative limited
partnerships to cash in on their access and politically connected cronies.

Just as in Canada, American whistleblowers also have been raising red
flags for years, Most recently, immigration officials in Laguna Niguel,
Calif ., last fall spilled the beans on how they “often rushed or skipped
altogether economic reviews of applicants to the EB-5 visa program.”
They did so under orders from senior managers pandering to wealthy and
politically connected foreign applicants. The Department of Homeland
Security Inspector General is investigating government retaliation
against employees who reported the misconduct. “In essence,” Sen.
Charles Grassley, R-lowa, noted in a public letter, “high-level officials
in the (U.S. Citizenship and Immigration Services bureau) are accused
of creating an environment hostile to those who insist on following the
law.”

That fish rots right down from the head of USCIS, Alejandro Mayorkas,
who was confirmed for the job in December — despite remaining
under investigation by the DHS Inspector General for his alleged role
in intervening on behalf of GreenTech, a crony company with ties to
Democratic Virginia Gov. Terry McAuliffe and Hillary Clinton’s other
brother, Anthony. The alleged scam involved special treatment to the
company, which wanted special treatment and EB-5 visas for, you
guessed it, deep-pocketed Chingse investors.

Recklessly peddling foreign investor visas for the precious privilege
of entry into our country is bad for our sovereignty, bad for workers
and good for corruptocrats. Moreover, history shows that government is
always bad at picking economic winners and losers. If Canada can come
to its senses on this, why not America?

Many
of these people are members of “the greatest generation.” They fought
tangible and visible forces that threatened our freedom. The forces facing
us now are less tangible, but are nevertheless at least as lethal to our way
of life. '

Despite all the naysayers on both sides, I am convinced by the people
[ encounter on the speaking circuit that common sense, honesty and
fairness can return to the corridors of power in America. We can govern
in a manner that not only re-engages millions, but also provides liberty
and justice for all.

As it was in the days of the Founding Fathers before the American
Revolution, now it is necessary for ordinary Americans to engage their
neighbors, friends and colleagues in serious discussions about what kind
of nation they want to pass on to their children and grandchildren. It is
important that everyone knows who represents them both at the state level
and at the national level. The party affiliation of those representatives is
not nearly as important as their voting record. Every American, regardless
of their political affiliation, must distinguish those who represent the free-
