Three action items on the 
agenda involved resolutions of the 
ongoing situation concerning the 
Nelson's Fireworks Outlet, Alamo 
Fireworks and By-Lo Fireworks.

Rockwall 
implements new 

watering schedule 
Ongoing drought conditions 

have prompted City of Rockwall 
officials to implement new water 
use restrictions. 

According to a news release 
issued earlier this week, the 
city now is under a once-every-
two-week watering schedule. 
Landscape watering with 
sprinklers or irrigations systems 
should be limited to once every 
two weeks, if needed, until March 
31. Water use should be limited to 
avoid runoff or other waste. 

Foundations, new landscaping, 
first-year shrubs and first-year 
trees may be watered up to two 
hours on any day by a hand-held 
hose, soaker hose or dedicated 
zone using a drip irrigation system. 
ET/smart irrigation systems and 
drip systems also must comply 
with the once:every-two-weeks 
watering schedule. 

The only exception to the new 
restrictions, according to the news 
release, are locations that utilize 
water sources other than the City 
of Rockwall. 

The new restrictions went into 
effect Nov. 1. 

The City of Rockwall is among 
municipalities served by the North 
Texas Municipal Water District, 
which is under mandatory water 
restrictions because of low lake 
levels. 

The goal of the restrictions is 
to reduce water consumption 
throughout the city by 10 percent, 
according to the release.
