TxDOT bases much of its fund-
ing allocations on local involve-
ment, Grinnan said. The bond 
initiative is designed to support 
work on segmented and partially 
completed projects, and the more 
weight local governments can 
bear, the more likely the projects 
will be completed. She said the 
system is complicated, but con-
sistent on this issue — passing the 
bond will increase the chances of 
renovating roads in Rockwall, and 
passing it sooner will be cheaper 
than passing it later. 

Many council members agreed 
with Straughan, and hoped the in-
stitutional review would make 'Tx-
DOT's policies more fair. Mayor Bill 
Cecil agreed, but said the worries at 
the state level should not discour-
age local involvement. 

"There's a lot of finger point-
ing right now, not just from TxDOT 
and the state, but also at the fed-
eral level. And there's been a real 
push for changes from the pub-
lic," Cecil said. "I can tell you this, 
though. From a historical perspec-
tive, if you've got a project ready to 
go and you've already dealt with all 
the collaborative issues, that proj-
ect will get funded before other 
projects." 

a recipe for trouble, so earlier this 
year county commissioners voted 
to include a bond issue on the gen-
eral election ballot this fall. 

Financially, Grinnan said the 
payments would be included in lo-
cal property taxes. They are based 
on a six percent growth rate, and 
"worst case scenario" charges 
would be three cents per $100 home 
value over 10 years. 

That means, in essence, that 
the average homeowner with a 
$150,000 house would pay less than 
3.75 cents per month. The average 
home value in the city of Rockwall 
is a bit higher, Grinnan said, but 
the formula is the same across the 
board. 

The council publicly support-
ed the initiative and praised Grin-
nan's work on the project. Their 
major concerns had nothing to do 
with local planning, but instead fo-
cused on the Texas Department of 
Transportation. The state agency 
has been dogged by allegations of 
poor management for months and 
is scheduled for an agency-wide re-
view by the Texas Legislature later 
this summer.

The future of a $100 million 
bond initiative this November will 
be decided by public awareness, 
according to Precinct 2 County 
Commissioner Lorie Grinnan.

In a round, non-greased baking dish, 
layer alternate slices of tomato, zucchini 
and mozzarella cheese, spiraling in to the 
center. Spoon the onion-garlic mixture over 
top. 

Bake at 400 degrees for 15-20 minutes, 
until hot and slightly tender. 

This dish can be prepared a few hours in 
advance and then baked at the last minute.
