Lake levels still low despite rainfall

Despite the recent, much-needed
rainfall, Lake Lavon is still barely
more than an oversized puddle
at almost 12 feet below normal,
according to the Texas Water
Develoment Board.

Lake Ray Hubbard 1s not doing
much better, at nearly six and a
half feet below normal.

As a result of these low levels,
the boat ramp on State Highway
66 located at at 1120 W. Rusk is
temporarily closed.

Other lakes in the region are in
Just about in the same condition.

Lake Tawakoni is slightly less
than eight and a half feet low,
while Lake Jim Chapman is more
than 12 and a half feet low.

In a drought summary released
Oct. 1 United States Drought
Monitor, the rains in
Oklahoma and Texas that resulted
from a slow-moving cold front
that eventually stalled in east
Texas, combined with an inflow of
western Gulf moisture from a weak
disturbance, generated widespread
showers and thunderstorms that
brought two to four inches across
both states. A band of moderate
to heavy rain stretched from
near Laredo northeastward into
southwestern Arkansas. This rain
brought the total for Texarkana for
the month of September to 13 and
a quarter inches.

On June 1, the City of Rockwall
implemented Stage 3 water
restrictions because of the drought
conditions.

Rightly Dividing God’s word ...

Peter the rock

One of the controversial subjects found in the Gospels is the
account where Jesus addressed Peter and the disciples in Matthew
16:18-19. Jesus said to Peter, “And I say also unto you, that you are
Peter, and upon this rock I will build my church; and the gates of hell
shall not prevail against it. And I will give unto you the keys of the
kingdom of heaven: and whatsoever you shall bind on earth shall be
bound in heaven; whatsoever you shall loose on earth shall be loosed
in heaven.” '

It appears Jesus is telling Peter that he was the rock upon which his
church would be built.

A study of the ancient Greek word for Peter helps to understand
Jesus’ words.

The word Peter was translated from the Greek word Petros.

Petros was the masculine tense and Petras was the feminine
tense.

E. Thayer’s Greek-English Lexicon explains that the term Petras

was put for a massive rock or cliff, and Petros was the small rocks or
pebbles that are tossed about when people walk over the surface.

Prior to Jesus’ words, Peter correctly answered the question about
Jesus’ identity. Jesus then declared that it was his heavenly Father
who revealed it to Peter.

It was extremely important that Jesus® disciples understood who
he was.

Part of his teaching was to distinguish between his disciples and
himself.

When Peter answered Jesus' question, he answered for all the
disciples. Jesus’ response would have been toward Jesus arlld all of
the disciples, *“You are petros™ (small pebbles), and upon this petras
[ will build my church.”

Once again a notice of a vital
public hearing concerning a proposed zoning change is published
in The Dallas Morning News and not in the local Rockwall County
News, the legal Rockwall County paper of record. And to make
matters worse, it appeared on Aug. 16, 2013, when children were
still out of school and many folks were enjoying the last days of
vacation.

According to reports, not many Heath citizens were aware of the
Sept. 24 Heath City Council meeting where the mayor and council
members unanimously approved a zoning change from agricultural
to commercial for an 8.04-acre parcel at the northwest corner of FM
740 (Ridge Road) and Heathland Crossing.

magical zoning changes appear!

An open-24-hour drive-through restaurant is prohibited (whew!) but
who'’s to say that a 24-hour convenience store is not? We all know
that gasoline stations make their money from hot dogs, chili, nachos,
plus coffee and donuts and perhaps a side-salad bar thrown in for
good measure -- a fast-food place in open disguise. And of course,
they will need a bright beacon of light to make certain those drivers
prowling around Heath in the wee hours can find their way to this
oasis in the middle of a sleeping residential area.

Apparently a citizens’ survey taken a few years ago is being
ignored. Money speaks louder than the words of all of those Heath
residents who told our city managers and officials that we did not
want to “become another Plano.” Heath residents overwhelmingly
agreed that we wanted to maintain and protect the quiet, elegant
charm, which attracted all of us here in the first place.

Alas, it looks like the only “green” preserved in our recently voted
“scenic city” will be the greenbacks a few fortuitous folks will deposit
in a bank.

