Chinese In

The Bible

By GEORGE STIMPSON

Some asuthorities say that It fa
barely possible that the Chinese
are referred to In the Bible.

In Isalah 40:12 the prophet
says: ' “"Behold, these shall come
from far and, lo, these from the
north and from the west; and
these from the land of Sinim.”

Bible scholars tell us that the
correct translation here would be
“the land of the Sinites,” since
the Hebrew original refers to a
people rather than a country.

“The land of Sinlm,” or “the
land of the Sinites,” obviously re-
fers to a distant people to the east
or south of Palestine.,

Most authorities question the
suggestion that- Isaiah was speak-
Ing of Chipa, but it is neverthe-
less a [fascinating conjecture that
he did so.

The Greek geographer Plolemy,

who Yived in the second century |

A. D, mentioned an Oriental
people under the name of Sinal,
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supposedly the Chinese.

“Sinal” as used by Plolemy and
by latér Greek and Roman ‘writers |
may have been a Western corrup- |
tion of the Chinese Tsin, which
oecurs in many place names and !
is the source of Tsing, one of the
native names of China.

Both the Arabs and the Syrians,
close lingual kinsmen of the He-
brews, referred to China as "sin”
or ‘tsin." g

It Is .possible that Ptolemy
merely adapted this word to his
vocabulary, v

-

The Septuagint, a Greek trans-
lation of the Old Testament made
at  Alexandria long  before
Ptolemys time, translates "“Sin-
im" in Isalah as “Perslans.”

There Is a tribe .of peopls
called “Sina” who live on the
foothills of the Hindu-Kush

Mountains of Afghanistan,

Despite the similarity In names,
it is not believed that Isaiah re-
ferred to Molnt Sinal or the

Wilderness of Sin to the southe o

west of Palestine and compara-

tively neft, .
Nor is It probable that thnl

prophet had In mind “the Simite,”
a tribe in near-by Phoenicia men-
tioned in Genesis 10:17.

Al any rate, "Sino,” used In-
stead of “Chinese” in such eom-
binations and words as “Sino-
Japanese,” Sino-Soviet,” *Sino-
Russian,” sinology,” “sinologist™
and “sinologue,” is derived from
the Greek and Latin “Sinal,” and
is preferred to “Chino” because it
