" The uniting incone or
gan, called the column, of the stamens
and pistils serves to distinguish the
orchid family from all related ones.
The orchid family embraces 6,000 or
7,000 species, of which comparatively
few are found in the warm temperate
and almost none in the cold temperate

zones. They are mostly distributed in
the tropleal regions, in hot, humid
places, Orchids, however, do not inva

riably prefer humid conditions. Nearly
