'
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ON THE TRAIL OF THE 
AMERICAN MISSIONARY

By W IL L IA M  T. E L L IS
T hit Distinguished American Journalist is Traveling Around tha World for

Japanese Christiana say no more for­
eign missionaries are wanted in Japan, 
and that numbers of the strongest 
missionary leaders agree with them, 
a t least to the extent of Baying thuL 
no new forces should be sent out foP 
the present, is the rather sensational 
conclusion to which I have been 
forced after six weeks' study of the 
missionary situation here.

A grave crisis confronts the mis­
sions in Japan. How serious it Is 
the church people in America have 
no conception. That an open rupture 
between the missions and the Jap­
anese churches has been narrowly 
averted, and Is still a dangerous pos­
sibility, is freely admitted on all sides. 
The gravity of the situation is recog­
nized by everybody concerned. It 
affects present religious conditions in 
the  empire, but, more Important still. 
It has a bearing upon the future of 
Christian missions in almost every 
oountry in the world. The questions 
th a t are up for settlem ent here and 
lo w  will constitute a precedent for 
all other mission lands. The very 
magnitude of the crisis has sobered 
all parties concerned, so that the bit­
terness and hostilities which marked 
the earlier stages of the controversy 
are passing away, and on every side 
the extreme views are being modified. 
Japanese Churches Assert Themselves.

The present tense situation has Its 
tap  root In the spirit of Japanese na-

dlvisions of American Christendom 
cannot be perpetuated here.

The present enrolled membership 
of the Protestant churches of Japan, 
by the way, is about 55,000, the past 
year showing an apparent decrease— 
through an error, it is claimed, in the 
statistics. Ix>ng before the churches 
of American got together in New 
York In the Interchurch Confer­
ence on Federation, there existed a 
soundly established federal organiza­
tion here, "the Standing Committee of 
Co-operating Missions," which has ef­
fected several practical results. In-' 
eluding the production of a common 
hymn book for all the Japanese 
churches.

Where the Conflict Comes.
The paradoxical statem ent Is trua, 

broadly speaking, that while the rela­
tions between the individual mission­
ary and the Individual Japanese Chris­
tian have been cordial, the relations 
between the missions and the native 
churches have been strained.

The crux of the question has been 
the control of the forces and the 
funds. The missionary and his per­
sonal helpers have worked In and for 
the local congregations, but the latter 
have had no control over them. The 
missionary is entirely outside the Ju­
risdiction of the native church. He 
works when and where and how he 
pleases, or as his mission directs. So, 
too, the evangelists employed by the 
missionary are governed in the m atter 
of salary and labor entirely by that

mission land, nurtonid by outside 
agencies. The native church in Japan 
covers the entire empire. I t has many 
self-supporting congregations, and 
powerful leaders not a few. It ia said 
that In remote government schools 
where there was not a single Chris­
tian, th e -s tu d en ts  are nevertheless 
divided into Uemura and Ebana camps 
—these latter being the names of the 
preachers who are the leaders of two 
parties In the churches, whose vigor­
ous newspaper controversies are fa­
miliar to a wide constituency. The 
Japanese church has an established 
foreign mission work of Its own In 
Formosa and Korea.

I have been at pains to inquire as to 
the character of Japanese Christians. 
On all sides I hear tha t the intelligent 
devotion of Japanese Christians to 
the central tru ths of Christianity is 
unquestioned. W hatever tlm outcome 
of the present controversy, the native 
church will remain loyal to the teach­
ings which it has had from the mis­
sionaries. I personally have seen con­
gregations of Christians here, of sev­
eral denominational names, whose de­
votion and sincerity wag apparent to 
any observer. A riper or more saintly 
character It would be bard to find 
than one old blind man with whom I 
talked, who has been through long 
persecution for the sake of his faith.

Undoubtedly, too, Christianity has 
come to have a recognized place in 
the life of the nation. It is a factor 
In the present thought and develop­
ment of Japan which no Japanese 
leader pretends to Ignore. Broadly 
speaking, there Is now no hostility to 
Christianity; yet I yesterday saw one 
of the eld edict boards which 60 years 
ago decorated the highways, th reat­
ening with death any one accepting 
Christianity of harboring a Christian. 
All of the many Japanese writers and 
teachers wltL whom I have thus far 
talked freely concede a t least an im­
portant place in Japan 's future to 
Christianity; while Christian author*, 
like Matsumura, confidently declare 
that it is bound to swallow up Budd­
hism and Shintoism. Japanese Chris­
tians are beginning to have their own 
achools and orphanages, supported by 
themselves, as well as their own re­
ligious books and periodicals.

tlonallsm. This people Is exceedingly 
•ensltlve and proud. It resents with 
b itterness and sarcasm being called 
•  "heathen” nation, and thut being 
classed with the natives of Africa and 
the South Sea Islands. Equally Is It 
averse to remaining under foreign 
control and tutelage In Its religious 
life. The sentiment *hlcb caused the 
abolition of extra-territorial political 
rights to foreigners, and which to this 
day leads the Japanese prints to 
speak of the foreign communities as 
“former settlem ents,” Is keenly alive 
to what la felt to be an attitude of 
aupertority on the part of tbe mission 
arias.

