Unrest Leads to Rioting
Jocialistic Teachings .ﬂugmgntéd by Op:
pression Leads to Open Revolt and Riot.

8t. Petersburg, Oct. 18.—The strike™
at Moscow has given an impetus to
the wave of strikes and disorders
which is sweeping over the ocountry
and which promises a repetition of the
period of stress that prevailed in Jan-
uary and February last, although it is
hoped on a _less serious scale. Besides
the tumult in St. Petersburg and Mos-
cow, strikes and -disorders, inspired

reported from Saratoff, Kieff, Kazan,
Kharwoff and other cities, while the
strike movement has again broken out
in Warsaw. ’

Dlsp@t’c‘hee from Ekaterinodar, Ku-
ban and Tiflis report troubles in the
Caucasus, which, however, have no
connectionr with the Russian move
ment.

A large part of the working popula-
tion seems to be inspired by a spirit
of unrest. The movement is largely
political .and is engineered by the So-
ial Democrats and Social revolutionary
parties, many of the leaders of which
deplore the outbreak at this time as
it will interfere with the projected or-
ganization of the parties during the
elections for the Douma. Théy say,
however, that it was necessary to take
advantage of the outbreak at Moscow,
even though they were not fully pre-
pared for the movement.

CHANGE IN RULES.
Consternation Among Clerical Ban
nacles ;

‘Washington, D. C., Oct. 18.—There
is a large number of aged people at
Some
of them have duties requiring the ex-
perience of years, and of them it may
be said their efficiency increases with
their age. But for the larger pant of
these .old people perform duties so
purely  clerical and routine that age
impairs their competence. They are
neither so rapid nor so accurate in the
performance of their duties as they
were at the beginning of theip service,
This loss of efficiency has been re-
marked and complained of by many
Cabinet officers, but the civil service
regulations have been such that it wag
practically impessible to get rid of
them. i

The rfesult has been a great many
drones have accumulated in the hives.

It is dome by abro-
gating that provision of the civil serv-
ice regulations which have heretofore
required that a charge of inefficiency
should be proved to the satisfaction
of the commission. By this order
every head of the department is au-
thorized to remove “without hearing”
any officer or employe in the classi-
fied service when it is believed “that
the public service will be materially
improved by his removal.”

After the amendment had been dis-
cussed and adopted by the Cabinet,
President Roosevelt issued the follow-
ing executive order embodying the
terms of the new regulation.

“When the President or head of an
exeoutive department is satisfied that
an officer or employe in the classified
service is inefficient or incapable and
that the public service will be ma-
terially improved by his removal will
be made without hearing: but the

cause for removal shall be stated in |,

writing and filed. When misconduct
s committed in the view and presence
of the President or head of excutive
departiment, removal may be summar-
ily, and without notice.

Changes Probable in Committees,

Washington: The opinion that the
Democratic representation on the
House committees will be reduced as
a consequence of the increased Re-
publican majority in that body is be-
coming more widely accepted. In-
deed there are some who assert that
this action has been definitely deci-
ded on though they stop short of giv-
ing Speaker Cannon as their author-
ity. In the last Congress there were
210 Repubblicans and 175 Demo-
crats,

In the neft Congress there will be
261 Republicans and 135 Democrats.
In other words, the Republicans will
have a majority of 116 in the next
Congress, whereas in the last Con-
gress their majority was only 35. The
Republicans, therefore, will neea
more committee assignments to sup-
ply the demand and if the reduction
of Democrat representation should be
brought about this will be the reason
that prompts it, though publicly It
argued that even then the Democrats
would have a representation propor-
tionate to their strength both in the
House and in the Senate.

Framersville Sustains a.$100,000%

‘ ' Fire. 2 I

Farmersville, Texas, Oct. 14.—Fire
here last night destroyed the east
side of the square and inﬂlcteq a loss
of nearly $100,000. It is currently re-
ported her that four men' lost their
lives in the. fire and that one man
had his leg broken but owing to the
confusion incident to the fire these
rumors eannot be verified and should
be accepted with reservation. : The
fire was fierce and burned from about
9 o’clock until long after midnight,
and was not finally gotten under con-
trol until all buildings on the east/
side of the square, except two, had
been destroyed. The wind at the time
the fire started, was blowing fresh
from the southeast and threatened the
whole rorth side of theé square. For-
tunately there was a change in direc-
t{lon just. inp time to save this part ¢ .
of the town. All of the burned build-
ings were handsome brick structures
and, coming at the height of the sea-
son, will prove a serious loss to the
town. While it is too early to make
definite statments, it is assumed that
as the losses fall principally on peo-

The attention of the county offi- |
cers we learn have been ecalled to‘
the matter. Doubtless the distur-
bance complained of are the re-|
sults of mere thoughtlessness,and |
mention of the matter will be suf-
ficient to prevent a repetition. |
The law of this state against |
interference with religious wor-
ship is very severe. It provides
that ‘‘Any person who, by loud
talking or swearing, or by any
other noise, or in any other man-
ner, wilfully disturbs any congre-
gation or part of a congregation
assembled for religious worship
and conducting themselves in a
' lawful manner, or who wxlfullyl

msturbs in any manner. any'
congregation assembled for the |
purpose of conducting or partici-
pating in Sunday School, or to
transact any business relatmg to
or in the interest of religious
worship or Sunday School, and
conductirg themselves in a law- |
ful manner, shall be fined in any
sum not less than twenty five nor
more than one hundred dollars.”’
