The Record started out this
week to find out about cotton,

and try to get a fair estimate of
its condition and approximate
yvield, To this end we inter-
viewed farmers of different com-
munities. The first one ques-
tioned as to the present condi-
tion and probable yield of his
crop, said: ‘I counted the bolls
on the first stalk T came across;
it contained 110 bolls, squares
and blooms, and next stalk con-
tained 80."’

Thinking this a rather too gen-
erous estimate for an average
estimate,. we cornered another
farmer and put the same ques-
tions to him: ‘I counted one
stalk in my field today and it
cgntained 152 bolls, squares and
blooms; there were 29 grown
'hnll\'_”

A third farmer brought in a
stalk which he said was not up
to the average of his field; this
57 bolls, squares
and blooms. From and
other interviews of various far-
mers, it is a safe and conserva-
tive estimate to put the yield at
one half to three-quarters of a
bale per acre.
