above the dead level o f medioc­
rity. It is in the hands o f its 
Clean. And Aristides is doomed 
to ostracism. When I look at 
the situation in Texas 1 recall 
the battle o f Bothwell Bridge as 
Sir Walter Scott narrates it in 
the delightful romance o f "Old 
Mortality.”  Henry Morton would 
have gained the day for the Pres­
byterian cause had his advice 
been taken, but fanatics and 
fools looked on him as an Eras- 
tion and would not support him 
at the only point on the field 
where it was possible to make 
defense, and the duke of Mon­
mouth hurled the veterans o f 
Dalzell against the feeble forces 
of Morton and the day was gain­
ed for the English crown. Then 
it was that the stern Cameronians 
gloomy and fanatic, headed by 
Ephriam Macbriar and Habak- 
kuk Mucklewrath, got their com­
mander, Morton, in their custody, 
condemned him to death and 
would have executed him if 
Claverhouse had not come up, 
put them to the sword, and res­
cued his gallant and generous 
adversary on the field of Mars.

I defy any man who is familiar 
with "Old Mortality”  to look with 
unbiased eyes on the situation in 
Texas and not discover a striking 
parallel in the military career of 
Henry Morton and the political 
career of Joseph W. Bailey. 
Bailey’s fault is not that he bor­
rowed money from somebody 
who had it to lend; not that he 
gave legal counsel to a man 
in St. Louis named Pierce. 
No; nothing of the kind. What 
they have against Bailey is this, 
simply this, and nothing more. 
Bailey is the most intellectual 
man in the United States senate, 
the greatest constitutional law­
yer and most formidable debater 
in all America to engage in an 
academic discussion o f political 
principles in that august forum, 
the United States senate. That 
is what is the matter with Bailey, 
and all that is the matter with 
him. This latitudinarian Demo­
cratic party will not suffer such 
a man as that to remain in public 
life. Envy, jealousy, rivalry, 
prejudice, ignorance—these are 
the pack now after Bailey, and it 
will be next thing to the miracu­
lous if they don’t get him. Per­
sonal integrity never looks so 
much like civic virtue as when 
this kennel—envy, jealousy, ri­
valry, prejudice and ignorance- 
put them on and set up a barking 
that would drown all the thun­
ders of Olympian Jove. I have 
heard it in this town—the baying 
o f little minds -a n d  it is heard 
in every political capital the 
world, round, Christian and 
pagan. ' •

has cast in either house o f con­
gress they object to? No; though 
I can point to a score o f them 
that I object to. Do they trav­
erse a word he has uttered in 
either house, or on the hustings, 
or a line he has written in legis­
lative reports? Not one, and

1 is simply ideal; but that he has 
i done some sort of business trans- 
, actions with a man named Pierce. 
|and that Pierce had trafficked 
with the Standard Oil company. 
It seems that Bailey bought Bar­

ney Gibbs’ farm, and they! want 
to know where he got the money. 
He also bought a farm in |Ken- 
tucky, and they are ready to 
charge that as a rascally trans­
action.

It was the Eighteenth con­
gress, I believe, that elected 
John Quincy Adams President 
o f the United States. The vote 
o f Kentucky decided it in Adams’ 
favor, though the people of Ken­
tucky had cast twenty votes for 
Jackson to one for IPAdams. 
Henry Clay caused the Kentucky 
delegation to give the vote to 
Adams, for, like thousands and 
thousands of the very best men 
in the country, Clay did not be­
lieve that the government was 
safe in the keeping of a man of 
“ Old Hickory’s”  temperament. 
Adams appointed Clay secretary 
o f state, and immediately the 
cry went up that it was a bargain 
between the two, that Adams 
had sold and Clay had bought 
the chief place in the cabinet, 
and the price was the vote of 
Kentucky for Adams when the 
presidential election failed in the 
electoral college and was deter- j 
mined in the house of represent­
atives. Everybody who knows 
anything about it now is con- J 
vineed thAt it was slander, 
thokgh it cost Clay the presi-1 
denfy, but old Kentucky never 
faltired. She stood by her great­
est son till she pillowed his man­
ly form to its final rest in her 
bosom at Lexington.

And they are after John Sharp 
Williams, too. Why? Because 
he is the foremost man in the 
house, just as Bailey is the fore­
most man in the senate. It was 
such political peanutry as that 
which caused a great British 
statesman, Shrewsbury, the 
ablest minister of William II, to 
exclaim: "Had 1 son I would 
sooner breed him a cobbler than 
a courtier, and a hangman than 
a statesman.”  There was a 
political party in England that 
called themselves "patriots.”  
They turned against that grand 
old parliamentary leader. Sir 
Robert Walpole, and helped to 
drag him down. The old states­
man vividly described them after 
this fashion: "Patriot, sir! Why,
I can make a hundred of them in 
a night. I have only to refuse 
an absurd request for a place and 
ud starts a patriot”

