It isn’t much o f a recommendation 
to a farmer to allow the weeds and 
other insect harbors'to accumulate on 
his* place, but It is much more a point 
o f discount to allow*' them to remain 
all winter as a harbor to hTs worst 
enemies. Turn over any old trash 
pile and look at the insects collected 
there, and you will have an object 
lesson in raising enemies, to light the 
coming season. Get busy and get rid 
o f all the rubbish.that you can. Fire 
is the best destructive, agent, but the 
old gully and some top dirt will serve 
both to destroy your enemy and help 
you stop a wash. At any rate don’t 
let the rubbish lie around as a splen­
did rendezvous for your enemies.

There is no sort o f doubt that the 
present higher price o f cotton has 
been made a fact by the union of cot­
ton raisers. It is not the main bulk 
o f the crop that sets the price, but it 
is the balance of power, so to speak, 
that sets the price. It Isn’t the ten 
millions bales of cotton that makes 
the price but it is the one or two mil­
lions more or less than the ten mil­
lions o f bales that makes all the dif­
ference. This is the amount of cot­
ton that has controlled and regulated 
prices all this year, and It Is this 
minority that ia doing the lightng for 
the cotton raisers all over the South.

T H E  RIO GR ANDE DAMS 
A W ORK OF V IT A L  IM PO R TAN CE.

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Fund is Low and the Government 
Not Able to Help.

W ashington, Nov. 29.— H. D. Sla­
ter, Felix Martinez and Richard Bur­
gess o f El Paso and A. O. Bolt o f 
New M exico are in W ashington to 
confer with Secretary H itchcock rel­
ative to what is known as the Rio 
Grande irrigation project. In com ­
pany with Congressmen Smith and 
Burleson they called at the office o f 
the Reclamation Bureau yesterday af­
ternoon and have an appointment to 
discuss the subject with Secretary 
Hitchcock this morning.

The project is one o f the greatest 
importance to the country lying bo- 
tween El Paso and Engle, N. M., a 
distance o f 100 miles. W hat these 
gentlemen will ask for immediately is 
the construction o f the Leesburg di­
version dam across the Rio Grande 
above Mesllla Park, In New Mexico. 
The proposition is to replace it, hut 
on a much larger scale. If built as 
it is desired to he b,ullt, it will supply 
sufficient water to irrigate 40,000 acres 
in New Mexico and Texas. The es­
timated cost is $200,000. Secretary 
Hitchcock Is understood to be favor­
ably disposed toward the p r o ^ t  
and as this amount o f money can be 
probably taken from the reclamation 
fund, there, seems to he a fgir pros­
pect that the work will be undertaken. 
The Government is to be rimbursed 
in tho manner described in the rec­
lamation, that is, they will pledge 
their lands to pay the cost in ten 
equal installments.

The larger project, o f which t ie  
one desired is only a part, is for the 
construction o f a dam across the ItiO 
Grande at Engle, N. M. It is planned 
to make 250 feet high and to give it 
a capacity of 20,000,000 acre-feet, 
which would make it twenty times as 
large as he Croon reservoir. yIt would 
Irrigate 185,000 acres in New Moxlco 
and Texas. It would cost about i7,- 
200,000. Tho condition is not such 
as to afford any hope that the Gov­
ernment will undertake this work In 
the near future, but the prospect o f 
the Leesburg diversion dam is some­
what complimentary to it and can be 
converted into a larger undertaking. 
The surveys and, engineering retJbrts 
are now in the hands o f Secretary 
Hitchcock.

As is well known, Texas is exclu­
ded from the provisions o f the rec­
lamation act because there are not 
any Federal lands in that State, and 
either o f  the projects mentioned I f  
possibly due to an amendment which 
Congressmen Smith and Burleson 
were chiefly instrumental In having 
made to the law.
