confessed yesterday tha t he Is the 
man who robbed the  National City 
Bank of $359,000 in securities on 
W ednesday last. He was a rrested  
yesterday and kept in close confine­
ment. until today. Leonard lives at 
386 E ast One Hundred and Thirty- 
sixth street. He looks younger than 
he really is, and from his general ap­
pearance never would be suspected of 
such a crim e as th a t which he con­
fessed yesterday.

The s tran g est p a rt of the young 
m an’s story, as told to the police, was 
his assertion tha t he carried through 
the forgery and theft ju s t to show how 
easy it would be to o u tw it 'th e  safe­
guards of a New’ York bank. After 
the  theft, Leonard mailed $300,000 of 
the  securities to Dyer Pearl, senior 
m em ber of the firm of Pearl & Co., 
the ow ners of the securities. He ad­
dressed th e  package to Mr. P ea rl’s 
home, w here it was found yesterday. 
T he o ther securities, to the value of 
$59,000, have not been recovered.

Leonard was arraigned in the Tombs 
police court and held in $50,000 for 
fu rther exam ination. He was not rep­
resented by counsel. As he left the 
court room he said to  a questioner: 
“I did it on a bet.”

How to Make a Catapult.
H ave you ever m ade a catapu lt?  

You know w hat th a t is, do you not? 
The word comes from the  Greek lan­
guage (kata , m eaning “down,’’ com­
bined w ith peltas, m eaning “hu rl.” )

W hen you have m ade one you will 
find th a t by holding the  force, or lever 
DOWN, and placing the  m issile on it 
and then  le tting  go of your lever, it 
will HURL the m issile with g rea t 
force a considerable distance.

Ask your fa ther o r some one else 
for an em pty cigar box. Saw or cut 
a diagonal section out of it, as indi­
cated in figure 1.

Then bore a hole through each side 
(A-B), take strong  rubber bands and 
fasten  it  securely in place by m eans 
of these holes and large knots, draw ­
ing it fairly tau t (figure 2).

Now take a sm all s t l c ^ o r  paper 
cu tte r w ith one end broad, and place 
the narrow  end betw een the two parts 
of the  rubber band, tw ist the band in 
the direction shown by the arrow  in 
figure 3, until you feel th a t it would 
be wise to stop.

Leave only a s trip  of the  cigar box 
to cover the rea r end. Carefully w ork 
the broad end of your stick  (wnich 
is now a lever) under th is strip  at 
the rear, and-, behold, your catapu lt is 
made!

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There a re  tw o ends to the  m a tte r  of 
m aking money on the  farm . One of 
them  is in m aking som ething to  sell 
and th e  o th er is in  the  selling of th a t 
som ething a fte r  it  is made. In th e  first 
p a rt th e re  is  a  com bination of all the  
pow ers of m ental and physical man. 
T he selection of the  crop best adapted 
to  th e  land and to th e  m ost available 
m arke t is a  m atte r th a t should have 
careful investigation, consideration 
a n $  forethought. No m an is capable 
of a tta in in g  a  decent position a s  a  
fa rm er until he is able to take  into 
consideration the form er products, the  
tex tu re  and com position and the  avail­
ab le  w ater of a piece of land and from 
these  be able to tell the  crop best 
adapted to  th a t piece of land. T he crop 
best adapted to a  piece fo land does 
not necessarily  m ean th a t crop tha t 
crop th a t will bring the  most money in 
its  prim ary condition, for often a  for­
age crop is worth considerably more 
in th e  shape of feed than it will fetch 
in th e  m arket. T his fact should not 
be overlooked, for it is well to look in 
advance to  th e  disposition of a crop. 
T he  necessity  of thorough and righ t 
cu ltu re  has been so often gone over 
tha t it seem s unnecessary  to  m ention 
it here. Anybody can B e l l  a crop and 
get som ething for it, but th a t is not 
the sort of selling th a t leads to  the 
g rea test profit. The tim e to sell, and 
the  condition in which a product is of­
fered has much to do with the  price ob­
tained. T hat farm er who has not kept 
tab  on the  cost of his crop, lacks th a t 
much of being a good farm er. Because 
Jones can raise cotton for 7 cen ts a 
pound does not m ean th a t Smdth whose 
conditions and m ethods are different, 
can raise  it for the sam e money. It 
does not m ean th a t he cannot raise  it 
for 5 cents. So personal experience is 
th e  te s t of cost. But unless it is known 
w hat it costs to  raise  a crop one can­
not know w hether to continue the  cul­
tivation of th a t crop. Then a correct 
tab  on th e  item s of expense will enable 
th e  farm er to know what m ethods to 
modify. T his a rtic le  is not intended 
to  convey the idea th a t a complex sys­
tem  of bookkeeping should be adopted; 
in fact anything th a t takes m ore than 
a few m om ents of any day would be 
w aste  of time. The proper a tten tion  
to  these  two ends of the m aking of a 
farm  pay m ust have careful atten tion , 
or a failure will be the end of all labor. 
L e t us educate.

In reading  the  Union le tte rs  from 
various p a rts  of the  country none car­
ry  m ore encouragem ent than  those th a t 
te ll of the  local m eetings of the  farm ­
ers, thedr wives, th e ir sons and the ir 
daugh ters in the  socials th a t  a re  be­
com ing so popular wifh th e  Unions. 
T here  cannot be too much of th is  so rt 
of thing. One th ing th a t has had more 
to  do w ith driving some of the  best 
in te llec t from  the  farm  to  the  crowded 
cities has been the isolation and dreary 
m onotony of farm  life. W ith the  com­
ing  of th e  farm  telephone and the 
dally ru ral m ail delivery, bu t one 
th ing  is left to  life th e  d reariness from 
th e  farm , and th a t is the  social m eet­
ing  of th e  farm ers them selves. Meet 
w ithout and religious, political, or 
financial plans to cai'ry out, and you 
canno t help having a good tim e. Meet 
a t  the  schoolhouse, a t the  church or at 
th e  neighbor’s house, but MEET.

P residen t E. A. Calvin of th a  F arm ­
e rs ’ Union is en thusiastic  over th e  
p resen t and fu tu re  prospects for th e  
cotton raisers. la  an  in terview  he  
spoke glowingly of th e  outlook and de­
clared th ings w ere never brighter.

“I am  delighted w ith th e  tu rn  th e  
marked; has taken ,’’ he said. “Cotton 
has gained about $4 per bale w ithin  th e  
las t four days. This advance was not 
unexpected to us. W e have k ep t in 
close touch w ith crop conditions all 
along, and as resu lt have advised our 
m em bership to hold for l i e  and w e a re  
sitill insisting  on them  to  hold. No 
one know s a t th is tim e w hat th e  size of•. ^  4> 4' _ ’’
this crop is going to be. W ith favora­
ble w eather conditions, it d id iw t seem  
probable th a t it would be m ore th an  
lO.OOff.OOO bales. A g rea t deal of the  
top crop is very late, and cool w eather 
and frost have so m aterially  damaged 
all late  cotton and m ost of th e  early 
staple th a t 1 would not be surprised 
to See the  crop fall as low as 9,500,000 
bajes. This, with the  increased facil­
ities for m anufacturing raw cotton, to- 
gfcither with trade  conditions, ought to  
force the price of cotton up to 12 l-2c 
per pound.

