UNCLE SAM'S MESSENGERS,

: R SR ‘
Texas ls Greatly Interested in Its
: EYWncy

W‘ashlngton, Jan. 6—Easi1y the big-
gest business in the United States,
from the standpoint of work, perform-
ed and ndmbers employed, is the pot-
tal service of’ the country in which
6522 Texans find employment. The
largest number, of course, were past-
masters, there being 3300 postofiices
of all classes in the State of Texas.
Next come the postoffice cler:s, of
whom there are employed in the vriu-
cipal offices of the stie a total of
890. After the clerks com+= the rural
free dellvery carriers. This scrvice
has b2:n so extended that it requires
360 of these carriers and substitutes
to look after tlie business. - I'exas also
furnishes 292 city letter carsiers, be-
sides 100 mail messengers and 92
special carriers. To the army of rail-
way mail clerks, Texas contributes 274
while in the general postoffice debart-
ment, here at Washington, there are
14 Texans.

With the extension of railroads the
star routes are diminishing, until to-
day there are but 1340 of such mail
routes in the state. Railroads in Tex-
as get approximately $1,200,000 for
carrying the mails that move in the
state, while the star route contracts
exced a quarter of a million dollars.
In addition there is paid out about $25-
000 for electric street car and screen
wagon service in Texas.

An extension of the postal service
that would give not only Texas, but
many other Western and Southern
states a great numerical, representa-
tion in the servicp, aas long been plan-
ned, but there has «lso been a grow-
ing seniiment in favor of reforming
the service so as to cut down the
enormous annual deficit of $4,239,000,
which leads the world, Wkile it is
not expected that this service should
yield the profit it does in Great Brit-
ain of $22,000,000, or Russia, Germany
or France, of over* $14,000,000, there
is a feeling that the expenditures
should be more nearly in keeping with
the receipts than at the present, and
in deference to this sentiment all

GRE.\T MEETING CALLED.

President Calls a State Meeting for
March 6.

Dallas, Texas: In compliance with
requests from a great many couity,
district and local unions in Texas,
and on recommendation of the execu-
tive committee of the Farmers’ Edu-
cational and Co-Operative Union of
America, yon are hereby called to
meet in delegated form in the city
of Dallas, Texas, on Tuesday, the 6th
day of March, 1906, at 10 a. m., for
the following purposes:

First: To organize, reorganize, per-
fect, strengthen and complete the
State organization of the Farmers’ Ed-
ucational and Co-Operatice Union of
America, and to take suel_other se-
tion as may be decided upon apper-
taining to said matter.

Second: To adopt measures for the
promotion of industrial co-operation in
Texas and to transact all business in-
cident thereto.

Third: To consider ways and means
for the marketing of cotton, cotton
seed, and other farm products, and
plans for a system of property ware-
housing farm products.

Fourth: To consider measures for
the promotion of cotton manufactur-
ing In Texas.

Fifth: To transact any and all busi-
ness relating to the work, welfare and
membership of the order in the State
of Texas. The basis of representation
will be one delegate from each county
union and one additional delegate for
each thousand members or majority
fraction thereof.

County presidents will take notice,
and if there is no regular county meert-
ing before the 6th of March you should
call a meeting immediately for the
purpose of electing delegates to said
State meeting.

ganizing and, as the purposes are the
same in both cases, the philosophical
mind will suffer no good work to es-
cape. Time will straighten it all out
by and by, and the real farmer will
still be wanting to make the most off
his farm with the least expenditure of
labor and money. The names that
one faction may cail, the other may
not always be exactly right, but that
will have nothing to do with the sort
of corn that is best to plant on certain
sorts of land, neither will it affect the
marketing of a surplus crop of cot-
ton. In the meantime, cut down the
crop 80 that we will manage to get
more money for a small crop than we
could get out of a bpig one, and not
have to work 80 hard to raise and
gathior it.

In other words, “Keep busy as the
devil attending to those things thft
are of direct concern to yourself and
family,” and you won’t lose any sleep
over “who’’ is “it” in the official posi-
tions, but you will know who is “It”
down on your farm.

There is a good deal of wind in all
that is going on about the Government
cotton reports., Ambitious and sel-
fish men are doing all they can to
throw discredit and suspiecion upon all
the Government reports. These re-
ports are sent in by the same people,
or at least the same class of people
who send in the reports to the South:
ern Cotton Growers’ Assoclation, and
to the Ginners’ Association, and are as
apt to be accurate in the one instance
as In the other. Be sure of one thing,
however, and that is that no sort of
an organization under the canopy of
heaven can absoluteely control the
priceof any commodlty untess that or-
ganization owﬁs‘mat ‘commodity and
positively refuses to sell only at a sta-
ted price, no more and no less. The
fact that cotton has varied from one
to as much as five dollars In a single
day during the last few weeks, ought
to show any sensible person that the
price, at the present at least, is not
“controlled” by any man or set of men.
Amighty good plan is to so arrange
the crop that you will not be depend-
ent upon the price of any one article.

That’'s the ldea.

My advice to you is, daw your mon-
ey out of banks, build cotton mills, oil
mills, roller mills, build your own
binders, thrashers, mowers, and all
manner of farming implements. Don’t
try to make “dividends” out of your
investments, but ‘make the things you
need. Sell them at a reasonable price
to your more unfortunate brother. You
can best succeed wnen your class suc-
ceeds. Don't try to become a capital-
ist to rob Jabor. That will not bene-
fit anyone but yourself. Use all your
power, means and ability to further
the interest of the worker, for that
will help all mankind, yourself includ-
ed.—J. R. White, Mt. Vernon, Texas.

If any
man or set of men attempts to ped-
dle out the Farmers’ Union, there 1s
none to let or hinder him from mak-
ing the sale.-When he attempts to de-
liver the -goods—well, that’s another
matter, And it is that part of the
trade that each member will attend to
in his own way.
