ONE MEXICAN KILLED AND 
SEVERAL WOUNDED.

C O T U L L A , T E X A S , SATTk D A Y , M A R . 25, 1899. $1. IN  A D V A N C E

The smallpox situation in La­
redo, which with each day grew 
more serious, culminated Monday 
in a street fight between a few of 
the State Rangers under Capt. 
J. H. Rogers and a mexican mob 
that was trying to resist the re­
moval of the patients to the pest 
house. The row resulted in the 
wounding of Capt. Rogers in the 
right shoulder and hand, and in 
the death of Agapit) Herrera, the 
ringleader of the mob, and in the 
■wounding of several men and wo­
men who were in the mob.

Capt. Rogers and A. Y. Old, of 
the State Rangers, assisted by 
Sheriff Ortiz and his deputies, 
instituted search for fire arms 
that was said to be concealed in 
a mexican house, but were re­
sisted by an armed mob who o- 
pened fire on the officers with but 
little parley, their fne was imme­
diately returned with deadly ef­
fect, whereupon the mexicans 
took to their heels leaving the 
dead and wounded where they 
had fallen. Capt. Rogers, who 
was wounded in .the first volley, 
was taken to the jHamilton Hotel 

liq
^ISanta Rosa hospital in San 

Arftonio. The wound, though 
very painful and serious, will not 
prove fatal. The entire ranger 
force is now stationed at Laredo, 
and has succeeded, with the as­
sistance of the local authorities 
and United States troops in quell­
ing the riot and in moving the 
sick to the pest house.

On his way to San Antonio, 
Capt. Rogers was met by nearly 
the whole of Cotulla who had 
gathered on the platform of the 
dopot th see and speak to him. 
Our people need no telling to con­
vince them that he is a brave 
man. but we give below a tribute' 
from his old captain and comrade.

Capt. Scott, who has just re­
turned from Havana was inter­
viewed by an Express reporter 
and said in substance the follow­
ing :

“ It is not the first time this 
brave officer has wounded. He 
was with me when I was i.i com ­
mand of a Ranger company and 
when he and Brooks and myself 
all three were badly wounded. In 
this fight Rogers was shot twice, 
once in his stomach and once in 
his left arm. Both wounds were 
severe, the one in his arm being 
the worst. At this time he was a 
private, but when I resigned in 
favor of Brooks, who was then 
my sergeant, and the latter was j 
promoted to the captaincy then 
Rogers became sergeant of the 
company. This was twelve years 
ago. The trouble occured on 
March 31, in Sabine in 1887, when 
a hard gang shot us.

“ I have known Rogers for a 
long time and there is not a brav­
er nor better officer in the service 
of the State. I was deeply pain­
ed to hear of his injury, but know 
ing him as well as I do I am sat­
isfied ho will recovei from his 
wound if he gets half a chance. 
He has the grim grit and deter­
mination that will pull him ! 
through. He is one of the most! 
level and cool headed men I have 
ever served with and has good 
judgement. I hope he will soon 
•ret well.”

We call attention this week to 
an election notice which appears 
in another column, calling for an 
election of trustees in the sever­
al school districts of the county. 
Supt. Kendall has authorized our 
County Judge to make the call 
for the porpose of allowing the 
people to say who will represent 
them in school affairs. With his 
notice, he says the Attorney Gen­
eral has ruled that the usual 
twenty days notice may be dis­
pensed with for this time on ac­
count of the near approach of the 
time named in the new law for 
the election to be held. The e- 
lection will occur next Saturday 
Apirii 1st. and the officers have 
been appointed, as will be seen 
in the proceedings of the Com­
missioners Court, given in an­
other place.

It behooves every intelli­
gent voter, every man who 
may have children to educate, 
and every individual who has 
an interest in the welfare of the 
town, to lay aside his business 
for a few minutes to go and cast 
his vote for those who he may 
think will make the most careful 
trustee or who will take the ed­
ucational interest of the town to 
heart, and study for its advance­
ment and protection. We are 
glad to note advancement along 
educational lines, in the past few 
months and it rests with the peo­
ple, whether or no we shall con­
tinue in this movement or return 
to thatestate of lethargy from 
which ive havejust^^^|

In compliance with the man­
date of the following law, I, S. T. 
Dowe, County Judge and^Ex- 
Officio Superintendent of Public 
Instruction, for the County of La 
Salle, hereby order an election to 
be held in all of the School Dis­
tricts of said County, for the pur­
pose of electing Trustees for the 
schools in and for each of said 
school districts, on the first Sat 
urday in April, A. D. 1899, th_ 
same being the first day of sa > 
month.

