tional. Of these State cases, 
however, about half were dis­
missed and about half the balance 
were pleas of guilty. Some of 
the civil cases were also dismiss­
ed and there were some judg­
ments by default. In all, I have 
actually tried about 500 cases,

civil and criminal, and have been 
reversed six times. Of the cases 
tried by me, civil and criminal, 
about sixty were appealed.

The moral of the above story 
is: I am comeptent. The same 
principles of law, pleading and 
practice obtain in the district as 
in the county court. 1 have had 
exactly the experience best cal­
culated to tit me to perform the 
duties of a district judge. I 
need the office and you need me 
in the ollice. It’s a good thing 

I for both of us. Let us get to-

near unanimous as possible.
