The chamber added that pro-
duction of military alrcraft for
Britain iz still largely In Its orlg-
Inal phase, with a majority of
United Btates manufacturers rush-
ing work on contracls awarded
prior ta the lend-lease program.

Bhe also pointed out that
while lp service ls given to the
Bill of Rights, the constitution and
rights to freedom, there was little
done about them.

Speaking before a background of
red, white, and blue colored dec-
orations stressing the theme of
ng, the dean of Texas
State College for Women, declared
there were five baslc assumptions
of democracy. That, first, of the
essantial dignity of man, faith in
man's perfectabllity, that common-
wealth gains are mass gains, basic
questions rest with popular decls-
lons, and the confidence in Lhe
possibility of social change.
Stabbjng her falk with rhetorical
gquestions, Dr. Wooten asked If
Americans were conferned over
the fact that many young people
are going without Bible knowledge;
that many young men wers de-
clared physically unfit dus to mal-
nutrition by draft boards; and that
young men always trained to peace
were pow being trained for war.
In closing, Mrs. Wooten declared
that “Safety of our democracy
does not/ e so much in armed
gities as In the character of our
oltizens.”
