SMITH’S SPEECH AT 
WASHINGTON

MEMORIES

Ex-governor Alfred E. Smith, of 
New York, spoke in Washington Sat­
urday evening to more than 2,000 
people at a Liberty League meeting 
end would have spoken to ten thous 
and if space had permitted. It was a 
rip-roaring Smith crowd and removes 
any doubt to any unbiased man about 
the Administration popularity, as ev­
ery state in the union was represent 
ed and the applause seemed to be un 
animous ut every thrust the speaker 
made at the Administration. The 
speech was logical, sound and to the 
point without any abuse o f anyone 
He discussed principles and only men
