Investigation in many  nutrition’
laboi atories throughout the world !
has established beyond questicn that
milk furnishes: more food essentials
than any cther single food in the diet
Any incrazse in the propoition of
milk consumed results in a greater
degree of health and increzsed abil-
ity to rvesist disease. This is espac-
ially true in times like the present.
With family incomes reduced and the
cost of living tc.xd‘ng upwards,  the
tendency, too often, in economizing on
food purchases is to cut down on the
amount of milk for family consump-
tion. For some reason, in the minds
of many people, milk ceases to be 2
food and bicomes a luxury when it
goeg heyond certain price per
quart, This is anything bPut good
economy for the evidence shows that
one quart of milk buys more protec-
tion than is pessible with any othe°r
foodstuff and as far as comparative |
costs are concerned, it ig the cheap-
est item in the market bagket.

It is unfortunate that many house-
wives censider milk ap extravagance
when its cost advamnces. We have
even more reason to be careful in a
year of drought like the prer:nut, for
fresh fruit and vegetables, the othe!
important protective foods in the
diet, ars scarce vnd higher in price
with the result tlmL the consumption
of these has been cut materially.
Shermamn, an outstanding authority
on nutrition and champion of in-
creased¢ consumption of milk, states,
that whers economy must be prac-
ticed and expenditures reduced, the
diet should be built arcund bread
and milk., “The lower the lovel of
expenditure the more one must fore-
go other foods, and concentrate ef-
fort upon providing thiss two, sup-
plemented by a little of some inex-
pensive fcod cr vegetable.”

Today =pproximately 20 per cent
of th> food dollar in the average
family ic spent for dairy products.
Nutrition ~uthorities are agieed that
it should be nearer 35 per cent.

The rubber industry will benefit tre-
mendously from Ford expenditures.

A GREAT CULTURAL FORCE
It is good mews that friends of
“Chautauqua” have come to the aid
of that famous institution. so that the
outlook is good that it will be able to
pay off its debt of $750,000 and con-
tinue the cultural work which it be-
gan sixty years ago.

Few of the present generation,
probably, realize what a powerful in-
fluence on American life and thought
has emanated from the “Hall in the
Grove” on the shores of Chautaugua
Lake, in the county of that name ir
western Mew York state. Founded
in an era of depression like the pre-
sent one, an era which future histor-
ians, we imagine, will regard as even
more severe than that which we are
now passing through, the Chautau-
]qua Literary and Scienlific Circles.
which were established in almcst
every rural community in the 1870's
and 80’s, were more than mere read-
.ng and study clubs, They were a
stabilizing {nfluence iu the era of un-
rest, widespread poverty and discon-
tent, which fo..owed the Civil War.
By stimulating intercst in good li-
terature, inciting people to get to-
gether to discusg history of the past
and the prospects of the future, the
Chautauqua movement was a power-
ful force in lifting up the hearts of a

seligious. backgiound, it was net pile
tistic. The.s was no ecant about it. It
did not preach, but rather sought to
set people to thinking, in the firm
belief that the thoughtful would find
their own ways to the salvation of
their souls.

Oat of Chautauqua grew hundreds
of local “Chautauqua Centers” hold-
ing anraal gatherings, often in tents,
lasting for a veck or more, and
bringing to the folk, far removed
from cultural centers, speakers, lec-
turers and entertainment of a natule
calculated to gratify the desire for
i knowledge and to aid in understand-
lmg the forces that move the world,

The movies and the automobile
have been the two innovations chief-
ly responsible for the decline of the
Chautauqua movement. But the Hail
in the Groove still stands, and it is
gratifying to knos that it will ba
able to keep on radiating its benefi-
cia] influence.
