Ohio Girl visits Grandparents 
here and describes trip to Carlsbad 
Caverns.

The day following the Fourth of 
July, my mother, brother, aunt, and 
I started out for southeastern New 
Mexico on the Big Four Railroad 
in Cleveland at 7 :30 a.m., we travel­
ed through southwestern Ohio, 
parts of Indiana, Illinois, and ar­
rived at St. Louis at 5 :30 p.m., 
where we changed trains.

Then we traveled along the Mis­
sissippi river about 150 miles with 
tne Ozarks at its banks. That 
night we traveled through Missouri, 
Arkansas, and 900 miles into Tex­
as. Here I stayed about two weeks 
i>. my grandmother’s home. The 
next week was spent in the hills, 
sand-dunes, Cnrsbad Caverns, nnd 
the prairie which have no grass 
shrubs for trees, and sand.

On Sunday, the 21st of July, we 
started out for *he Carlsbad Caverns 
in New Mexico. Here we entered 
with 1064 otuers from all over the 
United States and eveu China at 
10:30 in the morning.

The entrance is very gigantic and 
the ca corns are much larger than 
I ever suspected anything could be 
under the grounl.

At the entrance we followed a 
winding trail down until we came 
to a large room called the auoitor- 
to a large room called the auditor­
ium. Here we stopped for about 5 
minutes while a ranger stood up on 
a rock1 platform and told a little of 
the history of the caverns.

From there we followed a trail 
that wound around rocks, went up 
and down where we saw small, 
large and huge stalactites. In one 
place we had to stop to get through 
a small passage that led into the 
“ King’s Palace.” Here I saw froz­
en falls made of white rock ’ hat 
glistened when teh electric lights 
were turned on it. There were 
many statues in th “ King’s Palace.”  

From there we went into n a i*  
other beautiful rooms. The room 
just before entering the cafeteria, 
is similar to an enchanted valley 
and very beautiful.

Abou: 12, we reached the cafeteria 
which if 750 feet underground, kept 
54-g6 degrees the year round, and 
modern as any hotel or cafe in any 
large city. There is also a modern 
rest room. The lunches were cheap. 
However some of the souvernirs 
were not. ■,

They also had a mall box where 
one could mail cards bought there.

After lunch we started back for 
the out-doors. About 1 :30 we came 
to the “ Big Room”. It is the lar­
gest room in the world and would 
take a person two hours to walk 
around it. Next we came to “ Fairy- 
lland.’* which was very beautiful 
and there is no exaggeration of its 
marvel.

At 3 :30 we saw daylight again. I 
must say the cavern is certainly un­
ique.

About seven miles out of the 
caverns is a museum In which are 
many skeletons of people found in 
the caverns Also stuffed animals 
found there.

All in all I  think natural beauty 
is a wonderful thing in which we 
can all share.

A prescedent more than 150 years 
old was shattered Tuesday as voters 
over the nation treked to the polls 
and overwhelmingly re-elected 
Franklin Delano Roosevelt Presid­
ent of the United States for a third 
term.

The Democratic standard bearer 
was assured 40 or more states by 
returns which were incomplete as 
the Review went to press. Wendell 
L. Willkie, Republican candidate, 
conceded defeat as scattered returns 
only served to increase the Roose­
velt majority.

Strong Texas approval for a third 
term for Roosevelt was indicated as 
returns showed the president to 
have garnered more than 80 per­
cent.

As usual, the stute democratic 
ticket wou by au eveu wider mar­
gin. Gov., W. Lee O’Dauiel, with 
more than 96 percent of the votes, 
was far ahead of the republican 
gubernatorial candidate, George O. 
Hopkins. However, J. E. McDonald, 
seeking reelectlon as commissioner 
of agriculture, trailed his party 
ticket because of widespread write- 
ins for William N. Corry. But on a 
basis of votes counted he was run­
ning ahead by nearly three to two.

Closest Texas vote appeared to be 
that for the proposed constitutional 
amendment on Bed River county 
laxes. This measure held a slight 
lead, with the outcome still in doubt. 
The other three proposed amend­
ments won easily. The amendment 
providing for direct appeal to the 
supreme court in certain cases was 
upproved by more th..n two to one. 
Majorities nearly as large were in­
dicated for the amendments on ap­
pointment of notaries and removal 
of the limitation on municipal ap­
pointments.

In Cross Plains 383 were polled, 
according to 8.

OVER 100,000 NEW
MATTRESSES IN USE 

BY TEXAS FAMILIES
Members of '“ ore than 100,000 

Texas farm families are sleeping
on new mattress* this fall!

Late in 0<'i"l,e*‘ 100.286 new cot­
ton mattresses had been made in the 
state under the Department of 
Agriculture’s program for aiding 
low-income farm families and re­
ducing the cotton surplus. This 
figure was compiled in the office 
of Mildred Horton, vice director 
and state home demonstration agent 
of the A. and M- College Extension 
Service.

The cooperative program provid­
es that educational work and sup­
ervision of mattress making cent­
ers shall be furnished by the Ex­
tension Service, Cotton and ticking 
shall he made available by the Sur­
plus Marketing Administration and 
certification of eligible families 
shall he the responsibility of county 
agricultural conservation commit­
tees of the Triple-A.

To data centers have been set up 
in 2.654 Texas communities and 
mattresses are being made in 150 
counties, Miss Horton reported. 
Voluntary leaders who supervise 
mattress making in the centers 
number 37,290—24,859 of them wo­
men and 12,431 men.

More than a million farm families 
in the Southern States will receive 
mattresses under the 1940 demon­
stration program, according to a 
report received by Miss Horton 
from Mrs. Ola Powell Malcolm, Ex­
tension field agent in charge of 
Lome demonstration work in the 
Southern area. Nearly 600,000 mat­
tresses had been made in 17 states 
late in September.

Featuring of feathers again on 
milady’s hat in West Texas and 
elsewhere this season is bringing 
some strong accuations of whole­
sale and ruthless slaughter of our 
valuable songbirds to suit the 
whims of the millinery trade. A 
recently conducted survey, for ex­
ample, by the National Associa­
tion of Audubon Societies indi­
cates that illegal trade in feathers 
is now booming, with muny kinds 
of birds In the United States fac­
ing a virtual extinction.

Very few people are aware of 
the fact feathers of more than 40 
species of wild birds, including 
the game birds we have in Texas, 
are now being offered for sale il­
legally via the new hat route. 
Plumage of foreign birds Is also 
found for sale on milady’s hats in 
many trade zones, in violation of 
both state and federal laws.

This brings about a situation 
that is very delicate for our game 
wardens and other enforcement
