SIT DOWN STRIKES 
ILLEGAL

Tlie Uhited States, Supreme 
C o m h e ld  in a five to three de­
cision, that the sit down strike was 
illegal. Chief Justice Charlt-s
Evans Hughes wrote the majority 
opinion. The N. L. R. B. held 
the Fansteul Metalurgical Corpora­
tion had violated the Wagner labor 
act, and ordered the company to 
ye-instate the strikers and gSve 
them back pay for all time lost. 
The opinion of the Supreme Court,”  
declared that a sit down strike 
in tlie Fansteel Metalurgical Corp­
oration, in north Chicago 111., two 
years ago was a high handed pro­
ceeding without a shadow of legal 
right. They lield that when the 
employes went on strike they had 
severed their connection, and were 
not entitled to any protection under 
the labor act. The two new justice 
dissented—(Hugo Black, and Stanley 
Reed—while M i  Frankferter did 
not participate in the hearing.

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AVERAGE USE OF GASOLINE 
PER CAR IN 1938, WAS 
*53 GALLONS

The average gasoline list'd per 
car for the year 1938, wail 053 gal­
lons against 451 gallons in 192G. 
This was about 45 per cent more 
gasoline than was used in 1926. Yet 
because the price of gasoline has 
continually decreased than he did 
when he used only three fifths as 
much gasoline.

In 1926 the average car owner 
bought 451 gallons of gasoline at 
a total cost of $106.52. A little 
more than one tenth of this cost. 
$11 .95 represented gasoline tares.

In 1938, it is estimated by the 
American petroleum institute, the 
average motor, owner used 653 gal­
lons of gasoline. His gasoline bill 
is estimated at $91.88, or $2.69 less 
thun in 1926, yet it paid for 202 gal­
lons more gasoline. Only the gaso­
line getting cheaper, however, for 
the year 1938 the tax collector 
made the average car owner divy 
up $35.52 for taxes. This is an 
increase in tax on gasoline of 189 
per cent in the past thirteen years.

THE O’DANIEL
CONSOLIDATION
PROPOSAL

The O’Daniel’s proposed consol- 
id. tion bill in which, he proposed to 
consolidate about six departments 
of government into one bureau. He 
states In the proposal that it. is 
being done for the purpose of eeo- 
nimizing, and he doesn’t think the 
people are getting value received 
for the two million dollars that is 
being appropiated each bienium. 
There is not much doubt; but what 
there could be moije economy 
practiced, and that the people are 
not getting the worth of their 
money; but we fail to see where 
it would be more economical to 
have a board composed of 31 mem­
bers" one from encM senatorial dist­
rict.

The bond that he wishes to con­
solidate are composed o f about 
three members each, which would 
equal about 18 men; but under his 
proposal, there would be an ad­
dition expense to start with of 
-about ‘hirteen men on the backs of 
the tax payer more than he has at 
present. These men would be al­
lowed two or three thousand dol­
lars per year salary. wTitli a big ex­
pense account in addition to their 
salary.

This may be a good consolidation 
for the ]K>liticians, as they will be 
able to place about 12 or fifteen 
more of their friends on the payroll,- 
and to be used for political pur­
poses in the future; but we can 
not figure out. where there will be 
anything saved for the people who 
are paying the taxes.

THE BRANDIES RESIGNATION 
FROM THE SUPREME 
COURT

Associate justice Brandies resign­
ed from the Supreme Court of the 
United States last week. This will 
make four appointments that Presi­
dent Roosevelt has had the privilege 
to appoint. The three appointed 
were Senator Eugene Black, Stan­
ley Reed and Felix Franfurter, and 
the fourth will likely come from 
some place In the West. Rut the 
appointment of the new judge will 
not change th? eonrt, as Justice 
Brandies was what s termed a 
liberal by the present line up.

DRIVERS LICENSE TO 
BE EXTENDED

permits. A definite expiration 
date will be announced at a later 
date.

TEXAS GREATEST INCOME 
FROM OIL PRODUCTION

The oil industry is the greatest 
income produced in the State of 
Texas. The oil industry income 
for thd year 1938 was $450,000,000, 
while the tourist spent the second 
largest sum in the state, which 
was $446,000,000. Cotton was third 
with an income of $180,000,000, 
however, if the eatton industry had 
not lx*en destroyed and the farmer 
had been left alone the income 
from cotton should have run a- 
round three hundred million dollars. 
There were more than 11,500.000 
I>eople from other states who either 
passed through Texas or visited 
in the state that aided in the tour­
ist income of more than four hund­
red million dollars for the state in 
1938.

