“ Ye*” , she said, her large 
brown eyes lighting with plea­

sure, “ three wore years and ten 
is a long time child” . With 
something of a caressing note on 
the word long, as if the many re­
membered dreams of happy yest­
erdays were all suddenly crowd­
ing into the living present as she 
talked One could see that once 
launched this alert., bit of mother 
would unfold a story of genuine ' 
interest.

“ Why honey, it has been even 
longer, for we were married in 
'60. A pause, while she wrestled 
with a tricky memory. A puzzled, 
half disgusted expression came 
on her face. She could not fit 
the pieces into a complete picture. 
She floundered hopelessly with 
the fragments. With a final 
gesture of futility she motioned 
toward her daughter and said: 
“ Ollie, the book, it’s all set down 
there, bring it.”

W’ed In Tennessee
Then book in hand and glasses 

brought down from her forehead, 
she began to trace with index 
finger down the line of recorded 
events until the words, Martha 
Cathryn Patton and A Swafford, 
married October 9, 1869, stood out 
in faded letters on the yellowed 
page. There it was along with 
other data, as: A. Swafford,
born August 24, 1850; Martha C. 
Patton, born January 15, 1851. 
Then she glanced up, a look of 
satisfaction giving way to one of 
amusement. ’ ‘See, I catch up 
with the old man every January 
until August comes again.”

“ It all began in Tennessee. We 
were both born there, in Bledsoe 
county, where we lived until 19- 
01. It was hilly country with 
rich valley lands in between 
chains of hills. There our par­
ents owned farms. From there 
on, the fragments of facts coupled 
with pauses, and friendly dif­
ferences between them as to 
events, times and places, make 
mere quoting difficult. With a 
little mental juggling the picture 
took form and we found ourselves 
tracing (he distance h;.ck to the 
hills of Tennessee: Here in a
double log house built in •» shelt­
ered part of the valley they “ set­
up” hoti.'.ekeeping. Much of th. 
furniture was made by her 
father, gifted in the art of wood­
craft, from walnut trees in their 
own woodland. Alongside the four 
poster walnut beds and the sturdy 
straight backed chairs she placed 
the loom and the spinning wheel, 
which played such an important 
part in their lives while in 
Tennessee. Here, the daughter, 
Mrs. Ollie Austin, who now lives 
with her father and mother in 
the rapacity of nurse, house­
keeper and jolly companion, broke 
her silence by saying: “That spin­
ning wheel spun and whirml, and 
the treadless of the loom plied 
back and ferth endlessly. Some­
times I wanted to run away from 
the freaking sound of a spinning 
wheel." However, after question­
ing, she admitted that the call of 
outdoors was so great she did 

• not really need the driving in- 
fl ipnce of monotonous sound: to 
send her forth. Here the mother 
interrupted with a tart: “ You’re 
■ike all the rest of these ‘youn- 
guns,’ you just want to get out of 
work, I know”. At this the 
daughter and I exchanged half 
guilty looks as we were brought 
back to earth suddenly by what 
proved to be a tirade of brief 
duration on “ How little we of the 
younger generation know of real 
work and hardships”.

Spinning Wheel
From there she carried us back 

to the spinning wheel, where she 
spun for us endless yards of wool 
and cotton thread. Then we went 
to the loom where she worked 
with “chain” and “ filling” as she 
treadled to the tune of her own 
workaday thoughts. She turned 
out hlanketR by the dozens, taL.e- 
eloths, dress and shirt materials, 
socks, everything a family would 
need. And I gathered from the 
swing of her narrative it was in­
deed a labor of love, for she en­
joyed it. With a faint trace of 
grhnness, she said: I  love to
work and I did plenty of it until 
these no account knees took the 
rheumatism.

