PUTNAM TO REFINANCE 
WATER BONDS VOTED IN 
1926 AT LOWER INTEREST

at

Tne Putnam water bonds voted 
in 1926, have fiually been refinanced 
after about 18 months work getting 
the holders signed up to go ahead. 
The agreements, as outlined to re­
finance. The City is to issue bonds 
to the amount of the old bonds that 
were voted in 1926. There is more 
than ten thousand dollars of se­
cured interest that has not been 
paid. This interest will be canceled 
and the interest om the new- bonds 
will las 2 per cent for the first five 
years, 2%  per cent the next five 
years, and 3 per cent the next ten 
years, with an increase to 3*4 per 
cent the last ten years making 
thirty years.

We were paying 6 per cent on 
the old bonds, which esualed $1,860 
per year interest, and nothing in 
the sinking fund. With the new 
issue tlie interest will be $560 und 
a sinking fund of about $930 mus­
ing a total of only $490 to pay the 
interest and create a ainkiilg fund 
to retire tlie bonds at maturity, this 
is $370 less than was taking to pay 
the interest on the old bonds. The 
city council will go over all rendi­
tions atl soon as the new* bonds are 
issued and renew ami equalize 
tlie valuations. The valuations are 
$170,000 at present, which is to high 
as there is much property living 
rendered to high. The council thinks 
the valuation can be reduced by 
about 30 per cent and have suf­
ficient funds for interest and sink­
ing fund. They think the valu­
ation will be around $130,009 and 
at the present rate it will bring 
iu about $1750 which will leave a 
balunce of about three hundrqd 
dollars to take cure of delinquents.

ALL SHOULD GIST THE TITIJC 
TO THEIR CAR AS SOON 
AS POSSIBLE

The certificate of title act. passed 
by the ’ ast session of the State 
Legislature, is now in effect. The 
net requires all cu ■ owners to have 
certificate of title on their cars 
before the car cun he sold. It is 
now unlawful to sell u car or truck 
unless the seller has a certificate 
of title.

The County Tux Assessor-Collect­
or is the ugent for the State De­
partment of Public Safety who is­
sues the certificate of titles, and 
all car owners should apply to (Vaf 
Hollitigshead, County T^x Asses­
sor-Collector and make implication

In making "application for certi 
ficate of title, legal evidence must 
la* submitted, showing ownership, 
such as hill of sale, manufacturers 
of the seller giving i bill of sale 
to Ihe car he Ls selling. Toe bill 
of sale Is still to be given ami re­
corded in the County Tax-Asses­
sor -CX>1 lector's office ns tmforpi 
and application f«>- certificate of 
title should la* made at that time.

The applications for certificate 
of titles ure sworn to lx*fore a Not­
ary Public and show all loins ag­
ainst the car or truck, and show 
all lei ns against tires, radios, or 
any other accessories.

The statutory fee of twenty five 
cents is required for each applic­
ation for certificate o f title. The 
titles are issued by the departm;) .  
of public safety at Austin, Texas, 
and certificate of title is mailed 
directly to the applicant from there.

The applications must be filled 
out on a tyiiewrlter or printed in 
black ink, and the applicant must 
sign in black, since a photostatic 
copy is made of the application.

It would he much simpler if all 
car or track owners would make 
application for their certificate 
of title as soon as possible, by the 
end of the year, then when they 
desire to trade or sell their car or 
truck, there would lie no delay in 
making the transaction.

No certificate of title is required 
for trailers.

To register a 'oil., to clean a 
lein, or to correct uiiy error that 
might be on a certificate of title, 
the owner must apply for a “cor­
rected certificate of title.”

All cars huve to have the title 
by 1042, but Olaf Holliugshead, 
County Tax-Assessor-Collector, urg­
es all to obtain tiie title is  soon us 
possible.

Allotments wilt 
not he set up for peanuts grown 
for hay or for use on the farm.

Allotments will not be figured 
until county and individual peanut 
histories are received and the state 
allotment is set, Vance said.
