number on record. He then asked 
for sufficient poison to treat 50,- 
000 acres of land.

The first car load is going to be 
distributed at the rate of 1 pound 
to the field acre. It takes about 
10 pounds of poison to the acre 
for adequate results. A strip two 
tenths of a chain wide around a 
hundred acre field would cover 
about three acres. At 10 pounds 
per acre it would require 30 
pounds . Therefore 100 pounds 
would treat 100 acres three times 
which should about take care o f 
the situation.

F’armers are asked to bring suf­
ficient sacks to handle the mash 
as the bran must have the poison 
mixed with it before the agent 
can let it go. It is suggested that 
some extra help be brought along 
if much is to be gotten, as it is 
some trouble to do the mixing.

There are five counties that got 
poison in this shipment. They are 
Wichita, Cottle, Haskell, Throck­
morton, and Callahan.

The value of the shipment cal­
culated at current market prices 
of the materials would be $1,000, 
and should treat about 40,000 
acres.

With government farm 
benefits added the income of Tex­
as from cotton last year was only 
about half as much as that of 
1928. But if Texas ir to continue 
to  produce cotton even on the re­
duced scale of last year, foreign 
markets must be maintained for 
more than 2,650,000 baits of a ex- 
aa cotton. And if it is to restore 
its production to pre-depression 
levels, foreign markets must be 
found for nearly two million bales 
o f  Texas cotton. Meantime, it 
must be kept n mind that ev­
en outside o f Texas more cotton 
is produced than is consumed 
within the borders of the United 
States. American cotton must be 
sold profitably outside of the Un­
ited States or Texas must quit 
growing cotton.

One factor making for inflation 
since 1932 hac been an increase 
in the amount of funds borrowed 
to finance purchases on the in­
stallment plan.

Such financing in 
1936 amounted to $1,716,000,000 
(billion) as compared with $1,- 
616,000,000 (billion) in the prede­
pression year 1923, an increase of 
6.2 per cent. The year 1937 
started off with automobile financ­
ing running at an annual rate o f

the national income in 1936 was 
24.5 per cent lower than in 1929, 
there is considerable evidence that 
the debt incurred through install­
ment purchases is approaching an 
amount which can not be greatly 
expanded. The curtailment o f in­
stallment in 1930, 1931, and 1932 
was accompanied by deflation o f 
the national income notwithstand­
ing the inflationary influence o f 
government borrowing.— Goldth- 
waite Eagle.

“ It is lamentable that the Con­

stitution can be violated with im­
punity and the people will applaud 
the act, especially, if the Federal 
funds with the violation are com­
ing, ‘they rre now looking and 
voting for a handout.’ ”

“ We are supposed,”  Mr. Terrell 
continued, “ to have an independ­
ent Congress, and Supreme Court, 
but the facts disprove it. The 
President believes that the Con­
stitution is resilient or elastic and 
that Congress can legally enact 
any law under the general welfare 
clause which read as follows: ‘The 
Congress shall have power to lay 
and collect taxes, duties,imposts 
and excises to pay the debts and 
provide for the common defense 
and general welfare o f the United 
States.’ This taxing article is 
broad, but is limited by the 10th 
amendment, which reads as fol­
lows ‘The powers not delegated to 
the United States by the Consti­
tution, nor prohibited by it to the 
States respectfully or to the peo­
ple.’ This article virtually repeals 
the general the general welfare 
clause.

“ Congress has enacted laws

The ten thousand word report 
o f the judiciary committee of the 
United States was made to the 
United States Senate Monday. It 
recommended the rejection o f the 
Roosevelt bill in blistering terms 
branding it, “ a needless futile, 
and utterly dangerous abandon­
ment o f  constitutional principle.’* 
“ It should be so emphatically re­
jected that its parallel will never 
again be presented to free repre­
sentatives o f the free people of 
America.”  “ It contains,”  the ma­
jority said, “ the germ of a system 
o f centralized administration of 
law *hat would enable an execu­
tive so minded to send his judge 
into every judicial district in the 
land to sit in judgment o f contro­
versies between the government 
and its citizens.” The report fu r­
ther stated that the bill would not 
accomplish its purpose; would 
destroy the independence of the 
jadictfary and would make the 
government “ one o f men rather 
than one of law."

Proposing an amendment to Sec 
tion 16, Article XVI, o f  the Con­
stitution o f Texas, providing that 
the Legislature shall authorize 
the incorporation o f banking bod­
ies and provide for the supervis­

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE

Section 1. That Section 16, Ar 
tide XVI, o f the Constitution o f 
Texas, be amended so as to here­
after read follows:

“ Section 16. The Legislature 
shall by general laws, authorizek

ing privileges, and shall provide 
fo r  a system o f  State supervision, 
regulation and control of such 
bodies which will adequately pro. 
tect and secure the depositors and 
creditors thereof.

“ No such corporate body shall 
be chartered until all o f the an- 
thorized capital stock has been 
subscribed and paid for in full in 
cash. Such body corporate shall 
not be authorized to engage m 
business at more than one place 
which shall be designated in it« 
charter.

“ No foreign corporation, other 
than the national banks of the 
United States, shall be permitted 
to exerdse banking or discounting 
privileges in this State.’ ’

Sec. 2. The foregoing amend­
ment to the Constitution shall be 
submitted to a vote o f the quali­
fied electors o f this State at an 
election to be held throughout 
the State on the fourth Monday 
in August, 1937. At this election 
all voters favoring the proposed 
amendment shall write, or have 
printed, on their ballots the fol­
lowing words:

“ For the amendment o f Section 
16 to Article XVI o f the Consti­
tution o f  the State of Texas, pro­
viding for the amount of the 
liability o f stock-holders in State 
banks.”

