New Warning Lines
Painted on Highways

Describing work ‘ of the State
Highway Departq\ént in its efforts
to make Texas highways safer for
all motor vehicle operaiors and
redestrians, Harry S. Phillips,
traffic engineer of that depart-
ment, calls attention to the appear-
ance of additional paint lines on
highw‘ays throaghout ,the state.

“Under 2 ‘recent ' program - all
hard surfaced roads on the state
highway syster~ have been painted
with a center stripe,” Mr. Phil-
lips said. “The addition of one or
two lines to the existing center
stripe .indicates a, warning where
single lines of traffi~ are essential.”

One additional line is used on
curves and hills where sight dis-
tance. is restricted, the trafic en-
gineer pointed out, It is ‘placed
on.the right-hand'side of the cen-
terline approsching a point of

short sizht distance and continues |

to a point from which the driver
is able to see at ‘least 1,000 feet
ahead.

“In certain sectigns of the state
where the hig have limited
sight distance each way, warrant-
(ing single line traffic in both di-
rections  they are painted with
three stripes,” Mr, PLillips said,
“and  motor wuhicle  operators
should never pmlmﬂ)ﬂ' vehicle
in such locations, Not only does
there exist a possible chance of
meeting an approuching vehidle
but frequently the curvature of
the road demands a slower speed.”
