GROTE REPORTS
ON VEICH SEED
"47 PRODUCTION

Production of bairy veteh seed
in Texas in 1947 is estimated at
3,900,000 pounds of clean seed, ac-
cording to A. R. Grote, Jr., Calla-
han Countyt Agemnt. This figure
compares with 1,600,000 pounds
bharvested in 1946, The 1947 cpop
was produced on 37.000 harvested
acres with yields averaging 105
pounds, Last year only 6,000 acres
were harvested for seed and per

acre yields averaged 265 pounds.

Encouraged by favorable yields
and benefits gofle in Callahan
sandy Iaod, wgreatly ex-
panded acreages of hairy vetch in
the fall of 1M6 for harvest in
1947, however stands were some-
what reduced l)f low temperatures

in Janunary 1947, Furthermore,
says Grote, heavy infestation of
aphids and lack of sufficient

spring moistare combined to limit
harvested acreage and reduce
vields to only 40 per cent of those
of the preceeding year,

For the United States the 1947
production of 21900000 pounds of
hairy vetch was sharply above the
12,490,000 pounds harvested in
1946, but below the S.year (1941-
1945) average production of 23,-
746,000 pounds of clean seed. A-
bout 60 per cent of the 1947 total
came from Oreg n, with Arkansas
and Texas contributing 19 and 18
per cent respectively,

Average per acre yie]d in the
U. 8. for 1946 was 221 pounds,
with Texas 265. For 1»47 the U. 8.
yvield was 218 pounds per acre with
Texas only 105. Since these figures
are only for a twoyear period,
they do mnot present a ecomplete
picture of the situation,

Dr. G. W. Cox Warns
Against Winter llls

fReasonal health hazards for
young children are to be guarded
against in the wintertime jnst as
carefully as they are in the sum-
mertime in the opinion of Dr. Geo.
W. Cox, State Health Officer.

“Kvery mother is familiar with
go-called summer complaints which
affect small children but certain
winte * diseases can be just as
harmful and are just as likely. to
make their appearance \lmler}s‘ pro-
per precautions are used during
the approaching geason,” Dr. Cox

In the group of winter diseases
Dr Cox included influenza, tonsi-
litis, pneumonia, bronchitis, asth-
ma, and even diptheria when a
child has not had diptheria im-
munization. Any such disease af-
fecting a child’'s respiratory or
breathing system is apt to be very
serious and all too often fatal
Pneumonia often developes from a
neglected cold or may follow a
severe case of measies or whoop-
ing cough. Bronchitis conditions
may also prove to be an after ef-
fect of such diseases and these
respiratory ailments are much
more difficult to combat success-
fuily than the digestive ailments
which are prevailent in the sum-
mertime, and known as summer
complaints.

Business failures are still on the
increase. According to Dunn and |
Bradstreet, Commercial and indus-
trial failures in the week ending
October 2, rose to the highest point
for any week since early July with
81 concerns failing as compared
with 77 the preceeding week and
28 one year ago.
the sharp rise from a
year ago, the total was far below
279 reported for the comparable
week of 1939.

Three fourth of the weeks fail-
ures involved liabilities of $5,000
or more, with sixty four in that
group compared with 65 in the pre-
ceeding week and 22 one year ago.
