TYPHUS FEVER
AUSTIN, Texas.— Wars have been 

lost by generals and won by epide­
mics of rat borne Uisea3es, accord ng 
to Ur. Ilan3 Zinz:r in his recent book* 
— Rats, Lice, and History. Texas has 
mere of the disease that Dr. ZInzer 
has written about, typhus fever, than 
any other state, according to Dr. 
John W. Brown, State Health Officer.

There are two types of typhus 
fever— the epidemic or Old World 
type, and the epidemic or New World 
type, known as Brill’s Disease. In the 
former the death rate is very high 
and in the latt-r, commonly found in 
Texa?, it is very low. The most cases 
appear during the hot months. The 
rat anj mouse are the reservoirs of 
this dis use and it is spread to man 
by fleas, lice, cr ticks that have fed 
on an infected rat. The cycle being 
tat flea man.

The symptom? o f typhus lover arc 
very similar to tho3e of hyphoid fever, 
except the course of typhus is .gener­
ally two weeks. The onset o f the dis­
ease is usually sudden with chills, 
fever, headache, and general body 
pains. Nausea may be preaant. The 
fever rises rapidly to a miximum of 
105 d ’ groes. There it also a reddish 
mottling of the skin and hacking 
cough is generally present.

Typhus fever could be prevented by 
the eradication of rats and mice. This 
would not only rciult in the preven­
tion of much suffering but would be 
c f  great economic value as it it esti­
mated that th? damage by rodents a- 
rnounts to about twelve million dol­
lars annually in Texas.

Austin, Texas.— Selection of Texas 
boys for enrollments in CCC camps 
will be confined hereafter strictly io 
young rnen whose families are on the 
relief rolls, it has been announced by 
Neal E. Guy, enrollment supervisor 
for the state.

Guy said federal officials had res­
cinded all instructions which formerly 
provided for enrollment of worth} 
unemployed boys and so-called border 
line cases.

“ Henceforth we may admit to CCC 
camps only applicants who can make 
a proper allotment to dependents. It 
has been ordered that selectees for 
enrollments beginning June 15 must 
in every case represent families on 
the public relief rolls. This means 
that in the approaching enrollment 
period, the 12,000 young Texans tak­
en into the camps should represent 
12,000 families from the relief rolls.”

Counties unable to supply their 
quotas from relief roll families will 
not be permitted to select non-relief 
applicants but will nctfify the state 
enrollment, officer, who will fill the 
quota from a eour..y which ha* more 
eligible candidates than its quota wHl 
allow it to choose.

First phase of the enrollment be­
ginning about June 17 will affect only 
a very few counties, since only 929 
boy? will be accepted at that time. 
The second period, July 1 to August 
31, will be governed by completion of 
new camps now under construction.

VIOLATION OF LAW T O ,
LET STOCK RUN ON HIGHWAY

An act o f the 44th legislature and 
already in effect makes it unlawful 
to allow live stock of any kind to* run 
at large on the highways 01 the State 
of Texas, where the right of way is 
fenced. The new law classifies the vio­
lations as a misdemeanor, and places 
the penalty at not more than a fine 
of 200 dollars and cost of suit. The 
enforcement is vested in the State 
highway patrol, and the local county 
officials. If there is a. case filed, it will 
be a county court case as the fine and 
cost could go'higher than 200 dollars, 
with a minimum fine and cost of $19.

V HAT ARE DEMOCRATIC 
PRINCIPLES?

We have been voting the Democrat­
ic principles for about thirty years 
without any prefixes or suffixes or at 
least we thought we were, but there 
hasn’t been a thing that the demo­
cratic platform adopted at the Chi­
cago convention that has been enact­
ed into law, or has there been an ef­
fort made to enact into law any of 
its principles. There has been an 
effort made concerning the repeal 
plank but it has been only half way. 
They repealed prohibition but they 
refused to protect the dry states as 
the platform called for, as they prom­
ised to take the tax off of liquor and 
reduce the price until it would be un­
profitable to the bootlegger; but in­
stead they raised the tax and the 
peddler is in a better position to 
make and sell illicit liquor than he 
has ever been. The following arti­
cle is copied from another paper: 
“ There are many so called Demo­
crats who criticise the President and 
congress and the AAA. They are 
asked to offer a plan that is more 
workable and better, and they admit 
they can’t do it. It is always an easy 
matter to pick some petty instance 
wherein an injustice had been done 
anti direct criticism at the program 
under which it came, but it is pain­
fully hard to offer a better plan in­
stead. _ _

“ This writer believes that any per­
son who is not able to offer a better 
plan than is now in operation would 
do himself and his fellowman much 
more good by making an intelligent 
study of the present program and its 
many benefits. No man can des­
tructively criticise the President and 
the congress and truthfully claim he 
is a Democrat. For the President and 
the congress are in the majority men 
of the highest standing.”

