Now as to the old age pension, this 
bill will c o m  before the House one 
day this week, and I do not know 
what the result will be because the 
House is divided among itself. Some

'o f the membeig want to pay every 
person over 65 years of age and some 
of them want to pay only the poor 
and needy, so 1 am not in a position 
to inform the readers as to th j out­
come* Of course, it will requite ‘ots 
of money and the Legislature must 
laise the revenue; with which to pay 
this old age pension. However, the 
members of the Third House, known 
as the lobbyists, are already here 
working day and night to defeat any 

' new tax proposals in order to save 
themselves from paying any extra 
tax by which to pay the old age pen­
sion. I have been informed that where 
are lobbyists representing special in­
terests serving hot tamales and beer 
and other good beverages, T-bone 
steaks, etc., to their friends in the 
Legislature of this State. However, 
so far as la m  concerned I was more 
than willing to work day and night 
to comply with the Governor’s- re­
quest and get through with these 
bills pnd go home.

Now as to the County Officials’ sal­
ary bill, the county officers from all 
over Texas are pretty well represent- 

jed, and they naturally want all the 
money they can get. They are play­
ing on the sympathy of the Legisla­
ture saying that they do not make 
enough to get along on. Many of the 
county officials from big counties are 
receiving more salary than, the Gov­
ernor of this State, and are still ask­
ing for more. For this reason, the 
Legislature of this State should be 
careful not to agree to raise their 
salary because we have to consider

Every Corn-Hog Producer to 
Get Vote in AAA Poll—

I Every eligible corn-hog producer in 
i Callahan county, as well as each oi 

visitor ^*0 163 contract signers, is entitled 
to vote in the national corn-hog ref­
erendum Saturday, October 26, ac­
cording to H. N. Ebert, president of 
the County Conr-Hog Control As­
sociation.

All farmers have a stake in the 
question- Do you favor a corn-hog 
adjustment program to follow the 
1935 program which expires on N o v - '^  
ember 30, 1935? Therefore it is im­
portant to get the judgment of every 
eligible producer on the matter, he 
pointed out.

All operators and owners, or their 
official representatives, or farms 
which produced corn or hogs for sale 
in 1935 may vote, whether they sign­
ed com-hog contracts in past years 
or not. Community committeemen 
will determine the eligibility of vot­
ers. Each eligible person is entivled 
only to on,e, vote regardless of the 
number of farms he may own, or op­
erate, no matter where located.

made inquiry of the wheat crop. If  
too much was made the Khan bought 
the surplus and stored it in the gov­
ernment granaries; if the supply was 
short he would sell from his great 
granaries and thus keep his people 
supplied and have no suffering from 
too much or too little. That is an old 
example that is being put into mod­
em use by the Secretary of our coun­
try. The new amendments let the 
Secretary put into existence the “Ev- 
er-Ncrmal Granary Plan” which will 
insure the growers a rather even lev­
el in price range and yet be able to 
keep sufficient surplus on hand, to al­
ways be sufficient unto our own needs.

The wheat program may be enter­
ed by any grower of wluat who has 
had wheat grc ;.*n on the land he now 
farms during the base years of 1930, 
’31, and '32. He may not have 
grown wheat but two of those years, 
say 1931 and 1932. In that case he 
will have as a base the average of 
the two years or if -only the year 
1932 had wheat during the base per­
iod and :n each instance it is the in­
tention of the grower to grow wheat 
this year, his application will be eli­
gible. His base will be the average 
of the three, two, or one year produc- 
t: m. His allotment will oe the to­
tal amount divided by the full three 
years. He will reduce 5 per cent 
from, his base acreage this year. At 
no time can the Secretary demand 
more than a 25 per cent reduction of 
the base acreage.

Thera is much more interest in the 
new program than in the same pro­
gram presented ii 1933. Farmers ev- 
ery da, are awaking to the advan­
tage of cooperation with one a n th e r  
and to help hold the price to where a 
fair v a in  may be obtained fo^ the 
raw materials s0 raised.
