FREIGHT LOADINGS FOR WEEK

ENDING JULY 2§

The Association of American Rail-
roads announced Saturday that car
loadings of American roads for the
week ending June 29 were 618,036, an
increase of 50,189 above the proceed-
ing week but a reduction of 27,967
below the corresponding week in 1934,
and 28,694 below 1938. Miscellaneous
frieight totaled 237,728 cars, 11,389
above the proceeding week but 13,624
below 1984, and 1450 below 1933.

Less than car loads of merchandise
amounted to 157,388 cars, 817 above

of men, meeting in Jeru~alem about
400 B. €., selected the books which
we now have and certified for all
time that these and no others should
be the Old Testament. But such is not
the case. Ag the writing of these
books was an evolution, so was their
selection. Largely, they have been
preserved to us by the process known
as the survival of the fittest.

nearly thirty are referred to in the
Old Testament. Twenty-four of these
are sunk beyond all knowledge, The
slory about the sun standing still for
Joshua is quoted from an old book of
war songs known as the Book of
Jasher or the Book of the Just
(Joshua 10:13). David’s “Song of the
Bow” (II Samuel 1:18) is from the
same book, but except for these frag-
menty the Book of the Just has per-
isbed. So also has arother old song
book, The Book of the Wars of the
Lord, of which we have a tragment
in the twenty-first chapter of Num:

The books of Kings are largely
compiled from more extended records,
'which sometimes are referred to by
name, This is not the book of Clro-
nicles that we have, which wag writ-
ten long after the buok of Kings.

We see, then, that the Old Testa-
ment is the surviving portion of a
much larger number of books. It does
not comprise sacred s opposed to
secular books, but as the whole body
of ancient Hebrew literature now ex-
tant. Philo, an Alexandrian Jew who
