On July 2, 1776, the delegates from
the 13 colonies, meeting in Phila-
delphia, voted to separate from Brit-
ain. On that day, two days before
the Declaration of Independence was
signed, John Adams, later to become
second President of the United
States, wrote to his wife, Abigail:

“l am apt to believe that it (the
day) will be celebrated by succeed-
ing generations as the great anniver-
sary festival. It ought to be com-
memorated as the day of deliver-
ance, by solemn acts of devotion to
God Almighty. It ought to be solem-
nized with pomp an® parade, with
shows, games, sports, guns, bells,
bonfires, and illuminations from one
end of this continent to the other,
from this time forward evermore.

“You wili think me transported
with enthusiasm but I am not. I am
well aware of the toil and blood and
treasure that it will cost to defend
these States. Yet through all the
gloom I can see the rays of ravish-
ing light and glory. I can see that
the end is more than worth all the
means; and that posterity will tri-
umph in that day’s transaction, even
though we should rue it, which I
trust in God we shall not.”

Adams predicted pretty well the
nature of the celebration, although
