The world’s largest flying boat 
was successfully tried out the past 
week and made a very fine thirty- 
minute maiden flight.

Enterprise Home Demonstration 
Club Home Food Supply Demon­
strator, Mrs. Paul Shanks, has had 
an old cellar repaired for her ven­
tilated food storage spuce.

According to Mrs. Shanks, this 
cellar was constructed about twenty- 
five years ago, with the top made 
of cross ties and the walls finished 
with a mixture of gravel and cem­
ent. Now the top has been taken 
off, the cellar built up about two 
feet above the ground with rock and 
a concrete table top made, which 
the son, James Paul uses as a wat­
ermelon table, since it is under the 
grape arbor. The steps have been 
rebuilt, the walls, celling and floor 
concreted, a light connection made 
(Delco lights are used) and two 
ventilators added one for intake of 
cool air and the other as outlet with 
the space in square inches of the 
ventilators equaling the space in 
square feet of the cellar. The inlet 
ventilator coming within six inches 
of the floor. Ventilated storage 
shelves are being added that will 
permit free circulation of air be­
tween the containers of canned 
foods.

Mrs. Shanks reports that thus far 
this season she has canned: thirty 
quarts of snap beans, thirty—six 
quarts of peaches, twenty-two qts. 
of berries, twelve pints of pine­
apple and six quarts of berry juice. 
This brings her total number of 
containers, counting the ones left 
over from last year, to approxim­
ately four hundred and fifty.

This demonstrator plans her home 
food supply for the family of three 
and one hired hand.

Steers At $10.75

loads of two and three year old 
steers to the Wichita Packing Co., 
Dallas, at a price of $10.75 per 
hundred weight.

Small appliances, in need of re­
pairs, should be taken to the local 
office for inform., tion about parts 
and costs while repairs for major 
appliances in most cases can be 
made in the home.

MEDICAL SERVICE 
WILL BE LIMITED 

BY END OF 1942
Sacrifice of medical services to 

which they are accustomed will be 
demanded of civilians by the end 
of 1942, F. M. Hemphill, o? the 
State Health Department and Heal­
th and Emergency Medical Service, 
told 200 civilian defense administ­
rators nt the University of Texas 
lnet week.

The civilian defense officers were 
meeting in a three-day state wide 
conference at the University discuss­
ing the manifold problems of the 
civilian part in the war effort.

“ By the end of this year," Hem­
phill stated, “ less medical service 
will he available to civilians than 
' t any time since the beginning of 
scientific medicine. The services 
of our doctors and dentists and 
nurses are needed first by the arm­
ed Tirces. This is one of the sacri­
fices which civilians must make.”

The Oil Industry 
In Texas Employed 
240223 Men 1941

DALLAS, Texas—Juiy 17,—Near­
ly one million Texans get their en­
tire living from the Texas petro­
leum Industry.

This is shown by a study of Tex­
as petroleum employment and pay­
roll:; just completed by the Texas 
Mid-Continent Oil and Gas Asso­
ciation, research and service orgau- 
ization of Texas operators.

Employees of the Texas petroleum 
industry numbered -40,223 last year 
the association found. Multiplying 
this by four, the average to a fami­
ly. give* a Texas iietroleoiri army 
of 900,892 men, women and child­
ren directly supported by i ll and 
gas operations. This is almost one- 
sixth of tne state’s imputation.

The wage-earners of this group 
in 1941 earned $329,539,455, or near­
ly one-third of a billion dollars, the 
survey shows. Most of this was iu 
turn si>ent with Texas merchants, 
business and professional men, 
landlords, etc., for food, clothing, 
shelter, professional services and 
many other things.

The Texas petroleum industry’s 
payroll w„s only one of its expendi­
tures which amounted to around 
$750,000,000 u year by latest reports. 
Other expeuditires included lease 
and royalty payments to Texas far­
mers and ranchers, expansion of fac­
ilities including new wartime plants, 
and state, local and Federal taxes 

Last year Texas petroleum work­
ers paid $39,732,884 in direct state 
and local *axes. With this added to 
the $88,706,747 paid by the indus­
try itself, the Texas petroleum in­
dustry and its employees paid a tot 
ill of $128,4351,631 for State and ’.or­
al governmental purposes. This 
represents 55 per cent of the $2-34,- 
057,889 collected for such purposes, 
exclusive of sales, poll and inheri­
tance levies.

The possibility that the govern­
ment may have to impose priorities 
on telephone calls, particularly 
long distance ones, was hinted re­
cently '

Chairman James L. Fly, of the 
communications commission told 
n press conference that long dis­
tance calls had Increased more than 
fifty per cent in the last 18 months 
and that unless telephone use was 
cut down voluntarily there might 
be no escape from “undesirable al- 
ternat! ves.”

While lie said he hesitated to 
speculate, he mentioned as possi­
ble steps to ease the burden on 
telephone lines : Banning certain
classes of businesses, shifting tome 
types of business to certain hours, 
or a system of priorities.

The latter would be, in effect, 
rationing v, slh lines reserved for 
most important purposes.

Only last week, the Board of 
War Communications asked tele­
phone companies to do what they 
could to encourage a reduction in 
both local and long distance calls.

