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1« THE WORLD’'S COTTON

PRODUCTION
There is something wrong in
the cotton situation. Mr., Wallace

and his aids have been going
about over the country telling the
farmer that he need not fear for-
eign cotton growers as they diud
not know hkow to grow cotton and
if they did they could not finance
it, and that there was no danger
attached to the program and for-
eign grown cotton would not be

much competition to American
cotton, A
Let’s see just how this has

worked out: Beginning in 1912,
and avery five years after and
compare the production and see
how it compares according to re-
ports by the Department of Agri-
culture of the United States.

Five years ending in 1911-12,
the average American crop was
15,656,000 bales while that of for-
eign growths was 7,007,000 bales
and a world’s production of 22,
663,000 bales. 1916-17, the Unit-
ed States produced 11,559,000
bales while foreign countries pro-
duced 17,444,000 bales and a
world’s production of 19,0003,000
bales. In 1921-22 the United
States produced 8,285,000 bales
with fereign production at 6,955,-
000 bales and a world’s produc-
tion of 15,240,000 baies. In
1926-27 the United States pro-
duced 18,162,000 balcs while for-
eign production was only 9,808,
000 bales, with a world’s produc-
tion of 27,970,000 bales. In 1931-
32, the United States produced
16,877,000 bales while the foreign
crop was 9,587,000 bales,

Since we have had the New
Deal and the farm program since
1932, we will use a few compari-
sons. In 1986-37, the United
States has produced an average
of 12,250,000 bales while foreign
countries  produced 17,250,000
bales and a world’s production of
29,600,000 bales.

Taking the producfion and con-
sumption of world cotton for the
past 20 years, from 1911-12 to
1932-33, the United States pro-
duced and furnished for world
consumpticn 63 per cent of all
cotton used, while taking the
1936-37 period since the cotton
program was put into operation
we have only produced and fur-
nished world markets 41 per cent.
This analysis shows that we have
lost 63 down to 41 percent in four
years. In other words, where we
furnished 63 percent we now fur-
nish 41 percent.

Taking the crop in  1926-27
brough® an income to the Ameri-
can farmer of $1,271,000,000 (bil-
lion), in 1931-32 the farra income

has spent another $34,048,000,000
for expenses growing out of the
war. Twelve billion dollars were
loaned to the Allied nations. Most
of this debt has not been repaid,
and little of i¢ is likely to be paid.
Accvmulated interest on these
loans already amounts to ten bil-
lions.

Peace-time payments to Ameri-
can soldiers and sailors who sur-
vived have amounted to nearly 12
billion dollars in sixteen years.
No one can estimate how much
higher they may smount. These
[ ayments are continving. They in-
clude disability benefits, death
benefits, military and naval in-
surance payments, hospitalization,
vocational training, and the

THE EFFECTS OF ALCOHOL

Lesson for April 18th, Froverhs
23:29-32.

Golden Text: Proverbs 23:32.

We all realize that in this age
of automobiles and airplanes im-
moderate drinking can be a fear-
ful public menace. Last year 88,-
500 were killed as the result ot
motor vehicle aciidents, a new
record. This is an average of 740
lives a week, or 105 per day. The
relation of liquor to this mounting
death toll cannot be accurately de-
termined, but it is safe to say that
drunken driving has much to do
with it. Certainly arrests for
drunkenness have greutly increas-
ed. And many of the beer restau-
rants are worse than the old sa-
loons.

One of the most alarming fea-
tures of the present retrogression
is the great increase in the number
of women who are alcohol addicts.
Many of these are “debs” faithful-
ly observing the “cocktail hour”
in dressy cocktail suite.  While
many saloonkeepers privately ob-
ject to women at their bars, they
do not discourage their patronage
for they double their profits, and
their presence makes the trade
more respectable, John Barley-
corn knows that if he can catch
women when they are young, and
train them to become steady
drinkers that it is less likely thas
legislative bodies  will again
“crack down” on him.

What can we do about is? The
exerience with prohibition shows
that attempts to enforce abstin-
ence by law are likely to defeatl
their own ends. A more reason-
able approach to a solution of the
nroblem is to employ educational
facilities with such vigor as to
create the habit of moderation :t
not of abstinence. All children
should be encouraged to be total
abstainers, Young people whosa|
