Under the new tax reduction law 
all employees will have more take 
home pay after May 1st.

The bill is retroactive and gives 
the reduction from the first of 
January but taxes in excess that 
have been withheld cannot be paid 
back until the first of 1949 after 
your income tax report has been 
made.

Because of the new withholding 
I law rates should have been reduced

in computing the new withholding 
tax. Personal and dependency ex­
emptions, for example, have been 
increased from $500 to $600 each. 
Tax payers who are over 65 and 
blind persons, are granted addition­
al $600 exemptions, making a total 
of $2400 exemptions for a man and 
wife if both are 65 or older.

Dr. Geo. W. Cox, State Health 
Officer, has issued the following 
statements and suggestions con­
cerning thj control and prevention 
of poliomyelitis which is now oc- 
curing in some sections of the 
State.

Strict sanitary measures should 
be observed in all communities. 
Eliminate rats, mosquitoes, and 
houseflies, and destroy their breed­
ing places. Every effort should be 
n ade to secure approved garbage 
collection systems and sate water 
supplies. Where adequate municipal 
sewage disposal systems are not in 
operation, it is vitally important 
to maintain sanitary septic tanks 
and outdoor privies.

All swimming pools should main­
tain standards approved by the 
State Department of Health, which 
includes maintenance of proper 
cholorine level.

Only approved milk should be 
used, and raw foods and vegetables 
should be washed thoroughly be­
fore use, asd protected from flies, 
filth, and insects. All foodhandling 
establishments s h o u l d  adhere 
strictly to the State Law concern­
ing the steriliation of dishes and 
utensils. Those restaurants with in­
sufficient personnel to maintain ap­
proved sanitation should close one 
or two hours a day so that env 
ployees can assist in maintaining 
cleaniness.

Over-exertion in children should 
be avoided, and they should not 
visit in homes where there is ill­
ness. It is advisable to reduce to 
a minimum all human contacts, 
especially in children during an 
outbreak of this disease. It is not 
advocated that schools, churches, 
and theatres be closed.

Early symptoms of infantile pa­
ralysis are headache, fever, vomit­
ing, drowsiness, followed by stiff­
ness in the neck and back. When 
suspicious symptoms appear, a 
physician should be called im­
mediately.

Unions are created under the 
laws of the United States and 
should be held responsible for all 
the damages they may do to other 
peoples business by picketing or 
otherwise.

Most people are in sympathy with 
labor and willing to aid labor in its 
rights, in any way possible but are 
gainst, labor keeping a gang of 
radicals at the head of their unions 
that would destroy the American 
government in order to gain a few 
points for themselves. The rank 
and file of labor unions know when 
they are getting comparable wages 
with other classes of labor and are 
satisfied to continue working at the 
prevailing wages.

In the railway strike just averted, 
90 per cent of the brothei hoods 
had already accepted the allowance 
allowed by the mediation board ap­
pointed by the president and were 
continuing their employment but 
the other ten per cent were bent 
on pulling a strike. 18 unions out 
of a total of 21 were satislied.

The chances are that more than 
90 per cent of the workers of these 
three unions are satisfied with the 
wages they are receiving but these 
three would-be czars w£re not 
satisfied because they were not get­
ting anything out of the settle­
ment.

Here we are going to give a list 
of wages received by some of the 
employees: Freight engineers re­
ceived in 1939 $3,966, in 1947 $6,152 
and proposed pay in 1948 $6,785; 
passenger engineers, in 1939 $3,692, 
in 1947 $5,391, and proposed for 
1948 $6,025: firemen freight, in 1939 
$2,738, in 1947 $4,682, and proposed 
pay for 1948 $5,168.

These figures are taken from the 
rate sheets prepared in the Inter- 
State Commerce Comm'ssions rate 
book. They are the rates fixed by 
the commission. These figures are 
absolutely correct.

Every person should read and 
study these figures, and compare 
them with wages received by the 
reader and ask yourself the ques­
tion, Am r willing to pay a raise 
in freight rates and a raise in 
prices of everything I buy to sup­
port a strike of this kind? Re­
member tills condition has been 
bui.t up by laws passed by the New 
Deal administration. Don’t you 
think it is time to recourse?

