We have tried the one
putting price up artificially and
raising the wages of industria] labor
for three years and it has shown to
be a failure, since we find that the
number on relief has increased by
more than two million in the last
eighteen months and naturally un-
employment has increased in the
same proportion as the more people
that are getting employment checks
the less there are on relief, If prices
and wages of all the people had been
raised in the same proportion .there!

In no other
industry does such a condition exist.
In but very few, if any, other indus-
tries can a new plant be establisned
so cheaply, comparatively speaking,
as in agriculture.

“Because of this peculiar situa-
tion, therefore, agriculture has a
right to ask and receive some protec-
tion from the federal and state gov-
ernments, otherwise it must be
at the mercy of those who prey upon
