Sheep and gosts will not be pureh
aged’ until producers have listed with
the county dgent the number of sheep
and goats thy they have for sale. A
gummary cf these applications wilj be
made by tha county agent :nd sent
te the “State Drouth office &% Colleg:
Station and it will in turn be sent to
the Regional Sheep office, where stat-
-land county quotas will ba established.
As soon as quotas are  established
they will be furnishéd the County
Agent and then he will stait buying.

All persons who have eithes sheep
or goats should list them at once with
the eonnty agent so thet the program
myy start as soonyas it is opéned. Cal-
lchan farmers and stockmen have
cooperted so well with the county
agent in the past year that all pro
Erams are out from two weeks to two
months ahead of cther ndjoining
counties.

CRYICIFYING THE MILLS

At least two Southern mills will
will soon feel the effects of the cot-
ton procegsing tax in a way other
than restricted business. In Algbgma
the Internal Revenue Bureau has in-
stituted proceedings to collect about
$28,000 due in processing taxes which
the millg claim they are unable to!
pay. Both establishments closed their
doors last week and Government offi
cials made it known that the proper-
ty will be sold at public auction for
the taxes. About /00 operatives
were thrown out of work.

The processing tax of 4.2 cents per
pound was designed to help the cotton
farmetr. It has raised his price level
to something more than 17 cents per
pound, Since the tax went into effect
textile business has sufiered. The
public will pay so much and no more,
With the rising price of cotton and
the added processing tax the public
balked. It reached the saturation |
point and textile goods truue stagnat-
ed. Whether the cotton farmer has
benefited under the processing tax io
debatable. As a part of the general
buying publi¢ he, too, must pay his
share of the consvmer’s burden, and
it is doubtful, in the final analysis,
whether he has received the dollars
and cents returns the economists and
analysists in the AAA hoped he would
receive.

Protests against the processing tax
have come from “selfish interests,”
sponsors of the plan declare. There
cre the mills who can feel the pulse
of business. Bucr they know the' reac-
tion: of the l‘uying public and their
sales records furnisl: ample proof of
the detrimental effects of a tax plac-
e€d upon one group for the benefit of
another  In the first fiscal year in
which it wag effective the tax yieided
nearly $145,000,000, almost nalf of
the total processing taxus collected
by the Government, This is a tre-
mendots sum to collect fronm: consum-
ers of a single proeduct.—The Cotton
Digest.

The estimpate was based on a survey
in progress since April which also
revealed that the department will bo
able eventually to s2cure ppproxi-
mately 15,000 vacent houses, premises

end sustenance plots which will be

ed for ‘he rwpl rehabilitation lisis.

Of these houses, about 80 per cent
willp be in approximately 100 counties
located in the eastern hplf of the
stote, k

Leasing of these houses, {ogether
with sufficient t{lleblg Jany in eac'
case to produce major food and feed
requiremeuts of the familieg occygpy-
ing them now is under way and hun-
drods of executed leases, contracts of
tenure for selected clients, and appli-
cations for capital goods are being
received dialy, Stanford said. Repair
work actuvally has been started on
several hundred o° these Jeasad
houses and a small number of select-
ed families hava alreiidy been moved
from towng to improved rural homes.

As soon as ~lients are placed in the
tepaireq bouses, the relief agercy
furnishes them with such capita:
gnods as milk cows, laying hens, meat
hogs, brood sows, seed and supple-
mantary feed for livestock. It is esti-
mated that some 85,000 to 40,000
dairy cows will be needed for families
in the process of rehabilitation be-
tween now and the end of the year,
while approrimately 50,000 meal hogs
ard brood sows and around 40,000
laying hens will be required. Pur-
chise of these farm anmmals and
fowls already has been started,

The depaitment already bas ap-
proved four rural work centers, the
Friendship community in Hcuston
county; the Tennessee colony in An-
derson county, a center at Rip Grande
City, Staxy County, and an emergency
center in Cochran County,

Additional work centers in several
South Texas counties suffering from
the effects of last week’s storm, were
expected to be fiaally approved
shortly, Stanford exp'ained thet pro-
jectg will be approved for the build-
ing of farm.rs’ morkets, rural parks
aird playgrounds, subsistonce or farm
homestead colonies, roadside markets,
the terracing of farm lands and other
rial projects.
