Clyde L. Garrett Seeking 
Reelection To Congress

Congressman Clyde L. Garrett, o f j 
Eastland, this week officially an- ! 
nounces his candidacy for reelec-! 
tion as Representative in the House I 
of Representatives at Washington, 
D.C., from the 17th Congressiohal 
district of Texas.

His official announcement to vot­
ers, in which many important views 
are explained, appears hereunder:

In announcing my candidacy for 
reelection, I desire to refer to my 
platform of 1930 and outline the 
various actions I have taken con­
cerning same.

Free Speech and Free Press
I strongly advocated and emphasi­

zed the principal of free speech and 
free press. Strictly adhering to 
that principle, I have not denounced 
either a constituent or a colleague 
in Congress, through the press or 
through the medium of the Con­
gressional Record, for either their 
actions or their comments contrary 
to my interests or favorable to an 
opponent

It will be recalled, w.hen I ran 
for Congress, I opposed the use of 
the franking privilege in the United 
States mails and the fneilities of 
the Government printing plants— 
all maintained at enormous cost to 
tire taxpayer—for the personal or 
political advancement of any of­
fice-holder. My constituents well 
know that I have faithfully main­
tained this attitude. They also 
know that I have not flooded the 
mail weekly with uncalled-for and 
useless statements printed in the 
Congressional Record.

\ derails legislation *
I favored in 1930, :s now, such 

actions as would provide for those 
veterans of foreign wars who are 
now in need of assistance from the 
country they fought to save.

Immediately upon coming to Con­
gress,! introduced n bill providing 
for the establishment >f a Veterans 
Hospital in the 17tli District. As a 
result of this movement which I 
helped to inaugurate, two such hos­
pitals are now being constructed In 
Texas.

I have devoted much time in as­
sisting veterans in presenting their 
claims to the Veterans’ Administ­
ration and have worked for and 
supported all legislation which 
would better the condition of these 
splendid citizens, their wives and 
widows. In presenting tnese claims, 
I found that many deserving and 
needy veterans, after a proper pre­
sentation of their evidence, have 
been denied the aid they deserved. 
And accordingly, I introduced a 
bill which would give tlie veteran 
the right to contest the decision of 
the Veterans’ Administration’s rul­
ing in a court in his district. No 
member of Congress can show u 
record that compares more favorab­
ly than mine in relation to the 
veterans, their wives and widows.

I also presented memorials and 
have diligently worked to provide 
additional domiciliary facilities at

diligently to eliminate the unfair 
freight rates imposed on the South 
and the Southwest. During my 
term as Congressman, several great 
steps in this direction have been 
made, destroying certain West Tex­
as zones and giving that region 
equal rates with other zones. I ihall 
continue my efforts until we have 
won equal and just rates for our

Together with my interest in 
commerce, 1 have always been a- 
ware of the needs of the employee. 
I voted for the Wage-Hour Daw, 
since legislation along this line was 
needed. While neither the Wagner 
Act nor the NLRA, which were 
passed prior to my coming to Con­
gress, have worked to the satis­
faction of Congress and the Nation, 
I do not fee, that we should junk 
this .egis.it ion entirely. We should 
use these laws as a base, eliminat­
ing such provisions as are wrong 
and unjust, and retaining those 
part which benefit both labor and 
onunrtee.

Social Se-urity
Many people are of the opinion 

that our present Social Security 
Law relates to Old Age Assistance 
only. This is merely a part of it. 
Tills act authorizes the Federal 
Government, as nn agent of the 
people, to secure proper facilities 
for its youth, to care for its sick 
and ailing, nnd to provide moans of 
sustenance for its aged and infirm. 
I know that the provisions for the 
lienlth nnd welfare of our people 
runs only to about 8 cents i>er per­
son per year which is too small. I 
know that adequate provisions have 
not been made for our youth; that 
laborers do not feel safe “ gainst 
sickness nnd accident: that our aged 
and infirm are not justly treated— 
many of them beuig now in dire 
need and want. I have supported

There Is about 150 to 200 working 
on the Admiral road project at 
present, and another wilL start 
some time this week on highway No. 
36 which will furnish employment 
for about ffity men.

ful consideration by the Veterans' 
Administration. At the present 
time, I am supporting and will vote 
for the adeqnate and Just pensions 
for the widows and children of 
veterans in the present bill before 
Congress.