The War State

Of course the most famous warning about the power of the military
came from Dwight D. Eisenhower, who commanded the Allied forces
in Europe during World War II and went on to serve as president of
the United States from 1953 to 1961. On his last day in office, he
gave a televised farewell address to the nation in which he noted that
“our military organization today bears little relation to that known of
any of my predecessors in peacetime, or indeed, by the fighting men
of World War II or Korea.”...

“We have been compelled to create a permanent armaments
industry of vast proportions. Added to this, three and a half million
men and women are directly engaged in the defense establishment.
We annually spend on military security alone more than the net
income of all United States corporations.”

“Now this conjunction of an immense military establishment,”
Eisenhower continued, “and a large arms industry is new in the
American experience. The total influence — economic, political,
even spiritual — is felt in every city, every statehouse, every office of
the federal government.”. ..

“In the councils of government,” the president warned, “we must
cuard against the acquisition of unwarranted influence, whether
sought or unsought, by the military-industrial complex.

Leverett Mitchell lead impressive Fulton Falcons offi

The Fulton School rolled up 512 yards of offense, but had to go the
distance for a 64-13 victory over Dallas The Covenant School’s junior
varsity.

Hayden Leverett scored four touchdowns and Max Mitchell passed for
five scores to lead the Falcons (5-1).

They never trailed and weren't really threatened, but the junior Knights
fought hard to prevent Fulton from ending the game early via six-man
football’s 45-point mercy rule.

“They were good defensively and offensively,” Falcons head coach Josh
Johnson said of Covenant.

“They're a physical team and one of the more disciplined teams we've
played. They kept it simple on offense. You can tell they've been running
that system for a while.”

Fulton was not fooled into taking the junior varsity team lightly. The
Covenant’s varsity is the defending TAPPS 6-Man I state champion,
ranked first again this year by sixmanfootball.com. The Falcons are fourth
among TAPPS 6-Man Il teams.

Johnson praised his own team, t00.

“I was very pleased with our performance. We had good execution on
offense. Guys like Levi (Bernard), Tyler (Treadway) and Carson (Newman)
played well. Brian Geiger had a big touchdown on a corner route that Max
threw.

“Todd (Treadway) was not really in the game on offense. We needed to
keep him rested so he'll be close to 100 per cent (physically, following an
injury). There was no need for him to be out there.”

The coach indicated that there still are improvements to be made,
beginning with Friday's 7:30 p.m. game at Cain against Oakwood. The
Panthers are 1-4, but as the 36th-ranked team among 6-Man I public
schools are favored by 34 points over Fulton.

Johnson said, “I'd like to see us get stops on fourth and long and fourth
and goal.” The Covenant was 5-for-11 on fourth downs and successful in
its only fourth-and-goal situation.

“We need more discipline in breaking down and tackling ball carriers
and more discipline in pass coverage, whether it's man or zone. In a game
like this, even when we get a good lead we're on them to play like it’s 0-0.
We’'re trying to get to that point.”

Leverett scored the first two touchdowns against The Covenant, on a
56-yard pass from Mitchell and a 6-yard run, for a 12-0 lead going to the
second quarter.

That was the highest-scoring period, with Fulton scoring four touchdowns
and the Knights two to bring the margin to 36-13 at halftime. Mitchell
threw for two scores and threw a key block on Todd Treadway’s 38-yard
touchdown run. Treadway also connected with Leverett for a 33-yard TD.

The Falcons scored the only touchdowns in the third quarter, on runs by
Leverett and Bernard.

Fulton moved close to a 45-point win on Mitchell’s 3-yard pass and
a 1-point conversion with 5 minutes, 14 seconds to play. However, The
Covenant scored 2 minutes later, so even with Mitchell’s 30-yard scoring
pass to Brenner Newman and Newman'’s 2-point kKick, the game went the
distance for a 43-point Falcons victory.

TAPPS has ruled that both Fulton and Longview Trinity School of Texas,
the only teams remaining in 6-Man District 3-II, both will be eligible for
the playoffs. Their Nov. 9 game in Longview will be for seeding purposes
only.