Underlying the problem, also, is the 
Ingrained and Ineradicable Anglo-Sax­
on sense of superorlty to other races.
I myself have seen enough to warrant 
tbe belief that there Is ground for the 
Japanese sensitiveness on this sub­
ject. Not all missionaries conduct 
themselves toward the Jifpanese 
preachers and Christians as toward 
a than, a brother and an equal. Such 
men are few. but they should be 
called home. Their usefulness here is 
ended, If It ever existed. To this a t­
titude on tbe part of certain foreign­
ers may be traced the ecclesiastical 
inconsideratenesa, not to say hnstll-' 
Ity, of the Japanese Missionaries not 
a faw know as well as the naUve 
ministry what It Is to have their feel­
ings hurt.
Church Union Ahead of Homeland.

The upshot of the m atter has been 
the growth of self-governing Japan­
ese denominations. The largest of 
these Is "The Church of Jesus Christ 
In Japan,” which Includes all the Pres­
byterian and Reformed bodies; there 
are here none of the Presbyterian sub­
divisions that exist In America. Next 
In nlxe cornea the "Kumiai,” or Con­
gregational churches, with whom will 
shortly he Included the United Breth­
ren and Methodist Protestants. The 
Japanese Methodist bodies—North, 
South and Cnnadlnn—have been seek­
ing consolidation. At first the m is­
sion boards across the water which 
are Interposed obstacles to this union, 
•bjected, but tbe Japanese Metho­
dists spoke out so promptly and 
loudly tha t nil barriers to the 
creation of one Methodist church 
In Japan have been removed The 
Sgotestant Episcopal church and the 
Church of England have likewise 
Joined forces here. There Is little 
doubt that th ii  union movement will 
continue, the Congregatinnallats and 
the Presbyterians coalescing a t an 
aarly date. Many predict a speedy 
union of all native churches In to  ones 
Japanese Christian church. Certainly 
It is the consensus of opinion that the 
m 'nute denominational and sectarian

missionary. When it has chanced that 
one of these evangelists has received 
a larger salary than the regular pas­
tor of the church itself, there has nat­
urally been feeling.

It must be remembered that the 
missionary In Japan is not a pastor. 
He has no congregational duties and 
responsibilities, such as ordinarily are 
borne by a preacher In America. Ev­
ery congregation has Its own native 
pastor and officers. These may- con­
sult with tbe missionary, but he can­
not “boss" them The preacblng mis­
sionary's work is evangelistic; he 
pioneers Christianity Into new places. 
In this he Is assisted by evangelists, 
who work under his personal super­
vision.

The money, however, is In the mis­
sionary's control. Not all the churches, 
by any means, t r e  self supporting. 
They must look to America and Eng­
land for help. With the control of the 
money has gone. 9o a greater or less 
degree, a voice In the direction of the 
work Right here comes the rub. The 
Japanese want to control the money, 
and In some cases the missionary, 
too. The talk is all of "cooperation.” 
but It Is not a cooperation In which 
the missionary plays almoner. In fact, 
since the Japanese churches have 
their own mission boards they feel— 
or, at least, an outspoken wing of 
them feel—that tbe latter should have 
the entire administration of mission 
methods and money, with, of course, 
the full counsel of the missionaries.

The Congregatlonalists have gone 
practically thus far. The "Kuntlal” 
are practically Independent. The 
American board makes to them an 
annual grant of money for a specific 
term  of years, a t the end of which 
time. It ts presumed, tbe churches will 
hare  become aelf-aupi>nrtJng. The en­
tire independency movement faces to­
ward the day when the Japanese 
churchee will be "self-governing, self- 
supporting and salf-propagating." The 
missionaries of the American Beard 
very generally yield themselvea to the 
counsel of tholr Japanese associates. 
One man told me th* other day that. 
In council with the native pasters.
they had assigned him his work for 
tbe coming year. He says that he
finda this relation perfectly satisfac­
tory and that tbe attitude of the Jap­
anese la in no wise dictatorial, but 
that all are together seeking the one 
end of the work's welfare.
The Japanese Type of Christianity.