John Sharp Williams has but 
to refuse a coveted com mi tee as- 
sigment and up starts an enemy. 
It is not that Williams is not the 
most capable man, certainly the 
greatest debater, in the house, 
a man of vast acquired knowl­
edge, a ready speaker, a holy 
terror to the other side; it is not 
that he is not all these and more, 
but he has wounded somebody’s 
vanity. Who ever saw him come 
out of a debate second best? 
Nobody. They say he talks too 
much. The test o f that is the 
floor and V ' galleries. He never 
emptied either, and a thousand 
times he has filled both. When 
the great Edmund Kean returned 
to his wretched garret, where his 
faithful wife had been praying 
for hours for his success on the 
night of his London debut at 
Drury Lane, the loving woman 
met him, and with a voice husky 
with anxiety, asked: "What, oh, 
what, Edmund, did the duke o f 
Beauford say?”  “ D—n the duke 
of Beauford. By G— Mary, the 
pit rose to me!”  and so it had, 
and that very night Kean was 
the first actor o f the world. I 
cannot say so much o f John Sharp 
as a statesman, but I have seen 
"the pit rise to him,’ ’ andexpect 
to see it many a time again, even 
at the more dignified north end 
of the capitol.

ON THE TRAIL OF THE 
AMERICAN MISSIONARY

Beoul, Korea.—To get close to the 
actual facta of missionary work 
fe  any country, aa well aa of the true 
political and aocial conditions, it la 
.accessary to move out from the capi­
tal or port cities and to sojourn for a ; 
Bane in rural parts. So I have been 
aet seeing the real Korea, itinerating 
among country villages where there 
are churches, and in the meantime 
seeing at first hand what is said to be 
the moat picturesque people in the 
orient. The "how" of missionary 
work In this country may he set forth 
fey a recital of this concrete experi­
ence.

Sometimes the missionary on tour 
puts his outfit on a little Korean pony 
and then, mounting on top of it, 
rides. At other times he walks. Wo­
men missionaries often travel in 
chairs, borne by coolies. In the pres­
ent instance we walked, and two 
coolies carried our packs containing 
.folding cots, bedding, food and cook­
ing utensils. It Is Impossible for 
most white persons to subsist In 
health upon the Korean diet of rice 
and pickled vegetables. As to the 
matter of sleeping—more of that 
later/

The Orient Which Changes Not.
A pedestrian tour through rural 

Korea is better worth while than the 
came amount of time spent in Seoul. 
The first afternoon we traveled for 
five hours over the narrow paths be­
tween rice fields which serve for 
roads in Korea: they are the “ way- 
aides" of the familiar parable of the 
.sower. Wheeled vehicles are un­
known outside of the cities, though

Yet they had never seen this particu­
lar "Moksa," or "shepherd," before. 
The field Is that of Rev. Dr. H. Q. Un­
derwood, one of the missionary vet­
erans of Korea, but he is absent on a 
.furlough, and his duties have fallen 
to Rev. Earnest F. Hall, a young man 
who was for several years assistant 
pastor of the Fifth Avenue Presby­
terian church. New York city. Mr. 
Hall Is still supported by the Fifth 
Avenue church as its Representative 
in Korea. Many times during the 
days we were together I wondered 
how often he thinks of the contrast 
between Fifth Avenue congregations 
and these Korean villagers, who, In 
truth, personify the simple life.

The beqt room in one of the largest 
farm houses in the village was made

stripes fastened with a purple garter; 
white, baggy Korean trousers; a red
coat, tied under the arms with laven­
der ribbon; a pale green sweater peep­
ing above It at "the neck, and a brown 
plush scarf about his throat somewhat 
like the hangings of an old fashioned 
pullman car. Hls headgear was a Jap­
anese military cap. Korean children, 
like their elders, sit on the floor dur­
ing service with the foot of one leg 
crossed over the thigh of the other; 
and. like their elders, they are qnlet 
and attentive.

Putting Converts Through the Mill.
After the service was over, the eld­

ers gathered around the missionary 
and jiroffered formal request that he 
come as soon as possible and spend a 
few days in teaching them the Blbla 
Mr. Hall had to put them off with a 
vague promise, as his field Is too 
large for him to do more than look 
over It I was Interested to note that, 
while elsewhere missionaries have to 
adopt various devices to attract hear- 
era. such as Kngllshvclasses, cooking 
classes, etc.. In Korea the people seem 
to want simply the Bible; and the 
v?*-lionarles are unable to meet the 
demand for the teaching of It

Early the next morning, after a 
night which in the Interest of deli­
cacy would better be passed over with­
out comment, the missionary began 
the work of examining the 40 appli­
cants for baptism. The three "lead­
ers” of the local church, and a visit­
ing elder from Seoul, sat on the floor 
of our sleeping room, and the candi­
dates were brought in one by one.

the Koreans have n ponderous two­
wheeled ox-cart which they claim was 
the original wheeled vehicle. Unlike 
Japan, where only a hand plow is 
used, the Koreans cultivate their 
fields with oxen. The last of the rice 
crop had been gathered and the 
threshing floors of the farm houses in 
the villages were busy places. There 
•re no solitary farm houses in this 
country; the .farmers live in villages 
•ad go out to their fields early in the 
morning.