“Fifty-five new mills have Just s ta r t­
ed, or are  at p resen t being built in I^an- 
cashire, w ith a capacity of 4,775,000 
spindles. This is more th an  half as 
many spindles as are  now in existence 
in the Southern S tates, and more by 
nearly  two millions than  have been ad­
ded to the  spinning capacity of the  
South since 1900. T hese new spindles 
in L ancashire a re  equal to th e  total of 
all India In 1899, since which tim e 400,- 
000 have been added. This y ear’s in­
crease  of spindles in England Is more 
than  all the spindles in Sw itzerland 
and Italy combined, and is th ree  tim es 
as much as in Japan.

“The to tal num ber of spindles in 
Germ any is 8 832,000; in F rance 6,- 
150,000, and in A ustria-H ungary 3,383,- 
000. T here are  3,246,000 spindles in 
Fall River, or 1,529,000 less th an  Eng- 
lands’ increase th is year.

“Such a large increase in spindles 
m ust m ean a larger demand for cot­
ton next year, if the world’s trade  con­
tinues good.”

1,500,000 bales of cotton west of the 
M ississippi and hold It for the mlnim- 
nm price adopted by the union or until 
it reaches 11c.
“ I wrote H arvie Jordan, presiden t of 

the Southern Codton Association, tha t 
he could depend upon the Farm ers’ 
Union to  control a t least 1,500,000 
bales w est of the M issisippi, until it 
reaches our minimum price,” Mr. Cal­
vin said. “This is a very conservative 
figure, as I know positively th a t we 
can control tha t much. T h a t will be 
a good per cen t of the cotton raised 
w est of the M ississippi, too.

“I also told Mr. Jordan tftiat he was 
em inently  co rrect when ho suggested 
th a t a special effort was being m ade 
to throw  a large am ount of cotton on 
the  m arket a t  tbds tim e for the  purpose 
of reducing the  price. I have indispu­
table inform ation th a t this is being 
done.

By m eans of radium  and sterilized 
boullon toge ther in a te s t tube, he 

^claimed to  have obtained cu ltu res pre­
senting m any appearances of v itality , 

as grow th and subdivision. Prof. 
B urke conducted experim ents for six 
y ears  in the  Cavendish laboratory, 
w ith  Prof. Thomson.

T hese experim ents, together with 
those  of Prof. Loeb of San Francisco, 
in  th e  opinion of m any scientists, 
have  done much to solve th e  oldest 
scientific  problem  in the  world—the 
generation  of life by artificial m eans. 
Loeb, som e m onths ago, s ta rtled  the 
scientific  world by actually  fertiliz ­
ing th e  eggs of sea urchin  and thus 
g en era tin g  life artificially. Now he 
declares to have m ade ano ther im port­
a n t  step  tow ard an explanatian  of 
the  process of reproduction in anim al 
life. He claim s to have found a rea­
son for the  appearance of the “ fertili­
zation m em brane," which becomes 
visible around the  sea urchin  and star-

fish a fte r they have been penetrated  
by the  active elem ent.

Prof. Loeb, when he began his in­
vestiga tions on sea urchin  eggs, rea l­
ized th a t one constan t accom panim ent 
o f  its  norm al developm ent was the for­
m ation of a delicate, tran sp aren t 
m em brane about the egg. This m em ­
brane appeared  w ith such rapidity  as 
to  seem  litera lly  to jum p away from 
th e  egg surface. The space betw een 
th e  m em brane and the egg surface 
a lw ays was filled w ith tran sp aren t 
fluid.

Soon a fte r the form ation of the 
m em brane the egg would divide into 
halves, each of which would divide a 
little  la te r  in to  two o thers. The devel­
o p m en t proceeds in th is way by sell 
division, the  process being in itiated  
by the  en trance  of the active ele­
m ent.

At the  beginning of his a ttem p ts to 
solve the m ystery of fertilization Dr. 
Loeb was convinced th a t he m ust dis-

The en trance  of the  active 
elem ent into the egg in norm al fer­
tilization obviously produces a pro­
found change in its in ternal affairs. 
Oxidation a fte r fertilization leads to 
the form ation of different chem ical 
products from those formed in the  un­
fertilized but m atu re  egg.

All fac ts a t p resen t indicate  tha t 
th is change ia not due to  the  m ere ad­
dition of a new chem ical substance, 
bu t to th e  fac t th a t th is additional 
substance drives out another.

Quite a num ber of correspondents 
in the  northern  half of the S ta te  and 
in the  T errito ries say th a t there  may 
be some top crop if killing frost should 
hold ofT till Nov. 15, and the w eather 
should be favorable for opening. The 
ou ttu rn  from late  planted cotton is 
a lso dependent upon the w eather. A 
m ajority  of the  reports, however, are  
to  th e  effect tha t there  will be no top 
crop, and th a t w eather is unfavorable 
for opening the  bolls. In parts  of the 
T errito ries and the Panhandle killing 
frost has already formed.

The crop is a t its sho rtest in E as t­
ern  Texas, w here it is said to  be the 
w orst in fifty years. A very large re­
duction in acreage and a small yield 
per acre combine to m ake th e  produc­
tion unusually small.

Almost uniform ly it is reported that 
the  farm ers have sold th e ir cotton as 
fa s t as it was picked and ginned, and 
th a t little  disposition is shown to 
hold when the  price is as high as 10c.

St. Petersburg , Nov. 1.—Before noon 
yesterday  th e  city appeared to have 
gone mad.

The old 
R ussians who understand the tem per 
of the  people say tha t if the m anifesto 
can arouse such m anifestations in 
cosm opolitan St. Petersburg  the peo­
ple will go mad in the provinces and 
th ere  may be a repetition of scenes 
which created  such d isaster a t coro­
nations.

Gold from Sea Water.
The dream of the alchemist stm  

lives. Who can make gold from base 
metals? Who can transform the hid­
den elem ents in water? Liversidge 
has estimated that the ocean contains 
from 130 to 260 tons of gold per cubic 
mile, or a total of 100,000,000,000 tons; 
but If this be divided by 100 the value 
would still be $697,711,000,000,000, 
while M. de Wilde, of Brussels, finds 
that a ll of the gold mined up to the 
present time would not form a  cube 
more than thirty feet square, repre­
senting feivalue of $13,559,946,000. M. 
de W ilde has a new method of sep­
aration, from which he expects great 
results. He treats ocean water with 
concentrated solution of sa lt of tin, 
which transforms the gold into purple 
of Cassius, an oxide o f  gold and tin, 
and this Is fixed by hydrate of mag­
nesia, which is liberated from the sea  
water on adding lime water. 'The hy­
drate of magnesia has been charged 
with as much as 15 per c en t of gold, 
which Is removed with cyanide of 
potassium solution.