Given under my hand and seal 
of office, this the 22nd day of 
March, A . D. 1899. S. T. Dowe, 
County Judge and Ex Officio 
County Supt. Public Instruction.

“ Be it enacted by the Legisla­
ture of the State of Texas:

“ Section 1. That article 3953, 
chapter 11, title LXXXVI, be a- 
mended so as to hereafter read as 
follows:

“ On the first Saturday in April 
after the passage of this law, the 
qualified voters of each school 
district at a school district meet­
ing for that purpose shall elect 
three trustees for said district, 
who shall enter upon the dis­
charge of their duties on the 1st 
of May next following. They 
shall immediately thereafter or­
ganize by electing one of the, 
number as president and o

classes; the one drawing the num 
ber one shall serve one year, and 
those drawing number two and 
three shall serve two years and 
until their successors shall have 
been elected or appointed and 
shall have qualified.

“ On the first Saturday in April 
of each year thereafter there 
shall be an election in each school 
district for the election of a trus­
tee or trustees, as the case may 
be, and the trustee or trustees so 
elected shall serve for two years, 
and until their successor or suc­
cessors shall have been elected 
or appointed and shall have been 
qualified.

“ The trustees so elected or ap­
pointed shall, before entering up­
on the discharge of their duties, 
qualify by taking the oath to 
faithfully perform their duties, 
and shall as soon as practical file 
said oath with the county super­
intendent or county judge.

“ The fact that the present law 
is very unsatisfactory concerning 
the election of school trustees, the 
near approach for the time for 
trustees election, and the great 
number of bills now on the cal­
ender, create an emergency and 
a public necessity that the con­
stitutional rule requiring bills to 
be read on three several days be 
suspended and that this act take 
effect immediately after its pas­
sage, and it is so enacted.

Private dispatches from the 
hospital this morning reports 
C’apt. Rogers resting well and 
wounds in very fair condition.

A number of tramps were kick­
ed off a Southern Pacific freight 
train near Del Rio Thursday 
night, and as a consequence, 
they set two bridges on fire to 
‘get even.’ Trains were delayed 
several hours.

The. situation at Laredo this 
morning is in a very satisfacto ry 
condition, only two new cases 
have been reported since the 
Rangers took charge of the work 
of moving the patients to the 
pest house. The city is thorough 
ly under control of the officers, 
and the disease will soon be wiped 
out.

Remember that next Saturday 
the election for school trustees 
will take place. You are 
now given the right to say who 
shall represent you in school a f­
fairs, and it is as much your duty 
to vote that day as it ever was to 
cast your vote in the general e- 
lections. Let us lay aside our 
business for a time on that day 
and express our opinions as to 
who shall serve as school trustees.

Under the caption of “ Shotgun 
Quarantine,”  in yesterday’s Ex­
press we see where Commission­
ers precinct No. 4, in Medina 
county has quarantined against 
all points south of that county, 
and has placed guards on all 
roads with orders to shoot if nec­
essary. The cause of this dras­
tic measure on their part appears 
to be a case of small pox near 
Devine in a Mexican family who 
at some time in the past resided 
in Laredo. We see where they 
r.re right in taking prompt steps 
to prevent the disease from 
spreading, but' fail to see any 
sense in quarantining against 
places that never had a case of 
the disease, and against others 
that are now free from any dan­
ger. They might just as well 
quarantine against all point's 
north, for all the good it will do.

One of the most important laws 
that has been’passed by the pres­
ent legislature was the changing 
of the time of electing school trus­
tees from the first Saturday in 
June to the first one in April. 
The many good points in this law 
are obvious to the careful reader; 
first, and above all else, it allows 
more time for trustees, after hav­
ing been elected, to employ a 
teacher from the many applica­
tions sent to them; we thus secure 
better qualified teachers to take 
charge of the school, than could 
possibly be done where the time 
is limited. In the second place, 
a teacher who has been refused 
at one school, will have ample 
time after being notified, to place 
his application elsewhere. The 
present law makes it better for 
the schools and better for the 
teachers.