60 PER CENT OF PEOPLE SAY 
THEY THINK BUSINESS 
WOULD BE BETTER WITH A 
REPUBLICAN PRESIDENT

It looks as though the New Deal 
is on its wax out. Dr. George Gal­
lup in his public opinion poll this 
week shows that 60 per cent of the 
people think the country would he 
better off with a republican in the 
white house. These polls by public 
opinion have been a good baramiter 
on the elections in the past. The 
Gailup poll predicted the election 
of Senator George in Georgia, Sen­
ator Smith of South Carolina, and 
again Millard T.vding in Maryland 
in the general election, in which it 
stated that the Republicans would 
elect a minimum of 55 congress 
with a maximum of 80. The eleo- 
t ion returns showed that they elect­
ed 81. In thr senatorial election, 
the for >cast was the Republicans 
would elect y minimum of six and 
a maximum of not more than 
eleven. The republican elected 8 
new senators in the 1938 election 
last November.

Then again they asked the people 
if they thought it would be better 
to follow the Roosevelt ideas to 
create employment, and the answer 
was 55 per cent to 45 per cent 
to continue the new deal.

The people generally are just 
now waking up to what is happen­
ing at Washington, and as they find 
out the facts, they are turning a- 
way from the theory of borrowing 
our way out of the depresseion 
and buck to properity.

FATAL MOTOR ACCIDENTS 
IN TEXAS

Statistics gathered on motor ac­
cidents in Texas foH the year 1937, 
shows the following results of all 
motors using the highways in Tex­
as there were only 390 persons 
killed per each thousand motor 
vehicles. For the light truck the 
rate was 2.14 i»er every thousand 
trucks operating on the Texas high­
ways, while of the heavier trucks j 
or regulated tracks the rate of 
deaths had increased to 9.44 per­
sons per thousand trucks operat­
ing on the highwnys.

I f  highway accident fntalties for 
motor vehicles of all kinds had 
oecured at the same rate as for re- 
gulated trucks for hire, the number 
of persons killed in motor vehicle 
accidents would hnve been 14,762 
instead of 2151 actually killed dur­
ing 1937.

The class one motor follicles are 
the lightest and smallest of these 
groups. It includes all the small 
cars and small trucks along with 
the larger vehicles. Its death rate 
is the lowest

Class two Is the next largest in 
weight and size of vehicle's because 
it omits tho passenger cars and in­
cludes all nicks, both large and 
small, Its death rate 54 pep cent 
greater than class one, the average 
for all motor vehicles.

The 'dnss three or the large re­
gulated trucks, and includes heav-
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iest and largest trucks moving over 
Texas highways. Its death rate Is 
340 per cent greater than for class 
two, the average for all motor 
trucks and 585 per cent greater 
than class one the average for 
ail motor vehicles. Tills should 
give an incite to what will happen, 
if the truck loud Is raised to any­
thing like the truckers' want It. If 
the load limit should bo raised to 
fifteen op twenty thousand pounds, 
It will readily be seen that it would 
not be sufe for a person to get on 
the road with a light ear.

A GIFT FROM A SON IN LAW 
IS NOT AN INCOME

An application for old age assist­
ance whose wife had been receiv­
ing a gift of $50.00 monthly from 
a son in law is not Income or “ re­
sources” which would disqualify an 
applicant from receiving old age 
assistance, according to a recent 
decision of the State Social Secur­
ity Commission. If this question 
was raised in Texas it might aid 
in securing pensions for the needy.

PILOT COURSE FOR COLLEGE 
MEN:

Training of young college men 
as pilots to overcome the shortage 
of trained flyers who might be j 
needed in case of war, has actually 
started. Purdue University is the 
first of thirteen schools selected by 
the Civil Aeronautics Authority 
for this typ' of defense expansion 
program. Fifty students at this 
University have qualified for the 
course and work o f instructing 
them has begun.

Big Game Inventory of The 
United States

The first nationwide attempt to 
determine the number of big gun.e 
animals in the United States show­
ed more than 5,000,0(X), reports 
the Bureau of Biological Survey,
C. S. Department of Agriculture. 
The survey was conducted in 1987 
by the Bureau with the cooperation 
from the National Parks Service, 
the Forest Service, state game and 
conservation commissions and 
other well-informed agencies and 
individuals. This survey covered 
deer, elk, antelope, buffalo, moose, 
mountain goat, bighorn sheep, pec­
cary, bears and exotic European 
wild boars. The inventory did not 
include the animals in captivity.