When I asked about the source 
of her material for spinning and 
weaving, she again took up the 
story. She was the principal 
spokesman for the family because 
deafness made it difficult for her 
husband to follow the conver­
sation. “W e raised small patches 
of cotton, sufficient for o. r own 
use, and we had a flock of sheep 
that furnished our wool. I always 
kept a flock of reese too, to sup­
ply us with feathers for beds and 
pillows.

Cardens grew’ 
with little coaxing and wild fruits 
were everywhere. The gray head 
rested on the back of the chair in 
a brief pause cf contemplation. 
The daughter reminded of the 
happy occasio.es: nutting and
berrying parties into the hills. 
“Lunch pai’ s in hand we often 
went in herry season to pick 
berries (hat grew wild every­

where. We could take our choice 
of blackberries, dewberries, huck­
leberries and raspberries in due 
season. And nutting time— about 
the happiest of all— we went into 
the woods and gathered a Wint­
er’s supply of hickory nuts, wal­
nuts, chesnuts and chinkapins.” 
With a nostalgic sigh she paused 
and the alert, little mother came 
back with another fragment from 
her book of memory. It was en­
joyable watching her “think”, 

her eyebrows, and the sudden lift 
of her head was the signal for 
pencil in hand motion and we 
were off. “ You know during 
berry season we always had a big 
berry pie for supper. I  baked it 
in a large square pan, that just 

fit in my oven. W e ate the 
victuals left over from the noon 
meal and had fresh berry pie for 
dessert. I served fresh butter­
milk fro..i the springtiouse, and 
after a hard day’s work we en­
joyed ft a lot-

Pioneer Pastime 
“Then there were the times 

when we invited the neighbors in 
for corn-huskings and cotton 
pickings. You see after we gath­
ered the cotton it was necessary 
to separate the List from the seeds 
I store it could be spun into 
thread. We would all gather 
around in a big circle and sit 
picking out seeds as we talked 
and laughed. Someone would 
make a batch of “ lasses" candy

and after we had the lint cotton 
and the seeds separated in two 
neat piles, we’d have a candy pull­
ing. We would take it “ time 
about" going to different homes. 
That part was fun. The work 
came later, spinning and weav­
ing.”

“The worst times we had in 
Tennessee were during the civil 
war. My father owned a fertile 
farm and grew fine crops. It was 
heart-breaking to  see those blast­
ed Yankees drive government 
wagons into our fields and haul 
away our com. They came in 
droves and ram sacked the place 
from cellar to attic. They drove 
off our cows and horses and kill­
ed our sheep. Onee when I was 
trying to hide a pet lamb, a 
Yankee saw me, and asked what 
I was doing. When I told him, 
he said they wouldn't take any­
thing that small. But they did  
Every last one, the pet too. We 
thought the Yankees were all bad 
men and we trembled at the very 
sight of thvm. Those times were 
distressing. I  was young but I 
remember and it was very bad 
after the war, with the negroes 
turned loose and everything tom  
up”. She shook her head in 
dismissal of so unpleasant a sub­
ject.

Happiest Times
"The happiest times of my life 

were at night wh«n I tucked the 
last rhirk and child into bed. 
With ai] of tb rrt safe, I  was con­
tented. Later when they began 
to scatter, came worry about their 
safety. There were 16 of them 
seven boys and three girl*. All 
lived to be grown and married. 
-Jeven of them are living now. 
Two of them, a son and a daugh­
ter we put away hero, the other, 
a daughter, was put away back 
there". A trace of sadness and 
then a determined effort to think

of happier things, she continued.
Old Camp Meetings

“ \Ve are all Methodists. Some 
of the grandest times we ever 
had were at tlie old <amp 'n o t ­
ing*. We Would ad bundle up 
and go for (o the camp
group. Everyone came prepared 
to spend tw« week* >n worship. 
We’d sing the oid-hymns—1 used 
to sing but i ,.,,,1't anymore, I 
just say the words over in my 
heart. The minMer rode in on 
horseback or bugtc.v from a near­
by town. Let me tell >«»• we 
really enjoyed those days.”  I 
would not have questioned the 
ringing sincerity of lice voire had 
I been unable to see her animat­
ed fare. There was an undeny- 
able mixture of joy, peace and 
light in her expression as I wait­
ed for more.