Those voters opposing said 
amendment shall write, or have 
printed, on their ballots the fol­
lowing words:

“ Against the amendment of Sec­
tion 16 o f Article XVI o f the Con­
stitution o f the State o f Texas, 
providing or the amount o f the 
liability o f stDek-holders in State 
banks.”

Sec. 3. The governor o f the State 
o f  Texas is hereby directed to is­
sue the necessary proclamation 
for such election, and to have 
same published as required by the 
Constitution and the amendments 
thereto.

Sev. 4. The sum of Five Thous­
and Dollars ($5,000.00), or so 
much thereof as may be neces­
sary, is hereby appropriated out 
o f any funds o f  the State o f Tex­
as, not otherwise appropriated, to 
pay the expenses o f such election.

In the course o f the past few j 

weeks I have treveled, mostly by • 
motor-car, a couple of thousand 
miles around the state of Florida.' 
In the ten years since I have vis­
ited Florida, tremendous changes 
have taken place. Florida is no 
longer a “ boom” state, but is 
building on the solid foundation 
o f agriculture and industry, into 
what is destined to become one of 
the nation’s greatest common­
wealths.

There are 2 1-2 million perma­
nent residents in Florida. There is 
room for ten times as many with­
out crowding.. Florida is still a 
pioneer state. Only a fraction of 
its natural resources have yet 
been developed. I know of no part 
of America where such opportun­
ities await young men who have 
the American pioneer spirit as in 
Florida.

And, all things considered, I 
know o f not part of the country 
where living conditions are, on the 
whole, so comfortable and so 
healthful, or where one can live 
so cheaply the year around.

Did you who read this ever hook 
a ten-pound black bass? If you 
are a fisherman and want the 

| thrill of your life, come down to 
Florid* and cast your line into 
any o f the ten thousand fresh­
water lakes. Ten-pounders are 
commonplace I have seen hund­
reds of bigmouth bass weighing 
up to fifteen pounds, caught in 
Florida’s inland lakes. We hear a 
lot about the big game seafish, 
tarpon, sailfish, tuna, and others, 
but little about the fresh-water 
fishing of Florida, which is hard 
to beat anywhere, and costs no­
thing for the ordinary citizen to 
enjoy.

It is hard to find a spot in Flor­
ida that is more than a couple of 
miles or so away from good fish­
ing. You drive right to the fishing 
grounds over smooth, hard sur­
faced roads.

At Kissimmee I saw cowboys 
complete with ten-gallon hats, 
flannel shirts, and chaps, and with 
“ six-guns”  slung on the hip, just 
like the movies. One ranch near 
there runs 50,000 head.

They are breeding up the Flor­
ida cattle into better beef grades. 
The Brahma bulls, imported from

Florida orange and grapefruit 
growers are getting their indus­
try organized and are doing bet­
ter than they used to in the face 
of California competition. One of 
the problems of the citrus indus­
try which has been solved in the 
past few years, is to make orange 
juice and grapefruit pulp avail­
able everywhere the year around.

I went through the largest cit­
rus cannery, in Orlando. They 
can the grapefruit itself, its juice 
and orange juice, and then from 
the peels extract an essential oil 
which sells for $16 a pound, and 
from the residue left over mani- 
factu^e an oil-cake for cattle . 
feed, which is said to be very pop- 
ular with the young stock.

AAA Worksheets to State Board
County agricultural conserva-, 

tion committee composed of Steve 
N. Poster, Chairman, Lestei Far­
mer, and Chas. D. Straley, in co­
operation with Agricultural As­
sistant A. L. Cook, finished the 
616 worksheets that were signed j 
hy the farmers for the 1937 AAA 1 
program and handed them to the 
county agent to be sent to the 
state board on Friday of last 
week. The State board at College 
Station will analyze the material 
and indicate to the committee such 
needed adjustments as will be re­
quired to be made on each work­
sheet to get it in shape' to be pre­
sented for final acceptance.

Mr. Foster stated that the 
plane table measuring crews now 
engaged in correctly maping each 
form that is cooperating with the:

Worm Poultry in Tune—

June is the first of the two 
good months to worm the poultry

It means a cheaper cost of 
feeding too, since worms cause a 
poor digestion of the foods taken 
and also cause the birds to become 
subject to many of the ailments 
that poultry, whi:h includes all 
birds on the farm, are subject to 
have.

The capsule re­
commended is tetrachlorethylene.

Two hundred ad fifty thou­
sand acres o f the proposed 1,- 
000,000 acre tract has already 
been acquired, and the Mexican 
government is planning to match 
the Texas acreage with land just 
across the border. The completed 
international park will include 2,- 
000,000 acres.

Photographic? film “ gfctown”  in 
Texas rice fields, sweet-potato 
automobile fuel, soy bean tele­
phones and door-knobs, cotton- 
upholstered highways, cottonseed

815,035 bales of lint and 231,926 
o f linters compared with 1,987,- 
280 of line and 293,972 o f linters 
on April 30 this year, and 1,098,- 
784 and 236,535 on May 1st, last 
year. This report shows the mill 
stock to be 726,000 bales larger 
than last season.