If the writer of the above quota­
tions had been keeping up with what 
was being done at Washington, and 
what was being proposed he might 
not have put himself in such an em­
barrassing position about saying that 
there had not been a better plan of­
fered.

The Domestic Allotment Plan has 
been offered by two or three mem­
bers of the lower house, which is a 
better plan. Under the Domestic Al­
lotment Flan there would be a pro­
duction control, but each farmei 
would be permitted to plant all' of 
any crop he might desire, and re­
ceive a bonus on .the amount used for 
domestic purposes, which would put 
millions of people back on the pay­
roll in a productive line; and it is 
proposed that the farmer be pai£ 
more bonuses under this plan than 
under the present plan. Why should 
there be any objection to a plan ot 
this kind?

At thfe las. Democratic convention 
at Chicago they wrote into the plat­
form a resolution demanding a low­
ering of the tariff laws of the UnitcJ 
States and every congressman and 
the president was elevated on that 
platform, but what has been done a- 
long that line ? This would permit 
foreign competition to come in an 
lower industrial prices, and as tha> 
were lowered more we would be pu 
to work, which would stimulate duo 
iness, and the surpluses would b 
wiped out, creating a demand for -as\ 
material, which would b.ost the price 
of all farm commodities, bring th 
prices up in the rural districts, and 
reduce them in the industrial dis­
tricts until they become on a parity 
basis and than we would be on our 
Toad to recovery. We cannot have 
recovery as long as the rural dis­
tricts operate >n one dollar and re­
purchase at a price of two dollars ani 
ten cents.

acres in cotton are to be measured 
this year. Last year only the cotton 
acres growing or having been plant­
ed were measured. The restrictions 
on much o f ,the work was removed in 
that year because of the drouth. It 
doesn’t seem that any drouth exists 
this year. The supervisors also go 
to a farm and some times fail to find 
the farmer at home. If the rented 
acres are staked off it will be easy to 
find and measure even if  the producer 
is not around. Then the government 
feels that any person co-operating 
with it should have some extra mark 
of distinction to designate to the 
world that he is a co-operator.

The men who do the measuring get 
$3 a day flat and they pay all their 
travel expenses and furnish their 
own board. They surely can’t be 
charged with profiteering at the ex­
pense of the cotton section. Further 
more the parity payments were in­
creased this year from one cent per 
pound to one and one-fourth cents, 
which means an additional out-go of 
money. Expenses in administering 
the act* had to be cut down to meet 
this extra money to the farmers as 
no additional tax h -s been placed on 
the cotton that is processed.

Excess Pigs May be Given to Relief

Those farmers who are under a 
corn-hcg contract and have farrowed 
more than their allotment are per­
mitted to give them to the Relief 
Administrator who may give them 
out to those persons who may be able 
to feed a pig.

In connection with hogs a news item 
from the USDA Press says there are 
fewei hogs in the major hog produc­
ing nations this year than last year. 
Those mentioned are: Germany, Den­
mark, Netherlands, Czechoslovakia, 
and Poland. We are already decreas­
ed in the United States by the reduc­
tion program and drouth so that hog 
markets are up to parity as was in­
tended when the government entered 
the control program. The question 
now is how to successfully hold this 
production in line with enormous 
yields o f feeds coming up that are 
certain of making this year.