Important long distance calls re­
lating to the war effort, it said, had 
suffered long delays in some in­
stances because of jammed circuits.

Fly said that during May, 15 per 
cent of all toll calls were delayed 
by busy circuits.

During World War 1, German 

bombers over London were express­
ly forbidden by the Falser to drop 
bombs where any members of the 
British royal family resided.

Home Making Hints
To help homemakers translate 

bushels of fruit into probable num­
ber of quarts of finished products, 
the following information is given 
by County Home Demonstration 
Agent, Ellen Steffens, because when 
applying for sugar to use in can­
ning the rationing board asks “ How 
many quarts of fruit do you plan 
to can?” v

There are fifty pounds of fresh 
fruit in a bushel of peaches. On 
the average, this will make 18 qts. 
of canned fruit. A bushel of plums 
will make 30 quarts, and you caa 
expect 20 quarts or two or three 
gallons of juice from a bushel of 
grapes.

The food preservation budget re­
commended by the Extension Ser­
vice calls for about 50 quarts of 
canned fruit for every member of 
the family. This estimate is based 
on the Texas Food Standard. This 
Texas Food Standard calls for one 
serving of citrus or tomatoes or 
raw cabbage or strawberries or mel­
ons and one serving of other fruit 
daily. By following this plan you 
can be assured of plenty of fruit, 
fresh or canned, iu the diet.

FINE

“ Victory Food Special” is the 
name the Department of Agricul­
ture has given to these fruits, veg­
etables, or other farm products dur­
ing the period they are seasonally 
excessive supply. Right now the 
Victory Food Special is an all- 
American food. The tomato was 
first discovered growing in Mexico 
and was taken to Europe, then brou­
ght back to America where it was 
thought to be poison and was used 
only for decorative purposes. It is 
one of our most valuable sources 
of vitamin C and also contains vit­
amin A and B-l and iron. There 
are well over 4 million bushels of 
tomatoes on the market this year, 
15% over the average crop of 
tomato producing areas. This year 
we may find green ones in the stor­

es. Ordinarily these would have 
been allowed to ril>eU *n tlie frt‘i^llt 
cars l>efore reaching tte stores' 
is up to the homemakers now to do 
their part by selecting these nice 
green tomatoes and ripening them 
in the sunshine themselves since 
wartime requirements make it nec­
essary to keep the freight cars roil­
ing.

A Victory Garden has a place in 
the yard demonstration of Mrs. Al- 
bro Wilson, demonstrator in yard
improvement work, for the Midway 
H. 1>. Club. This garden has grow­
ing in it butter beans, pumpkin and 
pepper.

Rose bushes and lilac form the 
screen that hides tlie- service area 
of the yard. Home crepe myrtle and 
privet cutting have been rooted to 
be set in a permanent place this 
fall.

A food conservation goal °* •’,MI 
quarts has been set for herself by 
Mrs. T. Nixon, Home Food Supply 
demonstrator for the Clyde Helping 
Hand li. D. Club. Mrs. Nixou re- 
ports that she usually conserves 350 
to 400 quarts and that this year she 
expects to place on her pantry shel­
ves a quart of fruit for every day 
of the year. Vegetables can lie 
grown in a frame garden through­
out the year.

Storage space for this demonst­
rator is to l>e ventilated pantry in 
the corner of tin* kitchen. The idea 
of ventilated storage is not new 
since Mrs. Nixon has had a ventil­
ated closet used asf a milk cooler in 
previous years. working on the 
same principle as the ventilated pan­
try. This idea l«ing observed by 
this family in Arkansas.

Another demonstrator planning a 
frame garden for a part of her hon\e 
food supply work, is Mrs. Carl 
Cook, Ilcme Food Supply Demon- 

! strator for the Midway H.D. Club.

Fresh vegetables can be supplied 
through use of a frame garden most 
months of the year, ami since they 
are higher iu food values, demon­
strators are glad to mak» use of 
them in their demonstrations.

A lot of homemakers lately have 
been asking, “ How can I get rid of 
ants, expecially in the kitchen.” 

Here’s an answer from Cameron 
Biddall, entomologist for the A. and 
M, College Extension Her vice. He 
says methods for controlling ants 
arc bused on the way ants live — 
that is, in nests or .colonies. The 
queens live in the nests and are fed 
by the worker ants. Those are the 
ants you see running about looking 
fur food.
j, The secret of getting rid of ants 
fs to locate the nest and destroy the 
queen and the young ants. When 
you do that, the worker ants won’t 
live very long. Follow7 the trail of 
the ants to where they disappear. 
Try to fill the nest with a little 
carbon disulphide. — or if you 
can’t ge* carbon disulphide use 
kerosene or gasoline. Remember 
though: These are inflammable
materials. Don’t smoke or have 
any fire nearby while you use 
them.

If you can’t find the ant colony, 
try poisoned syrup as bait. Or 
sprinkle sodium flouride — powder 
along the edges of the kitchen floor. 
And of course, sweep up all crumbs 
promptly and keep your food sup­
plies in tight containers. That’s 
good ant. prevention.

The best advise, after all, Is: 
Destroy the ants home, before they 
Invade yours.