Safer Pick-Ups

There is much picking up for 
the housewife to do around the 
house, and some of it is difficult 
or dangerous if done by hand. Be­
cause bums and cuts are among 
the most frequent home accidents 
suffered by women, more care 
should be taken with hot and sharp 
articles. There are ways to handle 
these dangerous articles without 
getting cut or burned, says Mrs. 
Bernice Claytor, extension home 
management specialist of Texas 
A&M College.

Tongs to pick up hot articles at 
the stove, outdoor fireplace or 
kitchen sink will save many burned 
fingers, she says. Use tongs to lift 
jars from hot water in canning, 
large vegetables from cooking 
water, baked potatoes from the 
oven or hot grates or lids from 
the fire. Use tongs to lift the silver­
ware from hot rinse water.

A small magnet will easily pick 
up pins and needles that have 
been dropped on the floor, and to 
save fingers and hands when a 
glass falls off a shelf or out of a 
cabinet, use damp cotton. The 
cotton will pick up the small 
splinters of glass and will offer the 
housewife protection from cuts, 
says Mrs. Claytor.

Q— I am taking on-the-job train­
ing in a hazardous occupation under 
the G-I Bill. In case of an acci­
dent, will Veterans Administration 
pay my hospital expenses at a 
local hospital.

A—No. Any disabilities incurred 
while training under the G-I Bill 
are considered non service-con nett­
ed, hut you may be able to estab­
lish eligibility for hospitalization ill 
a Veterans Administration hos­
pital because of your war service.

Q—I have not filed a claim for 
a service-connected disability, al­
though I did sustain minor wounds 
in combat. Am I eligible for a 10- 
point Civil Service preference?

A—Yes. A veteran who does not 
have a compensable disability may 
secure Civil Service preference if 
he submits proof that he was a- 
warded the Purple Heart.

Q—I have a G -I home loan, 
which, according to the present 
contract, has to be paid in 20 
years. Is it possible to have this 
loan extended to 25 years?

A—Your lender is the only per­
son who can extend the date on 
which the loan must be paid. Vet­
erans Administration will guaran­
tee one half, but not more than 
$4,000, of your home loan if it is 
to be amortized in 25 years or less.

A—No. Veterans with non-service 
connected disabilities may not re­
ceive out-patient treatment from 
Veterans Administration.

Q.—Cun veterans of the Spuniah- 
Amerioan War git Government in­
surance because of his service in 
the armed forces?

A.—No. Government Insurance 
was first made available to vet­
erans of World War I.

Q— M.v son, who is in a Veterans 
Administration hospital is trying 
to get ft pass to visit me. Will 
Veterans Administration pay for

his transportation to and from the 
hospital?

A— No. All travel while on leave 
from a Veterans Administration 
hospital is at the expense of the 
veteran.

<)—Should a claim ever lie filed 
by a veteran who lias lieen dis­
honorably discharged ?

A— It is always the privilege of 
a veteran to file a claim; but, to 
show entitlement, it must be es­
tablished to the satisfaction of the 
Administrator of Veterans Affairs 
that the veteran was insane at 
the time of commission of the act 
for which tlic dishonorable dis­
charge was issued.

The higher rates will be paid 
automatically to those GI Bill 
Trainees whose existing applica­
tions with VA contain the informa-

tion needed to certify them for in­
creases, VA said.

Adjustments for disabled veter­
ans training under the Vocational 
Rehabilitation Act (Public Law 16) 
and qualified to receive additional 
benefits also will be automatic.

When additional information is 
needed from veterans training un­
der the GI Bill, the vteran will 
receive a form from VA askisg for 
the necessary data. The first of 
these forms are already in the 
mail, VA said.

Veteran-trainees are urged to 
fill in the forms completely and 
return them promptly to VA. Ad­
justments tv' 11 be made on the 
basis of the completed form.

The first adjustments that pos­
sibly can be made will be in the 
June subsistence allowances pay­
able on or shortly after July. It 
is more likely that most of the 
initial payments at the higher 
rates will not be made before the 
July subsistence checks are sent 
out about August 1, VA said. The 
increased benefits are retroactive 
to April l in most cases.