Oil Control, Commerce and Labor
I have always favored the prin­

ciples of private ownership and 
freedom of business enterprise, and 
I hava nnd shall continue to oppose 
the nationalization and federaliz­
ation of our industries. My stand 
in 1936 in opposition to Federal con­
trol of our oil industry^ is indicative 
of my present position in this re­
spect. We still have lione3t nnd 
capable men in Texas whom we can 
elect and to whom vye can snfe'.y 
ent-ust the handling of tills great 
industry. Our state bffleers elected 
to handle this problem are nearer 
to the people and are far more con­
cerned with the industry's welfare 
than nny bureaucrat that couid lie 
sent out from Washington. Our 
present plan with the control vested 
In elected stafe officials is nnd will 
work to the benefit, of both the 
consumer and the producer. My 
att'tude iu this 'onnection is furth­
er reflected in my support o f the 
Walter-Imgan hill recently passed 
by the House. Tills hill gives every 
citizen :he right to have any ruling 
of an administrative bureau re­
viewed by a court. This, I believe, 
is the best way to , keep the ad­
ministrative bureaus within the 
power of the people.

Hinee commerce is dependent 011 
means of transportation. I have 
been working to equalize such exist­
ing dLscrimlrstory laws and regul­
ations as might prevent the free 
and unlimited flow of comromce. In
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My announcement for congress 
was carried In the Press, in the 
dolly and most of the weekly pap­
ers on the 19th day of January, of 
this year, however, the announce­
ment was carried ns a news item. 
This announcement is my personal 
message to you.

I wus born and reared iu Erath 
Countv,—grew to manhood ou the 
farm. My people were poor and by 
reason thereof, I was forced to 
make mv own way. After securing 
my education, I engaged in teach 
school during the schorl term, and 
in farming when not in school; 
during  ̂ which time, I also studied 
law.

I went iuto the army during the 
World War and T finished my law 
course while iu the army, and was 
admitted to the imr and licensed 
to practice law soon nfter I w;5» 
discharged from tile army.

1 have since that time served my 
home i>e<>ple for over five years u° 
their county attorney, haring been 
first appointed to fill out an. unex­
pired term and thereafter was elect­
ed to the office twice; niv people 
then elected me district a.torney 
for the Twenty Ninth Judicial Dis­
trict for two terms; then they 
elected me thei” district judge for 
said district, nnd I am now serving 
my twelfth year as such.

This histor, of myself is given 
for the purpose of showing what 
my home iieople, where I grew up 
thick of me, as well as to show my 
opportunity to study government 
nnd qualifications foi tl ? place I 
seek.

The science and study of govern­
ment has lieen my life’s study, and 
I believe that 1 have a fair know­
ledge of the vital questions that the 
American i>eople are now confront­
ed with, and the important matters 
Riat the next Congress wtll have to 
deal with. 1 have a burning de­
sire to serve them during these try­
ing times and I believe that 1 can 
render to them the service that this 
great district is entitled.

As I have stated, the press cur­
ried the main iioiuts Hurt 1 think 
are of paramount importance to the 
people as a whole, which were:

(1) If I am elected your Con­
gressman, I pledge to you' that I 
shall do everything in my power to 
keep our country out of war; for 
I know the horrors\>f war; for 
misery and woe that follow’ the 
same.

1 believe that our country is in 
more danger now within its borders 
than it is without*; and I am in 
favor of keeping all foreigners out 
of tills country a id give and make 
jobs for our home people. 1 like 
the slogan “ America for Americans” 
and I believe in a strict immigration 
law, and such other laws, that will 
make It .easy to deport enemy aliens.

■(■2) '■ it Iiecomes necessary
for our-country to engage in war,
I favor a universal draft,—that is, 
not only a draft of men power, but 
a draff of money power, a draft 
of machinery, an j a draft of muni­
tions and factories*

(3) Our agricultural Industry be­
ing the hnsi£ Industry of the land,
I I favor such laws tha. will assist 
and build nn this industry by way 
of soil conservation and soil pre­
servation. and co-operative market 
associations, to stimulate a better 
market for our products; I am in 
favor of an amendment to our farm 
program in order to bring about the

IT IS ESTIMATED TO 
TAKE $6,500 CAPITAL 
TO EACH >IAN EMPLOYED

It is estimated that, on the aver­
age, $0,500 must he Invested before 
a worker can lie given a jcb in 
American industry. That much 
money spent which goes into factor­
ies, machines, tools nnd other facil­
ities. Multiply that $0,500 some 
40,000.000 times, and you have the 
approximate investment iu Ameri­
can industrial enterprises. That is 
capital, the capital has so long lieen 
subjected to iiolitical and radical 
attack. Its crime seems to h«wrhat 
it creates jobs, purchasing power, 
and taxable wealth, higher wages, 
shorter working hours and a gener­
al rising standard of living.