All this is no mere racial Jealousy. 
It goes deep. Are the Japanese quali­
fied for ecclesiastical self government, 
as they have proved their fitness for 
political self-government? Akin to 
this Is the consideration whether a 
mission land ia forever to remain *

The * foregoing- la an endeavor to 
give a clear glimpse of a situation 
that seems to be understood very 
slightly in America. Back here one 
hears echoes of fervid reports of 
“Japan's Religious Awakening," and 
"Japan's plea for missionaries.” Over 
these 1 have seen old missionaries 
shake their heads. At the recent 
meeting of the Council of Missions of 
the Presbyterian and Reformed 
churches which • struggled with the 
present burning issues it was declared 
openly that no more new missionaries 
should be Bent here until the present 

roblemattc situation has been ud- 
juii'eU. It may be that some mon al­
ready here will have to return home.

I To a mere observer It appears reason­
able that a man who has been In 
Japan many years without having 
learned the language, or acquired the 

> Japanese viewpoint, or attained sym­
pathetic and fraternal relations-w ith 
tbe native Christians, should consider 
himself called to some more congenial 

! field of labor. A recent Issue of "Mis­
sion News.” a monthly published In 
Kobe In the interests of the Ameri­
can Board Mission, contained these 
striking sentences: "The time for 

j  'extra-territorial' Christianity in Japan 
j Is rapidly drawing to an end. If It is 

not already passed. Missions and mta- 
f sionarles are being tested. They have 

accomplished a mighty work in the 
past and it is in their power to do 
even greater work In the present and 
immediate future. Will they meet (he 
test and rise to the opportunity that 

| Is theirs?"
On this last point the Japanese are

quite insistent They say the new day 
demands a new kind of help from 
America. Instead of men to do preach­
ing and teaching—for which some as­
sert there are now sufficient qualified 
Japanese—they want men of the char­
acter and calibre of President Charles 
Cuthbert, Hall, of Union Seminary, j 
New York, who made a pronounced 
Impression during his recent vtsit to I 
Japan. They want statesm anlike j 
leaders, men of large culture, great 
learning and broad sympathies The 
best that America has In the way of 
teachers and pastors may profitably [ 
be sent to Japan to lead her native 
leaders and Inspire her native lnspir- 
ers

In the meantime the majority of 
missionaries, as well as many Japan- j 
ese, declare that Japan still needs the j 
missionaries. The native church Is | 
not strong enough, either In men or 
money, to go it alone. Japanese 
preachers from outlying parts of the 
empire say frankly tha t tills whole 
uproar Is a Toklo product, and they 
hint at the ambition of certain Toklo 
leaders to central the Japanese church. 
An English missionary told me that ; 
the control of funds could not be 
turned over to Japanese until the lat­
ter, as a nation, have learned new 

I Ideas of trusteeship. He cited the 
case of s  treasurer who used trust 
funds to pay his father's debts, saying 

[•naively that his obligations to hla 
father took precedence to all other ob­
ligations On the other hand, some 
missionaries assert that such chargee 
are the mere race prejudice of the 
white man

Out of the confusion of hundreds of j 
conflicting opinions upon this all-ab­
sorbing topic of Japanese ecclesiastic­
al Indspendence. I have gathered at 
least one conviction, namely, that so 
long aa the present state of uncer­
tainty and turmoil exists, the Ameri­
can missionary organizations would 
do well to send no more young preach- 
era to Japan, althbugh the field for 
naordalned teachers Is large.

Dove Open Season Begins Nov. l.
Austin, Tex., Aug. 30.—Last 

year the open season for shooting 
doves commenced on Sept. 1, but 
under the new game law, now 
operative,* doves cannot be shot 
until Nov. 1, which is also the 
opening day for quail hunting.

Rule 2.—Hair brushes must be 
combed after using, and both 
brushes and combs must at all 
times be kept thoroughly clean 
and washed after each day’s 
work with water of ammonia or 
solution of borax.

Rule 3.—Fresh and clean tow­
els must be used for each patron, 
and all towels must be boiled be­
fore using again.

Rule 4. —All astringents used 
for controlling bleeding or for 
other purposes shall be used in 
the powdered or liquid form. 
Crystals of alum, bluestone and 
like astringent substances shall 
not be used. All soaps, per­
fumes, bay rum, witch hazel and 
other toilet articles, and all anti­
septic solutions shall be of good 
quality. An antiseptic solution 
shall be used on each person after 
shaving.

Rule 5. —No barber shall under 
any circumstances shave a per­
son affected with any infectious 
disease of the skin of the face 
where pus or matter is upon or 
under the skin, unless such per­
son shall be provided with a sep­
arate individual cup and lather 
brush.