The Missionary with a Gun.
In many of the villages through 

which we passed, churches art! estab­
lished; and occasionally we stopped 
to speak to some native Christian. 
The “ Moksa,” or missionary, is a per­
son of distinction, and his passage an 
event. Of course, all speech is in 
Korean; there is no such widespread 
knowledge of English as in Japan.

As we traversed the country-side 
the absence of the shrines and idols 
ghat mark every Japanese highway 
was noticeable.

The country itaelf is .beautiful, 

largely mountainous, but with fertile 
•alleys. There are many wild fowl, 
geese, docks and pheasants, and It is 
finite usual for the Itinerant mission­
ary to carry a gun to provide the 
meat for his meals. In the Interior 
fee missionary occasionally bags a 
deer or a wild boar; and there Is al­
ways the possibility of meeting a 
tiger. Some missionaries, who are a 
hundred miles from a beefsteak, eat 
pheasant three times a day because 
they cannot afford bacon or ham.

From Fifth Avenue to Korea.
After a 15-mile tramp, we reached 

•t dusk the village whleh was our 
destination. The welcome that was 
given to the missionary was really 
beautiful to behold. Old meu and 
young, with little children^n their 
train, came forward with beaming 
faces, and with the ancient salutation 
of "Peace." They caught the mlsslon- 
ary’a hands, squeesed hls arm or af­
fectionately patted hls shoulders.

ther on where no missionary had vis­
ited, a group of believers (that word 
is commonly used in Korea) had re­
cently sprung up, numbering ten fami­
lies. They had been visited each Sun­
day by the Christians from our vil­
lage and given instruction, hut they 
wanted the missionary to visit them 
and establish a catechumen class. Mr. 
Hall's program was too full on the 
present tour to admit of this. In our 
stopping place the elder further re­
ported, there were 40 candidates fot 
baptism to be examined. This par­
ticular community Illustrates the phe­
nomenal Christianization of this coun­
try, which Is now less than a genera­
tion removed from the rank heathen­
ism and a seclusion which earned for 
It the title of "The Hermit Nation.” 
The settlement comprises 38 houses 
and of these 25 are Christian

Practically the entire village turned 
out for the evening service, most of [ 
them carrying Bibles and hymn books 
The singing was led by the mission- I 
ary, there being no organ The con- j 
gregation is dependent upon hls visits 
for new tunes, though they retain with 
surprising correctness the ones for­
merly learned Mr. Hall also taught j 
the people, by having them repeat the 
words after him, the first question and 
answer of the Westminster Shorter | 
Catechism, which has lately been ren­
dered Into Korean. The time-honored 
figure, "drank in every word,” heat 
expresses the attitude of the congre­
gation toward the sermon.

While the missionary preached, I 
watched the people. All except the I 
children were In white. Many of the 
women, who were curtained off from 
the men. had babies on their backs 
or at their breasts. Some of the men 
wore the wide, born spectacles of the 
Chinese scholar. All except the few 
unmarried ones had their hair done 
up in top-knots, with a brain squeez­
ing black net band around their heads. 
Most wore tke horse-hair inner cap, j 

The children wore clothes of many j 
colors— pink, yellow and green pre­
dominating. Candidly, all would have 
looked better for an application of 
snap and water: the Korean has not 
yet fully learned the godlessness of 
dirt. None of the people showed the 
foreign influence In their clothes, as Is 
the case' In Seoul, where even the top­
knot Is beginning to disappear. In 
the latter place I saw a boy In church 
whose dress consisted of Jspanere

the candidates were passed for bap­
tism and 11 retained In the catechu­
men class for a while longer. Just 
before dusk a leader went out and 
blew a whistle to summon the village 
to church, and the people laid aside 
their labors and assembled for the 
baptismal service. This was simple, 
brief and Impressive. I think I shall 
remember the sigl\t of the procession 
of white-robed villagers with Bibles 
and hymn books under their arms, 
filing down the hill from the church at 
sunset.

When we hastened away from the 
village, the people gathered with 
many good wishes. The simplicity, 
open-heartedness and affection of 
these child like Christians Is really af 
fecting. Because I was with Mr. Hall 
they considered me a missionary-in­
law, I suppose, and they sent me off 
with such demonstrations of Interest 
and such repeated benedictions as de 
not often fall to the lot of a journalist. 
It was a new sensation I really liked 
It so that when on the day following, 
a boy carrying on his back two 16 
foot timbers of telegraph-pole thick­
ness (a Korean coolie will carry four 
times his weight and six times hls 
bulk) stopped me with beaming face 
and squeezed my arm, 1 took it for 
granted that he had seen me at 
church and I responded with the salu­
tation of "Peace," which I bad 
learned.

As we went on our way from each 
tillage some of the elders would ac­
company us, as the Ephesian elders 
accompanied the Apostle Paul. The 
custom Is an oriental one, as Is also 
the constantly repeated salutation of 
"Peace! Peace!”