New Shoe Eyelet.
Several new designs in shoe hooks 

have been patented at different times, 
but the hook now universally used has 
proved so practical and useful that at­
tempts to supplant it have proven 
failures. It would be difficult to  im­
prove on its constructioni but a W is­
consin Inventor thinks he has an Im­
proved shoe eyelet, which should be 
popular. In his design the lower eye­
lets are the same as thowrgenerally  
used, the improvement being In the

Real Animua of Movement Against 
Remedies Deservedly Popular.

An adroit but plausible scheme by 
which It is  hoped to prejudice the sale 
of proprietary medicines is the propo­
sition to prohibit the sale of any rem­
edy which “contains poison” unless 
each package or bottle is expressly la­
beled “Poison.” Such bills are also 
well designed to impose upon men who 
have no familiarity with the subject 
matter. The pretense of protecting 
the public health put forth In support 
of such bills Ls generally the merest 
subterfuge; and whenever you hear a 
demand for a law of this kind It 
originates with those who have 
a direct pecuniary interest to serve by 
destroying the sale of proprietary rem­
edies.

Some of the best and most widely 
used remedies In the world contain 
some one Ingredient which, If taken 
In sufficient quantities, might he poi­
sonous, and yet the preparation as a 
whole ls not poisonous at all. Opium, 
for instance, is used in small quanti­
ties in many of the best cures for 
coughs, colic, diarrhea, etc., In tooth­
ache drops and in almost all liniments. 
To require such medicines to be false­
ly labeled “poison” would be merely a 
cunning device to alarm the public 
and thus bring about the destruction 
of the sale of those remedies, and In­
directly to compel people to procure 
the medicine they want by the more 
expensive method of consulting a phy­
sician and getting his prescription. In 
other words, ii  ls an effort to prevent 
them' from getting cheaply the reme­
dies which they and their fathers ba- 
fore them have used for many y ea n .-*

Eyelet Cut Out of the Leather.
upper eyelets. These latter are sim­
ilar to the round eyelets, except that 
they are open on the upper side to re­
ceive the lacing.

To 8tone Up a Well.
Give directions for building up the 

walls of a well with stone.

W ells are generally walled up with 
stone laid dry, that is, without mor­
tar. After the well is dug, arrange 
a windlass over top of well, having a 
bucket to lower stone to the bottom. 
Lay stones In a true circle, keeping 
the face stones snugly together. Fill 
in spaces with small stone and chip- 
pings, and continue this process un­
til top is reached, care being taken to 
keep a true circle of the wall. This 
will prevent the well caving in at any 
time, as when built round the stone 
forms an arch and will not shove in. 
A dry stone wall allows the free soak- 
age of mortar Into the well from the 
soil. If a mortar wall is required use 
cement mortar composed of four parts 
sand to m e  part Portland cement and 
thoroughly bed the stone. A wall one 
foot four inches tkftek ls generally 
built.

Cost «f Cottage.
W ill you give m  near as possible 

the cost of a cottage, to be built of 
cement blocks? Would a frame bouse 
be much cheaper? Would you advise 
having cement blocks or stone for the 
cellar? Are slatee much dearer than 
shingles?

Would advise that the main body of 
the house be made 26 feet by 30 feet. 
This would allow wider verandas and 
would make the frpnt bedroom large 
enough for a sitting room If desired. 
Cement blocks will cost more than 
either brick or frame. If the work Is
properly done. It would b* cheaperbo cl 

ofto build the foundation of ̂ cement, 
concrete or stone. When stone is 
plentiful they are cheapest. Slates 
will cost more than twice as much as 
shingles, but If the roof ls built strong 
enough they are more durable. This 
building could be built of cement 
blocks for about $1,050.

,  high freight rate on cotton in 
Texas makes us feel that the

ere of this state need a 
Railroad Commission who will 
give them a square deal. Texas 
stands for true democracy, be­
lieving in the greatest good to 

I* the greatest number; but the 
Railsoad Commission appears to 
be perpetuating rank special 
protection to a favored few.
|  Do you ask how so? We will 
state plainly. The Commission 
makes a rate of 49c for distance 
over 160 miles in Texas, east, 
north and west of Houston, but 
not south thereof. Mark this! 
They say that rate must stop 
there and a special higher rate of 
6c added from Houston to Gal­
veston. Now a railroad haul of 

W-Ws! 165 miles or over to Galveston is 
not different from a like haul to 
Houston or any other point in 
the State, so of course an equal 
rate ought to apply to Galveston.

It is well known and under­
stood how the farmer pays the 
freight Consequently, as the 
rate is higher to Galveston, he 
gets less money for his crop.

Texas has a nearby seaport at 
Galveston, where ocean ships 
come. Railroads reach deep 
water at that harbor. There is 
where the rail haul ends and 
water line begins. As the lowest 
water rates apply from Galves­
ton, naturally the people have a 
right to get the lowest kind of 
railroad rates direct to that 
place.

But the Commission says that 
the farmer must pay 6c per 100 
lbs, or 30c a bale .higher to Gal­
veston. Now most of Texas cot­
ton moves there, and this unjust 
difference or differential cost the 
farmers at least $750,000 on 2, 
500, 000 bales of last year’s crop, 
which they should have saved. 
It has cost them millions of dol­
lars in cold money during years 
past and they will continue to 
lose a great sum each year, if the 
differential is kept on. We say 
it is time for the farmers to act

The car drivers and cabm en have 
also been asked to  join th e  strike.

The suddenness and m agnitude of 
the m ovem ent has terro rized  the  in­
hab itan ts and has caught the Govern­
m ent, as usual, unprepared.

T he s tree ts  a re  full of Cossacks, 
cavalry and in fan try  but the  au tho r­
ities in the  face of such a gigantic 
revolutionary dem onstration  seem  to 
hesita te  over w hat course to pursue. 
Inasm uch as thousands of arm s were 
bought and d istributed  during th e  last 
few days under cover of providing for 
defense against the Black H undred, the 
danger of bloodshed on a large scale 
should the  troops fire is g rea tly  in­
creased. T he revolu tionary  loaders 
boldly boast th a t the  people a r now 
b e tte r  prepared and b e tte r  arm ed for 
a conflict. M oreover they asse rt, con­
fidently, th a t they  know positively 
th a t the  soldiers of several of the 
guard will refuse to fire upon the peo­
ple.

G R EA T B A P T IS T  M E E T IN G .

Delegates Pour in From Every Cor­
ner of Texas.

Dallas, Nov. 16.,—Ail day yesterday  
and especially la s t n igh t m essengers 
to  the  B aptist general convention of 
T exas arrived  Ln large num bers, ev­
ery incom ing tra in  bringing its  com­
plem ent of delegates. T he reception 
com m ittee assigned th e  v isito rs as 
fast a s  they  arrived , m eeting the  
tra in s  a t  the  depots and using a  corps 
of 'boys to  esco rt the delegates to 
th e ir homes.