THOSE American travelers who lin­
ger with delight among the Har­

low  lanes and picturesque, overhang­
ing root's of Iionfieur, do not know what 
a strange tragedy took place on a voy­
age which began in that quaint old port 
three centuries and a half ago.

Three tall ships sailed from Honfleur 
! cn August 22, 1541, and on one o f  them,
| La Grande Ilermine—so-called to dis­
tinguish it from a smallry boat of that 
name, which had previously sailed with 
Cartier—were the Sieur de Roberval, 
his niece and her •‘gouvernante.” She 
also had with her a Huguenot nurse, 
who had been with her from a child, 
and cared for her devotedly. Roberval 
naturally took with him, for future 
needs, the best shipbuilder o f  St. Malo. 
Etienne Gosselin. The voyage was 
loug, and there is reason to think that 
the Sieur de Roberval was not a good 
sailor, while as to the "gouvernante,” 
she may have been as helpless as the sea­
sick chaperon o f  yachting- excursions. 
Like them, she suffered the most im­
portant events to pass unobserved, and 
it was not till too late that she discov­
ered. what more censorious old ladies 
on board had already seen, that her 
young charge lingered too often and 
too long on the quarter deck when 
Etienne Gosselin was planning ships 
for the uncle. When she found it out 
she was roused to just indignation; 
but being, after all, but a kindly dowa­
ger, with a heart softened by much 
reading of the interminable tales of 
Mine, de Scudery, she only remonstrat­
ed with Marguerite, wept over her little 
romance, and threatened to break the 
sad news to the Sieur de Roberval, yet 
never did so. Other ladies were less 
considerate; it all broke suddenly upon 
the angry uncle; the youth was put in 
irons, and threatened with Hogging, 
and forbidden to approach the quarter 
deck again. But love laughs at lock­
smiths; Gosselin was relieved of his 
irons in a day or two because he could 
not be spared from his work in de­
signing the forthcoming ship, and as

That night, after dark. h« 
joined the lovers in marriage; within 
24 hours Roberval had heard of it, and 
had vowed a vengeance quick and sure.

The next morning, under his orders, 
the vessel lay to under the lee o f  a rocky 
si and, then k lors as

wnus ma 
no house Ihere, no living person, no 
tradition of any; only rocks, sand and 
deep forests. With dismay, the ship's 
company heard that it was the firm 
purpose of Roberval to put the offend­
ing bride onshore, giving her only the 
old nurse for company, and there to 
leave her with provisions for three 
months, trusting to some other vessel 
to take the exiled woman away within 
that time. The very ladies whose love 
of scandal had first revealed to him the 
alleged familiarities, now besought 
him with many tears to abandon the 
thought of a doom so terrible. Vainly 
Mtne. de Noailles implored mercy for 
the young girl from a penalty such as 
was never imposed in any of Mme. de 
Scudery’s romances; vainly the Hugue­
not minister and the Catholic chaplain, 
who had fought steadily on questions 
o f  doctrine during the whole voyage, 
uow united in appeals for pardon. At 
least they implored him to let the of­
fenders have a man servant or two with 
them to protect them against wild 
beasts or buccaneers. lie utterly re­
fused until, at last wearied out. his 
wild nature yielded to one o f  those 
sudden impulses which were' wont to 
sweep over it. and he exclaimed: “ Is 
it that they need a man servant, then ? 
Let this insolent caitiff, Gosselin, be re­
lieved of his irons and sent on shore. 
Let him be my niece’s servant, or, since 
a Huguenot marriage is as good as any 
in the presence of bears and bucca­
neers, let her call the hound her hus­
band, if she likes. I have done with 
her, and the race from which she came 
disowns her forever.”

Thus it was done. Etienne was re­
leased from his chains and sent on 
shore- An arquebus and ammunition 
were given him, and. resisting the im­
pulse to send his firsf shot through the 
heart of his tyrant, he landed, and the 
last glimpse seen of the group as the 
Grande Hermine sailed away was the 
figure of Marguerite sobbing on his 
shoulder, and of the unhappy nurse, 
now somewhat plethoric, and certainly 
not the person to be selected as a pio­
neer, sitting upon a rock, weeping pro­
fusely. The ship’s sails filled, the an­
gry Roberval never looked back on his 
deserted niece and the night closed 
down upon the lonely Tsle of Demons, 
now newly occupied by three unexpect­
ed settlers, two of whom at least were 
happy in each other.