Deer numbered more than 4,500- 
000. Michigan and Pennsylvania led 
in white-tailed deer with approxi­
mately 800,000 in each state, Cali­
fornia 'had 450,000 mule and black- 
tailed deer. Elk in the country to­
taled 166,000; moose 13,000; ante­
lope 130,000; bighorn sheep 17,000, 
black bear 81,000; grizzly hear 1,- 
*100 and buffalo 4,100, There were 
43,000 peccaries and 1(M) European 
wild bo*' rs.

Data cor two u ore years, the Di­
vision of Wildlife Research of the 
Bureau of Biological Survey points 
out, is required before definite con­
clusions can be drawn on recent 
trends in big-game numbers. Ac- 
eounnts of animal numbers publish­
er! some years ago, however, pro­
vide the Division with some basis 
for comparison.

Antelope, once thought facing ex­
tinction, increased about 500 per­
cent from 19*4 to 1937. The num- 
Ix'rs of bighorn sheep, on the other 
liiuid, dropped from 28,000 (an 
estimateestiinate made by E. T. 
Seton) to seventeen thousand with­
in 22 years.

Protective measures have 1 ielp.nl 
deer, elk, antelope and buffalo, the 
Bureau of Biological Survey de­
clares, hut the inventory mold's ap- 
parent the need for cooperative ad­
ministrative efforts and vigorous 
application of sound management 
plans for preserving other big-game 
species. The mountain goat, gizzJ.v 
bear, moose and caribou, in ad­
dition to the bighorn sheep, have 
declined in numbers in the past 20 
years.

' Texas Ranking In The Ilig- 
Game inventory

In most cases Texas made a rath­
er bad showing on the inventory. 
Of iourse, Texas should rank high 
on the list of most big game ani­
mals. hut the inventory jsiints to a 
different picture, tlds showing that 
Texas lias much to do in building 
up her wildlife resources.

Texas ranks number five in the 
total numbers of white-tailed deer 
with 247,9(M). Michigan is number 
one with 874,710, Pennsylvania 
with 793,000 stands in thd number 
two position. Then in order follows 
Minnesota and then Texas. A rath­
er laid picture since Texas is the 
largest state in the Union with 
such a wonderful range for deer.

Texas ranks 13th in the mule 
deer population with 14.320; Texas 
has 258 elk ranking in 12th place; 
pronhgorn antelope, Texas has 
9.075 and is in eighth place; Texas 
is in fiftli place with 280 desert 
bighorn sheep. Only three states 
in the first with a population of 
82,000. Union have peccary and 
Texas ranks Arizona ami New 
Mexico have a total of 11,261. 
Forty states have black bear and 
Texas ranks 20th with 207. Texas 
is in third position with a total 
of 505 buffalo.

Texas does not have any of the 
following, according to the recent 
re|Hirt by the Biological Survey: 
Moose, Columbian block-tailed 
doer, caribou, rocky mountain big 
librn, mountain goat, European 
wild boar and grizzly bear.

Measures that are now being tak­
en by national and state agencies, 
backed by public support, may im­
prove the situation within the next 
29 years as has iieen done in the 
last 2(* years for elk. deer, antelope 
and buffalo.

Analysis o f official records of accidents- in which tracks were Involved reveals a 
farther vital feet . . . .  that the heaviest and largest tracks, as a class, operating over Texas 
highways in 1937, showed a death rate of four and one-half times that o f all trucks, large 
and small, am* almost seven times that for all motor vehicles, including tracks.

Tlie combination of neigh- and sice o f motor vehicles Is thus definitely proved te 
be the controlling factor in fatal highway accidents . . . .  the heavier the vehicle . . . .  the 
Imrder It hits . . . .  the more surely it kills or cripples.

The statutes now in effect have governed truck operations on Texas highways since 
1931 a d the ever-growing toll o f truck accidents, injuries and deaths, reflects only the 
Increeslng ingenuity of the operators of overloaded trreka in evading or openly defying 
the laws created to c mtrol them in the Interest of publie safety. Large trucks use your 
highways only by your permission expressed through your legislature.

Texas citlsens and taxpayers base built and maintained Texas highways. They are definitely 
entitled to the safe  use o f  them and not to be driten from  them by those mho seek to operate upon 
them for  selfish  gain.