Old dad revived the fire with 
wood he had hel|M*d to cut him­
self. The old grandfather’s dock 
tieked on. The very silenee seem­
ed audible. A dog harked outside. 
Old dad put a bit of tobacco in 
his jaw with thoughtful deliber­
a t e .  As he settled bark to the 
ease and comfort of his chair I 
observed that he seemed to be 
wrapped in the enchantment of 
dream. The walls seemed to 
come alive with watching ancest­
ral faces as I waited for one of 
them to catrh and put into words 
the thoughts that seemed suspend­
ed in space.

Then Mrs. Austin spoke: “They 
live more in the past than in the 
present; they look back on the 
good old days with pleasure and 
fond reeollection.”

To this Mrs. Swafford replied: , 
“ We are trying to live too fast 
these days my child. Too much 
speed, we miss so much. As for 
me, I’ve lived fully and I’m hap­
py but I ’m read., to go.” She 
paused, then momentarily con­
tinued in a more subdued voice:
“ I hope it come- in my sleep, 
ouiet like and peaceful.” She 
looked away—into a fur space 
that y ounger eye- could not penet­
rate. I could only wonder and 
grope for an answer to that far- 
reaching gaze. ’ One instinctively 
knew that hc-kindior would hold, 
that she had -Aolhinc: on reserve 
that she knew would carry her j  
safely through.

At this point a call eanteWrotu 
the kitchen reminding us that 
luncheon was ready. Impossible, 
it seemed, hr after launching on 
this interesting interview time 
seemed of lit He consequenc".

Even as Mrs. Swafford settled 
in her chair beside the fire, she 
started talking.

Came West In 1901
“ I guess it must have been in 

1901 that we decided to come to 
Texas. Mr. Swafford’s people 
were already here and he wanted 
to come too. We sold our farm, 
packed what baggage we were al­
lowed to carry and bought our 
ticket to Texas. I wasn’t very 
familiar with trains then for our 
section of Tennessee was too hilly 
for them to come near us. and I 
was a bit afraid of all strange­
ness. That is one time I would 
have backed square out* if dad 
had not already bought the tick­
ets.”

Discmh<uked At Cisco
“ Well we arrived in due course 

and were met at Cisco by a son-in- 
law, who had proceeded us. We 
settled our things in his wagon 
and headed for Callahan county. 
Mere we hav been ever since. 
We have lived on a farm near 
Cross Plains ail these years. We 
bought the place hero at Burnt 
Branch soma yea'-« a8°- a,Ml have 
raised some mighty fine crops. 
Dad worked his land until he 
just had to «dve it up. however, 
he still wurks: cutting the Wood, 
building fir^, and the like. We 
have to watcii him or he will 
slip off and dc work that is 
much too karri for him. Here 
she paused and chuckled, then 
with a sober l<*>k on hcr 
told of an incident that came near 
to Uing serious. “About throe 
years ago" . pha explained, “dad 
climbed a tree to off some

CASTOR PLANT MAY  
PROVIDE AREA WITH  
ANOTHER CASH CROP
M, D. L. Van Over, foremost 

authority on the castor plant and 
executive director of the farm in­
dustries bureau of the Woburn De­
greasing company' of Patterson, N.- 
J., will address civic, business and 
agricultural leaders at a Cisco 
chambe^of commerce forum Friday, 
February Id, at 7 :80, Cisco officials 
announced Tuesday.

Van Over, under whose direction 
thorough tests of castor plant pro­
duction iiossibilities have resulted 
in large scale plantings at Browns­
ville, Texas, and in Florida, said 
that a market exists for 5,000,000 
acres of commercial castor hybrids 
from which paint drying oils, sule 
stituting for the imported tung o i l ; 
insecticides, rope, plastics and a

dead limbs. He was out on a 
big limb sawing away when a 
neighbor saw him.