Wheat Prospects
If the present wheat seeded acres 

are harvested and the yield is accord­
ing to the latest government estimate 
there will be more than 650,000,000 
bushels made. There is an annual con­
sumption and sale of about 625,000,- 
000 bushels. There is about 160,000,-
000 bushels that will be carried over 
and with the 25,000,000 surplus bush­
els coming up this year there will be 
a carry over of about 185,000,000 
bushels which is more than is normal­
ly needed to be in reserve. In other 
words if from 125,000,000 to 140,- 
000,000 is on reserve there will be a 
fair price paid to the farmers and

CONSTITUTION . . explained
I hear many people expressing sur 

prise at. the unanimous decision of 
the Supreme Court of the United 
States, to the effect that Congress 
and the President cannot do anything 
they want to do. I have been surpris­

e d  at the number of my educated and 
intelligent friends who seem to have 
forgotten, if they ever knew, that 
there are ve: j  definite limits to the 

I power of the Federal Governmnt.
“ This is a democracy, isn’t it ? ”

; said one of them. “ Then why can’t 
| the elected representatives of the 
people carry out the desires o f the 

I people?”
My friend fell into a fundamental 

fallacy. Tbe United States o f Ameri 
ca is not and never has been a democ 
racy. It is a Federal Republic, which 

J is quite a different thing. In a democ 
j  racy every* citizen has an equal vote, 
i The nearest thirg to a democracy that 
I we have in America is the New Eng 
I land town meeting.

Under our Federal form of gov 
i ernment, citizens vote by States, and 
j it is the States and not the mass of 
| voters that are represented in the 
’ wo Houses of Congress. The presi 
dent is elected by States. He may be 
and sometimes has been elected witli 
out a majority of the popular vote.

FEDERATION . . .  o f states

What the Supremo Court rtempha

Even more important than its re 
iteration of the distinction between 
Interstate conmyjrce and intra state 
business was the Supreme Court’s 
reminder that Article One, Section 
One of Ihe Constitution reads thus:

“ All legislative powers heiebi 
granted shall be vested in a Congress 
of the United States.”

Congress has no authority to dele 
gate lawmaking power to the Execu 
tive. Not only NRA,-but many of the 
other new bureaus set up in the past 
two years, contained delegations of 
the lawmaking power. It has been es 
timated that under executive orders, 
having the force of law, there were 
more than 5,000 new wayg in which a 
man could be fined or sentenced to 
jaiL

That does not deny to Congress the 
power to enact regulatory legislation 
for the Executive to enforce, but it 
ve affirms the duty of Congress to 
place explicit limits upon the power 
of the Executive. Without such limits 
it would not be difficult for a Presi 
dent to become a Dictator.

• • «r
SOCIALISM . . and dictators

The tendency of the times is defi 
nitely toward State Socialism. Three 
great nations, Russia, Italy and Ger 
many, now function under socialistic 
forms o f government.

The theory of State Socialism is 
that the citizen’s first allegiance is to 
the State. The theoiy of a Republic is 
that the State is the servant and not 
the master of tlie people. Human na 
ure being what it is, individuals can 
not be uniformly subservient to the 
State unless the State is prepared to 
usel force tq. compel subservience.

Dictators arise in times of distress 
because they can muster enough dis 
contented people behind them to en 
able them to seize control, and they 
maintain themselves in power by 
force and threats of force. Sometimes 
a distatorsliip wurks pretty well for 
a while, but I do not think the people 
or the United States have reached tho 
depth of despair which would make 
them willing to sacrifice their indivi 
dual rights to even the most benevo 
lent of dictators.

AMENDMENT . . .  the steps
Any time the people of the United 

States want to change their form of 
government they can do so in a very 
simple way. The Constitution itself 
provides two alternative ways of &• 
mending it. All that is necessary is 
for Congress to enact a joint resolu­
tion, setting forth the proposed 
changes, and submit it either to the 
legislatures of the different States or 
to special conventions in each State. 
If three quarters of the State legisla­
tures or conventions approve the a 
mendment, then it becomes a part of 
the Constitution.

There isn’t any other way but re 
volution to change our form of go * ■ 
ernment. It can’t be changed by a 
vote of the entire people of the Unit 
ed States, because, as 1 have pointed 
out, the United States is not a de 
mocracy. It is a, federation of States, 
and its Federal Government’s set up 
can only be changed by the States 
themSelves.

We have done a lot of amending of 
the Constitution in the 
146 years since it went into effect, 
but the basic princinl? of a federal 
unioni of independent States has not 
yet been tampered with.