Where capital in big sums doesn’t 
exist, eoimort, security and op­
portunities don’t exist. It takes 
“ big money" to keep a progressive
nation going. took “ oig money’;. It
in endless streams to create our 
unqualified industrial ci\ ilization. 
To argup that the basic interest 
of capital nnd mbyr are opposed 
is as sens’ble as’ to argue a person 
is opposed t '  food.

COTTON EXPORTS ARE 
RUNNING 2,710,*00 
BALES OVER LAST YEAR

The principal factor In the small 
advance ’ in cotton the jmst few 
months was caused by the subsidy 
o f ten dollars per bale paid by the 
government to foreign buyers of 
American cotton, which caused an 
increase in our exports to foreign 
countries. Up to the close of hijpl 
ness Friday, May 3rd. There had 
lieen exported 5,916.753 hales as 
compared with 3,202.521 hales to 
same date last season. This is 2.- 
710,000 bales over the exports to 
the same date in 1939.

and endorsed measures that sought 
to relieve these conditions. When 
I came to Congress, I found that 
this Act was amassing a tremend­
ous sum which would not fully 
benefit the people until 1975 and 
that the payments to begin in 1942 
would give the people but a mere 
pittance. I voted for the measure 
that authorized these payments to 
begin in, 1940 and sought to secure 
an amendment to the Act to eli­
minate this “reserve fund” which 
do<^ not help the people. Realizing 
that this tremendous reserve was, 
unnecessary, I supported the amend­
ment which reduces the contrib­
utions made by both the employee 
and the employer. I feel that Social 
Security contributions should be 
kept sacred and used exclusively 
for purposes for which they were 
collected.

I supported all such amendments 
to the Social Security Act, including 
those which sought to liberalize the 
basis for benefits to the old people 
who should receive aid and support 
from this law. This was the intent 
of the law when passed and I favor 
carrying out the mandate of the 
people.

It will be remembered that, when 
I ran for Congress, 1 advocated a 
liberal and adequate old age pen­
sion preferably paid by the Federal 
Government. I am still of the same 
opinion. In fact, I have supported 
all pension legislation which had 
this for its purpose. I have kept 
faith with the people. While pen­
sions are an Important and neces­
sary part of our Social Security 
problem, 1 do not allow myself to 
shirk the other needs and demands 
of our people in this connection.

Agriculture
The most important industry in 

my District is Agriculture. It is 
confronted with many vexing pro­
blems. It is easy for one who has 
an axe to grind to say ; that he 
wishes to aid the plight of the 
farmer, but it is hard for him to 
follow up his statement with a plan, 
for such a plan must be developed 
through months and probably years 
of study and with the proper nation­
al perspective.

I supported the present farm bill. 
This bill does provide a splendid 
working basis for a most worth­
while and long range farm program, 
and, though far from being perfect, 
must and will eventually be amend­
ed to eliminate any inequalities. 
This bill places, as it should, con-
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trol of the program largely in the 
bands of the farmers themselves. 
I have favored a national policy of 
adjusting agricultural products to 
prevailing and prospective demand 
and for handling burdensome agri­
cultural surpluses while this ad­
justment is In progress. I believe 
also in the basic principle of sound 
business-like management of farms. 
This Farm Act provides for the 
payment of parity prices on al’ 
the basic farm products. 1 have 
supi>orted every appropriation to 
provide payment ef parity prices 
to our farmers.

I have actively supported the 
Water Facilities program. It is 
now in its infancy but it has al­
ready proven its werth and I be­
lieve that it should be extended.

I have wholeheartedly supported 
our Soil Conservation program. Our 
people know what it has meant 
to them. I shall continue to sup­
port it.

The Rural Electrification pro­
gram has received my hearty sup­
port. I am glad that many of the 
communities of my District are tak­
ing the advantage of cheaper power 
rates under this program. I hope 
that the day is not far distant when 
our agricultural conditions and 
farm income will make it possible 
for every family in our rural com­
munities to take full advantage 
of the comforts and conveniences 
provided by the Rural Electrific­
ation program.