-  All razors, shears, 
clippers, needles, tweezers or 
other instruments used upon any

—In case the face of 
the patron shows any indication 
of skin eruption the face is to be 
bathed with water that has been 
sterilized by boiling. No barber 
should undertake to treat any 
eruption of the skin, but should 
advise consulting a physician.

Rule 8.—The use of finger 
bowls, powder puffs and sponges 
is prohibited and no barber shall 
keep either of them on his work­
ing stand.

Rul 9.—No barber who has any 
venereal or other contagious dis­
ease shall practice his trade. No 
proprietor of any* barber shop 
shall retain in his employ any 
barber known to have venereal 
or other contagious disease.

Rule 10. —No barber shop shall 
be considered to be in a sanitary 
condition if any part of said shop 
is used as a living, cooking or 
sleeping apartment.

Rule 11.—The floor, walls, fur­
niture and fixtures of every bar­
ber shop shall be kept clean. 
Every cuspidor and waste paper 
bowl shall be cleansed with boil­
ing water at least once every 
twenty-four hours.

the advantages that go with a 
well improved country.

If you have plenty of money 
and wish to live here for your 
health (imaginary) and send your 
children back east to the schools,

some nervous trouble you will 
likely recover, since there is not 
much to disturb you.

We don’t know which to most 
admire—the ignorance of th e  
writer or the narrowness of his 
view. The supposition is natu­
ral that he includes all the sec­
tion from Cisco to Stanton, a sec­
tion containing a variety of soil, 
climate and topography greater 
than many entire states. Men 
like Mr. Hicks, who are thor- 

, oughly satisfied with their home, 
wherever it is, are worse than 
foolish to move anywhere this 
side of the pearly gates, golden 
streets and Eleysian fields of j 

paradise. Contentment is all 
they can expect to find in that 
blissful abode, and to that they 
claim to have attained where j 
they are. They come west with ! 
the prejudice of three or four! 
generations in their minds and i 
look for the seamy side of every^ 
thing they see. They come to

try. West Texas invites the en­
tire world to come and investi­
gate its call to the farmer—the 
home maker; but in the name of 
simple justice and for the sake 
of accepted hospitality, treat the 
country fairly. Judge it by the 
same standards you crave for 
your own section. West Texas 
during the past 20 years has done 
infinitely better than Hunt or 
any other black land county did 
during the first 20 years of their 
settlement. This statement can 
not be disproven,

Again: Mr. Hicks by breaking 
into print has shown himself to 
be as “easy” as he is awkward 
in his use of the King’s English.

to him: “ If those good 
old farmers (in Hunt) would put 
any thing like the enery into 
their work there they do after 
they get out here, they would be 
abundantly rewarded instead of 
eking out a mere existence, and 
battling all the while against a 
fruitless proposition.”

In heaven’s name, could any 
more discouraging picture be 
drawn of the desert of Sahara 
than this traducer of West Tex­
as paints of the conditions back 
in “good old Hunt?” He bas in­
advertently told the truth and 
“let the cat out of the bag” or 
forgotten some of the rules of 
composition. In imputing to the 
people more energy than is pos­
sessed by the same people “in 
Gawd’s country,” he pays west 
Texas the highest tribute of 
praise. Its healthful, invigora­
ting climate, is one of its most 
valuable assets.

Again he asks: “Can you af­
ford to come here and pay from 
$20 to $65 for land and improve 
it at a costof about $40 per acre ?’ ’ 
Evidently Mr. Hicks got among 
the Philistins on his extended 
tour of investigation, and was 
“loaded” with doctored statis­
tics. If there is a rational hu­
man being who has ever been 
over the T. & P. road from Cis­
co to Pecos and believes that it 

cost “about $40” to put 
any orttrSCre oJfarming land to 
be seen along that road in culti­
vation, the people of west Texas 
will give 25c apiece for hi3 pic­
ture. There are favored lacali- 
ties in this, as in all other sect­
ions, where farming land is high­
er in price than in less favored 
lacalities, but the impression Mr. 
Hick tries to convey, is that the 
land in Martin county ranges 
from a ninimum of $20 to a max­
imum of $65 per acre. He could i 
have bought a hundred sections 
of good farming land in that ; 
county for less than half the 
minimum pri^e quoted by Hicks, 
in his philipic. One of the best J 
improved farms in Mitchell coun­
ty recently changed hands at $30 
per acre. This farm has produ­
ced fifteen crops in succession, 
without a failure, and there are 
hundreds here just as good as i t  

The truth is, the real home- 
seeker who comes tq west Texas 
unprejudiced, wi t h  unbiased 
mind and willing to learn of those 
who have subdued the country 
and have learned the new condi­
tions which here obtain, is the 
one who generally stays and 
becomes the contented citizen.