Today the  rep resen ta tive  body of
170.000 otf the Texas B ap tists will 
convene in  tihe A uditorium  a t the 
F a ir  Grounds. From  nine till ten o’­
clock th is  m orning w ill be occupied 
wJth devotional services, th e  con­
vention. will be called to  o rd er by 
P r^ id e n t  R. C. B uckner prom ptly a t 
ten  o'clock. E fforts will toe m ade a t 
once to  effect organization. Secre ta­
ries  o f th e  convention will rep o rt the  
nam es of th e  m essengers already  en­
rolled 4n advance in  o rder to  facili­
ta te  th e  w ork  o f enrollm ent. This 
lis t  o f nam es wdU form  th e  basis of 
organization, and  officers w ill be  elects 
ed a t  once.

The add ress o f welcome w ill be de­
livered by P resid en t R. C. Buckner, of 
D allas and response will toe m ade by 
R obert Bruce Sm ith of El Paso. Both 
of these  add resses will be brief, and

The E nglish  m ill ow ners a t  a  m eeb

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How to Erase Floor 8pots.
To avoid the appearance of grease 

spo ts upon hardwood floors subject 
the wood to a process of polishing by 
applying a mixture composed of equal 
t>arts of linseed oil and turpentine, 
combined with Japan drier. The drier 
must not be omitted or the dll will 
continue with the wax. After allow­
ing this mixture to dry over night all 
the pores of the wood may be filled 
with one of the prepared fillers. The 
polish is more even if this is  done. 
When the floor Is thoroughly dry it is 
ready for the paste of wax and turpen­
tine, which may be applied with a 
flannel cloth, rubbing with the grain 
of the wood. After this is thoroughly * 
dry apply another coating of the paste, 
rubbing in as before. After which pol­
ish w ith w eighted brushes and woolen 
rags.

One Fifty-m iMionth of an Inch.
In recent science nothing Is m ore 

rem arkable  than  the  refinem ent 
which has been m ade in in strum en ta l 
m easurem ents. Dr. P. E. Shaw re ­
cently explained to the Royal Society 
an e lectrical m icrom eter which. It is 
sta ted , can be m ade to m easure the  
two-m illionlh of a m illim eter, or the  
fifty-millionth of an Inch. T his m eas­
urem ent, the  sm allest ever yet made, 
was in connection w ith th e  move­
m ents of a telephone diaphragm . The 
problem  was to  find w hat m ovem ent 
of the  diaphragm  produces a sound 
which is only ju s t audible. The m eas­
urem ent was effected by m eans of an 
e lectric  c u rre n t connected w ith the  
m icrom eter and telephone.—London 
S tandard .

P e tersbu rg , Nov. 15.—The up *  
heaval In R ussia  following the  p ro ­
m ulgation of th e  reform* qianifesto 
has now reached Y eniseish and Vlad­
ivostok and o ther ex trem e points of 
the  Em pire. Confirm ation has been 
rece iv e r from  various sources of the  
reported  uprising  a t Vladivostok, 
w here the  condition of affairs is quite 
c ritica l. Many persons have been 
k illed  and the  foreigners have taken
refuge on the  ships in the  harbor.-
Many public buildings, sto res and 
houses have been pillager and set 
on fire  by the  mob.

New York: Mrs. Friede, wife of 
M. 8. F riede, of 116 Broad stree t, who 
is identified w ith Am erican com m er­
c ia l developm ent in M anchuria, has 
received several cablegram s from her 
husband, who is in Vladivostok, te ll­
ing h e r of a g rave  condition of affairs 
there . Mr. F riede’s in te rest suffered 
through  the  outbreak  of the  Russo- 
Ja p an e se  W ar and when he returned  
from  P o rt A rthur las t April he was 
com pelled to  go into voluntary bank­
ruptcy. Since then he has settled  
w ith his cred ito rs and has resum ed 
h is business in the East.

Since Nov. 3, Mrs. F riede has re ­
ceived cablegram s every day assuring  
her th a t he was safe and well. These 
caused  her m uch concern, as on pre­
vious trip s he was not accustom ed to 
send cablegram s at such frequent in- 
teruate. She received a cablegram  on
Novem ber G, which read:*

"All well, so far. Answer via Shan­
ghai until R ussian w ires are  w ork­
ing.”

On Nov. 13 she received another 
dated  a t Vladivostok as follows:

"Safe in V ladivostok.”
On the m orning of Novem ber 13,

“I am  well. Safe on No. 13.”
She received a cablegram  Tuesday

13, which read :

“Safe aboard the Labor. T errib le 
destruction  of life and property.

A LL OVER TEXAS.

But Constitutional Liberty that Poland 
Demands.

St. Petersburg , Nov. 15.—Count 
W itte received from the W arsaw  
com m ittee of the  social dem ocracy of 
Poland and L ithuania, an indignant 
telegraph denial of the charge th a t 
the  p resen t m ovem ent in Poland is de­
signed to  secure separation. The dis­
patch said:

“The official note Justifying the proc­
lam ation of m artia l law in Poland was 
ostensibly for the  purpose of f ru s tra ­
ting  a sep ara tis t m ovem ent is a  crim ­
inal m aneuver of th e  G overnm ent in­
tended to divide the  Polish from the 
R ussian revolutionary m ovem ent. We 
a ll. call a tten tion  to  the  fact of the  
au thorities having drowned our revo­
lutionary proceedings in blood and 
having allowed full freedom to o ther 
Polish dem onstrations at which the 
w hite eagle was displayed and Sien- 
kewicz and o ther o rato rs pledged 
with the workm en to re tu rn  to the ir 
shops and res to re  peace. We affirm 
th a t the  revolutionary Polish protela- 
riat, together w ith the  R ussian pro- 
te la ria t, s£ek common freedom ”.

The Poles here  also deny th a t they 
desire  separation , understanding  fully 
th a t Poland is betw een the ham m er 
and the  anvil. A prom inent Pole said 
today: “W e have a tten tively  w atch­
ed G erm any’s p reparations beyond the 
fron tie r knowing th a t th e  day of our 
separa tion  from R ussia  will be the 
day of Poland’s destruction. The Pol­
ish people are  quite reconciled to be a 
part of Russia under the new condi­
tion of the la tte r 's  existence, bu t we 
dem and legislative. adm inistrative  
and judicial autonom y.”

"go dead,” and lose your whole in­
vestm ent, d idn’t you? You didn’t 
w ant to tak e  any chances, did you? 
W ell, you a re  consisten t; for when 
you bucked th e  shell game you took 
no chances a t all! None w hatever, 
sir.