A few boxes of biscuits, a few bottles 
o f  wine had been put on shore with 
them, enough to feed them for a few 
weeks. They had brought flint and 
steel to strike fire and some ammuni­
tion. The chief penalty o f  the crime 
did not lie, after all, in the cold and 
the starvation and the wild beast®, and 
the possible visits of pirates; it-lay in 
the fact that it was the island of De­
mons. where they were to be left; and 
in that superstitions age this meant 
everything that was terrible. For the 
first few night® of their stay they fan­
cied that they heard superhuman voices 
in every wind' that blew, every branch 
that creaked against another branch; 
and they heard, at any rate, more sub­
stantia! sounds from the mighty wolves 
or from the bears wbieh ice-floes had

soiling his hands with their blood 
("Joueux de Its atiior puniz sans se 
souiller les mains en leursisaug” ). They 
built as best they could a hut of boughs 
and strewed beds of leaves until they 
had killed wild beasts enough to pre­
pare their skins. Their store of hard 
bread lasted them but a little while, but 
there were fruits around them, and 
there was fresh water near by. “ Yet it 
was terrible,”  says Thevet’s old nar­
rative. “ to hear the frightful sounds 
which the evil spirits made arjmnd 
them, and how they tried to break down 
their abode, and showed themselves in 
various forms of frightful animals: 
yet at last, conquered by the constancy 
and perseverance of these unrepentant 
Christians, the tormentors afflicted or 
disquieted them no more, s-ave that 
often in the night they heard cries so 
loud that it seemed as if more than 
5.000 men were assembled togetlj^” 
(“ plus de cent mil homes qui fusB it 
ensemble” ). Mj

So passed many months of desolation, 
and, alas! the husband was the first to 
yield.

IleaKng 
up slowly and watchfully toward*he 
shore, they came within hearing of Tier 
voice, and she told her dreary tale.f At 
last they took her in charge, and *>re 
her back to France with the bear.'Mins 
she had prepared; and taking refugJ* in 
the village of Nautron, in a remlote 
province ( l ’ erigord). where site c « i ld  
escape the wrath of Roberval. she tit Id 
her story to Thevet. the explorer! to 
Princess Marguerite of Navarre (snifter 
of Francis I.), and to otheis. Thevet 
tells it in his Cosmographie, and Mar­
guerite of Navarre in her “ Cent Noujvei- 
ies Nouvelles.”

She told Thevet that after the ijirst 
two months the demons came to 
no more, until she was , left \vh 
alone; then they renewed their visits, 
but not continuously, and she felt 
fear. Thevet also records of her Phis 
touching confession, that when Ithe 
time came for her to embark, in [the 
Breton ship for home, there came elver 
her a strong impulse to refuse 1he (em­
barkation. but rather to die in that 
(solitary place, as her husband, jher 
child, and her servant had already dfied. 
This profound touch of human nature 
does more than anything else to con­
firm the tale as substantially true. Cer­
tain it is that the lonely island wllich 
appeared so long on the old maps asfthe 
Isle of Demons ( “ l’ lsola de Demon!” ) 
appears differently in later ones astthe 
Lady's Island (“ 1‘ Isle de la Demoi­
selle” ). |

Princess Marguerite of Navarre. Jvho 
died in 1549. seems also to have knbwn 
her namesake at her retreat in I’eri- 
gord, gives some variations from 
Thevet’s story, and describes he? as 
having been put on shore with her ous- 
band because of frauds which he had 
practiced on Roberval; nor does \she 
speak of the nurse or of the child. But 
she gives a similar description of .Ifnr- 
guerite’s stay on the island after!his 
death, and says, that although jghe 
lived what might seem a bestial li 
to her body, it was a life wholly an 
as regarded her soul ( “ ainsi viv 
quant au corps, de vie bestiale, et qtj 
a i’esprit, de vie angeiicque” ). She 
the princess also says, a mind chee 
and content, in a body emaciated 
half dead. She was afterward reee! 
with great honor in France, accor 
to the princess, and was encounu 
establish a school for little children, 
where she taught reading and writing 
to the daughters of high-born families. 
“ And by this honest industry.”  says the 
pri ncess, “ she supported herself during 
the remainer of her life, having no 
other wish than to exhort every ofe to 
love and confidence toward God. offer­
ing them as an example, tlie great fcity 
which He had shown for her.”

It was during the summer of 1855 that I re- 
j sided for a time in the City of Mexico, and