Life’s Best Assets
And on and on, talking of 

beautiful things that make life 
worthwhile, friends and neigh­
bors of today, friends and loved 
ones resssurected from happy' 
yesterdays all complete the pict­
ure of daily life for them. Simple 
homey folks, whose abiding faith 
in God and love of things about 
them have exemplified them in 
the eyes of their friends.

They have gone a long way to­
gether. Three score years and 
ten, with four months to spare. 
A remarkable record, 70 years 
together and both living to tell 
the Ttory of their most interesting 
experiences.

great number of other products are 
made.

Growing tests of the six hybrids 
developed for industrial use will be 
made in this section of the state, 
the Cisco, chamber o f commerce 
laid. The commercial plants, de­
veloped by Mr. Van Over and his 
experts, are far different from the 
ordinary variety of castor. The 
hybrids grow to heights of 20 to 25 
feet and produce different kinds 
of beans, stalk aud leaves, all of 
which are utilised in ‘industry.

“I have nothing to sell." said 
Mr. Van Over. “We are interested 
in production and I shall coin** to 
Cisco prepared for the farmers and

businessmen to throw everything at 
me but the furniture, I shall be 
ready to answer their questions, and 
I shall speak frankly. We want the 
people to understand the castor 
plant and its jiossibilities, and we 
want them to know that it is no 
gold mine, but that the plant, if it 
is adaptuble to yonr territory, will 
be just another cash crop. There 
are difficulties, but they can he 
overcome and we are willing to 
work with the people to make the 
crop a success if they are interest­
ed.”

Van Over said that a minimum 
of 12,000 acres of production is es­
sential ordinarily to make a pro­
ject successfuL

It is the policy o f the Woburn 
industries to assure the grower of 
the crop a percentage o f  profit equal 
to the percentage made by the pro­

cessors, said Van Over.
Dr. Gilbert C. Wilson, prof,.**,, 

of chemurgy at North Texas state 
Teachers college and a former ('iM*
foiuni speaker, Is also expected' t'0 
be there Friday night. Wilson's rt  
searches in a starch sweet iKxtntxi 
culture have attracted nuM<m-Wjqe 
attention. lie  has been working 
closely with Van Over in the castor 
program in Texas.

The Cisco forum will be held at 
a dinner ut the First Christian 
church. II. II. Monk, Cisco militia 
executive, and chairman of the 
forum committee of the chumlier, 
will preside.

Poultry lias been the subject und­
er discussion at Calluhau County 
home demonstration club meetings 
(he past six weeks.

Mrs. C. M. Garrett a successful 
poultry raiser of Cross Plains says 
that the production from a flock 
depends on what has i>een bred into 
the chicks. Chicks that are bought 
to raise for pullets should come 
from a high, egg producing flock.

Mrs. W. E. McCollum of Enter­
prise thinks that to keep a flock 
producing one important thing is 
to have comfortable housing.

Mrs. 8mirh o f Admiral says tlrut 
a flock cannot keep up a high egg 
yield unless feed grains and a lay­
ing mash is fed.

Mrs. A. L. McIntosh sya that the 
cheapest laying mash is not always 
the most economical when results 
are counted. If one ruise» their 
own grains to put into u laying 
mash *hen it is cheaper to mix 
one’s own but otherwise it is cheap­
er to buy it already mixed and pro­
portioned.

Mrs. J. A. Yarbrough of Union 
says healthy chicks ure easier to 
keep than to try to get a sick bunch 
well. She advocates vaccinating a 
healthy flw k before they get sick.

Mrs. Jeff Cla-k, Cross Plains, 
says that a flock of hens to do their 
best must he free of Internal par­
asites. Capsules is a sure, quick 
way of getting rid o f fhe round 
worm—or 2% ground tobacco may 
be fed in the mash.