Fully realizing what the Farm 
Security Program has and is mean­
ing to our farmers I have unhesit­
atingly supported this program. 
Furthermore, I have voted for low­
ering interest rates and more read­
ily accessible loans to ohr farmers 
at all times.

I strongly favored the first Farm 
Tenancy Purchase bill and have 
supported each of them since. I 
favored a larger appropriation than 
that provided in the above bill in 
erder that more of our worthy ten­
ants mig’ t acquire farms. I also 
feel that Congress should take im­
mediate steps to prevent the causes 
of farm tenancy. Too, realizing that 
unemployment is being gr atly in­
creased by tenants being driven 
fro.n the farms, I have heartily 
supported amendments to the Farm 
Act which had for their purpose 
the remedying of this deplorable 
situation. Thousands of deserving 
people, with substantial equities .a 
their homes are losing them annual­
ly. Some safe and sound program 
should he provided to remove this 
cause of farm tenancy. It has been 
said “you cannot make lanuloids out 
of tenants until you stop the thing 
that is making tenants out of land­
lords.”

In my further efforts to cooperate 
with agriculture, every cotton farm­
er is aware of the bill which I have 
introduced in Congress calling for 
the redemption o f tax-exempt certi­
ficates issued under the Bankhead 
Act, voted prior to 1936. The oass- 
age of this measure would restore 
money taVen away from the farm­
ers o f my district and increase the 
purchasing power of eve-y com­
munity in West Texas. About twen­
ty million dollars would be returned 
to the pockets of the farmer-: which 
is now frozen in the Treasury throu­
gh the unconstitutional Bankhead 
Act passed in 1934.

Taxation
It will be remembered that in

I *U11 would ,lke to see this 
done. However it is more than 
one man can <),’ ulone. With the 
alarming unemployment and relief 
problem now confronting the Nat­
ion, the necessity for huge approp­
riations for agriculture, coupled 
with the enormous sums now so 
necessary to National Defense, no 
one known when tlic budget can be 
balanced. In this connection, will 
state that I imve voted for the 
maximum amounts requested by the 
President for the above purposes, 
and, on one or two occasions with 
reference to relief. In excess of the 
amount requested. If my COn' 
stituents could know the appeals 
which come to my office from the 
county, city, and school officials 
for funds that they may sponsor 
worthwhile projects in order to 
provide work for the unemployed, 
such as court-houses, city halls, 
school buildings, recreation and 
athletic buildings and grounds,
farm-to-market roads, streets, parks 
and numerous other projects; if 
they could see the appeals which 1 
receive from the thousands of un­
employed men and women Itegging 
for an opportunity to work and a 
chance to live, they would under­
stand why I voted for such approp­
riations. I cannot bring myself to 
believe that funds spent for the 
above purposes have been poured 
down “rat-holes” as some would 
have you believe. I believe it more 
important to save the lives of these 
unfortunates who through no fault 
of their own cannot secure jobs, to 
aid the sick and infirm, to care for 
the young who have not food for 
life, and to rebuild the wavering 
morale of our people than it is to 
count the money as it lies idle 
in the counting houses. A life is 
more precious than a dollar. I do 
not believe my people want me to 
deny my support and assistance to 
the aid o f th ose in need. Further­
more, I know that the people of 
my District adhere to the doctrine 
that we art “our brother’s keeper.”

I also believe it is more important 
to provide an adequate national*de- 
fense of our country than it is to 
save and hoard dollars. It is better 
to spend a billion dollars than u 
million lives In defense of our 
country.
National Youth Administration
The destiny and future of our 

Nation is drpendeat on the corning 
generations who shall be it s citizCfis 
and its leaders, i have ever favored 
a democratic *W m  of education 
anr*, in close cooperation with our 
splendid L.‘h<Hs and college , have 
supported the provisions of the 
Natioual Youth Administration. I 
know that there are literally *bou- 
sands of our worthy and deseeying 
g»rls and hoys who would be denied 
the privilege of equipping them­
selves for life's duties and respon­
sibilities if it were not for this 
program. I shall continue to sup­
port this wor'hwhile program.