Suppose th e  dues were doubled, for 
Instance: Do you th in k  you aould 
stand  It? W ouldn’t it paralyze you, 
though? Do you suppose for a mom­
en t th a t tho m em bers of the  city 
trad es  unions ever pay a nickel in 
dues? W ell, they «do not. They 
never th ink  of s ta rtin g  with a nickeL

H ad you ever dream ed th a t the 
p rin te rs ’ union, for instance, has al­
m ost a  million dollars in the ir treas­
u ry?  And th a t  each p rin te r a t work 
pays one-half of one per cent of his 
totart wages into the  treasu ry?  And 
th a t  th e  union p rin te rs  who walk out 
on a  s trik e  in any city draw  |7  to $10 
per week un til they get a job under 
union conditions? Now, suppose the 
seven million farm ers—or even a few 
hundred thousand—were to  pull to­
ge ther like th a t;  wouldn’t they m ake 
th e  o ther fellows "come across,” 
though? If the  p rin ters and pain ters 
an d  o th e r craftsm en  can do th is, why 
not th e  fa rm ers?  Are we no t m ade 
of th e  sam e clay? Don’t you see that 
w e m ust becom e less "sk ittish ,” more 
determ ined , m ore willing to  do w hat­
ever may be necessary  to do in order 
to  make th is  union of the  farm ers 
strong, influential, and  irresistib le?— 
Mercury-Password.

Slowly but surely the  whole cotton 
world is coming to recognize the im ­
m ense significance of organization 
am ong the  farm ers of th e  southern  
sta tes. T here have been m any o r­
ganizations of farm ers in ways, prin­
cipally because of the  speculator, nev­
e r was such a m ovem ent attem pted  
along practical lines, hence, not until 
1905 were practical resu lts ever a t­
tained.

Viewed from old standpoints, . the  
situation  today is rem arkable in many 
way3, principally because th e  specu- 
lator has been very largely elim inated 
as the dom inating price m aking fac­
tor. This has been b rought pbout 
solely through the logical effect of the  
intelligent m arketing  of the  crop by 
the  farm ers them selves, the conse­
quent p ressu re  on the spinners, and 
the  natural fear th a t in fu ture  raw 
cotton supplies will not be so easily 
ob tainab le  as In the  days when the  
fa rm er’s first thought was the dispo­
sition of his crop to  th e  first comer 
who had the cash to buy it w ith .1"

This is all ju st as It should be and 
will inevitably work w onders In the 
upbuilding of the cotton growng 
sta tes , provided the farm ers do not 
get sidetracked or over do the thing.

T here  is now no reason to fear the 
developm ent of o ther cotton growing 
fields in o ther p a rts  of the world, but 
should the healthy growth of the 
w orld’s spinning and weaving indus­
try be cheeked by the Am erican farm ­
e r the developm ent work of the  B rit­
ish Cotton Growing association will 
receive an im m ense im petus.

The practical course for th e  south 
is. beyond a doubt, the raising  of am ­
ple cotton each year, the  m arketing  of 
th a t cotton slowly and to  the  best 
possible advantage, the diversifica­
tion of crops, the raising  of all farm  
supplies possible, and thd avoiding of 
all such schem es as th a t proposed by 
Mr. Sully for the cornering of the cot­
ton m arket and the gam bling in cot* 
ton futures.

In spite of the  fact that hedge sell­
ing usually depresses the price of the 
speculative m arket in the  fall of the  
year, th e  fbteliigent m arketing  of spot 
cotton th is season has exerted such a 
powerful influence on the  trad e  gener­
ally th a t both spots and options have 
advanced nearly two cents a pound.

As to  the fu ture of the  staple, cau­
tious operators as a rule now agree 
th a t with the  w orld’s trade  in m anu­
factured  goods a t high w ater m ark, 
no very serious inroads in the  price 
are  likely before new crop considera­
tions next spring  begins to affect the 
views of operators and spinners, ana 
not then  unless n e r  crop prospects 
a re  bright.

M eanwhile, according to th e  Times- 
Dem ocrat, th e re  is an excellent pros­
pect o f shortage in th e  b e tte r  grades 
of cotton, and a  tendency am ong spot 
men to hold such grades for w ider dif­
ferences, o r to dole such cotton out 
in sm all lots as an inducem ent to 
buyers of th e  low grades.

About Ons Out of Every Tsn in the 
City Population.

Now th a t th irty  “em ergency" census 
tak ers  finished the  tail end of their 
work a few days ago we may soon 
have ligh t on an in teresting , question 
th a t th is  enum eration will throw  some 
light upon. Out of G otham ’s 4,000,00b 
souls how m any a re  actual New York 
e rs— persons born in th is  city? T ak ­
ing the  last federal census as a  c rite r­
ion thero  is about one “native born" 
New Yorker out of every ten in popu­
lation. Still, even th is sm all balm to 
K nickerbocker fam ilies—390,000—per 
sons—has to be greatly  reduced, for In 
It Is included every person of whom 
no actual knowledge could be obtained 
of whom the haste  of the census 
tem pted to throw under th is  general 
heading. A m ateur s ta tis tic ian s have 
decided th a t there  are  about 120,000 
citizens of New York who have been 
born of paren ts natives of th is coun 
try. These delverS in th e  census re­
su lts a re  of the  opinion th a t if the 
qualification were tha t both their par­
en ts  were natives of th is country r.oi 
more than 5,000 persona could ouulif) 
a s  New Yorkers of the second Ameri­
can generation. Children of parents 
who were born abroad numbered 1, 
375,000 in the  last federal census 
T here  were then  more than 400,000 
Am ericans here  who wore born in o th­
e r  sta tes. New York s ta te  loading with 
a  contribution of 125,000 and New Je r 
sey following with 56,000; 36.000 were 
born iu Pennsylvania. 25,000 in Mass 
aehusetts, while 22,000—a com para­
tively large num ber—were horn in 
Virginia. T herefore the descendants 
of the  K nickerbockers arc  wofully ou* 
num bered in population if not in 
money and real estate.

W hitebait Are Really Baby Fish.
W hitebait, named rogenla alba by 

V alenciennes, the French naturalist, 
who held tha t it is a d istinct genus of 
the  herring family, was regarded by 
la te r au thorities as m erely the fry of 
the herring. It seem s now, however, 
to be established tha t the  fry of all 
the  B ritish clupeidoe— the pilchard, 
the  sprat, and the shad—and probably 
o ther small fry, a re  taken und used 
under the numc w hitebait.

These delicate and silvery baby flsh 
a re  taken in great, abundance In 
spring and sum m er in the estuary  of 
the Tham es. They are  caught in bag 
nets, which are sunk four or live feet 
below tho surface of the w ater, and 
usually m easure from au Inch to th ree  
Inches in length. A sam ple of white 
bait has been tested by developm ent 
in an aquarium , proving that they are 
fry  of several so rts of flsh. '

old " tu r n  Again, W h ittin g to n ’’ 
chim es were rung once m ore, a t  noon. 
Oct. 11, from the steep le  of Bow 
ukurch, London.

opponent of P residen t Palm a and now 
practically  an exile from  Cuba, having 
taken  up his residence in th is country, 
is a short, ra th e r  stou t, sw arthy  m an 
with a quiet face and contem plative 
eye. Before coming to the  United 
S ta te  he was governor of San ta  C lara 
province. He holds th a t annexation 
to  th is  .coun try  would be preferable 
to the  Palm a dynasty. General Gomez 
is a  soldier with an enviable record, a 
shrew d politician, a Cuban by b irth  
and possessed of a long heritage  of 
enm ity tow ard Spain.