Subversive Activities
While I kiiuiv that our country 

will never become the aggressor 
Nation, I am well aware of the 
policies of dictator nations and 
know what happened to Austria, 
Poland, Finland, Norway, not to 
mention many others. Having this 
in mind I supported the Hobbs bill, 
which gives the Government author­
ity to deport all aliens who are 
illegally in this country and who 
are subversive i-> their work and 
criminal in their intent. Realizing 
that we have much to fear from 
enemies within I Vv,ted to create 
the Dies committee to investigate 
un-American activities and have 
voted for every appropriation to 
continue .his work. I believe the 
work of this c ommittee should be 
continued until it has exposed the 
pernicious activities of the sub- 
servise elements and until such 
time as Congress can pass such 
legislation as will prevent any 
threats to our American form of
Government.

Immigration
No general immigration laws 

have been jwssed since I came to 
Congress. However, I do not favor 
letting the bars down for any in­
flux of natives of other countries. 
Our own citizens deserve the best 
things of this country and it is my 
candid opinion that all aliens now 
in this country should now be giv­
en their choice, cither to become 
citizens or get out

Foreign Affaire
My people itnow that In 1936 I 

pledged that I would never vote 
for a war of aggn^saion. I shell 
keep my word. I believe that we 
should attend to our own affairs. 
Certainly none of us desire that 
the flower of 0ur youth be sent to 
fight in foreign wars. I can easily 
understand the anxiety o f the 
fathers and mothers'of this coun­
try who do not wish that their sons 
should be sacrificed to fight other 
nations’ wars as I have two fine 
sons who would likely be among 
the first to he called to arms.

Since I have be*11 in Congress i  
hare supported every movement 
for Etence and neutrality. I advocat­
ed the Neutrality Law of 1939, the 
mala provision of which calls for 
“ Cash and Carry." I feel that this 
Act, fa more than the actions of 
any cne who niav bo elected to 
Congress, win keep us out o f f>r-

most men o f international learning 
hail as the greatest step toward 
peace today, and have aided in 
every way the closer alliance of the 
American democracies und a pract- 
icaole and cooperative organization 
under the protection of the Monroe 
Doctrine. I have yet to find a 
member of Congress who advocates 
the United States entering the war ; 
only war mongers and opportunists 
deny this fact. Congress does not 
need further organizing along this 
jline. In these perilous times it 
behooves our people to keep cool 
beads, our feet on the ground, and 
for everyone of us to strive to be 
as neutral in action, and in. spirit, 
as is humanly possible, so that- we 
may maintain an attitude of frank­
ness and straightforwardness of 
purpose that will make the nations 
of the earth respect our desires 
for peace. May I not take tljjs op­
portunity to earnestly and respect­
fully urge that all my constituents 
cooperate with our great president, 
and the national administration by 
refraining from “war-talk,”  useless 
agitation, and rash und radical 
statements.

Despite the fact thut hundreds of 
my friends are urging that I return 
to the District now and actively 
enter my campaign it is my purpose, 
if conditions remain us they are, 
to remain in Washington and con­
tinue my official duties until Con­
gress adjourns. However, I greatly 
appreciate the many good letters 
which I am receiving from my 
friends concerning my work in 
Congress. I am sure that these 
will be active in my behalf, at least, 
until I can return to the District.

“This iH unfortunate but we have
on huiui tuk wuks of bran and an 
ample supmv of sodium arseuue 
that can loused this year as ii. 
the past to poison them,” announces 
Ross Brisoit, county agent.

A county grasshopper committee 
composed ,,f Quincy Ijoven, J m 
Yarbrough Ernest Franke, and Ii. 
W. Plowman has been appointed to 
help carry 0n this work.

This year as in the past 100 
pounds of bran and sodium arsenite 
will be furnished by the govern­
ment. The farmer or ranchman is 
expected to furnish 10O pounds of 
bran, cottonseed hulls, or. some 
other acceptable substitute. All 
materials must be thoroughly mix­
ed with water before leaving the 
mixing station. I^e t0 the Hmal1 
numbers of grasshoppers there will 
be only one mixing station this 
year, at Baird- This station will 
be open only three days per week, 
namely Monday, Wednesday, and 
Saturday. If the county agent is 
not in the office arangeinents have 
been made for some other authority 
to lie present and aseist in the mix­
ing.

This information is revealed in the 
1939 report: o f the State Comptroll­
er of Public Accounts which has 
just been released in Austin and 
shows that no dogs were rendered 
for taxation in this coubty for that 
year.