W hen Com m issioner Garfield went 
to the Chicago packers and asked 
perm ission to inspect their books, the 
condition was m ade th a t no inform a­
tion he m ight obtain therefrom  would 
be used in court proceedings against 
them .

Mr. Garfield gave th is  pledge, It is 
sta ted , and the packers allowed him 
to study th e ir business in all its de­
tails from the inside.

Now, it is announced, the  resu lts of 
his study have been turned  over to 
the governm ent departm en t of justice 
to bo employed in legal prosecution of 
the packers.

Com m issioner Garfield would not 
have ventured to give the pledge th a t 
was dem anded by the  packers w ithout 
instructions from W ashington. He 
pledged, not his own word, but the 
governm ent’s. It is not his good faith, 
but the governm ent’s, th a t is in ques­
tion now.

The Journal has no concern for the 
packers, except as they are  citizens 
of Chicago. If it can be proved th a t 
they are  guilty of engaging in a con­
spiracy in re s tra in t of trade, they 
ought to be punished.

But th e ir guilt, if they are guilty, 
mu6t be fairly proved. They m ust be 
given a square deal.

Since the governm ent has elevated 
its vision to such a height as to over­
look the nest of defiant crim inal tru s ts  
in New Jersey , alm ost w ithin the  
shadow of tho capitol dome, in order 
to fasten  itself a  thousand m iles away 
upon Chicago, the  governm ent and 
the P residen t cannot he too careful 
to avoid suspicion th a t  they are more 
anxious to prosecute w estern  offend­
ers than  offenders in the east.

Some of the m ethods already em­
ployed in th is case have not been par­
ticularly  d istinguished for decency. 
W hen the  governm ent b reaks into a 
m an’s house and steals his private pa­
pers, when it drags the wives of pack­
ing-house em ployes into court and 
puts them  under heavy bonds, It is 
hardly  dignified, not to  say honorable, 
nor even respectable.

Gloomy V iew  Taken of Its Advance  
by Col. Hunter.

W ashington: W. D. H un te r of the  
departm en t of agriculture, who is in 
charge  of the  cotton boll weevil inves­
tigation , is p reparing  to  re tu rn  to  Tex­
as, w here he declares, th e  problem  of 
weevil ex term ination  is far from  a 
solution.

“O ur la test reports,’” said Mr. Hun­
ter, “show th e  weevil th is  year m ade 
hie custom ary  advance of fifty m iles 
eastw ard . The unfavorable p a rt ol 
th e  p resen t situation  is th e  la te  ad­
vance puts th e  pest in th e  lowland 
along th e  M ississippi river, wh^re 
conditions a re  m ost favorable to  its  
existence.

“In Texas, the low wet sections su f­
fered most. In W estern  L ouisiana 
th e re  is a belt in which no cotton is 
grown, the  g rea t tim ber belt. W e en­
deavored to keep the  boll weevil from 
ge tting  past th is  belt but failed. The 
M ississippi river cannot be regarded 
as a  b a rrie r as the  weevii has been 
known to  fly twenty-five m iles w ith 
favorable wind and as there  is much 
traffic on the stream , it is su re  to be 
carried  in baggage. Along the  Mis- 
sislppi river is w here th e  g rea tes t 
dam age will be done. All th e  South­
ern  s ta te s  will be affeoted, unless 
some new things a re  discovered.”

Demand Regulation of Rates.
D allas; A fter b itterly  denouncing

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HOW  TO  MAKE PORKERS.

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P. N. Hudspeth, beforethe Texas 
Swine Breeders’ association, at De­
catur, Texas, said:

I t  is not my wish or intention to 
try and impress upon the minds of 
the intelligent breeders that I see 
before me here, the idea that I know 
it all—but I will endeavor to give 
my personal experience and plan of 
producing the best and cheapest 
pork hogs. First, we want a pure­
bred hog, one from a family which 
has been bred for their quick growth 
and easy feeding qualities. These 
points well developed, we have the 
foundation for the pork hog, but re­
member that “diligence is the watch­
word to success/* * Begin when the 
sow is first bred; give her plenty of 
exercise and plenty of green feed, 
with about two ears of corn a day 
and plenty of pure, clean water; aft­
er first half of gestation, to insure a 
good, strong, healthy litter, feed a 
reasonable amount of shorts and cot­
ton seed meal—one-third cotton seed 
meal and two-thirds corn chops or 
shorts. This gives the pigs bone and 
muscle before they are farrowed, and 
when they come, next day you will 
think they are a week old. Pig rais­
ing is very largely an economical 
measure of the farmer, to enable 
him to use up the kitchen slops, 
small vegetables and fruits on the 
farm. The prevailing custom is for

The original outlay of this com­
pound is $1.50 to $2 per 100 pounds,

Summary of Cotton Raising Experi­
ments Abroad.

From time to time newspaper re­
ports of cotton experiments under 
way or to be made by various for­
eign countries are published under 
glaring headlines. Sometimes tMese 
reports are calculated to mislead the 
American farmer as to the actual 
facts in the case. From The Crop 
Reporter is published below a sum­
mary of the results obtained so far 
from the costly and painstaking ex­
periments made by our would-be 
competitors. Unless something bet­
ter is done than has been done up 
to the present, all the American cot­
ton raiser has to do is to look wrell 
to American cotton:

From original and official sources 
of information it is possible to com­
pile a statement of the production 
of commercial cotton in the colonies 
of European countries, and the bare 
statement of the facts indicates how 
little there is to be expected from 
“colonial cotton” in new areas as a 
competitor of the upland cotton of 
the United States for many years to 
come. Old cotton areas, such as the 
British East Indies, French Indo- 
Chfna and the Dutch East Indies, 
are out of the problem, although 
these regions are included.

B ritish Colonies.
Excluding the British East In­

dies, the production or exports of 
cotton for all British colonies, de­
pendencies and protectorates (not 
including Egypt) amounted in 1904 
to 7670 ales of lint of 500 pounds 
gross weight. This is mostly com­
mercial cotton, and nearly half of 
it came from Western Africa, in the 
Nigeria region. The West Indies 
and British Guiana contributed 
1626 bales, and Cyprus and Malta, 
in the Mediterranean Sea, contrib­
uted 1463 bales; from Eastern Afri­
ca were exported 609 bales; from 
Central Africa and Uganda 642 
bales; from Southern Africa 3 bales 
and from Australasia 18 bales.

The British colonial cotton crop 
of 1904, mostly commercial, exclud­
ing the British East Indies, was 
three times the crop of 1903. If 
the entire increase in all British col­
onies, except the East Indies, is to 
be accredited to efforts of the Brit­
ish cotton manufacturers to become 
independent of the upland cotton of 
the United States, which is not to 
be assumed fully, the sum of the re­
sults of their efforts- for one year 
(1^)04) amounts to 5073 bales, and 
les£ than half of this cotton is at 
all like the upland cotton of this 
country.

Colonies of Francs.
A statement for four years has 

been prepared for the cotton pro­
ducing and exporting colonics of 
France. From the total of these it 
is proper to exclude French Indo- 
China, which is not at all implicated 
in the problem of producing cotton 
in new colonial regions, and had a 
commercial * drop of 13,679 500- 
pound bales in 1903.

Most of the colonial-grown cotton 
of France, outside of Indo-China, is 
exported after ginning. The latest 
information obtainable if for 1903, 
during which year as many as 76 
bales of 500 pounds gross weight 
were exported from French colonies, 
and nearly all of this was exported 
from Tahiti. Mayotte exported a 
little over one bale and Senegal a 
little over two bales. Madagascar 
has hardly more than half a bale to 
its credit, aYid Guadeloupe less than 
one bale.

Efforts in German Colonies.
Vccording to the prospectuses of

V-X* MteA.
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the German Association of Manu­
facturers to promote cotton growing 
in the colonies, which have been 
widely published aa accomplished 
facts, the quantity of colonial-grown 
cotton for commercial purposes 
might be expected to exceed by far 
the actually reported quantities.

The statements with regard to the 
German experiments in regions in 
Western Africa are often extreme­
ly conflicting, although emanat­
ing from professedly trustworthy 
sources. The official statement^ are 
that in 1904 German East Africa 
exported 868 bales of 500 pounds 
gross weight; Togo, 499 bales; or, 
these two colonies together, 1367 
bales. To this may be added the 
German colony New Guinea, from 
which (Bismarck Achipelago) 240 
bales were exported in 1903. Thus 
the cotton exports of German colo­
nies amount to 1607 bales of lint re­
duced to the equivalent of 500 
pounds gross weight.

German experiments have been 
made in Kamerun and in German 
Southwest Africa, but their success 
in any degree is still in doubt.

A few cotton-growing experiments 
have been made in the Italian East 
Africa colony of Somali, but with no 
definite results. The Italian colony 
of Eritrea exported about eight 500- 
pound bales in 1904.

Lets  Than 10,000 Bales.

In the United Kingdom, Ger­
many and France there are associa­
tions of cottom manufacturers for 
the purpose of promoting the pro­
duction ot cotton in new regions m 
the colonies of these countries, and 
the total evidence of their accom­
plishment in 1904 for the United 
Kingdom, Germany and Italy and, 
in 1903, for France, is as follows:

F rance  .................................................. 76
Germ any ............................................... 1607
Italy  .......................................................  8

T otal ............................................... 9361

The above total would be far from 
making conspicuous a cotton-grow­
ing county in Georgia.

The average value per pound of 
the colonial-exported cotton at the 
ports of export is 6.09 cents for 
France, 6.62 cents for Germany and 
5.26 cents for Italy.

Other Countries.

No cotton is produced in the West 
Indian possessions of the Nether­
lands and of Denmark, nor in Span­
ish Africa; nor, as far as appears, 
is any commercial^otton produced 
in the Portuguese colonial posses­
sions.

The Dutch East Indies have pro­
duced cotton from time immemorial 
and, although they are not to be 
reckoned with the colonial efforts of 
the United Kingdom, Germany, 
France and Italy within the last 
few years, their cotton production 
for export is given. The commer­
cial cotton of the Dutch East Indies 
is exported mostly to Singapore* 
Hongkong and Japan, and. its 
amount in 1903 was 12,632 bales of 
500 pounds gross weight.

The same methods of pur­
chasing cattle, sheep and hogs prevail 
at all cities. At Chicago, which is 
the largest market, there are about 
two hundred and fifty buyers, repre­
senting packers, local slaughterers In 
various cities and exporters. Of this 
number, leas than a score are employ­
ed by Swift &  Company.

The farmer ships his live stock to 
Chicago, consigns them to a commis­
sion firm at the Union Stock Yards, 
who sees that they are unloaded and 
put in pens.

DEFIANCE STARCH 8 2 M 2
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Assassination at Tiflis.
B om b Throw er JfCUls Gen. G riaznoff, Chief 
S ta ff o f  Viceroy, a n d  Four Others.

Tiflis, Trans-Caucasia, Jan. 31, v ia#  
Si..r Petersburg, Jan. 30.—Gen. Griaz- 
noff, chief of stall of the Viceroy of 
the Caucasus, was murdered Monday 
in a most dramatic and audacious mau­
ler.  The assassin evdently had stu­
died the habiis of his victim, and lay 
In wait behind a wall of the Alexan­
der Garden, opposite the entrance of 
the palace, where a carriage was 
drawn up to take the Gqperal for his 
daily drive.

As all suspicious chararters are lia­
ble to  be searched, in the streets, by 
the police and military patrols, the 
assassin impersonated a painter, car­
rying the bomb with which he commit­
ted the crime concealed in a paint 
can. H e was thus able to pass the 
sentry posted at the gates of the park 
and reached the place of ambush with­
out arousing suspicion.

Gen. Griaznoff, clad in a crimson un­
iform and the white wool shapka, or 
cap, made a shining target for the 
crouching assassin when he emerged 
from the palace. As the General step­
ped into the carriage the man sprang 
on the wall, swung the can by a cord, 
and the bomb, as if thrown from a 
sling with marvelous precision, sped 
straight to the mark and struck the 
General on the neck. A flash ot fire 
and a terriffle explosion followed, and 
Griaznoff was literally blown out of 
the carriage, and with his coachman, 
Cossack orderly and the letter’s horse, 
was instantly killed. A lady who was 
passing at the time of the explosion 
was mortally wounded.

When the correspondent of the As­
sociated Press reached the scene im­
mediately after the tragedy the ghast­
ly dead still lay in the mud. The Gen­
eral’s shapeless body, surrounded by 
soldiers, presented as sickening spec 
tacle. It seemed as if his crimson 
uniform had melted into a pool of 
blood in which weltered his head, torn 
from the trunk. The General’s dis­
tracted ^ridow knelt in the mud and 
blood beside the mutilated body.

The assassin had already been 
caught, beaten into insensibility by 
the infuriated soldiers, and, after be­
ing loaded into a drosky, was being 
carried off to the ancient fortress 
above the city, where, as Tiflis is un­
der martial law, he will probably be 
executed at dawn.

The most Intense excitem ent fol­
lowed the assassination, as terrible 
punishment is meted out by the troops 
to bomb throwers.

The population fled in terror before 
the Cossacks and other troops who 
soon were out in force to clear the 
streets. Shortly before dark a fusl- 
lade exchanged between Tartars and 
Armenians produced a veritable panic, 
as it was feared th a t,th e  horrors of 
the recent war between the races had 
been renewed.

Instantly all the shops were closed 
and thousands of troops poured into 
the streets.

So far as ascertainable, there was 
no relation between the crime and a 
renewal of the race war. The crime 
was undoubtedly a political act of 
vengeance decreed by the Terrorists. 
T he Identity of the assassin has not 
been established, but he is a Georgian, 
and probably was selected by lot at a 
m eeting of the Social Revolutionists 
to  kill Gen. Griaznoff as retaliation 
for the latter’s severity In suppress­
ing the revolutionists and arresting  
the leaders.

STOCK A 880C IA TI0N S UNITE.

*3kDifferences 8ettled and a Harmonious 
8eaaion Held.

Denver, C olo, Jan. 31.—With the 
avowed purpose of reuniting their 
forces and making a vigorous campaign 
for Federal legislation desired by the 
live stock interests of the W est, dele­
gates to the ninth convention, 11,000 
strong, of the Live 8tock Association  
and the second annual cenvention of 
the American Stock Growers’ Associa­
tion m et in joint session here yester­
day. Important addresses setting forth 
the existing conditions in the live  
stock industry and the requirements 
of the stock men were delivered by 
Frank J. Hagenbarth, president of the 
National Association, and Murdo Mac 
Kenzie, president of the American As­
sociation.

Previous to the m eeting of the merg­
ed conventions, the delegates in sep­
arate session adopted the plan of con­
solidation agreed on by their execu­
tive committees. The name chosen  
for the new organization is the Ameri­
can National Live Stock Association.

Murdo Mac Kenzie was elected per­
manent chairman of the convention. 
After the welcoming addresses, Gif­
ford Pinichot, chief of the Federal Bu­
reau of Forestry, delivered a greeting 
to the stockmen from President Roose­
velt. John W. Springer, of Denver, 
responded.

Frank J. Hagenbarth, president of 
the National Live Stock Association, 
then delivered his annual address.

Frederick Is Made King.
Copenhagen: Frederick VIII. was

proclaimed king of Denmark at noon 
Tuesday in Aralienburg square in front 
of the palace and announced to 50,000 
only a few minutes. Premier M. 
Christensen appeared on the balcony 
of th palace and announced to 50,000 
people assembled below the death of 
King Christlian IX. and the accession  
of his eldest son. The premier then 
called for cheers for King Frederick. 
The new ruler of Denmark joined the 
premier on the balcony, and in a short 
speech declared he would rule in ac­
cordance with the example set him  
by his father and trusted the same 
accord between the king and nation 
would be continued as heretofore. His 
majesty concluded by calling for 

.cheers for the fatherland. King Fred­
erick received a warm hearted greet­
ing from the assembled crowd.

Aged Ruler of Denmark Paaeea 
Quietly Away.

Copenhagen, Jan. 30.—The King of 
Denmark is dead. He died a t 3:30 
Monday afternoon.

The king passed away quietly, sur­
rounded by the crown princess and 
their children and the dowager em­
press of Russia.

The news of his m ajesty’s death 
spread with great rapidity and signs of 
the greatest grief are to be seen ev­
erywhere.

K ing Christen of Denmark has for 
many years been known as the “fa­
ther-in-law of Europe.’’ His sons and 
daughters have married into the best 
royal familes. Some of his descend­
ants are wearing crowns. One daugh­
ter, Marie, was empress of Russia and 
her son is the presenf czar. Another 
daughter Is Alexandria, queen of Eng­
land, and a son, George, is king of 
Greece. Another son was recently 
chosen king of Norway after Norway 
and Sweeden dissolved their union.

King Christian was born in 1818 and 
for many years enjoyed the distinc­
tion o f being the oldest monarch in 
Europe.

Hie administration of the affairs of 
the Denmark government and his rela­
tionship to the crowned lfeads of other 
countries has resulted in Denmark’s 
independent position among the pow­
ers of Europe.

CRA8H THE MEETING.

Cooton Seed Crushers Reconsider.
New Orleans, La.: The hundred or 

more prominent factors of the Inter­
state Cottonseed Crushers Associa­
tion held another session Tuesday 
morning and threshed over business 
matters. The movement put on foot 
some time ago to “split” the associa­
tion in twain and have two sets of 
headquarters—one in Dallas, Tex., and 
another in Atlanta, Ga.,—fell through. 
The two Carolines were foremost in 
the movement, but the delegates and 
those from Georgia were finally per­
suaded to let the association stand as 
one body. So Dallas will retain the  
permanent headguarters for the pres­
ent, at least. M ississippi, Louisiana 
and Texas demanded that there be no 
break in the association ranks and the  
Texas crowd was too strong for the  
more northern representatives.

News Is Hard to Secure and Harder to 
Verify.

S t  Petersburg, Jan. 30.—The story 
of the recent mutiny at Vladivostok 
and the manner of its termination are 
a sealed book to St. Petersburg, owing 
to the difficulty in telegraphic com­
munication and the retioence of the 
War Office officials, who alone are in 
possession of the details. The Navy 
Department has not received any m es­
sage since Jan. 25 and the Department 
of the Interior received only today 
from the Chief of Police a dispatch 
dated Jan. 24 recounting that the ori­
gin of the mutiny of the sailors was 
due to the arrest of a doctor and a 
Jewish agitator, who.had a great deal 
of Influence. A meeting was called, at 
which the revolutionists decided to lib­
erate the prisoners. The mutineers de­
molished a building in which arms and 
munitions were stored, seized the rifles 
and endeavored to compel the com­
mandant to grant the prisoners’ re­
lease.

According to this diepatch the artil­
lerymen of the garrison were greatly 
enraged against the mutineers and 
seized six soldiers of a wavering regi­
ment, held them as hostages and 
threatened to execute the six men un­
less their regiment refused to join the 
revolutionists and co-operate in crush­
ing the mutiny.

Beyond the mere statem ent that the 
mutiny is ended and that it is now 
quiet at Vladivostok, the War Office is 
unwilling to give details. The Ameri­
can em bassey has not received any­
thing from the Consul at Vldivostok 
for several weeks.

Advices from Gomet say that the dis­
orders there, which were the outcome 
of the old racial feeling, have been 
subdued.

President Trumbull Bays Colorado 
•Southern Will Build.

Fort Worth: President Frank Trum­
bull of the Colorado Southern Rail­
way System, which includes the Fort 
Worth & Denver City and th e  Brazos 
Valley Railroads, -and an Interest In 
the W ichita Valley line, which is be­
ing built west from Seymour to  Stam­
ford, has been here in consultation  
with Vice-President D. B. Keeler of  
the Denver Road. President Trum­
bull stated that it was the Intention 
of the owners of the system  to 
spend considerable money in building 
railway terminals in Dallas, Galves­
ton and Fort W orth .#

H e said that a line would be built 
south from Dallas to Mexla, or a  point 
near there. Asked if the road would 
come into Dallas over the Rock Is­
land’s tracks, he said they would find 
a way to get in there.

President Trumbull also alluded to  
th e  fact that the system  had recently  
appropriated $2,750,000 to be spent for 
locomotives, freight and passenger 
cars. Over one-third of this, he said, 
would be spent in re-equipping the  
Texas lines alone.

“A through train service will be run 
from Denver, Colo., to Galveston, by 
S e p t 1,” he concluded.
